DIALING INSTRUCTIONS

. Two fypes of dial telephones are currently used in

the US. Sector of Berlin.

a. Civil (Class B) telephones, identified by a
six- or seven-digit number; i.e. 76-3210, 84-3210;
769-2000, 887-2000.

b. Military Automatic Exchange Service (PABX)
identified by a three or four digit number;
i.e. 7500, 6310, 5400, 3500, 432.

To call from an extension of the military dial ex-
change to a number in the Civil Exchange, dial 99
and then the listed number. {From Class A" and
Class “C-1” telephones only.)

To call from a civil telephone to a military exten-
sion, dial 819, and the listed number,

Dial Tone: On all military telephones in the Berlin
areq, dial tone is a steady tone. On civil telephones
in the Berlin areq, the dial tone is an intermittent
short and long tone. A rapid series of short tones
indicates a busy line and a regularly short hum
indicates that the number dialed is ringing.

Mis-dial: A number dialed incorrectly will result in
your receiving a series of alternately low and high
pitched tones. When a mis-dial is indicated hang
vp the receiver and try to re-dial the desired
number. If mis-dial is indicated a second time,
check the directory for the correct number.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR MAKING LONG
DISTANCE AND OVERSEAS CALLS

MILITARY:

Class “A* and “AL” telephone users may make
official long distance calls over military circuits by
dialing prefixes listed on the back cover of this
directory.

Cldss “A” and “AL“ telephones may make official
long distance calls over the civil system by con-
tacting the military long distance baoking operator.
Telephone control numbers must be provided to the
military telephone operator by the subcriber when
placing lon? distance domestic, international and
CONUS calls.

Control numbers are obtained as follows:

(1) U.S. Army Berlin Brigade. From the Adjutani
General, Berlin Brigade, telephone 6007,
between the hours of 0800 and 1700. After
du?' hours and holidays, call the Staff Duty
Officer, telephone number 6531 for the con-
trol number. .

(2) U.S. Mission Berlin. From U.S. Mission Tele-
phone Control Office, telephone 7507, between
the hours of 0830 and 1730. After duty hours
and holidays, call the Staff Duty. Officer,
telephone number 6531 for the control
number.

(3) U.S. Air Force Berlin, From 7350th Spt Gp,
Admin Svcs Div, telephone 5308, between
the hours of 0800-1700. After duty hours and
holidays, call the Staff Duty Officer, tele-
phone number 5300 for the control number.

After the control number has been obtained, call
the military operatar by dailing 90.

to CONUS must have prior
approval of the Chief of Staff, USCOB or Berlin
Brigade.

Calls should be completed in the minimum essential
time, and as a matter of practice should be limited
to not more than five minutes. Proposed con-
versations should be pre-planned, and reference
material assembled in advance of placing the call.
These actions will result in reduction of circuit time
usage and thereby reduce high operating costs and
delay to other subscibers desiring use of the limited
number of circuits available.

2. CLASS “B*

Official calls will not be made from a Class “B*
telephone except in emergencies, and then only
through the military switchboard by dialing 819-93.
Direct long distance dial service from Class “B”
telephone to most cities in West Germany are
available by dialing first the town prefix then the
number of the wanted telephone.

Direct dial codes are furnished with the German
Telephone Directory. If no direct dialing is possible
you will get assistance from the operator by
dialing 010. The charges for this call will be
charged to your phone number.
