2+ Welcomz to Berlin., We hope your stay will be rewarding and that you
see and enjoy the e¢ity, 1ts sights and places of interest. To insure that the
plbasantnuss of your visit 1s unmarred, this publicatioen furnishes the DO's and
DON'T's to which you should adhere while here, ~

3. ﬂerlln is an oocupled city completely surrounded by the Soviet occeupiled
zone of Germany. - Surface access to Berlin is through this octupied zone, You
are not permitted to enter this Soviet occeupled zene of Germany except enroute
to or from Berlin via the Berlin-Helmstedt Autobahn or ‘the US Duty Train. To
transit the Soviet zone either by road or rail, you must have proper and com-
plete documentation « The city proper is divided dnto four sectors, US, British,
French, and Russian. You are free to visit all sectors to include the Hast '
sector (Soviet), i,e. Fast Berlin, Iﬁ the Western ssctors, (US, Lritish and
French) i,¢. West Derlin, you'may travel as you please exercising only the care
which is normal in any city of the werld. While in West Berlin, you nay travel
by bus, the -Eahn, cr by Western sector taxicabs, which are identified by a
solid white stripe below the window line, or a taxl sipn on the roof, Lven
though in West Berlin: SN : ‘

‘a. DO NOT usc East Berlin taxicabs which are marked with the broken
white stripe below the window line, -

bs DO NOT use the S-Bahn as it goes into the Soviet ocoupied zone of
Germany, It is cperated by the East German government and 1ts use could result
in your d»tuntion by Bast German or Soviet authorities. !

4, As completc protection cannot bc guarantecd to you as a JS citizen, or
the dependent of a US citizen, you are not encouraged to travel in East Berlin
except as a mermber of an official US Army tour. Specilal Services Division of
Berlin Command cenduets such tours which depart from the:Shoppini Center each
"+ Wednesday, Saturday, and Sunday at 1300 hours (Tp: T4-6523 for rbservations)

If you desire to travel to East Berlin on your own by private vehlole, you
should have no difficulty if you keep in mind the following p01nts‘ :

. as Two types of ourrency cxist in Bgrlin., In West Burlin, thu cur~
rency used 1s the Deutsche Mark, This money cannot be used in East Berlin, .
where the standard currency is the Rast Mark. If you plan to make purchases or
spend money in Bast Berlin, you must exchanme your West Marks for East Marks in
an East Berlin Noten Bank which is the officlal East Berlin Money exchange, -
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You will be. issusd a certificate to use as preof you mcquired the East Marks
legally. Retain this certificate, Show it upon domand. . Purchase made with
Bast Marks acquired through cther sources are 11lezal, Among those ltems
which are forbidden for sale to you are gascline, food, rare or valuable
antiques cr objects of art, and oclothing.  Items which you may purchase in
limited quantities are books, pletures, masazines, phonograph records, sheet
music and postcards. You may also purchase in East Berlin tickets to public
entertainment, i.e. operas, concerts, theaters or the circys. - ' :

Furnish information enly as to your name, date of birth, Service or 1D Card
number, and your'rank or title, You may answer truthfully the reasons for
your visit to Iast Berlin, ILimit any discussion to pertinant‘facts'regarding
your detenticn. Under no elrcumstances sipn any doouments offered to you by
¢lther Soviet or Hast German officials,

: 7o Your personal conduct should be excmplary at all times while in Kast
or West Berlin since as an American in Berlin you are a representative of the
eatlre United States in the eyes. of the eommunists and indeed the whole world,
