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New USCOB Has Distinguished Career

Major General William W. Cobb,
who recently assumed his duties as
United States Commander, Berlin,
has had a long and illustrious career
in the service of his country.

Cobb entered active military duty
in January, 1941 as an enlisted man.
In May, 1941 he received a direct
commission as a second lieutenant.

During World War II he served in
the Southwest Pacific Theater as a
platoon leader and later as a com-
pany commander in the 503rd Par-
achute Infantry Regiment from 1942-
1944.

Upon his return to the United
States, Cobb served at the Parachute
School, Ft. Benning, Ga., first as the
Supervisor of Parachute Jump Train-
ing and later as the Director of
Parachute Training.

With the outbreak of the conflict
in Korea, he was assigned to Head-
quarters X Corps as Operations Of-
ficer, G-3 Section, during the period
1950-1951.

In 1952, Cobb joined the 1st Ar-
mored Division at Ft. Hood, Tex.,
where he served as Operations Of-
ficer for the 81st Reconnaissance Bat-
talion (Separate) in Linz, Austria,
with the mission of patrolling the
United States-Soviet line of demar-
cation along the Danube River.

He served on the Staff and Fa-
culty of the Command and General
Staff College, Ft. Leavenworth, Kan.,
from 1955-1958.

In 1959, he was assigned to the
United States Army Missile Com-
mand, Redstone Arsenal, Ala., Serv-
ing as a weapons system project
manager.

In 1962, Cobb went to Okinawa,
\:\'hcrp he served successively as the
S})'QC.Iill Assistant to the High Com-
missioner and as the Deputy Civil
Administrator of the Ryukyu Islands.

Returning to the United States in
1965, Cobb assumed command of the
11th Armored Cavalry Regiment at
Ft. Meade, Md. After a period of
reorganization and training, he de-
ployed the regiment to South Viet-
nam in August, 1966 and commanded
the regiment in combat until May,
lf)G7 when he was assigned as As-
sistant Chief of Staff, G-3, II Field
Force, Vietnam.

For USAREUR Youth Summer Program

American dependent youths will
have a rare opportunity to gain work
experience and extra income this
summer as a part of the USAREUR
Dependent Youth Summer Hire Pro-
gram.

The program is for youths 16-21
yvears of age and provides them with
the chance to spend their summer
months working, an opportunity not
normally available for U. S. citizen
dependents in an overseas area.

To be eligible for the program the
youths must be dependents of a mili-
tary member of the U. S. Forces on
active duty or dependents of a civil-
ian employee of the U. S. Armed
Forces, including appropriated and
nonappropriated fund activities; Eu-
ropean branches of Boston Univer-
sity and the Universities of Mary-
land, Southern California and Utah;
American Red Cross; or dependents
of a technical representative or con-
sultant on DA, Navy or Air Force
invitational orders who are eligible
for logistic support under USAREUR
Regulation 700-32.

The employment will be from May
15-Sept. 29 at $1.60 per hour for ap-
propriated fund positions and $1.40
per hour for nonappropriated fund
positions.

All qualified applicants will re-
ceive equal consideration for employ-
ment without regard to race, color,
religion, sex or national origin.

VA Mobile Home Loans

WASHINGTON (VA) — The Vet-
erans Administration has announced
standards for its mobile home pro-
gram which guarantees up to 30 per
cent of loans — up to a maximum
of $10,000 for mobile homes or up to
$17,500 is the loan is also for a fully
developed lot.

The mobile home program was
established by PL 91-506 and VA has
prescribed regulations to govern such
items as mobile home sites, construc-
facturer’'s warranties.

The new law empowers VA Admi-
tion standards and written manu-
nistrator Donald E. Johnson to set
interest rates at levels to insure
adequate capital for mobile home
loans made by lending institutions.
He set the interest rate at 10.75 per
cent. The interest rate for money
used to purchase a lot and to make
improvements was set at seven per
cent.

mobile home they like and which
meets VA standards, settle details
for rental or purchase of a mobile
home lot and then apply to a lender
for a loan.

