Dooley, coach of the Georgia Bulldogs, and Schembechlar, coach of the
Michigan Wolverines, are currently touring Europe and the United Kingdom
with Jim Otto, Oakland Raider center, and Ross Dean, head of the Big
10 officials, while conducting a series of USAFE football clinics. )

While in the Divided City, Dooley and Schembechlar began discussing

the pros and cons of a playoff to determine the college football champion
and they soon discovered that they had divided opinions on the subject.

“T don’t see how you can do if
with the ll-game schedule,” Schem-
bechlar said when the question was
first posed to him.

“It depends on how many games
you have to add,” Dooley noted. “If
you just take the top eight teams I
don’t think there would be much ar-
gument about who should be in it.
It's only when you get down to pick-
ing the ninth through 20th teams
that there are a lot of arguments.”

MOS Policy
Rewritten

WASHINGTOE (ANF) — The Ar-
my has revised its policies governing
reclassification of enlisted military
occupational specialties (MOS), ef-
fective July 1.

The new procedures are aimed at
reducing career management field
(CMF) and MOS imbalances Army-
wide.

Under the plan, authority for re-
classification of E6s and below in-
volving a change of CMF will be es-
tablished at major command level.

Authority for reclassification of
E6s and below within CMFs but out-
side the career progression pattern
outlined in DA Circular 611-7 will
be established at division and instal-
lation level. Authority for reclassifi-
cation within the pattern remains
unchanged.

All reclassification affecting grades
E7, E8 and E9 will be controlled by
the Office of Personnel Operations
at DA level.

The Department of the Army will
furnish guidance on CMF and MOS
levels to major commanders, who
will add any appropriate guidance
and pass the information to the
next subordinate commander.

Reclassifications will thus be tai-
lored to the units as the guidance
passes down the chain of command.

For example, if DA identifies a
CMF or MOS that is overstrength, it
will issue guidance encouraging mo-
vement out of the occupation and
restricting movement into it.

However, a major commander may
determine that his command is short
in this particular area. He may then
restrict movement from this CMF or
MOS within his command—but he
can’t reclassify personnel into a field
that has been identified by DA as
being overstrength.

Similarly, he may not reclassify
personnel out of Army-wide shortage
areas.

Criticism Has Its Merits

It has been said that critics are often men who have failed. A literary
critic often is one who tried his hand at literature, but never quite succeed-
ed in producing it. A dramatic critic is one who sits on the edge of the
Planet No-Drama to criticize the dramas on all other planets. Not always,
but sometimes, criticism is the outcome of an incapacity to produce, or a

defense against one’s own inferiority.

Because criticism can be disappointed ambition, it does not follow that
it has mo function. But it’'s never well to dig a hole unless you put some-

thing in it.

Wise men, who are leaders, find that encouragement is often a better
stimulus to improve efforts than any criticism.

Our mood today is more critical than encouraging, perhaps because no
one examines his own conscience, and few, therefore, are conscious of their
own faults. There is no character in the world so bad that there is still not
left within it a potency for betterment. A dry stick is better for burning than
a wet stick, but there does come a moment when the flames will eventually

ignite it.

Encouragement, given with sincerity, can be the most effective tool of
any superior. The section chief, the teacher in the classroom, the father and
mother in the home, the coach of the football team will find greater success
at times by a word of encouragement that expresses confidence in the other

than by severe and biting criticism.

The true critic will always fill the hole that he has dug. The false and
selfish critic will leave the hole empty and no one profits from the criticism,
especially the critic himself.

FRAT, TLC, GLC Symbolize
Army Effort To Curb Drugs

FRAT, TLC and GLC. These three
acronyms have been added to the
Army’s drug abuse program and they
stand for a way to detect, treat and
counsel heroin users in Vietnam be-
fore they return to the U. S.

Servicemen reporting to Long Binh
and Cam Bay for outprocessing are
given a urinalysis. Then FRAT, TLC
. and GLC enter the picture.

The first phase of the new program
was the Free Radical Assay Techni-

que (FRAT), which ended in June.
Under this system a small amount
of the urine sample was mixed with
two chemicals and placed in a “black
box” machine which produced a
readout, either positive or negative,
within one minute.

This month a more definitive pro-
cedure known as thin layer chroma-
tography (TLC) and gas-liquid chro-
matography (GLC) have replaced
FRAT.

