To paraphrase Shakespeare: That which we call a
MUST by any other name would still be a must in to-
day’'s MVA. Looking at it next to the OPD at the 279th
Hospital, Berlin, my first impression was, “Gee, the
Army’s done gone and developed a tent that you don't
have to pitch. You just blow it up.” Well readers, as you
may guess, that's not what happened. But I wasn't too
far off the mark. Many of you have seen the movie
MASH I'm sure. Well, the MUST (Medical Unit Self-
contained Transportable) unit is sort of a descendant of
MASH (the unit, not the movie). While the U.S. Army
Hospital operating rooms are being renovated, operated
on, so to speak, the MUST unit is here to function in place
of the regular operating rooms.

From the outdide, the MUST unit looks like two in-
flated Quonset huts, connected to three small trailers by
large plastic umbilical cords. The two inflatable sections
are storage areas, while the three trailers section are a
lab and two operating rooms.

Just in case you have any doubts about the MUST
unit being able to function as well as the hospital’s
room, let me give you a few facts. The MUST unit pre-
sently assigned to Berlin was built at a cost of $370,000.

On Tuesday, April 3, a crew work-
ing on the new Rudow U-Bahnhof
sfruck an underground stream. As
the water gushed out, the water
table in a small area nearby dropped
several feet. Since this area, like
most of Berlin, draws its water from
wells, about seven families were
suddenly left without a water source.

One of the families affected by the
mishap was that of an American
serviceman, SP6 Clyde Turner of
Field Station Berlin. Turner called
the Engineer and Installation Div-
ision to see whether the Army could
supply his family with water. E&I in
turn called the 42nd Engineer Com-
pany.

Six German families supplied

By Wednesday evening, SGT Ray-
mond L. Harvey, chief of the com-
pany’'s Water Supply Team, had his
crew in Rudow, about 13 miles from
Andrews Barracks. After working
until about 10 p.m., the crew had a
water supply system set up for not
only Turner's family, but for the six
German families as well.

At first, Harvey used three 1500-gallon rubber water
storage tanks and three 100-yard lengths of hose to
fransfer water from an abandoned Army radar station
about 300 yards away.

Since the lengths of hose were not long enough to
reach the homes from the radar station, the water team
used a gasoline-powered pump to transfer water from
one tank to another, until they had it in a tank set up
in the yard of one of the German homes.

Later, the crew came up with an easier system. The
men put one of the tanks onfo a low-boy trailer towed
by a truck. After filling the tank at the radar station, the
crew now simply drives the tank to where the stationary
tank is located and transfers the water.

The team also moved the stationary tank to the con-
crete driveway of Turner’'s home to keep from killing
the grass in the German’s yard. Hoses from the tank
carry water to each of the homes on the street.

“We change the water every other day,” says Harvey,
“and I come out here every day to make a chlorine test.”
Will stay on job

How long will this emergency water supply have to
operate? “We don't know,” says Harvey. “It may take
two more weeks, maybe two months.”

Yet, no matter how long it takes for the water table
to return to normal, the 42nd Engineers’ Water Supply
Team will stay on the job.

Movable, inflatable medical unit
debuts at 279th Army Hospital

It can maintain a temperature of 72 degrees Fahrenheit
from outside temperature of —65 degrees F. to +120 F.
The inside temperature can be altered from —35 degrees
F. to +150 degrees F. if necessary.

Each section is airtight and pressurized to reduce the
possibility of bacteria entering the lab or the operating
rooms. The MUST unit is entirely self-contained, provid-
ing air conditioning, power, lighting, all the hot water
you'd ever need, surgical instruments, and even office
material. The unit that’s here in Berlin was designed
specifically with Berlin in mind.

