Vanguards perform well during ATT

The 4th Battalion, 6th Infantry,
commanded by Lieutenant Colonel
James A. Conley, is back in Berlin
after completing their spring training
in the Hohenfel’'s Major Training
Area (MTA).

The sunny weather which initially
greeted the Vanguards at the MTA
did an about face, giving way to
snow, slush and more snow.

At the MTA the men of the batta-
lion received various types of field
training, to include annual weapons
qualification and familiarization with
the M79 grenade launcher, 90 mm re-
coilless rifle, MG60 machine gun, 50
cal. machine gun, M72 light anti-
tank weapon and the MI16 rifle.

The highlight of the MTA period

was the platoon Army Training Test
(ATT). The majority of the training
at the MTA was aimed at preparing
individual platoons for successful
ATT completion.

The purpose of the ATTs is to test
the overall proficiency of infantry
platoons in a combat situation during
daylight and nighttime operations.

Prepared and administered by the
battalion’s S-3 section, the tests were
given to nine rifle platoons during
the period April 9-16 at Range 25
Charlie. Umpires for the testing con-
sisted of three teams composed of
three graders each. Major James E.
Mossburg, the battalion S-3; Major
William T. McNamara, executive of-
ficer of the battalion; and Captain
Alex Woods Jr., the battalion S-4,

each headed one of the evaluator
teams.

The test consisted of a daylight
live fire attack against a fixed ob-
jective, followed by a defensive phase
which came complete with a nuclear
strike. As darkness settled in, the
platoon being tested would assault
another objective using blanks this
time with a live aggressor force as
its enemy.

Although the actual attack is the
big test, the grading emphasis is
placed on planning procedures used
by the platoon leader. Commenting
on the tests, Mossburg said, “Three
to four phases of careful preparation
are involved in order to carry off a
successful half-hour attack.

Race relations seminar for
women graduates I2nd class

“A few weeks ago, I was a pre-
judiced discriminator. Now I:m a
prejudiced non-diseriminator!” So
says Mrs. Bettye Turner, an Amer-
ican dependent wife who now has a
new outlook toward race.

Mrs. Turner and 39 other women
recently completed the Berlin I_3n—-
gade’s second race relations seminar
for women. The ladies received their
certificates of completion Friday
from MG William W. Cobb, the U.S.
Commander of Berlin.

Last August, Berlin became the
first command in USAREUR to in-
stitute a race relations seminar pro-
gram for dependent wives. This sec-
ond seminar drew a larger number
of participants than the first, and
there is a waiting list of women who
desire to join in the next session of
the seven-week course,

What's the difference between a
“prejudiced discriminator” and a
“prejudiced non-discriminator™?

Controlled prejudice

Captain Joseph W. Gentry, Berlin
Brigade Equal Opportunity and Race
Relations officer, emphasizes that the
seminars “are not designed to make
one more or less prejudiced.” The
basic objective is to make the in-
dividual “recognize and control his
prejudices.”

In his address to the graduates,
Cobb said, “Unfortunately, this cer-
tificate does not free you of your
prejudices. Yet I hope that it will

cause you to do some self-evalua-
tion, to evaluate your society and
your own stereotypes. If you will do
this, you will help us to achieve our
overall objective of complete equal-
ity for all, as stated in our Constitu-
tion and the Pledge of Allegiance.”

The women who completed the
course describe it as a real eye-
opener.

“I was very surprised,” says Mrs.
Turner, “to learn that there are
whites who are interested in finding
out about what blucks are thinking.”
Murs. Turner is from Mississippi, she
says, and “T've always thought that
all whites hate blacks.”

“Worthwhile effort”

Mrs. Renee LeMar describes the
seminar as “the most worthwhile ef-
fort in human relations that I've ex-
perienced.” The course, she says,
made her aware of the lack of com-
munication between the races.

Mrs. Donya Platoff grew up in an
integrated New England community,
and “never thought of anyone being
prejudiced against me.” For her, “the
greatest awakening was that black
prejudice against whites is just as
deep-seated” as white prejudice a-
gainst blacks.

That “everyone is prejudiced to a
certain extent” is one discovery Mrs.
Gloria Houston made during the
seven weeks. However, she adds,
“the person is not often aware of
his own prejudice.”

0ld suspicions abandoned

Mrs. Mary McCray has abandoned
her old suspicions that “someone’s
after you.” Blacks and whites alike,
she says, “want to achieve racial
harmony and avoid violence.”

The race relations seminars for
women are similar to the year-old
program of week-long seminars for
servicemen. All the seminars are
based on the Defense Race Relations
Institute course of study.

Thus far Gentry has used the word-
of-mouth method to recruit women
to participate in the seminars. In the
future, however, he plans to use ra-
dio, television and press notices.

The women who completed this
second womens’ seminar believe that
all dependent wives in the command
should take advantage of the oppor-
tunity to participate in the seminar.

Gentry agrees, and emphasizes
that achieving racial harmony will
require the cooperation of the civil-
ians and dependents, as well as the
military.

The big question

Here's the big question, says Gen-
try: “Is the Berlin community, (mil-
itary, civilian and dependent) prep-
ared to make a step toward convert-
ing potential racial viclence into ra-
cial dialogue, or will it slip back into
its cave of bigotry as so many other
commands in USAREUR have done?”

As for the success of the race re-
lations seminars, Geniry says there
is no way to measure it. However,

action, it isn’t hard to tell which
platoons are well prepared,” added
Mossburg.

Going up in smoke

Did you know that:

Smoking several cigarettes in a closed room soon makes the concentration
of nicotine and dust particles so high that the nonsmoker inh_ales_as much
harmful tobacco by-products as a smoker inhales from four or five cigarettes.

