Redeye gunners succeed
in perfect score attempt

The Air Defense Section (Redeye)
of Berlin Brigade fired four live Red-
eye missiles at Ballistic Aerial Target
Systems (BATS) in Grafenwoehr on
Saturday, May 19. With all four mis-
ciles making direct hits, the Redeye
team from Berlin was one of the few
participating units to hit all of their
allotted targets.

SP4 Arthur T. Windt, CSC-4/6,
SP4 Joseph A. Lisiandri, CSC-4/6,
PFC Francisco Gonzales and PFC
Michael D. Gunning, both of CSC-
2/6, were the sharpshooting gunners
representing the Berlin Brigade.

The weather couldn’t have been
better as the gunners tracked the
BATS with M76 simulators while
other units fired. At the appointed
time the gunner would move to the
ammo issue point and sign for his
M41 missile.

After moving to the preparation
point with his missile for a final
briefing, the gunner would proceed
to the firing point and prepare to
fire. The BATS, which simulate ene-
my aircraft, were located about 300
meters to the right of the gunner.

After a countdown, the BAT would
be fired and the gunner would begin
tracking. Once satisfied that he had
it zeroed in, the gunner would
launch his missile.

If his aim were true, the missile
soared after the BAT, intercepted it
and blew it out of the sky. All of the
BATS that the Berlin section fired
at were never seen again.

The elated gunner then received
a “Killer Patch” (a piece of red range
flag) and pinned it to his soft cap.

The firing exercise climaxed a
USAREUR {raining program which
was designed to strengthen weak
points of the Redeye gunners. First
Lieutenant James Willis, CSC-4/6,
the officer in charge of the Berlin
Air Defense Section, worked in G-3
training prior to his assignment to
the 4th Battalion, 6th Infantry.

During his tenure at G-3, Willis
was tasked to write a letter of in-
struction developing a program of
Redeye training culminating in the
live fire exercise at Grafenwoehr.

Ironically, Willis was transferred
to CSC-4/6 and subsequently receiv--
ed his own letter of instruction. A-
long with Staff Sergeant Sidney
Katz, the NCOIC, Willis followed his
own letter and organized the Redeye
classes for the Brigade.

The classes, held in the Vanguard's
battalion classroom, covered such
topics as aircraft recognition, Air De-
fense site selection and tracking and
alerting procedures. The course also
took the group to Tempelhof Central
Airport, where they conducted track-
ing exercises utilizing Redeye missile
simulators to track outgoing planes.

Lieutenant Colonel James A. Con-
ley, Commander of 4/6, expresses
sincere congratulations to Willis and
the Redeye team that represented
Berlin.

Army birthday

June 14 was both the Army's birthday and Flag Day. On June 14, 1775,
the Second Continental Congress, meeting in Philadelphia, authorized the
enlistment of 10 companies of riflemen from Pennsylvania, Virginia and
Maryland to join the militia already fighting the British in New England.
Two years later, on the same date, the Congress adopted a flag for the new
nation.

So we had an Army, the first federal force, two years before we had a
flag. And we had a flag and an Army before we had a nation. It was through
years of hardship and sacrifice by the newly-formed Army that our nation
was born. Even so, the framers of our Constitution, reflecting the wide-
spread fear of powerful standing armies, found it necessary to devise a
system of safeguards to assure civilian control of the military forces.

The president was designated Commander in Chief of the armed forces,
but Congress retained control, since Congress alone was given the right to
declare war and appropriate monies for that use. Even with these safe-
guards, the colonists were uneasy. And so, in periods of relative peace, the
Army has often been much reduced in size, sometimes to little more that
a skeleton force.

There has been much debate about the Army's proper role in a free
society. It is appropriate, therefore, on the Army's 198th birthday to stop
and reconsider the basis on which the Army rests. Why do we need an
Army at all?

The answer is that the Army exists to defend and support the American
people. For nearly 200 years, it has done just that. The freedom which we
enjoy, the independence for which our flag is the proud symbol, were won
and preserved by our Army at great cost. There has scarcely been a moment
in the history of the world without armed conflict. In such a world, where
lasting peace is yet an unfulfilled dream, an Army fills a necessary place.
The Army stands ready to protect our freedom against any enemy. It is,
at the same time, the guardian of the peace.

Pitchers as hitters

Traditional in baseball is that pitchers are terrible
hitters. So much so that the American League institut-
ed the designated hitter rule to help stimulate more hits,
runs and action in that ninth batter in the line-up, and
thus hopefully boost sagging attendence.

In the Andrews Softball League, however, pitchers
aren’t all automatic outs. Of the 18 most active pitchers
in the 11 teams, only five are batting .200 or less, and one
of thiose has 10 runs bhattled in.

Open air Waldbiihne

In sitting down and writing my
column this week, I feel like a re-
porter who has survived a hurricane.
I was there for part of it but miss-
ed most of it. Of the two days of
music that took place at the Wald-
biuhne last Saturday and Sunday, I
saw only five of the 20 groups that
performed.

The groups that I saw were Kar-
thago, Ekseption, Family, Jeff Beck
and Uriah Heep. On the other hand,
the groups that I missed were Thinn
Lizzy, IL.ong Tall Ernie, Nazareth,
McKendree Spring, Kin Ping Meh,
Wild Turkey, UFO, Chicken Shack,
Tom Paxton, Vinegar Joe, Ground-
hogs, Wizzard, Osibisa and Atlantis.

What it amounted to was I made
most of Saturday's performances
(although I missed the midnight raid
on the coke and currywurst stands)
and the rain stopped me from com-
ing out on Sunday.

Of the groups that I did see, Jeff
Beck's group was by far the best.
Beck has long been one of the finest
guitar players in the rock music field,
and he proved why he is given that
praise with some of the finest guitar
licks that I have ever heard. Tim
Bogart on bass guitar and Carmine
Appice on drums are a fitting com-
pliment.

The biggest disappointment of the
festival had to be Uriah Heep. The
crowd seemed to be pretty psyched
after the performance that Jeff
Beck's group put on and seemed to
be expecting a great show fromUriah
Heep.
