MTA ftrip

Some 300 men and 100 vehicles convoyed the 2nd Bat-
talion, 6th Infantry from Berlin during the first phase
of the semi-annual trip to a Major Training Area (MTA)
on Tuesday, the 17th of August.

The destination was Grafenwdohr, a place that makes
the Dust Bowl of Oklahoma in the 40s look like Eden by
comparison. To new recruits who spent the night polish-
ing boots and changing fatigues, it was heartbreaking.
To drivers who spent the night washing and waxing
vehicles—well, that's another story.

Intensive Training

Camp Aachen was the Guardian base of operations, and
it was from here that the intensive training was initiated
with weapons familiarization and qualification. By de-
finition, that meant the “famous” ranges, and the only
way to get to the ranges was over the dust-ladened tank
trail.

To this reporter, it was a first. It looked like Christ-
mas, only instead of snow, there was a type of magnetic
dust that stuck to everything. That set the tenor for the
remainder of the tour, and from that point on, the
Guardian Battalion waged a never-ending war with the
clouds of dust that penetrated ears, nose and throat.

Uneventful trip

The movement to Grafenwéhr was uneventful from a
mechanical standpoint. Breakdowns were almost non-
existent, and those that did develop were repaired im-
mediately by Lieutenant Dan Murphy’s maintenance con-
tact teams. As battalion motor officer, Murphy also ini-
tiated 24-hour service during the entire period at Grafen-
wahr.

Then there were the members of the Support Platoon
headed by Lieutenant Heinz Lichtenrade. These belea-
guered people found themselves not only filling tanks in
the motor pool, but scattered to the four winds establish-
ing tactical refueling points for outlying Guardian ele-
ments.

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Tecumseh

Famous Indian leader
was a noted orator

Tecumseh was probably the greatest native leader in
the long, tragic resistance of the Indians of the United
States against the encroachment of the white man upon
their lands. A brilliant orator and warrior and a brave
and distinguished patriot of his people, he was intelligent
and noted even among his white enemies for his inte-
grity and humanity.

Unlike all previous Indian leaders and many that were
to follow him, he was above the tribal concept. He was a
Shawnee, but he considered himsell an Indian first. He
fought not only on the battlefield, but also to give all
Indians a national, rather than a tribal outlook. It was
his dream that they would unite in defense of a common
homeland where all Indians might continue to dwell
under their own laws and leaders.

Father a war chief

Tecumseh was born in March, 1768, near present-day
Dayton, Ohio. His father, a Shawnee war chief named
Puckeshinwa, was born in Florida, and his mother Metho-
ataske, probably a Creek Indian, was from Alabama.

After a series of treaties by which the Indians sold most
of their lands in the area, Tecumseh became alarmed and
demanded a meeting with the man who was to become
his arch-enemy, General—Ilater President—William Henry
Harrison.

Tecumseh's oratory comes down through history stilted
and distorted by the interpreter present at that meeting,
but his meaning still rings clear.

He said, “You endeavor to make distinctions. You
endeavor to prevent the Indians from doing what we,
their leaders, wish them to do—unite and consider their
land the common property. . . .

“I am a Shawnee. My forefathers were warriors. Their
son is a warrior. From them I take only my existence.
From my tribe I take nothing. I have made myself what
I am. And I would that I could make the red people as
great as the conceptions of my mind, when I think of the
Great Spirit that rules over all.

A competitive written examination will be of-
fered on Saturday, Dec. 8 to candidates for career
appointments as Foreign Service Officers of the
Department of State or as Foreign Service Infor-
mation Officers of the U. S. Information Agency.

The exam will be given at any diplomatic or
consular post for which a candidate applies, as well
as at approximately 240 locations in the United
States.

Applicants must be at least 21 years of age as of
the written examination. (Exception: a person 20
years of age as of that date may be examined if the
junior year of college has been successfully com-
pleted.) The only upper age limit is the require-
ment that a newly appointed officer be able to
serve at least one complete tour abroad before
reaching the mandatory retirement age of 60 years.

They must also be citizens of the United States
and, if married, his or her spouse must also be a
citizen at the time of appointment, although this is
not necessary at the time of examination.

Several Tests

The written examination consists of the following
tests:

English expression—This tests ability to recog-
nize and use correct, effective and well-organized
written English.

General Background—This {ests understanding of
the ideas and concepts basic to the development of

the United States as well as of other countries.

Functional Tield of Specialization—This part of
the examination is new. It is designed to test pro-
fessional and technical knowledge and competence
in the functional field of specialization that the
candidate chooses.

Written Essay—Each candidate will be required
to write a 45-minute essay on one of three essay
questions provided. The essays will not affect the
written score. However, essays prepared by candi-
dates who pass the written examination subse-
quently will be reviewed by the board of examiners
for effectiveness of expression and taken into con-
sideration by the oral examining panel.

Depending on their qualifications, successful can-
didates are appointed at Class 8, at a salary rang-
ing between $9520 to $11,422 or Class 7 at a salary
between $11,109 and $13,329. New officers serve in
probationary status until their first promotion.

The completed application forms should be re-
turned to the Educational Testing Service in Ber-
keley, California, and must be received no later
than Oct. 31. About three weeks before the exa-
mination date, candidates whose applications are
accepted will receive an examination admission
card informing them of the address of the test site.
