You should think of Army Community Service, as it
could make your stay here in Berlin a lot easier if you're
a non-command sponsored (economy) couple.

The sole (soul?) purpose of ACS is to serve the military
community. And believe me, if you give them a chance to
help, they’ll do all they can to make things a little easier
for you.

Normally, in any military situation, to initiate any
action you have to take the first step. The ACS goes one
step further and goes out into the community to welcome
newly-arrived economy couples to Berlin,

They explain how to get around Berlin and where to
go to get things done. They answer all specific questions
the newly-arrived wife might have about Berlin and
generally leave the “newbie” with a good feeling and the
knowledge that somebody knows she’s in Berlin and cares.

ACS also has an office committee that helps in those
first days when you need to get ID cards, etc. The office
committee also operates the lending closet. The lending
closet can be a great help when you first move into that
new apartment.

You can pick up linen, dishes, transformers, irons, iron-
ing boards—just about anything you need to set up

Hm-m-m . . . decisions, decisions. Staff Sergeant Donald W.
Taylor, NCOIC at ACS, has a hard time picking something
out of the refrigerator at ACS’s kitchen. The kitchen has all

house-keeping. The only stipulation is that you must re-
turn the articles after 60 days so that other couples, who
might also need the articles, may use them.

Big kitchen available

Many economy couples live in less than desirable
apartments simply because there are no other places
available. ACS can help out here, too. The new ACS
building, located at 52 Auf Dem Grat behind the Berlin
Brigade compound, has a large kitchen available to any-
one who'd like to use it. Some of you may laugh, but
when you've lived in a place that has only a hot plate for
cooking, you can really appreciate a baked casserole or a
roast.

In addition, ACS has a sewing room and a large meet-
ing room with a TV and a homey atmosphere. They also
plan to have a laundry room operational in the near
future for people who don’t have or can't afford to use
the available facilities.

ACS also has an emergency committee to meet the
emergency needs of the community. The ACS officer can
be contacted 24 hours a day through the Emergency Oper-
ations Center. Volunteers are on call to provide emer-
gency assistance such as babysitting, transportation, ete.

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Bravo Bears, C/94
fight for 1st at 2/6

Strangely enough, the Guardian League has taken
on some of the similarities of the Middle East conflict
__ both sides are right, everyone knows who is win-
ning and nobody believes in the decisions of the me-
diators — in this case, the referees.

While Egypt didn’t get 15 yards for unsportsmanlike
conduct, penalties have inflicted much damage to all
the teams concerned. The various assortments of no-
no’s committed by the teams in the Guardian League
make for interesting comparisons with a rule hook.

Bijll Fleming and a solid defensive squad, held Head-
quarters Co. to the single touchdown and frustrated
any and all attempts to double that score.

When the chastened Bears met the Hellcats of Com-
bat Support Co. a fur-flying encounter developed with
the Bears mauling the Hellcats of newly arrived Vince
Silvestri 6-2,

Tpe Hellcats went on to meet the men of C/94 and
against Silvesiri was unable to muster a token offense
against a determined team of artillerymen.

T AT presents its first straight
drama for USAFE Play Contest

One of the star attractions of the British Berlin Tattoo
will be the “White Helmets,” a motorcycle team from
the Royal Corps of Signals — a group of young soldiers
whose stock in {rade is precision motor eycling. The
team has travelled the world thrilling audiences with
their dare-devil riding. They have just finished a tour
of Burope and their appearance at the British Berlin
Tattoo is the highlight of their year.

The White Helmets provide a breathtaking display
of fast precision riding alternating with some fine
balancing tricks and spectacular features such as their
famous Car Jump. The team was formed in 1928 from
despatch riders of Royal Signals and now performs at
well over 100 different showgdounds every summer
season within Great Britain and undertakes overseas
tours every two years. They are popular participants at
the Royal Tournament in London and have previously
verformed in Berlin in 1961 and 1967.

There are 32 team members, each of whom join the

To complicate matters, the boy’s father, John, Sr., has come
to New York for a visit from Palm Springs. He had expect-
ed Polo to lend him the savings so that he could complete
work on a fancy bar he has bought, but discovers that the
money is gone.

