He takes care of your
records, insures you have them sent to the hospital when
needed, posts entries from the doctors and lab reports
and goes slowly crazy contemplating the chaos that would
occur if any one of the 4,000 records on that back wall
were mis-filed. But his skill in a job he wasn’t trained
for is copied by the six men in the back room who have
exceeded some of their wildest dreams.

The men in the back who see you before you get into a
doctor are 91Cs or clinical specialists. If all they knew
was what they had learned in school, they would be
c_onsidercd I.PNs (or licensed practical nurses) in civilian
e.
Highly qualified

But again, these men have trained themselves to the
point that they are “virtually qualified to apply for the
Army physician’s assistant program,” according to Ser-
geant F'irst Class Klaus Mayer, the NCOIC of the Aid
Station..

Enough background, you say. How does this apply to
me?

The shortage of doctors within the Army (the aid sta-
tion has two doctors, one assigned to additional duties as
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the Brigade surgeon) means that in order for the Army
o give you adequate health care, the men in the pro-
gram have to do more than would be expected of them.
one method of taking the work load off the doctors is
o have health care given at the lowest level possible.
If an aid man can treat your injury or illness without

referral 1o a doctor, he will. This helps to cut down on the
wait at the aid station considerably.

Assist physicians
It also allows the doctor to take the time necessary to
properly treat you when you do need it. All of the 91Cs
at the dispensary are “professionally doing services under
supervision that are not normally required of their MOS.”

For example Specialist 6 Orlando Santiago often per-
forms minor surgery, such as the removal of an ingrown
toe nail under local anesthesia. It’s a job he would not
normally do, but one that he is interested in (not toe nails,
of course, but the skill to do it), and that the doctors in
the clinic feel he is capable of doing.

Specialist 6 Billy Chadwell is most often found in the
pharmacy at the aid station. It’s a job he isn't specifically
school-trained for, but one he performs in an exemplary
fashion. But even though both of these men tend to spe-
cialize a little bit, they both can do the other’s specialty.
Come in late at night, and Chadwell will sew up that
minor cut if necessary, while Santiago will issue medica~
tions during the day if he has to.

Keeping in practice

To kelp insure that they can always do this, the men
periodically trade off to “keep in practice.” Keeping in
practice also includes training the medics from the bat-
talions. These men, too, are always frying to improve
their knowledge, and from time to time, come into the
dispensary to work as OJT 91Cs or record clerks and im-
prove their knowledge in related medical jobs.

Problems do arise in the operation though. Staffing is
one of them. A total of nine men to handle the first line
health complaints of 4,000 of us can get hectic, especially
with a weekly average of approximately 250 men coming
in on sick call in the morning.

This of course doesn’t include the emergency treatment
given 24 hours a day, to both servicemen and local nation-
als. One of the 91Cs is on “CQ" every night to handle
any emergency that might come up, which means he isn’t
on duty the next day.

Not enough room

The aid station’s size is also a detriment. There isn't
really enough room to provide all of the services that the
men would like to. Lab tests are out of the question, as
are many of the other services you used to get in an aid
station in States.

In spite of the handicaps, the men do their job well,
getting you back to duty, home on bedrest, or to the
hospital (there is an ambulance available in the garage
just outside) with as much speed as possible. If you have
{o wait a little bit, be patient (no pun intended)! Someone
with a worse problem than yours is probably being
{reated ahead of you.

And trust the man — his training helps him help you.

In tribute

President Nixon proclaims today Vietnam Veterans’ Day

WASHINGTON (ANF) — President Nixon has issued
the following proclamation for Vietnam Veterans’ Day on
March 29.

“As America enters its second year of peace after a
decade of conflict, it is highly appropriate for us to ac-
knowledge the debt we owe to those veterans who serv-
ed in the Armed Forces during the conflict in Southeast
Asia. The untiring devotion that characterized our Arm-
ed Forces during this trying conflict is a tribute to the
national character.

“There are over six and one-half million Vietnam-era
veterans, of whom more than tfwo and one-half million
served in Vietnam. Despite significant disruptions in their
lives and other personal sacrifices, they answered the
call of their country and served with great distinction.

“As a nation, we have acknowledged our deep respect
and admiration by setting aside March 29, 1974, as Viet-
nam Veterans’ Day to remember that the honorable
peace America achieved came through great sacrifice.
Those who served, those who gave their lives, those who

were disabled, and those who are still missing in South-
east Asia—and whose full accounting we shall continue
to seek—deserve the profound gratitude of their country-
men. For this purpose, the Congress has authorized and
requested me to issue a proclamation designating March
29, 1974, as Vietnam Veterans Day.

“Now, therefore, I, Richard Nixon, President of the
United States of America, urge the people of this nation
to join in commemorating Friday, March 29, 1974, as
Vietnam Veterans’ Day with suitable observances.

“I direct the appropriate officials of the government
to arrange for the display of the flag of the United States
on all public buildings on that day and I request officials
of federal, state, and local governments, and civie and
patriotic organizations, to give their enthusiastic support
to appropriate ceremonies and observances throughout
the nation.

“I urge all citizens of every age to participate in the
events of this day as one means of honoring those men
