AYA swimmers hopeful
after SHAPE meet

The AYA Swim Team, called the Berlin American
Aquatic Club (BAAC), recently returned from a trip to
SHAPE Belgium, where they competed against the locals
in a 54-event swimming meet. This meet was the second
time that the Berlin team has been out of Berlin and the
first that they have traveled into another country.

The SHAPE Team, comprised of swimmers from most
of the 15 NATO countries, was by far the best that we
have been up against this year. The girls are the Belgium
champions and the boys were the runners-up in the same
area.

At the beginning of the meet, the Berlin team jumped
out to a quick seven-point lead with the swimming of
Bucky Lahue, Charles McLaughlin, John Baker and Rich-
ard Weinzetl in the 200-meter medley relay. However,
from that point on it was an uphill batttle for the BAAC
as the host started to roll up the points. The final score
was SHAPE 341, BAAC 134.

The score, however, is not indicative of the quality of
swimming that the BAAC is capable of. Long hours of
traveling and swimming in a strange pool drastically af-
fect the chance of success, especially in such a physically
exhausting sport as swimming.

Overall the trip was very successful in light of the ex-
cellent performances turned in by a few of the swimmers.
The relay team of Michelle and Sheree Shachnow, Karen
Totman and Tori and Sue Lewane won both relays that
they entered.

Michelle Shachnow, who was entered in seven events,

came in first in six of them to dominate her category.-

This is an accomplishment unparalleled in BAAC swim-
ming,

Bucky Lahue in the 10 and under age group won four
of the five events that he was entered in and clearly
dominated the backstroke and free style events.

Derrick Fulton in the 15 and over age group had three
firsts, one second and a third place finish in the five
events that he entered. In the 100-meter freestyle, Der-
rick set a BAAC record of sorts by being the first AYA
swimmer ever to break the 1:10 barrier when he won
with the time of 1:09.9.

Taking a gun back?
Make sure it’s OK

Here are a few tips about transporting firearms
to the United States while on leave or temporary
duty (TDY).

If you brought a weapon here from the States
and you return to the U. S. with the same gun, you
must have a certificate from your company com-
mander or an affadavit saying that you did, in fact,
bring the gun over with you from the U. S.

Any firearms that you acquire here in Europe
(except antiques) that are exported to the U. S.
must have an approved AT Form 6 (Application
and Permit for Importation of Firearms, Ammuni-
tion, and Implements of War) and two copies of AT
Form 6A (Release and Receipt of Imported Fire-
arms, Ammunition, and Implements of War).

If you desire to take a gun back to the U. S. with
you, you must have travel orders stating your elig-
ibility to do so. Everyone owning a firearm must
have either an AE Form 11 (Firearms Retention
Authorization) or AE Form 49 (Registration Certifi-
cate for Firearms) to show USAREUR registration.
Recent changes in the regs require that an AE Form
11 accompany all weapons going to the States.

The opportunity of a lifetime is what most readers of
this paper have available to them right now—the many
chances to travel around Europe. Having been brought to
Europe at government expense, you already have much
of the cost of European travel behind you, namely, that
flight or cruise across the Atlantice. So don't blow this op-
portunity by being a barracks rat or limiting your trips
to the Sting Ray, Club 50 or the Ku’damm.

Where to go

You must, of course, decide where you want to go, and
when and how. My first suggestion is to see the high-
lights of Germany, Denmark, the Benelux (Belgium, The
Netherlands and Luxembourg, otherwise known as the
Low Countries), and northern Switzerland on two- and
three-day passes. Try to take one pass a month, maybe
even two during the best weather in Germany for travel
—late summer and very early fall. The skies are normal-
ly sunny and the temperatures mild.

You can see Vienna, Austria, on a three-day pass,
though you spend a good deal of time on the rails. For a
little more money, you can even go to Paris or London
by air on a three-day pass. The idea is to save that leave
time to go to the farther away places such as Spain, Por-
tugal, Italy, Greece, the British Isles and northern Scan-
dinavia, or for some extra cash when you leave the Army.

After perusing the travel books, magazines and bro-
chures, many of which are available at the Recreation
Services Tours Office (Room 3082, Building 2, Headquar-
ters Compound), libraries and recreation centers, and de-
ciding where you want to go, the next decision is how to
go: tour or free lance.

