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CSC 4-6 wins BBde

Christmas tournament

Just as Andrews usually dominates in football and soft-
ball, McNair tends to reign in basketball. Keeping with
this established trend, McNair finished on top in the 1973
Christmas Tournament.

Combat Support Company, 4th Battalion, 6th Infantry
had a picnic Monday, Dec. 31, as they crushed Company
A, Field Station Berlin, 83-57, to win the 1973 Christmas
Tournament. CSC’s victory made 4-6 the winners of the
treasured trophy for the second time in the last two
years and the fourth time since 1960.

Bouncing off to a good start, CSC-4-6 trounced HHC,
Special Troops, 82-35, as James “The Bomber” Blassin-
game led the scoring with 32 points and William “The
Hammer” Clark followed with 24.

In their second and most evenly matched game of the
tournament, CSC-4-6 slipped past HHC-2-6 in a three
point thriller with a final score of 48-45.

Playing the game that set the stage for their champion-
ship game with Co. A, FSB, CSC managed to build a 17
point lead against the 42nd Engineers to come out on
top 66-49.

Championship game

The deciding game of the tournament found Co. A, FSB
with an early six point lead. However, the superlative
defensive work of William “The Bullet” Nelson, and the
dynamic shooting of Blassingame and Clark extinguished
any fire that Co. A, FSB had left. The scoreboard at half-
time showed CSC-4-6 leading 35-25.

Capitalizing on FSB's excessive floor mistakes (travel-
ling, fouls, etc.), CSC dominated the entire second half
of play with a crowd dazzling performance by “The
Ifammer”, William Clark. Clark's prowess on the court
was evidenced by the constant stream of “oohs” and
“ahs” that flowed from the spectators as Clark hammer-
ed his team to a 83-57 final score for the win and the
1973 Christmas Trophy. Racking up 35 points, Clark was
the high scorer of the game. Blassingame trailed with 21.

value they place on team effort. Utilizing a full court
press and a man-to-man defense, they try to play a fast
paced game with each man handling the ball to the maxi-
mum of his ability.

Clark, the team Captain, said, “Nelson is a floor gen-
eral. Wherever the ball is, he is. He forces the other team
to make mistakes. He leads the fast break, he steals the
ball, he just seems to be all over the place at once.”

“And he’s fast. Nelson has exceptionally quick hands,”
added Carter, center and A&R NCO for CSC-4-6. Their
testimony justifies Nelson’s nicknames of “The Bullet”
and “Mr. Defense.”

The leading scorer for CSC-4-6 was William “The Ham-
mer” Clark. Compiling a total of 86 points during the
four-game tourney, Clark finished with a 21.5 average
which ranked him third in the brigade for the Christmas
tournament. Blassingame was ranked fourth with an
average of 21 points per game. Statistics indicate that
Blassingame gets the job done, but what statistics can’t
show us, is that natural flair for the game of basketball
possessed by Clark.

Clark an MVP

At 6’2" and 174 lbs, Clark hails from Nashville, Ten-
nessee where he lettered in basketball at Stratford High
School. Clark’s high school game average of 29.3 points,
earned him All State and Honorable Mention All Amer-
ican honors. He also managed to score 50 points in one
game, his highest one game score yet.

Turning down 11 offers to various schools, Clark chose
to stay in Nashville and win for Belmont College. As a
freshman, Clark was the leading scorer with a 24.6 aver-
age. Playing guard, he also was number two on re-
bounds for Belmont. Travelling to North Carolina for a
three game conference tournament, he was voted the
Most Valuable Player after scoring 29, 30, and 33 points
respectively in the three games.

Clark’s average dropped slightly to 21 in his sophomore
vear. It should be noted though, that he was being double
teamed throughout the season. Clark then enlisted in the
Army for a tour of duty in Europe.

As soon as his Army career terminates, Clark plans to
return to school and play some more B-ball. He also
foresees a future in the pros if the opportunity provides.

rumor control

Berlin personnel lose COLA

Sorry, soldier, but effective January 1, officers and en-
listed men in the Berlin Command will no longer receive
the Cost of Living Allowance. In addition, Station Hous-
ing Allowance has been reduced from Index 165 to Index
155 for both officers and enlisted personnel.

For personnel assigned to the Helmstedt Support De-
tachment, COLA has been reduced from Index 118 to
Index 114 for both officers and EM. SHA for officers has
been reduced from Index 145 to Index 135, and from 125
to 115 for EM. '

These changes will show up in January paychecks. The
reductions in COLA and SHA are the result of the ad-
vance in the value of the dollar against the German mark.

But there’s good news, too: Basic Allowance for Sub-
sistence (separate rations) has been increased to $2.28 a
day, or $68.40 a month. This increase applies only to en-
listed personnel.

