How would you like a job that allows you to return
to “the world” every so often on TDY status? Specialist
4 Willy Rios, the Athletic Director at the Dependent
Youth Activities, does.

Willy belongs to the United States Army Track &
Field Team, and returns to the states to compete against
various college teams. The team is part of the Army
Sports Program, which has teams in wrestling, bowling,
golf, and any sport imaginable.

Willy runs the mile in 4:06, the half-mile in 1:52, and
the 15-hundred meter in 3:47. He won the 1973 Berlin
Brigade Combat Cross Country Meet with a time of 15
minutes, 38 seconds for the 2!/s-mile course.

“The Track & Field Team is a 30-man team, composed
of Army personnel from all over the world,” said Willy.
“We train for three months by competing against college
teams in the states.”

The goal of the team is to qualify for the World Mili-
tary Games held each year in one of the NATO coun-
tries. Last year the games were held in Florence, Italy.

Willy hails from Cidra, Puerto Rico, and ran the 15-
hundred meter for his native country in the 1968 Olym-
pics in Mexico City.

Last Saturday, he ran the 15-hundred meter in the
Berlin City Championship, coming in third with a time
of 3:51. “My best run,” he said, “was at the Bakersfield
Classic in Bakersfield, California. I ran the 15-hundred
meter in 3:40.”

While majoring in physical education and sociology at
Oklahoma Baptist University, Willy was named All-
American twice.

Willy has been in the Army for two years, and starts
graduate school in September at Eastern Illinois Uni-
versity, majoring in physiological research. He is cur-
rently practicing for the German Championship in Han-
nover, West Germany, July 28-29.

Bundespost raises rates

The German Bundespost has raised its rates on calls
to CONUS and reduced rates on calls to Hawaii and
Alaska.

The new rates went into effect July 1, 1974 and are
as follows:

Calls to the U. S., station to station for a three minute
duration between noon and midnight local time, DM 30.
Each additional minute over three minutes, DM 10. Calls
of three minute duration between 1 a.m.-noon, DM 22.20.
Each additional minute, DM 7.40.

For person to person calls to the U. S. between noon
and midnight an extra fee of DM 23.10 will be charged.
The same call between 1 a.m. and noon will have an
additional charge of DM 16.80.

All calls to Hawaii will cost DM 34.80 for the first
three minutes and DM 12.90 for each additional minute.
An additional administrative charge of DM 12.90 will be
charged if the call is not completed unless it is the fault
of the Deutsche Bundespost or the Telephone Company.

All calls to Alaska will cost DM 57.40 for the first
three minutes and DM 21.40 for each additional minute
over three minutes. The administrative charge for any
incomplete calls is DM 3.20.

What is the physically hardest qualification test in the
Army? Hint—it includes a 12 mile road march and a
PT test. If you guessed the EIB (Expert Infantryman
Badge) you were close, but wrong. Twenty-three men
from the Berlin Brigade went to Darmstadt, West Ger-
many, last week to take part in the Expert Field Medi-
cal Badge test, and they can tell you how hard it is.

The test was conducted by the 31st Medical Group,
headquartered in Darmstadt, and was designed to be a
comprehensive test of both an individual's knowledge
and ability to perform the mission of a small unit medic
in the field. The test isn’t just medical either. Some of
the subjects covered include map reading and the use
of a compass day and night; chemical, biological and
radiological defense; communications, including use of a
field radio and telephone; the phonetic alphabet, and
writing field messages; military courtesy and discipline;
and military intelligence which included the handling of
prisoners of war and escape and evasion techniques.

With the non-medical subjects out of the way, the
men who try for this badge must then tackle the meat of
the problem—the things they have to do in the field as
a medic.

Do it right

For example, how would you treat a man with mul-
tiple wounds as he lies in a foxhole or bunker? And do
it right so he has a chance of making it to a hospital for
more comprehensive care? The medic has to be able to
apply those measures in the field that will keep a man
alive long enough for a doctor to treat him. Just the
little things like treating bleeding and shock, applying
dressings—both the standard ones and those you have to
“create” out of what is laying around you, giving the
man plasma in the field, or treating those people who
forgot to take their salt tablets in the desert—or put on
their parka for the Alpine snows. The little things like
putting on a splint or securing a broken limb so that
moving the man won’t make the injury worse.

The hardest job in the world

After he’s treated these little things, he has to do the
hardest job in the world—move his patient into the
hospital or field aid station. This is what makes the test
one of the most difficult in the Army. Think of all those
things you encounter in a walk in the woods like low
trees, fences, and brush. Now complicate that with the
things that an army in the field puts out during a war—
minefields, wire entanglements, walls, and tunnels., Now

make it even more difficult with a little shell fire, and
snipers in the trees to keep you alert. Have you got the
picture? Virtually impassable terrain. All you have to
do is carry a man on a litter through all of that and
keep him alive while you do it.
The right way

I really have to respect a man who wears that little
badge proving he was able to do all that. Passing a com-
prehensive written test as all of these men did is one
thing, it proves he has the theoretical knowledge to take
care of me if I'm injured myself in the field. But; that
isn’t really enough. Many people who aren’t trained
medics can pass that written test. The field test is what
you have to respect. These men went and did the things

to prove that a medic was qualified in his field.

Valleys lure hikers

in Bavarian Alps

If you're not looking up, you're looking down into
yalleys—that’s the pleasure of vacationing at the Berch-
tesgaden Recreation Area, where little of the land is
Jevel.

