“... we must not be concerned only with drugs; many
drug users claim that alcohol abuse is just as bad. I must
tell you that even though this is a flimsy rationale for
drig abuse, there is considerable truth in that state-
ment. Consider the following: a majority of all driving
atallities in USAREUR have been caused by drunk dri-
ers; a majority of soldiers involved in assaults and dis-
rders have been drinking; and a surprising number of
Incidents on post were triggered by alcohol. Although it
Is recognized that chronic heavy drinkers statistically are
in the 30-34 and 45-49 age group, the young soldiers who
are so highly critical of the “old juicers” are the ones
involved in the majority of the alcohol connected offenses.
Furthermore, out of 21 autopsies completed during the
months of August, September, and October on accidental

Alcohol abuse —

Along with the ‘dopers’, let’s not forget the juicers’

The problem drinker needs help just as desperately as
the man hooked on smack. Neither one of them can per-
form his job and both are in serious physical and mental
danger.

Take a good look at yourself. Why do you drink? Is it
to be sociable or to be “one of the guys.” Do you really
like to drink because it tastes good, or is it because of the
feeling you get. With the question of legality aside,
what’s the difference between you and the drug abuser
stereotype we often read about?
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characterized by unpredictable or compulsive drinking.
Until recently, it was common to think of alcoholics as
people to be shunned, reproached or ridieuled. They were
considered by many to be immoral, weak-willed or ob-
stinate.

Now, however, physicians and others who have made a
study of alcoholism approach the problem differently. They
realize there is no point in scolding, shaming or urging
the use of will power alone because they know that once
an alcoholic-has taken a drink, he is never sure where his

drinking will end.

He drinks because he feels compelled to. He keeps on
drinking even though he may realize he is harming his
health, endangering his job and hurting the people closest
to him, his family and friends,

The National Council on Alcoholism estimates that
there are about 80,000,000 people in the United States who
drink aleoholic beverages at least occasionally. Most drink
socially with no grave ill effects. But for about 6,500,000
of these people, the use of aleohol has created very serious
problems.

Drug abuse. What’s the first thing that comes to mind
when wou think of drug abuse? The young GI sitting in
the barracks “getting down” with his buddies? A ratty,
diseased, junkie sitting in a tenement hallway? How a-
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bout yyou and your buddies over at the local club having
a “couple of drinks to unwind?”

That’s right — alcohol is a drug and can be just as
angerous as heroin. In this reporter’s opinion, there is no
ifference between alcohol and “hard drugs” other than
he fact that alcohol is legal. Please understand me —
'mnot condemning anyone for their actions, but all too
often it is the “hard drugs” which make the headlines
while alcohol abuse is “just a drinking problem.”
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The strongest prediction of
adult drinking problems is regu-
lar involvement in heavy drink-
ing surroundings, but it still isn't
mderstood how excessive drink-
ing grows into a habit report the
athors of a book entitled, “Prob-
em Drinking Among American
Men.”

“Ahh, I can hold my liquor,” you might say, but the
guy who smokes dope can say the same about his choice
of intoxicants. Both of you are in the wrong. You
shouldn’t need ANY intoxicant to make it through the
day or night.

All the preaching and editorials in the world aren’t go-
ing to make a bit of difference, but the next time you’re
over at the club enjoying “Happy Hour” and talking a-
bout those “dumb dopers,” pause to reflect for a moment
and take a look at your glass.

Alcoholics do mot represent any single group in our
population; the majority are definitely not “skid row”
types. Aleoholism afflicts both men and women of all ages
and from all walks of life.

Since alcoholism affects so many people, it is a health
problem which deserves the intelligent attention of us all.
In addition to the human waste and misery, the breakup
of homes and families, none of which can be measured in
dollars and cents, it has been estimated that the annual
economic loss due to aleoholoism runs to almost a billion
dollars:

In addition to studying the causes of aleoholism, the
Navy has instituted several programs to help Navy men
who want to conquer this problem. Among these problems
are: numerous rehabilitation centers, the study of alco-
holism in every Navy training curriculum from recruit
training on, and an attempt to get recovered alcoholics to
serve as liaison for Navy commands.

Today, the nature and problems of aleoholism are better
understood than ever before and more is being learned con-
stantly. With increased understanding and united com-
munity effort, it will be possible to teach people more of
the facts about alcoholism.

All of us can help overcome many of the superstitions
and prejudices that have been linked with alcoholism by
helping to develop intelligent and constructive attitudes
about it. and by working for improved treatment and re-
habilitation facilities in our own communities.

“England swings like the pendulum do . .."” goes the
song, and in London this is especially true. It also cap-
fures the imagination — and gives a feeling similar to
home for these who have been in Germany too long.

The people speak ENGLISH!, by golly, and it is music
to my ears. And London! All the sights to see — the
Tower of London and Big Ben, the Palace, Westminster,
a search for London Bridge (now in Arizona). In the rush
to see the sights and hear the sounds of England, the first
result outside of a lot of film used up is that you get
tired. And London provides for that, too. A place to rest
is Trafalgar Square.

Your
Finance and Accounting Office will only make pay-
ments for accrued leave and any unpaid balances
due.
