Hospital officials say
that the old building is no longer adequate. They say
that deterioration caused by age ‘poses many problems.
The major areas of concern here are aged electrical wir-
ing and plumbing. Many of the medical utilities are out-
moded and outdated.

1t was for these and other reasons that the decision
was made to build a new medical complex.

Hospital authorities say that a medical facility is one
of the most complex structures to design and build.
Special needs and requirements of both patients and
staff must be considered. Planners must consider prob-
lems that are unique to medical buildings: for instance,
air pressure. In a hospital operating room, when a door
is opened the air inside the room must go out. At the
same time, when a door is opened in an infection ward,
the air must not escape. This is controlled by building
design.

The new hospital will incorporate the very latest in
equipment and technology. It will also be fully equipped
with barber shops, a library, a cafeteria, and a theater.

Ground was broken for the new complex on May 15,
1972. Since that time, construction work has moved along

Finance tips to keep you straight

Of all the things a person in the Army has to worry
about, his or her pay should be the last. Unfortunately,
this is not always the case. Many soldiers, when con-
fronted with the complexities of the Leave and Earnings
Statement (LES), are left speechless.

So, without further ado, here are a few tips that might
help clear up some of the confusion.

Separate Rations, Cost of Living and Station Housing
Allowances are not automatic entitlements. Each of these
entitlements must be applied for by eligible service
members and approved by their appropriate commander.
The Finance and Accounting Office does not have ap-
proving authority for these entitlements.

The Finance Office receives a great number of DA
Forms 1341 (Allotment Authorization) from individuals
who desire to change their end-of-month pay option. If
an end-of-month pay option is to be changed, you must
submit a DA Form 3685 (Election of Pay Options). This
form should be available in each orderly room and can
be sent to Finance with a transmittal letter.

You may be eligible for a “Combat Zone Exclusion”
for the retroactive pay received on your July 74 LES if
you served in Vietnam or other areas designated as a
“combat zone” from October 1 to December 31, 1972. This
income may be excluded from your 1974 Federal Tax Re-
turn. You are advised to contact the Staff Judge Advo-
cate or Internal Revenue Office for further information
and assistance.

Reimbursement for dependent travel, paid by eligible
individuals for dependent’s trans-oceanic travel, is limit-
ed to cost-to-the government (what the government
would pay for the same ticket). The difference between
actual cost and government rates must be borne by the
service member.

Leave is another subject that trips up some soldiers.
Paragraph 3-5 of Army Regulation 630-5 sheds some

light on when to be back from a leave. “Failure to re
turn to your proper duty station by midnight of the day
following the last day of leave, unless excused as un:
avoidable by a competent authority, is an unauthorized
absence (AWOL). In such cases, the day due to returm
will be computed as the first day of absence withou!
leave.”

Casual Payments can also be a thorn in the side of the
uninformed individual. Unit commanders continue to re-
commend approval of Casual Payments to members for
other than emergency reasons. The reasoning that :
member owes a bill, is going on leave, or has spent all
his money does not qualify as an emergency.

Soldiers who have further problems with their pay
are urged to contact their PSNCO.

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Vehicle Lighting Week

The German Allgemeiner Deutscher Automobil Club (ADAC) of Berlin is working
together with the Command to ensure that the lighting systems, windshield wipers,
brakes and tires are in top form for oncoming winter driving.

This is in conjunction with the 18th International Motor Vehicle Lighting Equip-
ment Week, held October 23-29, which has been extended in Berlin until November
30.

The ADAC started the Lighting Week off October 24 by setting up a trailer at the
Engineer and Installation (E & I) Compound and began checking the vehicles of U, S.

military and German nationals who work there. In addition, the ADAC will be at Me-
Nair Barracks November 18-23 from 9 a.m.-6:30 p.m. to check vehicles; and November
25-30 at the parking lot across the street from the American Youth Activities House
on Hiittenweg.

Until the end of this month, the European Exchange System (EES) garage and
POV inspection points will also be checking headlights, taillights, turn indicators, tires,
brakes, and windshield wipers, free-of-charge, on POV’s belonging to U. S. Forces per-
sonnel. This will be in conjunction with normal garage service on a first come, first
served basis. Charges for work or parts necessary tn correct deficiencies will be at the

Protect your property

When a person asks to see your company arms room,
ask him for his identification and orders. Some battalions
require that the battalion duty officer be called and in-
formed that a physical security inspection is taking place,
while other units require that the inspectors wait until
someone from the company arrives.

