An honor ceremony was held Tuesday at the
U. S. Army Berlin Headquarters in honor of the
departing commander of the 7350th Air Base Group
at Tempelhof Central Airport, Colonel Gail S. Hal-
vorsen. The “Candy Bomber” (as he was known
during the Berlin Airlift) relinquished his command
on Monday to Colonel Myron G. Smith, formerly
{he vice-commander of the 7350th.

In ceremonies attended by diplomatic, military
and government officials at the Berlin City Hall
February 6, Halvorsen received one of the highest
awards given by the Federal German Republic, the
Distinguished Service Cross to the Order of Merit.
Halvorsen became the first U. S. Air Force member
in Berlin to be awarded the prestigious national
medal. Governing Mayor Klaus Schiitz made the
presentation on behalf of West German President
Dr. Gustav Heinemann.

Halvorsen will depart Berlin after a 25-year re-
lationship with the city and its people. Halvorsen
first became acquainted with Berlin as a young
lieutenant during the Berlin Airlift. He was im-
mediately impressed with the city and its people
but was unable to familiarize himself with the area
due to his flying schedule.

Won Cheney Award
During a break in flying, he returned to Berlin
from Rhein Main and encountered an experience
that would eventually lead to his receiving the
Cheney Award, the highest Air Force award for
humanitarianism.

“My initial observations really hit me,” said COL
Halvorsen. “I saw how bright, cheerful and imma-
culate the children were, even in their patched
clothes.”

Before he left the group of children, he broke a
few pieces of gum and distributed them to the
children.

“They were as excited as if it were Christmas,”
he recalls. “It was then that I knew I had to do
more,” And more he did.

On his next flight to Berlin, he began parachuting
candy to the children he had previously met at a
pre-arranged location. The people of Berlin soon
learned of his escapades, and letters began arriving
praising him for his efforts. Some of the letters in-
cluded handkerchiefs for the parachutes.

International affair

What began as a personal project soon developed
into an international affair. When word of the
“Candy Bomber’s” project reached the United States,
a candy manufacturer sent 3000 pounds of candy to
help him bring joy to the deprived children. Not
long afterwards, another carload of candy arrived.
This shipment of candy was prepared for dropping
by the local wives clubs and youth clubs, and drop-
ped by other members of the Airlift crew.

The parachuting of candy was stopped because
the load from the United States was too much to
handle by airplane. It was then delivered to schools,
hospitals and orphanages for Christmas parties with
the help of the Air Force personnel stationed here.

Through the years, Halvorsen has received thou-
sands of letters from the people of Berlin. Little did
he realize that he would return to Berlin as com-
mander of the Air Force detachment.

Renewed friendships

During his four-year command here, Halvorsen
renewed friendships with the people he met as a
lieutenant. He still receives mail and meets with
some grown-up recipients of the parachuted candy.

Halvorsen will be returning to his native Utah
as the Inspector General of the Ogden Air Material
Area at Hill Air Force Base.

Colonel Myron G. Smith, a 31-year veteran of the
Air Force, first arrived in Berlin in 1972 to become
vice-commander of TCA. He has had two previous
assignments in Germany, serving at the United
States Air Force Europe Headquarters in 1954 and
1964 as operations officer.

Another airlift

Smith was also involved in an airlift, transpor-
ting personnel and supplies throughout the Pacific
Islands of Guadalcanal, Kwajalein, Guam and New
Zealand during World War IL

Prior to his arrival in Berlin, Smith was a staff
officer in the Operation Directorate of the Joint
Chiefs of Staff at the Pentagon in Washington,

His military decorations include the Legion of
Merit, the Distinguished Flying Cross, the Bronze
Star Medal, the Air Medal with two oak leaf clus-
ters and the Air Force Commendation Medal.

Income tax help available

In case you haven’t looked at your calendar lately, it’s
income tax time again. Time to dig out those strange
forms and perform mysterious rites of arithmetic. It’s
not as bad as you might think. There are a number of
people and materials available to help you “render unto
Caesar that which is Caesar’s.”

Each battalion and some companies have someone who
is a designated tax advisor who is available to assist you
in filing your income tax. He won't fill out your income
tax form for you, but he’ll try to answer your questions
about income tax. If he can’t answer it, he’ll refer you to
the Berlin office of the Staff Judge Advocate.

The battalion advisors are as follows: 2-6, 1LT Michael
S. Chambers; 3-6, 1LT William L. Hagan; 4-6, CPT An-
tonio Medici; Field Station, SP4 Karroll Nelson; Special
Troops, MAJ Carol P. Waters; U. S. Army Hospital, Ber-
lin, 1LT William Lowery.

In addition,
please keep in mind that SJA is not an income tax ser-
vice and cannot complete your income tax forms for you.
However, they do have the names of people who are wil-
ling to complete your forms for you (for a fee, of course).

You'll find that the Stars & Stripes bookstore and the
American Express military banking facility offer book-
lets that will help you fill out your income tax forms.
In addition, the Stars & Stripes has been running a series
of articles on income tax that you may find helpful.

One final note: the sooner you file, the sooner you get
your income tax refund!

Project Transition exits

WASHINGTON (ANF) — Project Transition, the pro-
gram that has allowed servicemen to train with civilian
firms during duty time, will soon end. A bill passed
recently by Congress discontinues the Transition program
effective May 31, 1974. All projects must be ended on or
before that date.

Transition was established to provide assistance fo the
Vietnam veteran in his adjustment to civilian life. A
voluntary program, it included vocational counseling,
training, education and job placement assistance for per-
sonnel leaving military service.