Veterans and servicemen with at
least 181 days of active service after
January 31, 1955 are eligible for mob-
ile home loans as are veterans of
World War II and the Korean Con-
flict who served more than 90 days,
provided they have not previously
used their home loan benefit.

So are veterans discharged for ser-
vice-connected disabilities, regardless
of length of service, widows of
eligible veterans and wives of mem-
bers of the Armed Forces missing in
action or prisoners of war for more
than 90 days.

cover that one group which had been
on tour earlier this year, “Gentle
Giant,” has completely bypassed
Berlin. To ease my sorrow, I went
out and bought a copy of their first,
and to my knowledge only LP (titled,
of course, “Gentle Giant”) of which
I have taken some notes. Regretably,
since I loaned the record, dust jacket
inclusive, to a friend who is pre-
sently out of town, I cannot reveal
the names of the personnel in the
band. Anyhow, here is “Gentle
Giant” #1:

The opening presentation, “Giant,”
is a musical portrait of the beard-
ed benevolent-looking Goliath who
adorns the front cover of the album.
A preliminary organ recital for-
warns the listener that this is no
ordinary song he is about to hear,
and sure enough, his suspicions are
confirmed within a few seconds.
This song is strange by virtue of
its uncommon beat and eccentric
rhythm, unlike “Ekseption” pieces
which are unusual because they are
variations on themes by the old ma-
sters. Even so, “Giant” possesses a
simulated violin track which sounds
eerie rather than classical.

Although the idea is hardly revo-
lutionary, a flat-top guitar and a
mini-stringed orchestra were combin-
ed to produce an enchanting, pretty
number, “Funny Maps.” Peppered
with brief moments of “Black Sab-
bath”-type material, the music is
essentially smooth and punctuated
with muted shell mounts and tom-
toms. “Isn't It Quiet And Cold,” a
later offering, is constructed in much
the same manner as “Funny Maps,”
and is likewise endowed with a com-
plimentary voice pattern. While the
singing of Robert Plant is undeni-
ably forceful, and the crooning of
Ian Anderson is, without question

dynamic, neither of them have that
quality of refinement and beauty
which seems so natural to these two
“G.G.” compositions. Yet in spite of
this apparent luxury, both “Funny
Maps” and “Isn’t It Quiet And Cold”
retain their intended mood of light-

ness and flippancy.
Mind Shattering

For those of you who get a kick
out of popping your eardrums, there
is “Alucard,” a mind-shattering con-
coction of bass, fuzzed horns and
hyperacidic vocals which make
“Uriah Heep” sound like a band
destined to clean up on the Amateur
Hour. I will say no more about
“Alucard” for fear of spoiling the in-
credible effect the cut will have on
you at first listening.

“Nothing At All” is a lyrical crea-
tion that opens with a wild, but
energetic ballad. This acts as a ten-
derizer for a volley of double and
triple guitar leads which culminate
in one of the greatest drum solos I
have ever heard recorded. The solo
borrows the rotating speaker gim-
mick from “In-A-Gadda-Da-Vida,”
but hones it into a simple and pene-
trating challenge to your tympanic
membranes. In parts, piano is super-
imposed upon the percussion result-
ing in a wierd adaptation of free-
form rock. If drums are your special
liking, you should sink your teeth
into “Nothing At AlL”

Imagine, if you will, a jam session
between “The Moody Blues,” “Jethro
Tull” and “The Jeff Beck Group,”
and you will have the setting for a
different “G.G.” work, “Why Not.” It
is an itricate and minutely coordi-
nated theme that is spiced with ex-
ceptional techniques, sophisticated
instrumentation, and even a little
rock 'n roll. One of those numbers
for everybody.

The final cut, “The Queen,” is a
short thing which most Americans
will immediately recognize as the
British original of “My Country Tis
Of Thee.” Brief as it is, it demon-
strates the unmistakeable “Giant”
flavor which marks and characterizes
this group as a potential leader in
the rock field. Look for “Gentle
Giant” under the Vertigo label. It is
a group that will both stimulate your
imagination and tingle your musical
taste buds.