This chart designates the various school vacations for
Europe and the corresponding peak traffic times. Travelers should take
these facts into consideration before setting out.

Under this new system, all urine
samples are first checked by TLC. If
this test is positive, meaning there’s
a possibility of heroin addiction, the
same sample is given the GLC test
to confirm the presence of heroin.
Both tests are completed in 24 hours.

A negative TLC test means no
delay in outprocessing for home, but
a positive TLC and GLC means seg-
regation from other servicemen. The
tests are the first stop in a compre-
hensive detection and treatment pro-
gram.

Those who show no withdrawal
symptoms will be retested on the
fourth day in quarantine. If they still
have a positive reaction, they will be
treated as heroin users. Along with
those who spontaneously entered
withdrawal, they will be returned to
the U. S. by MEDEVAC under con-
trol of the Armed Services Medical
Regulatory Office.

If the test on the fourth day is ne-
gative, they will be returned through
normal channels.

Servicemen indentified as addicts
will be sent directly to a military
hospital with drug rehabilitation ca-
pability located nearest their next
duty station or home. Right now
there are 41 such locations, including
one at each CONUS port of entry.
The goal is to have a complete drug
rehabilitation capability at each ma-
jor U.S. installation.

Detection at the outprocessing cen-
ters will provide a start toward re-
habilitation of the naive addict. It
will also provide a deterrent to the
man with a habit who might be
tempted to smuggle his “horse” on
the plane. It may also keep addicted
servicemen from being victimized by
pushers near the CONUS ports of
entry.

With an emphasis on detection,
treatment and rehabilitation, the new
program offers hope for the cure and
return to useful lives of those who
have had little help in the past.

Starting pitchers Bob Wallis and
Wayne Gollaher became relievers last
weekend, as they came in to stop the
1st Infantry Division in time for 6-5
and 9-6 victories.

4)
say that I am unalterably opposed
to playoffs in college football.”

Dooley laughed and replied, “And
just say that 1 am wunalterably in
favor of a playoff system.”

One thing that the two coaches
did agree on was that collage foot-
ball is getting tougher and both
teams will be hardpressed this year
to maintain the winning traditions.

“There’s more balance in our lea-
gue this year and some other teams
besides us and Ohio State have 3
shot at the Big 10 title,” noted
Schembechlar, who has compiled g
17-4 record in his two years at Mi-
chigan.

“We lost a great senior class last
year, as did Ohio State. We return
more starters than they do but they
have got an excellent group of so-
phomores.

“So you have to figure Ohio State
and Michigan as the favorites with
Michigan State and Northwestern
also having a good chance. Then I
would say that Purdue, Illinois, Wis-
consin and Minnesota will also figure
in the race.

“Of the teams that are traditionally
strong, I would say that Ole Miss
could be a little off this year. They
lost 17 regulars and Archie Manning
off last year’s team.”

After their short stay in Berlin,
Dooley and Schembechlar departed
for Lakenheath, England, where
they conducted another USAFE cli-
nic Monday through Thursday.

‘Jazz in the Garden’ Continues

Outside New National Gallery

The third session of “Jazz in the
Garden” today at 7 p.m. will feature
Eberhard Schoener on the Moog
Synthesizer, an instrument designed
for electronic music. As part of the
“Bach Days,” which are in full swing
now, the program “Destruction of
Harmony” will include a tribute to
J. S. Bach and a homage to Miles
Davis. With good weather the elec-
tronic sounds will be heard among
the sculptures outside the New Na-
tional Gallery, which gives this event
its special atmoshere.

Otherwise, the Ernst Reuter Haus
on the Strasse des 17. Juni Nr. 135
will be the scene for the jazz ses-
sion. The decision will be made today
and if you want to find out for sure
where it will be call the organizers
of “Jazz in the Garden” at 883-6355.
Tickets sell for DM 5.

Looking ahead to the next session
of “Jazz in the Garden” on July 30,
it is said that this will be a “tidbit”
for the jazz fans. An American jazz
combo which features two top mu-
sicians, Bobby Hutcherson on the
vibraphone and Harold Land on the
tenor saxophone, will be introduced
to the Berlin audience.