A full sized MUST unit costs about 3.7 million dol-
lars, but you get your money’'s worth. A full unit con-
sists of four surgical suites, two central medical storage
areas, a laboratory, a pharmacy, administrative space,
and facilities for emergency treatment in one of the 12
wards. Each ward is capable of taking care of 20 indivi-
duals. The unit is fully staffed by 240 personnel. By
doing a little arithmetic youw'll find that it comes out to
one unit personnel per patient. The full-sized unit is
powered by nine mobile powerpack units. With the ex-
panding units and everything all packed up to go, it re-
quires 28 vehicles to move the MUST unit at 70% mo-
bility. )

Not quite the MASH from the movies, but then again,
it's a lot more efficient.

What are those?’

Some things you should

know about

The military taxpayer, generally, is
a legal resident of the state where his
home of record is and will remain
so until he takes steps to establish a
residence in another state. The ac-
tual computation of any tax due will
vary from state to state and your le-
gal office has most of the forms
necessary for determining your tax
liability. In addition, they can give
you the address where you can write
for any additional forms.

The following shows items within
each state’s tax laws of particular
interest fo military taxpayers in
determining how much of their mili-
tary pay may be exempt from taxa-
tion:

state taxes

ALABAMA—Effective Jan. 1, 1965,
all military pay for combat-zone ser-
wice is exempt. Disability retired pay
is not taxable,

ALASKA—AIl service pay is ex-
empt after 1950.

ARIZONA — $1,000 active-service
pay, all mustering-out pay and all
terminal leave pay are exempt.
Members outside CONUS may, with-
out application, defer filing and pay-
ing, without interest or penalty, un-
til 180 days after release or termina-
tion of present emergency, whichever
is earlier.

ARKANSAS—356,000 of service pay
and allowances is excluded. $6,000 of
retired or disability pay is exempt.

CALIFORNIA—$1,000 service pay
for active duty in excess of 90 days,

You may be inconvenienced; but I have
directed that the actions we take will be legal and that your personal dignity

and rights will be protected.

I am concerned for any one of you who is caught up in drug or alcohol
abuse. Every reasonable effort will be made to help you, You will be offered
every assistance so long as you show the will to help yourself. If you are un-
cooperative, and your abuse of drugs or alcohol continues, action must be
taken to separate you from the service. I.et no one misunderstand this.

OQur drive against abuse of drugs and alcohol will give you a better place

in which to live and work, I ask each

of you to join in this effort. Together,

we have the power to remove drug ancl alcohol abuse from the billets and

from this command.

CONNECTICUT — An individual
who maintains no permanent place of
abode within the state, maintains a
permanent place of abode elsewhere
and spends in the aggregate not more
than 30 days of the taxable year in
the state shall be deemed not a resi-
dent, Living in assigned or rented
government quarters is not maintain-
ing a permanent place of abode.

DELAWARE—Same as Federal, in-
cluding combat-zone exclusion and
postponement for filing and paying.

DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA — No
exclusion. Upon application, defer-
ment for filing or paying granted un-
il six months ofter the return is due;
one year for members outside CO-
NUS.

GEORGIA—Combat-zone exclusion
same as Federal. Filing and paying
deferment without penalty or inter-
est granted, without application to
members outside CONUS, until six
months affer return to U. S. Abate-
ment provided for death as a result
of wounds, disease or injury incur-
red while serving in combat-zone.
Disability retired pay is excluded.

HAWAII—Same as Federal, in-
cluding combat-zone exclusion. Post-
ponement for filing is same as for
Federal. First $55 received by a mem-
ber of a reserve component is ex-
cluded.

IDAHO—Active-service pay of full
time officer, enlisted or draftee is ex-
cluded if the full-time duty is or will
be continuous for 120 consecutive
days or more. Also, postponement for
filing is same as Federal.

ILLINOIS — All active-service pay
is exempt effective Jan. 1, 1970. Post-
ponement for filing and abatement of
tax by reason of combat-zone death
are same as Federal.

It can’t happen to me, right?
Wrong. January 17-18, a PFC left a
$20 gold piece worth $300 and
a $20 bill in his locker. He left his
room and didn't secure his locker.
Someone came in, saw what was
there and took it.

February 2, a SP4 left $145 in a
locker at the Sports Center pool and
didn’t secure it. When he came back
it wasn’'t there anymore.