Smoke from an idling cigarette contains almost twice the tar and nicotine
of smoke inhaled while puffing on a cigarette. On the average, smoke inhaled
while puffing on a cigarette contains 11.8 mg of tar and 0.8 mg of nicotine, as
compared to 22.1 mg of tar and 1.4 mg of nicotine from idling smoke. Thus,
smoke from an idling cigarette may be twice as toxic as smoke inhaled by
the smoker. Although the concentration of harmful substances inhaled by the
nonsmoker is less than the concentration inhaled by the smoker, the non-
smoker’s exposure will be for a greater period of time.

Smoking in an airplane will obviously constitute something of a menace to
a nonsmoking passenger. It seems obvious that in the confines of an airplane,
where a nonsmoker may be required to sit next to one or between two
smokers, and where the air circulation is typically poor, the nonsmoker will
be subjected to a significant health hazard from the smoker.

An editorial some years ago in SCIENCE magazine concerned the pollution
of air by cigarette smoke. In a poorly ventilated, smoke-filled room, concen-
trations of carbon monoxide can easily reach several hundred parts per mil-
lion, thus exposing present smokers and nonsmokers to a toxic hazard. In
fact, it has been found that children of smokers are ill more frequently than
children of nonsmokers, usually because of respiratory disease.

It is becoming increasingly apparent that the nonsmoker who must be pre-
sent in the traditional “smoke-filled room,” characteristic of many conferences
and social gatherings, has an exposure to tobacco by-products quite similar to
the exposure of the smoker. There is some evidence that this “smoking en-
vironment” extends even into the home where children may have a sufficient
exposure to influence their cardiovascular system and add years of exposure
to their smoking history, even before they actually smoke themselves.

Injuries, whether they occur on the
highway, in the home, or on the
playing field, cause an appalling
number of deaths and disabilities in
the U. S. and Europe.

More than 100,000 persons die
a year in the U. S. from trauma
caused from some form of external
violence or agent. This constitutes
our fourth leading cause of death.

Especially tragic is the fact that
trauma strikes down the young, tak-
ing more lives than any disease
in the 1 to 35 age group.

Headlines daily report highway and
in-the-home casualties, explosions,
fires, sport and industrial mischiefs,
and neighborhood frays with lethal
weapons. However, few of us have
any idea of the extent of therapy re-
quired.

For every person killed by some
type of trauma, 10-15 require hospi-
talization from one day to many
months. Accident patients take up
one million bed-days a year, or 12%
of total general hospital space.

This amounts to more bed-days
than are required to take care of the

babies born each year; more than
needed by all heart patients; and
four times more than used for can-
cer patients.

[EDITOR’'S NOTE: If yowre one
of those athletes who never earned
your letter in school, college or club
sports (or even if you did), the Pre-
sident’s Council on Physical Fitness
and Sports is offering you a second
chance to become a “star” — simply
by participating regularly in your
favorite sport. The award is being
offered in 31 sports, ranging from
archery to water skiing,

[The objective of the new program
is to get more adults to become ac-
tive participants in sports, rather
than being content with a spectator’s
role. The Council believes that the
physical and mental benefits result-
ing from vigorous exercise contribute
significantly to personal health, ap-
pearance and performance.

[Standards for the Presidential
Sports Award Program were devel-
oped by the Council in cooperation
with 45 major sports-governing bod-
ies and coaches’ associations.]

WORMS, Germany — Using a log-
book to become physically fit is a
neat trick if you can do it — and
U. S. military personnel here in Eu-
rope can deo it if they're enrolled in
the Presidential Sports Award Pro-
gram.

This program encourages broad
and voluntary sports activities and
enables participants to achieve pre-
scribed standards of physical fitness.
The Army sports program offers
USAREUR personnel an opportunity
to win this award by participating in
organized and team sports as a group
as well as on an individual basis.

Basic to the qualifying standards

for the 31 sports embodied in the
Presidential Sports Award Program
is the requirement that sportsmen
and women observe 50 hours of par-
ticipation over a period of approxi-
mately four months. Individuals may
earn as many awards as they desire
—so0 long as they meet each of the
qualifying standards required for
each sport. Participants completing
the requirements earn a red, white,
blue and gold embroidered emblem,
a handsome lapel or collar pin and a
certificate signed by the President.

All U. S. military personnel (ac-
tive, reserve or retired) and their de-
pendents are eligible to participate
in the Presidential Sports Award
Program.

As soon as requisitioning proce-
dures can be effected, sports log-
books will be available for issue fo
USAREUR personnel through the
Special Services Support Center in
Aschaffenburg. Free personal log-
books and qualifying standards may
also be obtained by writing to Pres-
idential Sports Award, P.O. Box 129,
Radio City Station, New York, N.Y.
10019.

For additional information, address
correspondence to the President’s
Council on Physical Fitness and
Sports, Washington, D. C. 20202. Qua-
lifying standards by sports:

(In each sport, requirements must
be fulfilled within a period of four
months.)

Bad mushrooms

MUNICH — The European Ex-
change System reports that two pro-
ducts recalled in the States are not
on sale through EES.

Canned mushrooms bearing the
code 2KCO07, which are suspected of
botulism contamination, were not
procured hy EES. A thorough review
of EES stocks showed that none of
the mushrooms were purchased from
TASCOM commissaries for resale or
use in the Exchange. (TASCOM has
indicated that none of the contamin-
ated mushrooms reached Europe.)

The second product, a deodorant
marketed as Mennen E, has not been
purchased by the Exchange for sale
in Europe, The deodorant was taken
off the market by the manufacturer
because of a high number of com-
plaints about skin irritation.