The story, though dealing with the drug problem, is more
concerned with the way these people live their lives than
with the moral issue of the drugs.

The interaction is com-
plicated, however, by the appearance of Mother, the pusher,
and his friends, who are pressing Johnny and Polo for $800
which is owed them for dope bought on credit after the sav-
ings was gone.

The cast

The production is under the direction of Bruce Limpus who
has directed for TAT in the past. Limpus will also appear
in the production as John Pope, Sr., the uncomprehending
father. As an actor, Limpus is only slightly better known
than as a director in Berlin.

Dave Hickey, to be seen in the part of Johnny, Jr,, did little
acting betore coming to Berlin. Since the formation of TAT,
Hickey has appeared as the magnificent Shah of Persia in
Tang and Basil Utterwood in Half-Way.

The role of Celia is performed by a newcomer to TAT.
Lynne Kentfield has performed on Berlin amateur stages in
the past, and has worked with many TAT members, but she
has just recently joined the group. This will be her first
TAT part.

Another relative newcomer fo TAT’s stage is Ed Jones,
playing Polo. His first role in Berlin was that of the title
character in Albee’s The American Dream at TAT last July.

The three pushers are all long-time TAT members, al-
though not all have been seen by an audience before. The
chief baddy, Mother, will be played by Rick Kramer, who
has had some varied past experience in the theater. Here he
has appeared most recently as Lomov in Anton Chekhov’s
A Marriage Proposal, one of TAT's one-acts last summer.

Mike Disabato, who plays Apples, Mother's lackey, has
never appeared on stage before as an actor. Since he joined
TAT, he has designed and executed the lighting and sound
systems for Half-Way and the one-acts, and will design TAT'S
lighting for Hatful. Disabato previously was a member of the
Pacific Stone group here.

The part of Chuch, Johnny’s friend and Mother's strong-
arm, will be played by Lou Bash. Bash had no theatrical
experience prior to his arrival in Berlin, but since his debut
as the Heckler in Sweet Bird, has missed only those shows
for which he was out of town.

If that phrase applied to each viewer’s query fto the
program directors of AFTV/AFN-TV Berlin over the past
six years, the wealth would be abundant indeed. If a
nickel could be added for each letter and message that has
left Berlin requesting assistance in relieving the program
restriction problem, that “abundant wealth” would ap-
proach “untold riches”!

Six years of requests resulted in some assurances last
year that money had been appropriated to assist with ad-
ditional programming. This year came the word that
supplemental programming was being assembled. Three
weeks ago, the film arrived—or should I say, the first
shipment arrived.

Beginning Oct. 29, the local TV schedule will make its
second big change of the fall season. Some changes are
the result of additional, unrestricted programming.

Rather than
try to list all the changes, here are the highlights:

Variety
shows will follow the news Monday through Friday.

The Friday evening movie is cancelled. In its place will
appear The Ghost and Mrs. Muir, Silent Force and Here
Come the Brides, thus making Friday evening a prime
viewing time.

Weekends remain basically unchanged, although the
station will begin Sunday programming one hour earlier.

MUNICH—EES customers in Germany can have their
car’s brakes, lighting, tires and windshield wipers in-
spected free Oct. 24-Nov. 30 at EES garages which are
participating in the 17th International Motor Vehicle
Lighting Equipment Week, Oct. 24-30.

EES extends the inspection period beyond the one-week
period to allow time for all drivers to bring their cars in
on a voluntary basis. Also, all cars brought to EES gara-
ges for normal services and repair are inspected.

Any labor or parts necessary for correcting deficiencies
found in the inspection will be charged to the customer at
the normal rate. All vehicles passing inspection will have
a sticker affixed on the windshield.

In addition to checking the lighting in the program,
EES garage personnel note the condition of tires, wind-
shield wipers and these segments of the brake system:
fluid level, master cylinder, pedal play and cushion, pedal
pad, hoses and tubes, parking brake adjustment and
cables and an overall inspection for external leaks.