Tours, usually those offered by the Tours Office, have
the advantages of price and convenience. You get the
most for your money, since you will be in a group, and
the Tours Office takes care of most of the “problems” of
planning, getting the hotel, arranging transportation and
ithe like.

Fumbling can be fun

I put the word problems in quotation marks because
mapping out a trip yourself, stumbling and fumbling in
Bahnhofs and looking for places to sleep and eat are
greal learning experiences, and often much fun.

Get the most
a European

For example, I took a three-day pass Labor Day Week-
end on the Rhine River on a “free lance” trip. Using a
few pamphlets from the Tours Office and the aid of a
train schedule at the American Express Travel Agency, a
friend and I went to Frankfurt by Duty Train, took a
train to Mainz, and a Rhine boat cruise downriver to
Riidesheim. There we found a hotel, walked around the
picturesque town and enjoyed the wine festival that
night.

The next day we took a cruise down the Rhine to
Koblenz, the most beautiful stretch of that river with
numerous castles and churches along its banks. The last
day we crossed from Riidesheim to Bingen, checking out
the town and its castle. All in all, it was a very enjoyable
weekend, and it didn’t bankrupt us.

The AG Recreation Services Tours Office will do most
of the planning for you. And there is ample free time
provided on the three-day trips. All you have to do is
get your own “flag orders.”

Longer vacations

As far as longer vacations (leaves) are concerned, a lot
depends on what youwre after: a vacation for rest or a
trip to see all you can in the time you have. If for rest,
the American Forces Recreation Centers in Bavaria
aren’t a bad idea if you don’t mind being around other
Americans for your vacation. There are Garmisch just
south of Munich, the Columbia Hotel in Munich, Berch-
tesgaden in the southeastern corner of the German Alps,
and Chiemsee (for swimming and other summer sports
primarily). You can be sure they’ll speak English and

take U. S. money and serve American food at reasonat:
rates, if that's what you’re after.

American group travel and tours from Berlin aren'tz
frequent as the weekend trips (watch “Travel Notgs” for
offerings), but American Express and other agenciesi
offer package plans for places such as Spain, Italy, Sa:

Frankfurt — On the Main River, the end of the Duty
Train route. Home of Goethe, trade and commerce center.
Guess what the citizens are called?

Kéln (Cologne) — On the Rhine, it has the largest and
most spectacular Gothic cathedral in the world.

Trier — In the beautiful Mosel valley, famous for its
white wines and its Roman ruins. It is the oldest city in
Germany.

Riidesheim — On the bend of the Rhine west of Wies-
baden, famous for its white wines, wine festival in Sep-
tember, and picturesque streets.

Heidelberg — On the Neckar River, it has one of the
largest and most impressive castles in Germany. An old
university town.

Mainz — On the Rhine west of Frankfurt, home of
Gutenberg and his press (book, not wine).

Wiirzburg — A city of many interesting churches, a
wonderful palace and the Marienberg Castle.

Rothenburg ob der Tauber — A medieval walled city,
best preserved in the world. It looked more like Hamlin
than Hamlin for the movie Pied Piper of Hamlin. Also
had movies Chitty Chitty Bang Bang and World of the
Brothers Grimm filmed there.

Worms — Charlemagne held court and the Diet issued
its edict against Luther here.

Harz Mountains — Get back to nature here, just across
the border in West Germany. Get off the Duty Train at
Braunschweig.

Hameln (Hamlin) — The Pied Piper did his thing here.

SOUTHERN GERMANY

The Black Forest (Schwarzwald) — Pine trees galore.
Bring plenty of money for the wonderful hand-carved
wood sculptures and the cuckoo clocks. The Titisee is
charming, and the Feldberg offers good skiing in winter.

Niirnberg (Nuremberg) — The castle and city walls are
quite well restored, the Christ Kindl Markt is world-
known at Christmas, and the air pollution is wicked.

Miinchen (Munich) — Capital and largest city of B
varia. Known best for its Oktoberfest each fall, but i
has interesting architecture, a huge palace and the De:
sches Museum, a sort of Smithsonian.

Garmisch-Partenkirchen — Location of an Arm
Forces Recreation Center and site of 1936 Winter Olyr
pics. Great for winter sports, summers are fine for hikix
and the “Disneyland” castle of Neuschwanstein is with
driving distance. Also nearby: Oberammergau.