Driving bans postponed

We reported in our last issue that the ban on weekend
driving would resume on Saturday, Jan. 19. The latest
word we have now, however, is that there will be no
further driving bans unless Germany’s oil situation gets
worse. This newspaper, AFN Radio and AFN-TV will
announce any further developments as they affect U. S.
Forces personnel.

Units to get ‘Infantry’ free

Infantry, a magazine published by the Infantry School
at Fort Benning, Georgia, will be sent free to units
throughout the Army beginning with the J anuary/Febru-

ary issue. Plans call for three copies per issue to go to
each company dayroom. The magazine will be sent to all
components that are infantry or infantry-related in mis-
sion.

New plates required by Feb. 1

Does your car still have non-reflectorized license
plates? They become invalid February 16, according to a
message from USAREUR Headquarters.

If your POV (that’s Privately Owned Vehicle, in case
you wondered) still has green plates with silver numerals,
you should receive forms for re-registration soon. If you
do not receive forms from the USAREUR Motor Vehicle
Registry by Feh. 1, call Heidelberg Military (2121) 7222
or 7226.

Military Police have been instructed to remind individ-
uals whose vehicles still display the non-reflectorized
plates of the need for re-registration. Reminders will
commence on January 16.

Pet care limited at clinic

The Veterinary Clinic at the U. S. Army Hospital Ber-
lin reminds us that their “primary mission” is to inspect
food and facilities for sanitation and to control diseases
which are transmitted from animals to man (primarily
rabies in Berlin). Any pet care other than the control of
diseases transmitted from animal to man depends on the
time available once the primary mission has been com-
pleted.

Pet care provided by the small animal clinic is by ap-
pointment only. The amount of time available for such
care is quite limited. Pet owners should seek the services
of a civilian veterinarian when necessary.

For the convenience of pet owners, the small g
clinic has a handout sheet which contains a list of anr
ber of civilian veterinarians in the American seciy
Berlin. This listing, however, does not constitute g
dorsement of these veterinarians nor of their servicey

The final days of December included a week and
aday of hard training for the Berlin Brigade’s 4.2 inch
mortar platoons when they travelled to Baumholder
to participate in the 8th Infantry Division’s Exercise
MORTEX II.

The week involved the loading of all the equipment
and wvehicles peculiar to a heavy mortar platoon: Gam-
ma goats, camouflage nets, plotting boards, sticks and
evenn C-rations. After the equipment went the men,
with the 3rd Battalion leading the departure on the
13th by train for the Baumholder Major Training
Area.

That covers the week, Yet as hard as it.was, it. was
only a sample of what would happen on the festing
day.

ing and testing covering all problems that a mortar-
man may be called upon to face: defense, attack and
delaying moves.

Starting with a simulation of a platoon in a defen-
sive position, the men of the battalions moved from
an assembly area out to a simulated firing position,
where they were graded on their response in camou-
flage, movement discipline and speed of setting up in
the field. Before they were really settled, they were
told to move again, and then again, simulating a
platoon falling back in a delaying action.

Finally they went to a mortarmen’s favorite acti-
vity—live fire simulating an attack. Here the emphasis
was on perfection—if you don’t fire perfectly in
simulated combat, you can’t do it in the real thing.

Following the daylight portion of the exercise, the
men were given a gunner’s examination. This is a test
of the basics that a gunner should know fo fire ac-
curately every time. Here, too, the brigade showed its
fine level of training, with at least one man, Private
First Class Ronald Smalls, qualifying as an expert in
spite of the late hour of the test.

After the examination, a short break was taken for
hot food brought out to them in the field. Then it was
into night operations.

In night operations the emphasis is basically the
same, but with a few things added to make it interest-
ing. The men must make their moves, both on and off
the road, with a minimum of light, often driving at
less than five miles an hour. Once in position, they
must work in virtual darkness and as quietly as pos-
sible and still accomplish their mission as quickly as
they can.

All the Berlin platoons were at least close to per-
fection during the exercise, for they all impressed the
members of the MORTEX committee. A frequent
comment from committee members was that they
didn’t expect ground-mounted platoons to be able to
compare favorably with the mechanized units that are
stationed in western Europe.

Receiving special praise during the final debriefing
was Sergeant Stephen Slaughter of the 3rd Battalion.
His skill as the senior Forward Observer for his
platoon earned him the acclaim of being “the best FO
I've seen in USAREUR" from one of the graders.

MORTEX II is over, and the men made it home in
time for Christmas. The week was a hard one, the
testing day even harder, but the brigade acquitted
itself well. Now the heavy mortarmen are waiting for
the 1974 contest. Their objective—to take the top three
positions, of course.

V Corps says it'll cost you DM 6-8.