Whether a hiker, golfer, tennis player, or just an in-
nocent bystander, you can’t help but enjoy the scenic
peauty of the Berchtesgaden area in the midst of the
Bavarian Alps.

For a good orientation of the area, go to the summit
of the Rossfeld Mountain. On foot or by car, the trip
dong the switchback road, Rossfeld Ringstrasse, is a
thrilling one. On one side of the roadway are natural
craggy rock walls; on the other side sheer cliffs plunge
into the wvalley. The dizzying downward view makes
many hikers and motorists feel as though they are in a
cable car.

Like most mountains surrounding Berchtesgaden,
Rossfeld summit is a plateau rather than a peak. From
here you can see Austria to the east and Germany to the
west. Beyond the Berchtesgaden valley, Koenigssee
(King's Lake) glistens like an emerald.

Back into the town of Berchtesgaden, hilly cobblestone
streets dip and curve past quaint houses and shops, step-
ped on gentle slopes.

The scenic tour of the area has just begun with the
gientation trip up, around, fnd down the Rossfeld.

wait you at the AFRC hotels. The General Walker and
Skytop are both situated about 1800 feet above the val-
ey on the Obersalzberg.

‘Mad’ King Ludwig’s creations
in Bavaria are near AFRCs

It's been said a man's home is his castle, and this is
proven to be true by the magnificent buildings that were
created throughout Europe over the centuries.

The Armed Forces Recreation Center runs tours to
three of these castles, built by King Ludwig II of Ba-
varia. ’ ~ ik adr b one Aree

Ludwig was known as the “Mad King of Bavaria” and
many of his extravagant tastes were heavy burdens on
the financial resources of his kingdom. However, it can-
not be denied that today his three castles stand as mag-
nificent monuments to his love of elegant things.

Two of the tours originate from the Garmisch Recrea-
tion Area to Neuschwanstein Castle and Linderhof
Castle, while the third, Herrenchiemsee, neccessitates a
boat ride from the Chiemsee Lake Hotel to tiny Herren
Island.

Neuschwanstein Castle is, of the three, the most im-
pressive from the outside with its asymmetrical turrents,
archways, and windows. High on a rocky spur on the

side of a mountain, it is said to be the most beautifully
located castle in the world and was used as a model by
Walt Disney for his fairytale castle in Disneyland.

Linderhof Castle was built, as was Herrenchiemsee,
more along the lines of a palace. The grounds are ex-

*quisitely landscaped, and the inferior, with fabulous

crystal chandeliers and gold plated furniture evidences
Ludwig’s extravagance. Linderhof was said to be the
“Mad King's” favorite residence, although Herrenchiem-
see was his dream castle and home during the days be-
fore his still questioned death.

Herrenchiemsee was built as a replica of French King
Louis XIV’s palace at Versailles, in an attempt to show
the world that the King of Bavaria could live in just as
much magnificence as other kings of the world.

To take one of the AFRC castle tours is to take a trip
into the gorgeous elegance of the past that was a way of
life to the nobility of long ago. —AFRC

New taxi rates
now being charged

A new rate increase has been announced for Berlin’s taxi

Under the old rate, the meters of the taxis were turned «
while the taxi was in route to pick up passengers, and «
additional charge of DM 1 was required for taxis ordered i
advance.

In addition, there were two standard rates for Berlin
taxis. Rate One was used on normal working days between i/
hours of 6 a.m.-midnight, and the initial charge on the met|
was DM 2.40 with the charge of each kilometer heing DM (’J.:,:[
Rate Two was used on Sundays and legal holidays betwe
the hours of 12:01-6 a.m., and the rate was DM 1.07.

However, taxis now are equipped with new meters,
drivers of the old-fype meter taxis will use a conversi
table booklet showing the old amount (set in blue ink), &
the new amounts (set in red ink).

Be smart--practice summer safet]

Now that summer is here and the final bell of the
school yvear has sounded, those perpetual balls of energy
will be getting down to the more serious business of
baseball, bicycling, swimminig, and outdoor play in
general

Now is the time you’ll want to give even more thought
to your child's safety. As the National Safety Council
points out, summer is the time of the year when children
between the ages of 5 and 14 are most prone to acci-
dents.

A study made by the Council reveals the following
about play accidents:

@ More than one-third of the fatalities occur during
the summer quarter of the year.

@ The yard is the most dangerous play area ... much
more so than inside the house or on the school play-
ground.

@ The most common reason for play accidents is that
those responsible for overseeing the child’'s play are not
on the job.

What can you do to protect your child from a serious
accident this summer? The National Safety Council sug-

gests a number of tips for some of the more popular
summer play activities.

Play areas

Warn your child to stay away from excavations, con-
struction sites, industrial property, empty houses, aban-
doned caves or pits and railroad property. Small children
do not realize the potential hazards of tin cans, broken
glass, pieces of pipe and pieces of lumber with splinters
and nails. To protect your child, rake your yard or your
child’s play area periodically and keep containers of re-
fuse tightly closed and inaccessible.

Bicycles

Bike accidents skyrocket in the summer. In four out
of five cases, the victim is violating a law or a safety
rule.

As your child learns to ride, help him until he gains
skill and confidence. Most important teach him or her
the rules of safe bike riding—to ride on the right side of
the street single file; to obey traffic signs; to signal in-
tentions; never to ride two on a bike, and not to indulge
in horseplay.

The greatest menace for children from two through six
years of age is playground equipment. Parents should

Even though the big ten savings program is no longer
in existence, there is some good news for thrifty U. S.