While making your calls, ask the inspector to wait. If
he really is what he says he is, he won't mind waiting,
and will probably make note of your precautions about
letting someone in the arms room.

‘Major Joseph M. Gilligan, Deputy Provost Marshal,
said, “We can’t be too careful. We have a good record
here in Berlin, and we want to keep it. Just one guy not
following SOP or not being alert, and our record is all
for naught.”

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Pop costs more

Army and Air Force Exchange System (AAFES) retail
stores will no longer raise the price of merchandise on
the shelves when manufacturers increase prices. This
applies only to items priced individually and may result
in different prices displayed for the same item.

The price of soft drinks in all AAFES stores will now
vary. In the past all soft drinks were sold at a uniform
price ($4 a case), but with rising costs this is no longer
possible. It is hoped that competition among the com-
panies will help bring some of the high priced sodas
down to a comparative level with the rest. Items such
as wild cherry, ginger ale, and quinine water will in-
crease to $4.60, while cola will go up to $4.20. Diet
drinks will be reduced to $3.40 a case.

Protect your home

Theft from family quarters occurs frequently. Thieves
usually enter quarters through unlocked doors or open
first-floor windows. Thieves will seldom attempt to
force a locked door or window except in basement or
storage areas. They are looking for a “soft touch,” and
will inevitably choose a house or apartment that offers
an easy opportunity for looting. Normal home security
measures include:

a. Keeping doors closed at all times and locked at night
or when the occupants are out.

b. Locking easily stolen items (e. g., money, jewelry)
in a safe, trunk or other secure container.

c. Locking storage areas and basements and checking
them periodically.

d. Preventing children from leaving toys, bicycles, and
other items in the yard, hallways, or other unsecured
areas.

e. Informing family ‘members and maids of the neces-
sity for security precautions.

The rule to follow is: Do not provide an opportunity
for theft.

| Travel Notes
Going East ?

Military personnel who plan to travel to or through
communist countries must send their request for clear-
ance through channels to arrive at USAREUR 60 days
before they plan to go.

Civilians and dependents need to allow for a 30-day
margin. .

An AE Form 1066-R (Request for Travel Clearance
to Visit Communist Countries) must be submitted in
triplicate along with one AE Form 1403-R (Communist
Country Travel Briefing Certificate).

The documents are required for visits to countries such
as Czechoslovakia, Hungary, Poland, Rumania, the Soviet
Union, and Yugoslavia.

“Money Saver” food specials have also been introduc-
ed to help customers cut corners and are being featured
in those exchange cafeterias and snack bars that serve
hot foods.

In keeping with the festive spirit, AAFES is expanding
their year-old program for fashion wear. Under this
program fashion wear is shipped directly to retail stores
throughout the exchange system. As soon as an item is
sold, half of the ticket stub is sent back to Arlington,
Texas, where a similiar item, though not identical, is
sent back to the store. In this way AAFES hopes to
never run out of the best selling stock.

AAFES has produced two catalogs for customers i
use in Europe. The “AAFES American Showcase,” featu-
ing items made in the United States, and the “Europen
Exchange System Mail Order Catalog” presenting pu
ducts to be found in Europe and the Far East.

AAFES has distributed these catalogs among the
customers but not in sufficient quantity for everymf
to get a copy. For the unlucky people who missed,
store keeps a lending library of catalogs on hand.

AAFES hopes to ineclude everyone's shopping st
so just about every angle is covered. That includes ki
away. With only 10 per cent down an item may be ke
for up to 90 days. Payments must be made in threeJ':Jq
stallments, but shoppers who wish to get their itemt
early may do so. The only stipulation in the layai:
program is that the item, or items, must amount i
least $15 worth.

As if all that wasn't enough, AAFES is also offer:
personalized Christmas cards. These cards display a w
iety of Christmas scenes, with greetings in your chy
of English, Spanish, or German. If none of that i
your liking, you may have your own picture on yi
Christmas greeting cards. Personal name imprinting
available and requires a few additional days time. Cu
are available in boxes of 10, 20, 30, 50, or 100.