Army offers study-by-mail

The U. S. Army offers several hundred correspondence
courses through the Non-Resident Instruction Centers at
such posts as Ft. Benjamin Harrison, Ft. Benning, Ft. Sill
and Ft. Monmouth, to name only a few. These courses
cover almost any military occupational specialty, and
each credit hour completed is worth one-half point on the
military education portion of your promotion qualifica-
tion score. Best of all, they are asolutely free, including
postage.

Don’t violate customs regs!

Many servicemen unwittingly violate customs regula-
tions by giving duty-free goods to non-members of 1_:he
U. S. Forces as gifts. According to USAREUR Regulation
550-175, authorized personnel may make small gifts of
goods in the quantities given below to non-members of
the U. S. Forces without customs clearance. The goods
must be for the personal use of the receiver and must not

have been purchased at a commissary or other quarte
master facility.

TOBACCO PRODUCTS — Personnel may make a gt
of 25 cigarettes or 10 cigars or 60 grams of smoking f¢
bacco. A carton of cigarettes may not be given as a giit

COFFEE — Personnel may give 500 grams of coffeeq:
125 grams of coffee extract. ‘

TEA — Up to 125 grams of tea may be given.

SPIRITS Wine or liquor included, up to one bottl
not to exceed 1.2 liters (approximately one quart) may b
given. Half-gallon bottles of spirits may not be given g
customary gifts.

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An intimate look
at a great city

Many Americans stationed in Berlin find it
difficult to appreciate the rich history that has
brought this magnificent Divided City to the
place it now occupies in the arena of world af-
fairs. We're pre-occupied with the day-to-day
problems of soldiering, with getting the kids
off to school and — this past week, at least —
with finding a way to get to work, to the com-
missary or to the laundry.

Being stationed in Berlin is being isolated from
the rest of the free world, filling out papers,
processing at checkpoints and being told time
and time again that “Berlin is unique.”

Phenomenal city

Yes, Berlin is unique, but few of us have any
idea of how great a phenomenon this city was in
the years before the terrible devastation of World
War II. For a moving portrait of that era, visit
the Crump Hall Library and check out Otto
Friedrich’s Before the Deluge: A Portrait of Ber-
lin in the 1920s.

Before the Deluge is not a new book. It was
published in 1972 by Harper & Row. Yet it is a
book that deserves more than passing mention
and is “must” reading for anyone who has the
opportunity to live here for any length of time,

Until T had read this book, I was unaware of
how much contemporary America owes to the
Berlin that flowered during the 14-year period
between the Kaiser’s abdication and the rise of
Hitler. Our literature, architecture, art, music,
theater, theology and science have been greatly

influenced by the men and women who lived in
Berlin in the 1920s.

Careers began here

In that Berlin lived a host of famous artists,
scientists and thinkers: Albert Einstein, Paul Til-
lich, Kurt Weill, Berthold Brecht, Piatigorsky,
Nabokov. Famous performers such as Marlene
Dietrich, Peter Lorre, Lotte Lenya and Greta
Garbo began their careers here. Freud’s psycho-
analysis began in Vienna, but it had its most
avid following at the Berlin Psychoanalytic In-
stitute.

American astronauts can trace their profession
to the Berlin Society for Space Travel, which
began experimenting with rockets in 1927. From
the society came, among other notables, Dr.
Wernher von Braun, who still plays an impor-
tant role in the American space program.

Friedrich, who is an editor of Time magazine,
mixes his descriptions of Berlin’s cultural life
with accounts of the hostile political forces that
eventually drove away the geniuses who were
making Berlin great. With frequent dabs of
anecdote, the author gives the reader a uniquely
personal insight into life in the Berlin that was.

No parallels drawn
Friedrich draws no parallels between the city
he writes about and contemporary America. The
author tells his story straight, but the story is a
iragic and moving one. To read Before the De-
luge is to gain a keen insight into the city we
are here to defend. —LCH

Gl Bill running out for post-Korean vets

Post-Korean veterans are down to about their last se-
mester of eligibility under the GI Bill, but an extira year
remains for those interested in farm cooperative training,
apprenticeship or on-the-job training, and those qualified
for advanced flight training.

The standard eligibility period for GI Bill training for
all veterans is eight years after separation from military
service, the Veterans Administration explains. However,
post-Korean veterans—those with service from Feb. 1,
1955 through May 31, 1966—were not eligible until the
current GI Bill became effective June 1, 1966,

As a result, the eight-year period for this group of
veterans expires May 31, 1974, for all but several froms
of GI Bill educational training.

Additional educational benefits were added to the GI
Bill in 1967, thus the extension of the expiration date to
1975 for these benefits.

VA officials explained that eligible veterans may
qualify for flight training only when it is generally ac-
cepted as necessary to attain a recognized vocational ob-
jective. This can be in the field of aviation or where it is
recognized as ancillary to the pursuit of another voca-
tion.

Applicants for flight training must possess a valid
private pilot’s license and meet medical requirements for
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a commercial pilot's license, officials add.

The delay in providing post-Korean veterans entitle-
ment for GI Bill training is seen as the primary reason
why only 34 percent of this group has taken advantage
of its education benefits.

Comparatively, 47 percent of servicemen separated
after enactment of the current GI Bill have enrolled in
educational training under provisions of the bill.

“Some of the post-Korean veterans have been out ¢
the service for as long as 11 years before the GI Bill gav
them their entitlement,” a VA spokesman said. “By th:
time many found it impossible to take advantage of tt
GI Bill because of family or other responsibilities.”

Age also deterred many post-Korean veterans fror
pursuing school enrollment. The average post-Korea
veteran is 15 years older than his Vietnam-era counter
part.

Gather all facts before submitting