Two Groups

On Aug. 13 the series will present
two groups in one evening. The gypsy
violinist Nipso Brantner will appear
together with the German composer
and pianist Pristian Schultze to pre-
sent their “Electric Gypsy” sound.
The second group falls in the jazz-
rock direction and comes from Hol-
land, the Pierre Courbois Association.

The prices and places for the
above-mentioned Friday concerts are
the same, but the times are different.
Note that these events are scheduled
to begin at 6 p.m.

The summer concerts which are
listed under the “Cultural Events
Around Town” can be highly recom-
mended not only for their musical
pleasure, but for the atmosphere that
goes along with it. The setting for
these concerts is one of the most
beautiful rooms of the Charlotten-
burg Castle, the Eosander Chapel,
named after its builder, the Swedish
architect Eosander von Goethe. The
baroque splendor dates back to the
beginning of the 18th century.

Sign of Royalty

The first Prussian King Friedrich
I and his family gave the instruc-
tions to have this chapel built and
as a sign of their royalty a huge gol-
den crown signifies the historic first
crowning in Prussia. The chapel had
been destroyed by bombs in 1943 and
its renovation was completed last

year. The ornate organ has also been
reconstructed, after the 200—year—o!d
original was destroyed in the Berlin
City Castle in 1944 where it had
been stored for safety reasons.

But when you sit in the chapel
with the incoming twilight and the
flickering light of the burning cand-
les, which are lit for the concerts,
you forget about the destruction and
just let the eye wander in the once
again magnificant room.

the restored organ at the Eosander
Chapel will resound with music dur-
ing August weekend concerts.

The musicians are hidden from the
audience since they play up in the
balcony, so you let yourself be car-
ried away by the chamber music and
the lovely surroundings. Since the
concerts don’t begin until 8 p.m., a
walk through the well-kept garden of
the castle will add to the enjoyment
of the evening.

Get Tickets Early

These concerts have become very
popular in Berlin, so you should plan
ahead and get your tickets early at
a ticket agency. You find the Eosan-
der Chapel when you turn to your
left (when facing the castle), go
through the gate and then take a
sharp right. Or better yet, just follow
the people; there will be plenty of
them.

The Deutschlandhalle is going to
open its doors fo a children’s play-
ground on July 28 and hold a big

children’s party until Aug. 20. The
Senate of Berlin plus a great number
of public and private organizationg
have gotten together to really offer
something for those children who
have to stay in the city during the
summer. From 10 am.-6 p.m. the
youngsters from 5-13 years of age are
invited to come and play.

There are a great number of toys,
slides, movies, horseback riding (20
minutes once each day), handicraftg
and picture painting, or bicycle rid-
ing in a traffic training garden con-
structed and guided by the police,
A soft drink and cookies and a warm
meal are included. All this is avail-
able for DM 2 for the entire day
(Monday through Saturday) — so
mother will have a rest, too.

Those parents who would like to
see how their children play under
trained supervision can do so from
the balcony of the Deutschlandhalle
for 50 pfennig. The tickets can be
purchased at the Deutschlandhalle
and on it the name, address and tele-
phone number of the child and pa-
rents should be printed.

Open-Air Theater

Another place to check for sum-
mer entertainment is the pretty little
open-air theater in Spandau, next to
the Citadel. The “Freilichtbuehne am
Juliusturm,” as it is called, is cele-
brating its 50th anniversary this
year. For 50 summers it has been of-
fering a mixture of music, theater
and variety shows for young and old.

On Saturday, July 24, the “Kleines
Schauspielensemble Berlin” will pre-
sent the comedy “Arsenic and Old
Lace” at 7:30 p.m. On the following
weekend, July 31, at the same time,
the boys of the “Belgian Flag Ballet”
will entertain with their colorful
flag-twirling demonstrations. For
both evenings you pay only DM 2 for
your tickets, which you can get at
the door.

This summer a visit to the zoo
(Berlin has the best-stocked zoo in
all of Europe) not only gives you a
look at a great variety of live ani-
mals, but at an adorable collection
of porcelain creatures. In the Ante-
lope House a special exhibition en-
titled “Animals in Porcelain” awaits
the visitor with over 400 pieces of
the Hutschenreuter collection. Check
“Events in Town” for details about
opening hours, etc. for the Berlin
Z00.

I hope that my 282nd “Let’s See
Berlin” column will see you well
through the next four weeks and that
some of these hints will add to your
summer pleasure in Berlin. I'll be
checking out Ireland.