February 7, a Private E2 left his
briefcase on his bunk and left the
room. The briefcase, containing move-

ment orders, $100 and some personal
items, was empty when he returned.

February 13-14, a SP4 parked his
car on a city street and left a few
items in plain view. The result? A
ladies handbag containing DM 240,
a German passport, stereo tape deck
and some tapes were stolen after
the car had been broken into.

And more recently, a Private E2
lost the keys to his wall locker con-
taining $460. He had the right idea
by securing his money. Only one
thing, after he took the lock off, he
still left the money in his unsecured
locker. You guessed it. Someone stole
the money.

It could happen to you

These examples are cited not to
belittle those who don’t think they
will be victimized, but to show you
it could happen to anyone. These
are just a few cases. You could
probably spend a few days at the
Provost Marshal's office just reading
the names of personnel who have had
a similar experience. “0.K.,” you
ask, “what can I do about it?” The
answer is simple. Don’'t have a lot
of cash on hand.

The Joint Uniformed Military Pay
System (JUMPS) makes it very easy
to eliminate this problem by provid-

ing you with a number of pay op-
tions. Your money is a lot safer in
a bank vault than in your locker.
A check-to-bank payment is one of
the safest ways to get paid.

You don’t have to worry about
your check or cash being stolen. The
bank can also guarantee your depo-
sit on pay day. All you have to do
is open an account and fill out a
DA Form 3685. You can change your
pay option to check-to-bank payment
right at the bank when you open
an account.

Check is safer than cash

If you are now receiving cash pay-
ment, perhaps it might be a good
idea to change your option. If you
don't like the idea of your money
going to the bank without your help,
then at least change your pay option
so that you receive a check instead
of cash. Sure, you'll have to wait in
line at the bank to cash it, but
that’'s lot better than getting your
money stolen and going a month
without any pay.

If you have any questions about
pay options there should be a help-
ful pamphlet in your company area.
The pamphlet, DA Pam 37-14, is
entifled Your Army Pay. It won't
answer all your questions, but you
know where the finance building is.

One year ago this week, the first Berlin Command
Race Relations Seminar was held. Starting from the top
dovc{n, from generals and colonels and their civilian
equivalents, the program of week-long seminars has
now reached nearly all officers and is working on E-1s
through E-9s.

Captain Joseph W, Gentry, Equal Opportunity and
Race Relations officer, described the purpose of the pro-
gram of seminars is “to convert potential racial violence
into racial dialogue through knowledge and exposure;
to enhance understanding between both majority and
minority groups.”

Assisting Gentry since the program’s inception (one of
the first two in USAREUR) has been 1LT Gerald M.
O’'Connor. Helping out since October as a “facilitator”
at the “University of the Wannsee,” the nickname at-
tached to the seminars, has been 1LT Bruce Peltier.

The seminars consist of 18 hours of instruction, dis-
cussion and movies in an effort to familiarize personnel
with the background and present situation of race rela-
tions. They are based on the Defense Race Relations In-
stitute course of study. A graduate of the DRRI is es-
sential to the program. Gentry attended the DRRI for
six weeks in late 1971.

Comments

Peltier reflected on his six months with the program,
saying that most of the participants in the seminars are
there grudgingly. But he said that they did learn that
“what they hear from many ‘radical’ or ‘extremist’ mi-
nority spokesmen is more typical than they thought,
with their next door neighbors thinking some of the
same things.”

One good result is that participants are more apt to
listen more to what others are saying in racial matters,
Peltier added.

Gentry has seen an increase of white/black off duty
programs in the last year and an increased awareness
and knowledge of minority affairs as well. But he says
the potential for racial violence is still present.

Dynamic Indian--Sequoyah

O’Connor felt that the problem remaining involves a
“basic apathy on the part of society in general. It carries
over in the military community. This is true particularly
with those people who are not forced by the cirumstances
of their jobs to deal with all peoples.” He added that “the
interest rate remains low” among these people who are
not in the military in the seminars.