Chasing the ever-elusive aggressor
is a cold, wet but necessary job

Last Tuesday, Oct. 16, Charlie Company of the 3rd Bat-
talion, 6th Infantry, took part in one of the many require-
ments that are often given to an infantry line company.
In this case, the requirement was an FTX (Field Train-
ing exercise). And also keeping in the tradition of the
infantryman, it was the typical blahhhh.

Cold, rainy, damp—as some people say, it was good
infantry weather. Also true to tradition, the men of
Charlie company performed their job in the usual (for
them) excellent manner.

STOP!! Before I write the usual dull, boring and un-
interesting story about the trials of the company, their
overcoming of the difficulties in the best of tradition, let’s
tell it like it was.

Makes you want to quit

That day was one of the worst I've ever seen. It starts
out dry, but with a cold wind blowing—enough to make
you want to quit before you start. The Charlie Company
men are working hard to load up their vehicles with
everything they have, since they don’t know for sure
just how long the thing will last.

Once in the woods, the men have to prepare initial
defensive positions, to defend what they have already
supposedly gained. Out with the camouflage nets! Up
with the truck hoods! On with the face grease (two colors
of green to break up facial outlines) and into the wet
grass to defend against the non-existent aggressor, victor
of a thousand battles every month.

(Someone ought to check on this aggressor dude—he’s
been fighting the U. S. Army for the past 15 years or so,
and we still fight him all the time.)

After tiring himself out building fortifications that he
knows he'll be leaving soon (although he still builds it as
well as he can), our Charlie Company infantryman is
subjected to a gas attack. Then he moves out, through the
woods against the aggressor stronghold, five miles away.

Before he's there though, our infantryman will have
walked 10 miles to keep from being seen. And it's all a
struggle, only this time against nature—and against the
Forest Service, who planted rows of trees across the line
of march. Swish! Hack! Snap! And don't think about
keeping dry—that is quite impossible.

Only meager shelter

Onward through the woods he presses, until finally
a clearing is reached, one that promises some respite from
the dripping leaves. The shelter is meager, though, for it
has now begun to rain with a will.

In a clearing, the lead platoon finds indications that the
aggressor might finally be caught. (Actually, he’s trying
to ambush our heroes.) The company spreads out under
cover for an assault on the hedgerow in the field.

The word comes: Attack! Onward they press, still wet,
with all that means in terms of personal comfort. But
“Attack!” it was said, so attack they will.

The aggressor blows it, caught unaware and on the
wrong side of the hedge. He retreats in his truck to fight
another day, if the infantry can catch up with him.
Charlie Company troops regroup and catch trucks to an-
other part of the city, where the aggressor is said to have
another strong point.

Is it worth it?

By now it's dark and starting to rain hard, making it
difficult to try to find cover under the trees. As the men
wait for their ride, some men wonder if it’s worth it to
be infantrymen—cold, wet, hungry and out in the woods
while the others are back in the barracks taking it easy.

For these men, and for many others who are doing the
same thing this year, that question will hopefully never
be answered. Because it's only a game right now, part of
training. The reason for it all comes only in the real thing.
Or maybe the reason is that doing it now in play will
keep it from being the real thing some day.

Now, admittedly, abbreviations serve a useful function
in the military. Instead of always referring to an armored
personnel carrier, we can call the vehicle an APC. In-
stead of going to the transportation motor pool as soon
as possible, we go to the TMP ASAP. When a message

must be conveyed in a hurry, abbreviations save both
time and space.

However, the usefulness of the abbreviation is lost if
the person receiving the message does not know what the
code means. It is not safe to assume that everyone who
reads The Berlin Observer will know the meaning of the
many military abbreviations that often appear in articles
submitted to us for publication. Sometimes the editors
don't know what they mean, either!

The Berlin American community comprises both mili-
tary and civilian personnel, and we have both military
and civilian readers. That’s why it is The Observer's
policy to avoid most abbreviations. So, we ask our contri-
butors to please spell out words and phrases in their
articles.