Berchtesgaden — Location of another AFRC as v

as the Armed Forces Retreat House. Nearby are renow
ed Salt Mines, the Obersalzberg, Hitler’s Eagle’s Ng!

and more. Short drive to “Sound of Music” location(

Salzburg, Austria. |

Chiemsee — AFRC specializing in water sports. Al
other “Mad” King Ludwig II castle is located here.

Luxembourg,z
grand duchy, is small and picturesque. In Belgium, B
sels is elegant, while the battleground of Waterloo isi
short distance away. Also in Belgium are Antwern
Ghent and Brugges.

The Netherlands features Amsterdam as top billing
with its many canals earning it the name of “Venice
the North.” Rotterdam and The Hague are big nam
cities, but can be seen quickly for they offer, relativet
Amsterdam, nowhere near as much.

Denmark’s top spot is its capital, Copenhagen. To gl
there, fake the Bremerhaven Duty Train to Hambur
and catch a train.

Salzburg is the nearest site in Austria from Berchtes

A meal is served
aboard for a small fee. The French Duty Train costs 7.2
francs.

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@ ID card — If it's not up to date, you may have prob-
lems.

@ Passport — Needed to enter most non-NATO coun-
tries such as Morocco.

@ Sign out — If you forget this last step, you can be
charged with being AWOL. Write down as complete in-
formation as possible as to destination, address, etc. in
case of emergency. And don't forget to sign back in upon
return or you might get charged with more leave than
you actually took. Another point to keep in mind is that
you get “a day of grace” with leaves—that is, you have
94 hours to sign in after your leave is officially over.

What to pack, bring

A common problem on trips, even short ones, is that
you forget this item or that. A good idea is to make a
checklist starting a few weeks before your planned pass
or leave, adding items as you go along and remember
more things to take.

You ought to travel light if you're planning a lot of
moving around and don’t have a car. Take along a few
changes of clothes that are comfortable and practical.

Here'’s a checklist I've compiled in my travels:

@ Clothes — What will I need, what’s practical and
comfortable? Nylon underwear are great, as they dry
quickly when washed.

@ Toilet items — Include soap and a towel, as you may
get stuck in an off-the-wall place without such “neces-
sities.”

@ Glasses — Take an extra pair, and sunglasses, too.
If you're away for more than a weekend and break your
glasses, it may spoil your trip to be unable to see what
you went to look at.

@ Money — Estimate what you'll need and add enough
more for emergency use only. Use travelers’ checks and
keep track of those spent. Split your money into iwo
places to guard against pickpockets wiping you totally
out.

@ Camera, film — Bring more film than you're plan-
ning to use or need; you almost always will want it.
Buying film “on the economy” can be expensive.

@ Detergent, laundry — You can often do some laun-
dry such as underwear and socks in your hotel room at
night, so take along a small bag of detergent. Get major
laundry done outside your hotel—it’s usually cheaper.

@ Food — If you'll be on a train for more than about
four hours after you get off the Duty Train, pack a lunch
the night before and save yourself some money.

@ Washettes — Great to freshen up with on any trip.

@ An extira bag that can be folded up into your main
bag is a must for all those extra items you buy along the
way.

@ Pocket knife — An all-purpose pocket knife, espe-
cially the “Swiss Army” variety, can be very handy for
minor repairs, peeling apples, etc.

While on your trip

Now that I've safely guided you out of Berlin with
everything you’ll need, how do you conduct the vacation
itself? Again, proper planning can avoid a lot of heart-
aches.

In libraries and bookstores there are many guides on
countries you may want to visit. Study them and talk
with friends about their experiences. Find out what there
is to see that interests you—nature, culture, castles, en-
tertainment, food, drink or whatever. Some places can be
avoided altogether with a little research.

One of the best, most complete and most convenient
guides I've come across is the Michelin guide, a narrow,
green paperback book at the Stars & Stripes Bookstores
for $2.95. Available are Germany, Switzerland, Austria
and Italy, with other countries in other formats. Another
excellent book is Europe on $5 and $10 a Day.