Lodgings are plentiful in Frankfurt—and expensive.
If you plan to use civilian lodgings, says V Corps, you
should check with the USO booth at the Bahnhof or a
hotel office. As for military hotels, forget we ever men-
tioned the Miquel Arms, and don't rely too much on the
Ambassador Arms. The latter “normally is full, and
getting accommodations there on leave or pass are slim.”
You. will find the Ambassador Arms on Siolistrasse a-
cross from Frankfurt American High School. Take U-
Bahn A2 from the Bahnhof, but disregard our instructions
to get off at the eighth stop.

We're told that there
is probably no supplementary ticket (Zuschlag) required
to ride on a D-Zug (or D-train). Supplementary charges
may be required on the faster F-trains, but the charge
will depend on the distance traveled.

LS guards save
people, building
from blaze

Thanks to quick thinking on the part of several Labor
Service Battalion guards, the safety of many people and
a building were insured.

Services to honor King’s birthday Jan. 15

To commemorate the birthday of Dr. Martin Luther
King Jr., there will be a special service at Andrews Bar-
racks Chapel Tuesday at 1:30 p.m. The 40-minute service
will be open to all U. S. military and civilian personnel.
A special bus will provide transportation from the Shop-
ping Center parking lot at 12:50 and from McNair Bar-
racks Chapel at 1 p.m.

There will also be a service at the American Com-
munity Chapel on Hiittenweg at 9 a.m. for dependents,
students and others who may not be able to attend the
afternoon service. McNair Barracks Chapel will hold a
service at 11 a.m.

Martin Luther King Jr. was born in Atlanta on Jan.
15, 1929, into a family of middle-class black Americans.
His father, Martin Luther King Sr., was a Baptist min-
ister; his mother, Alberta Williams King, a schoolteacher.

King graduated from Morehouse College in 1948 at the
age of 19. Three years later he took the Bachelor of
Divinity degree at Crozer Theological Seminary in Ches-
ter, Pa., graduating at the head of his class, winning the
Pearl Plafkner Award for scholarship and the J. Lewis
Crozer Fellowship as well.

He entered the Graduate School of Theology at Boston
University in 1951 where he studied briefly with Edgar
Sheffield Brightman (until his death) and L. Harold De-
Wolf. He was awarded the Ph. D. degree in systematic
theology in 1955.

While studying at Boston University King met Loretta
Scott of Marion, Ala.,, who had graduated from Antioch
College and was then studying at the New England Con-
servatory of Music. They were married in 1953 and be-
came the parents of four children — Yolanda Denise,
Martin Luther III, Dexter and Bernice Albertine.

Dr. King was pastor of the Dexter Avenue Baptist
Church in Montgomery, Ala., from 1954 until he left
Montgomery in 1960. While pastor at Dexter Avenue,
King was elected president of the Montgomery Improve-
ment Association, which organized a year-long boycott
against segregated public transportation in Montgomery.

The boycott was successful, and King was catapulted
to prominence in the civil rights struggle of black Amer-
icans. In a very short time he became world famous for
his nonviolent philosophy in seeking social change.

In 1957 King organized what later became the Southern
Christian Leadership Conference and was elected its pre-
sident. SCLC, with offices in Atlanta, was the organ-
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izational base for Dr. King's civil rights activities after
1960, when he moved to Atlanta to become co-pastor
(with his father) of Ebenezer Baptist Church.

King was a principal leader of the historic March on
Washington in 1963, and was designated Man of the Year
for 1963 by Time Magazine. In 1964 he was awarded the
Nobel Peace Prize — the youngest Peace Laureate in
history.

For a decade Martin Luther King was world famous as
a leader of black Americans in their struggle against dis-
crimination and race prejudice. His campaigns were
principally in the South, and he was arrested and jailed
on numerous occasions. His life was threatened fre-
quently. His home was bombed.

His confrontations with the raw violence of the police
in Birmingham and Selma, Ala., directed world-wide at-
tention to the racism that characterizes much social be-
havior in America and contributed to the developing
image of America as an extraordinarily violent society.

In the spring of 1967, in speeches at the Chicago
seum and at Riverside Church in New York, Kingt
sociated himself with the Vietnam peace movement &
public statements on Vietnam alienated him fror!‘l'ﬁtkﬁ
black leaders and resulted in a considerable erosii
his black constituency, who felt that their leadership®
being co-opted and that attention was being defl®
from the civil rights fight by the peace movemepﬂ
was praised and damned in the nation’s press for hi#
venture outside the racial struggle.

In the midst of plans for a “Poor People’s Mardi
Washington,” Martin Luther King made the secoi
two trips to Memphis to rally support for the g
collectors there who were on strike for better wageit
improved working conditions.