Gentry, O’Connor and Peltier wondered about the new
emphasis placing drug and alcohol abuse as the number
one priority in the Army. They felt that bad human re-
lations, including perceived racial discrimination, is at
the base of many drug and alcohol problems.

A spiritual problem

One of the first graduates of the seminars, Brigade
Chaplain (Colonel) Robert E. Rockwell, sees the problem
of racial prejudice and hatred as “basically spiritual,”
using spiritual in a very broad sense to include a per-
son’s feelings. He sees drug abuse and racism as both
being manifestations of the same spiritual problem.

Rockwell stated that he doesn’t “believe the seminar
changed any of my or anyone else’s opinions but allowed
people to talk about race matters which led to increased
understanding.”

Major William J. Trunkes, Adjutant General, graduated
from the seminar six months ago. He described it as “a
great program,” though “very emotional and tiring.” He
says he now better understands the aspirations of Blacks
and the causes of irritation of minorities. As for whether
the program is really doing any good, Trunkes said he
didn't know.

Top down

Colonel C. P. McLean looked back at the start of the
seminars and said that the “top-down sensitization was
the best thing they could have done.” He also said that
*the program is not going fast enough” and that “it must
get to the real bigots.”

As for measuring progress, McLean said that one easy
way of measuring it is the “lack of violence.” Another
measure, he said, was the fact that people are more will-
ing to talk about racial matters.”
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The Cherokee Indian leader, Se-
quoyah, was the beneficiary of the
only literary pension ever granted
by the U. S. Government. He was
the recipient of a medal from Con-
gress, commemorated in Statuary
Hall at the Nation’s Capitol, official
emissary in Washington, a veteran
of the War of 1812 and the subject
of an oil portrait by the leading
painter of his day.

To add to his other accomplish-
ments, he was an artisan who deve-
loped silvercraft to the highest point
attained by North American Indians.
He was also the inventor of a
remarkably efficient system of lan-
guage signs.

Sequoyah’s life is somewhat of a
mystery. One biographer wrote, after
a careful review of the facts that,
«1t may be enough to say that Se-
quoyah was born of a Cherokee
mother somewhere in the lower Ap-
palachian region between the years
1755 and 1775.”

His invention of awritten language
dates back to 1809 when he devised
a system of symbols for words and
ideas which developed over the years
into an elaborate pictography similar
in basic principle to Chinese.

Aware of the difficulty of his new

written language he made a new
start. He noted carefully every sound
in the Cherokee language and desig-
nated each by an arbitrary character.
After a decade of experimentation
he perfected a system of 85 funda-
mental symbols, plus one recurrent
prefix, and evolved, not precisely an
alphabet but a syllabary—a phonetic
transcription of the entire Cherokee
vocabulary.

~ The importance of his work rests
in the fact that others could easily
learn the new system. Although
wealthy English-speaking Cherokees
had little use for the system, thou-
sar_lds of unschooled tribesmen by
using it were able to read for the
first time.

) As a direct result of Sequoyah’s
invention, and through the assistance
of New England missionaries in the
area, a newspaper using the system
was etablished at New Echota, Geor-
gia, the first newspaper to be pub-
lxsh_ed by the American Indian. The
political editorials of the Cherokee
Phoenix, as it was called, drew at-
tention to the harassment of the Che-

rokees by some of their white neigh-
bors.

The. end came for the Cherokee
Phoenix at the same time that it

came for many of its readers. In 1838
it ceased publication when thousands
of Cherokees were uprooted from
their homes and sent west over the
“Trail of Tears” as it was called.
4,000 Cherokees died as a result of
the hardships that they endured and
the New Phoenix was never again
printed.

The undaunted Cherokees, how-
ever, did establish a new newspaper
in their new home. Called the Che-
rokees Advocate, it was printed in
Tahlequah, Oklahoma from 1844 until
the disintegration of the tribal gov-
ernment in 1906.