Sample tours of countries and cities with estimated
time lengths are included. They are so well done that
you can conduct your city tours on foot in most cities
and avoid the commercial tours. “Hoofing it” can be
most rewarding, as you can stop when you want, make
side trips down interesting streets, and see the people
and culture much more closely. Don't spend all your
time in the tourist traps. Sure, you went to Rome to see
the Coliseum, but there’s more to a city than dead, ste-
rile monuments.

Exchange your money in the largest cities or the cap-
ital, as outlying areas give poorer exchange rates. Use up
your small change before you leave the country, as it's
nearly impossible to exchange small amounts back when
you return. Keep track of paper money carefully, stacked
with the denominations up in order of amount.

Leave your forwarding or home address with your
hotel in case of mail, emergencies or forgotten items. If
you don’t know the language, speak English very slowly
and clearly, using simple phrases.

Arrange your tour to include some U. S. Armed Forces
installations to buy needed items or do laundry on longer
trips.

And the rest

If you follow all these tips, your vacation should be
pleasurable and rewarding. Of course, there may be
more planning to do, but that’s up to you. See Europe
and have a nice vacation!

Commanders important to highway safety

Officers and non-commissioned officers in Europe must
understand the problem of the driving adjustment that
will face their men and take action to fit new arrivals
into the new traffic environment. The chain of command
can be used effectively for this purpose.

The commander who uses his chain of command to fit
the newcomer into his new traffic environment will speed
adjustment and enhance safe driving. Each NCO and of-
ficer in the chain of command has an important part to
play in this process. Before a newcomer is authorized fo
operate a POV in Europe, he must be thoroughly orient-
ed on traffic regulations and conditions.

Counseling and orientation are basic tools of driver
guidance. A man must understand the traffic regulations
he is to obey, as well as the consequences of violations.
Leaders should seek palatable and interesting ways of
keeping their men informed of traffic hazards. A unit
in which each officer and NCO in the chain of command
feels a personal responsibility for his men will usually
have a low accident rate.

Military police records indicate that the five primary
causes of traffic accidents are

@ Driving too fast for road and weather conditions.

@ Failure to yield the right of way.

@ Improper passing.
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@ Driving to the left of the center line.

@ Following too closely.

These practices often result from use of alcohol and
lack of attention. In themselves they constitute traffic
violations.

Training, orienfation and counseling will reduce the
number of such violations. Strict application of disciplina-
ry and administrative measures against violators will im-

prove observance of traffic laws and safe driving pn
fices.

The great majority of traffic accidents are caused
disobeying traffic laws. While traffic violations are son
times committed in ignorance or carelessness, many i
deliberate. Members of the U. S. Forces are subject
both USAREUR regulations and host-country tral
laws while driving in Europe. All drivers should be m:
thoroughly aware of traffic laws and impressed with!
necessity of obeying them.

Certain traffic violations are felonies under Germ
law. Drunken driving is an example. If a personal injt
or property damage results, the punishment may be:
to five years’ imprisonment. In addition to drunken dr
ing, the following offenses are felonies if persons or p
perty are endangered by their commission:

@ Passing illegally.

@ Failing to yield the right of way.

@ Failing to keep to the right when vision is obstr

ted (e. g., on hills and curves).
@ Speeding at railroad crossings.
@ Making U-turns on Autobahns.
@ Failing to warn oncoming traffic properly whes
vehicle is stopped or parked on a highway.

MPs to check

Locking bicycles is not sufficient

Now that warm weather is here, we’ll see more bicycles in use. The
Berlin Command Provost Marshal Division requests everyone to secure
his bicyele when it is not in use.

Children should be reminded that merely locking their bicycles is not
sufficient—bicycles should always be secured o a permanently-fixed
object. Bicycles should not be left in front of quarters or in other common
areas overnight. The owner should record serial numbers, make and model
to help police locate the bicycle if it should be lost or stolen.

POVs for safety

Car owners are reminded that the requirement to operate a safe vehicle
is a year-round affair. Unit commanders and Military Police have the
responsibility to insure that owners comply with this requirement.

In the near future, MPs will conduct unannounced vehicle spot checks
on military compounds and access routes. Special emphasis will be placed
on the following items—if there are any defects in these areas, the ve-
hicle will be declared non-operational.

@® Decfective brakes.

@ Broken windshields that interfere with driver’s vision,

@ Defective steering.

@ Bald ftires.

@ Expired insurance or registration.
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