At a casual glance, one must assume
that the contract is destined to failure due to the outstanding ace and the
fact that the king of spades is off-side. However, the declarer, South, at six
clubs, finds the magic formula and manages to salvage the bid from the
claws of defeat.

On the opening lead, South plays low from dummy and covers with the
king in his hand. He draws trumps in two rounds, finishing in his hand. He
plays the jack of hearts from his hand and plays low from dummy. He now
crosses to dummy with a trump lead, playing the queen in the open hand.
He then cashes the ace and queen of hearis and plays the queen and 9 of
spades from the closed hand. He's now at the position shown below:

South had just about given up hope at this stage of the game. He had
played brilliantly thus far and had put himself in the position of pulling out
the contract if the ace of diamonds lies in East. However, he now remembers
the bidding. West doubled the contract. That most probably means that he
has the ace of diamonds and most assuredly the king of spades for why else
would he double. But South thinks again — why should West lead away from
the ace of diamonds in a small slam contract? If he had the ace of diamonds,
he would have led il and then just waited on the declarer to try the spade .
finesse. With this reasoning, South led a small diamond from dummy and
covered East’s queen with his king. His hunch was correct, West didn’t have
the ace. In his hand, South cashes the ace of spades, leads a diamond to
dummy, which East's takes with his ace, and then South claims the re-
mainder to the tricks.

The play for South would have been considerably easier if West would
have led a spade or a diamond at trick one. In this manner he can ear-mark
the ace of diamonds or make good his queen of spades. Also, you will notice
that East accomplishes nothing by taking the ace of diamonds when they
idl:e led {from dummy. He must play low in the hopes that his partner has the
king.

At another table, South was also at six clubs doubled, but instead of sluf-
fing the two spades on his good hearts, he played the 6 of diamonds and then
false carded the king, pinpointing West with the ace. He figured if the spade
finesse to West lost, then he wouldn’'t attempt to lead the ace of diamonds
for fear that it would be ruffed. However, West won the spade king and led
a diamond to his partner, who cashed the setting trick.

The Harz Mountains are located south of Braunschweig
and east of the Kassel Autobahn (E4) along the East
German border. They offer all sorts of outdoor sports
from skiing and mountaining, to just plain camping.
Campsites are readily available. There are trails through-
out the beautiful mountains for mountain walking. The
city of Oker is where many folks from Berlin stay. It
has a nice campsite and is close to the trails. Now, what
should you take and how do you get there? .

Pack up the family on a Saturday morning. Take your
alert roll and borrow some from your friends for the
wife and kids (if necessary). I'm sure your unit will also
lend you some squad stoves and a lantern. If not, I think
Special Services at Tempelhof rents out camping gear,
Take a few pots, pans, cups, and paper plates along with
what ever food you need. And I suggest blue jeans or
knickers and a sweater. Take a pair of thick sole boots
for hiking. If you want to get fancy, buy a pair of climb-
ing and hiking boots. They’ll last forever.

Any way, load all this up in your car and head out.
Once you reach Helmstedt, there are two ways to get
to the Harz. One way is to take the Autobahn to Braun-
schweig, go thru that city and get on the Kassel Auto-
bahn (E4).

(your destination). In Oker you'll find a sign that directs
you straight to a camping site.

There was an explosive air of
expectancy and uncertainty every-
where. The crowd that gathered was
a strong combination of curiosity
seekers, religious pilgrims, devoted
followers, proud Romans and restless
Jews. Jesus knew why He was com-
ing where He was headed — it was
to the temple to proclaim His Mes-
siahship.

When the authorities realized that
He had not come to take captive the
state house, the school house, the
business house, but rather the church
house, they decided to let Him go.
They knew that others had come,
proclaiming to be Messiahs, only to
be swallowed up in the Temple
system or to be rejected by the
Temple authorities. So they let him
ride in triumph to the Temple.

The day of triumph ended with
the words of Mark, “And he entered
Jerusalem and went into the temple,
and when he had looked around at
everything, as it was already late, he
went out to Bethany with the twelve.
This was the day of Triumph.”
