Interested in oceanography, ancient history or perhaps
a course in German literature taught in German? Maybe
you want to get that high school diploma or improve Mili-
tary Occupational Specialty (MOS) skills. Whatever the
need, chances are good that the soldier stationed in Ber-
lin will find what he wants.

The U. S. Government, realizing the importance of
education and its relevance to today’s complex society, is
providing educational opportunities for its employees in

| various parts of the world. Berlin is no exception.

A betfer soldier

The U. S. Army, realizing that an educated soldier is a
better soldier, is constantly improving in quality by re-
quiring more and more education from its members. “In
fact, the trend in the Army today is for all officers, non-

. commissioned officers and career-minded personnel to

hawve their college degree or at least two years of college,”

| says Staff Sergeant Fred B. Dowell, career counselor at

Field Station, Berlin.

The first item on the agenda for all new arrivals should

¢ be a visit to the Army Education Center (AEC). Through

counseling, testing and evaluation of transcripts, trained
counselors can help prospective students choose their best

| course of action. Among the instruments available at the

AEC to determine one’s interests and aptitudes are in-

1 terest surveys and specialized tests, as well as various

test batteries.
Variety of programs

Educational opportunities available in Berlin are di-
vided into four categories: academic programs, university
programs, MOS-related education-training and special
programs.

All adult education programs are designed to help
those individuals interested in self-improvement. This
program offers a wide variety of subjects to all military
personnel and their adult dependents. Under this plan
soldiers can earn their high school diploma, improve read-

ing skills or study the language of their choice. Non-
commissioned officers are eligible for courses which earn
college credit and valuable promotion points. The acade-
mic program is an excellent base for eventual transition
into the university program.

Four major universities

There are four major U. S. universities represented in
Berlin, offering everything from freshman courses
through complete graduate programs. They are the Uni-
versity of Maryland, Boston University, the University
of Oklahoma and Wayne State University. Central Texas
College is expected to make ifs appearance in Berlin this
spring, offering an Associate of Arts degree in a tech-
nical field—the curriculum has not yet been announced.

The University of Maryland, European Division, offers
courses at the undergraduate level leading to a bachelor
of arts degree in general studies with principal concen-
trations of study in commerce (business administration),
economics, English, government, history, philosophy and
sociology.

Boston University offers two graduate programs on its
Berlin campus, leading to a degree in international re-
lations or a master of science in business administration.

The University of Oklahoma offers a master of arts
degree in the fields of economics, public administration
or human relations. These are fully accredited, no-thesis
programs of 32 or 34 graduate credit hours, designed for
career executives, military personnel and dependents who
cannot devote their full time to a graduate program or
attend school on the traditional basis.

Wayne State University offers a graduate program
leading to a master of arts degree in education (major in
educational psychology). The purpose of this 15-month
program is to prepare military personnel and their de-
pendents for career opportunities in civilian life in the
areas of guidance and counseling.

Very popular program

How popular is the university program? Approximate-
ly 345 students from Andrews Barracks alone are partici-
pating in the various university programs offered through
the AEC, and records indicate that attendance is increas-
ing. Of this number, 80 % are assigned to Field Station.

“Tt is a great chance for me to study the language and
culture of the German people while living in their coun-
try,” commented Specialist Four Rusty Yoder of Field
Station, Berlin, when asked about his reasons for attend-
ing the University of Maryland.

Also available to the Berlin Brigade community are
courses offered through correspondence. Most major uni-
versities in the United States are represented. The sub-
jects offered vary from vocational courses and high
school level studies through senior level college courses.
Registration is also handled for all correspondence cour-
ses by the Army Education Center.

The MOS-related education-training program is used
to furnish instruction and information having immediate
application in improving the duty performance of mili-
tary personnel.

Instructon assists commanders

This instruction is of great value in assisting comman-
ders in executing instruction that is beyond the scope of
unit training capabilities and facilities and helps the in-
dividual soldier develop his military skills. It also helps
him prepare for evaluation testing, gives valuable assist-
ance in completing Army school correspondence courses,
and otherwise prepares him to better perform his duties.

Within the MOS-training curriculum are such courses
as driver's training, map reading, Military Police proce-
dures, food service and effective writing. Instruction is
offered at no cost to qualified personnel both in the class-
room and through correspondence. In order to assist the
soldier, five MOS libraries staffed by trained counselors
are located at Berlin Brigade compounds.

Attacking drug abuse

Drug abuse is one of the more unfortunate problems in
today’s society, and because of its presence in the mili-
tary community, the U. S. Army has initiated a special
education program to inform the soldier of its conse-
quences and possible effects on his career. This course is
designed to disseminate factual information covering the
entire spectrum of drugs and to provide the necessary in-
formation to help correct misconceptions and dispel myths
and legends concerning various drugs. This instruction is
considered important enough by the Army that it is
mandatory for all ranks on a yearly basis!

Better understanding among the races is also empha-
sized by the Army through its race relations program,
which is held continuously and is also mandatory for all
ranks.

There are many opportunities in the Army for self-
improvement. The costs are low and the Army is more
than willing to do its part to insure that every member
stationed in Berlin can make the most of his or her tour.

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Anna Miner
talks ‘re-up’

A tornado has hit the flatlands. The wind that’s raising
the dust at Special Troops, Berlin Brigade is Sergeant
Anna Miner, Career Counselor. She is the first known
female battalion career counselor in USAREUR & Sev-
enth Army. A sense of humor and honesty are the quali-
ties she brings to the task of counceling 1300 men and a
hand full of WACs. Add the intrepid will to do a job and
she gualifies as a person of excellence.

Anna Miner is from New Hampshire. She graduated
from high school in 1969 and landed a job as a legal
secretary. She became disillusioned with secretarial work.
There had to be more to life; she thought travel, a job
that was more than menial, horizons that were larger
than those of a small New Hampshire town.

In November of 1969, she joined the Army. After basic
training at Fort McClellan, she went to Fort Hollabird,
Maryland, to become an intelligence analyst. She soon
moved to Fort Bragg where she processed security clear-
ances for a year and a half. Then, wanting a job where
she could travel and meet people, she applied and was
accepted for recruiters training.

“Way down underneath, the Green Machine is not all
that bad,” says Anna. -

Her first duty as a recruiter was at Charlotte N. C,,
where she remained for two years recruiting WAC ap-

plicants. There she met her husband-to-be, Staff Sergeant
James L. Miner, who was also on recruiting duty.

She and her husband were assigned to Berlin in late
1973. She was assigned to Special Troops battalion and
her husband was assigned to Company C, Fourth Battal-
ion, 6th Infantry.

About her job, Anna says, “The guys are reluctant
because they are not sure that a female career counseltor
can get them what they want. But, they are getting over
it.”

She goes on to explain that she has an over-abundant
number of visitors who come just to ask questions. They
come to test her out—to see if she can give them the
answers that they want about things that are not in her
area, like personnel actions. Some come just to get a look
at the lady career counselor.

Does Anna feel that she has to work extra hard because
she is a woman in what is traditionally a man’s job?

“Yes!” she says, adding that people judge by experience
and generalize. If they have a WAC who doesn’'t do a
good job, it will be hard on the next woman who {ills the

E-5 promotion rules lowered

Here’s good news for E-4s who thought they were too
“short” to make E-5. In a dramatic change to the E-5
promotion criteria, Department of the Army has reduced
the obligated active service requirement for promotion
from 12 months to three months effective March 1.

This means that to be promoted to E-5 once you've
achieved standing list status (and have enough promotion
points), all you need is three months remaining on active
duty. For many personnel, this change means putting on
sergeant’s stripes without having to extend or re-enlist.

That’s not all—the number of promotion points neces-
sary to be placed on a promotion standing list for E-5
have been reduced. Formerly, E-4s in the primary zone
(at least 31 months active federal service) needed 500
points to get on the list; now they need only 450 points.
For E-4s is the secondary zone (at least 19 but less than
31 months active federal service), the magic number has
been cut from 550 to 500 points. This change became ef-
fective February 1.

Pet care limited at clinic

The Veterinary Clinic at the U. S. Army Hospital Ber-
lin reminds us that their “primary mission” is to inspect

food and facilities for sanitation and to control diseases
which are transmitted from animals to man (primarily
rabies in Berlin). Any pet care other than the control of
diseases transmitted from animal to man depends on the
time available once the primary mission has been com-
pleted.

Pet care provided by the small animal clinic is by ap-
pointment only. The amount of time available for such
care is quite limited. Pet owners should seek the services
of a civilian veterinarian when necessary.

Know howto use Berlin’staxis!

Should you ever have to call a commercial taxi here
in Berlin, remember that you will be charged for the
distance traveled from the taxi stand to the point where
it picks you up. Berlin taxi rules differ in this respect
from those in the States.

Lack of familiarity with this and other facts about lo-
cal taxis have resulted in unfortunate incidents between
taxi drivers and members of the Berlin Command.

Taxi meters in Berlin are calibrated in two rates:
Rate 1, used by empty taxis while enroute to pick up
passengers and on normal working days (Monday-Satur-
day, except legal holidays) during the hours of 6 a.m..to
midnight; and Rate 2, used during the hours from mid-
night to 6 a.m. and on Sundays and legal holidays.

If you order a taxi in advance, an additional fee of
DM 1 will be charged. If you cancel the trip, you will be
responsible for the amount indicated on the meter. In ad-
dition, there will be a surcharge of DM 1 added to the
fare indicated on the meter. This surcharge was author-
ized by the city government to cover expenses added by
the fuel crisis.

Customs & rationed items

Military personnel should remember that they may not
import or export rationed items in unaccompanied bag-

gage or by mailing through the APO system. This restric-!
tion applies to alcoholic beverages, coffee, tea and tobac
co products.

Any amount of these items imported through Germar
postal or commercial freight channels by authorized per-
sonnel will be subject to German customs control and
payment of applicable German import duty.

These restrictions are spelled out in USAREUR Regu-
lation 550-175. The regulation adds that, subject to ad-
ditional restrictions on the types of goods that may be
carried in government-owned or -controlled transporta-
tion (the Military Airlift Command, for example), author-
ized personnel may import or export on their person or
in accompanied baggage, without payment of customs
duties, rationed items in amounts not exceeding the fol-
lowing:

@® Cigarettes—220 cigarettes for import, 600 for export.

® Other tobacco products—250 grams or about 8.8 oun-
ces for import, 500 grams or about 17.6 ounces for export.

@ Coffee—500 grams or approximately 17.6 ounces, or
one of the following: pure soluble coffee (125 grams or
approximately 4.4 ounces); mixed coffee extracts (250
grams or approximately 8.8 ounces).

® Tea, cocoa and chocolate or chocolate products: 500
grams (17.6 ounces).

® Wines and spirits—for import, two liters of spirits
or sparkling wine, and two liters of still wine; for export,
reasonable amounts in noncommercial quantities,

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NCOES

System means career advancement for enlisted men

What do MOS, CMF, EES, TIS, and DEROS have to do
with NCOES? First of all, they are all part of the cryptic
world of Army acronyms, words formed from the initial
letter or syllables of the successive parts of a compound
word. More than this Webster’s definition, these acro-
nyms are all component qualifiers for participation in the
Noncommissioned Officer Education System (NCOES).

If you're confused already, or at least frustrated in
your attempt to decipher these acronyms, a brief guide
to NCOES and its prerequisites for selection should shed
some revealing light on how your Military Occupational
Specialty (MOS), Career Management Field (CMF), En-
listed Evaluation Score (EES), Date Eligible to Return
From Overseas (DEROS) and Time In Service (TIS) im-
pact on determining your eligibility to attend NCOES
courses upon returning to CONUS.

This guide should also dispel some of the haze which
frequently seems to gather round opportunities for career
development by providing soldiers, their supervisors and
commanders with the best information on the outstand-
ing opportunities afforded by NCOES courses.

Increased responsibility

NCOES was established in 1971 to provide career
development training to prepare eligible enlisted person-
nel in grades E-4 and above to assume increased respon-
sibility compatible with grade progression. It consists of
three levels of instruction (basic, advanced and senior)
designed to provide NCOs and specialists with the train-
ing to assume the full range of NCO responsibilities in
worldwide assignments.

The scope of the training at each level is geared to
the next higher skill level, so it’s needless to say that
selection for NCOES and successful completion of the
course is a good index of an individual’s promotion
potential.

The objectives of NCOES illustrate its dual role in the
development of a Modern Professional Army because
NCOES, in providing a system of formal military educa-
tion, enhances career attractiveness and promotion po-
tential while providing the Army with highly trained
and dedicated non-commissioned officers to fill positions
of increasing responsibility.

Let’s consider the scope, prerequisites and selection
procedures for each of the levels of NCOES individually
in examining the impact of the whole program.

The basic level courses

By far the largest single aspect of NCOES are the basic
level courses offered to E-4s and E-5s who meet the fol-
lowing prerequisites:

@ EES of 100 or more on the most recent MOS evalua-
tion (may be waived for those who have not been tested
or for those whose scores have not been received).

® TIS not to exceed eight years for E-4s and 12 years

Basic level courses are geared to training within an
MOS or CMF to prepare individuals to lead comparatively
small groups of a similar MOS or associated CMF and
last from eight to 12 weeks. Course announcements are
normally made quarterly and are distributed down to
company level, as the company commander is normally
responsible for nominating personnel who are otherwise
qualified.

Individuals should be nominated based upon an evalua-
tion of career potential and will normally be selected to
attend a course related to the PMOS or within the CMF.
Incidentally, a curtailment of up to one-twelfth of the
normal foreign service tour is authorized to attend basic
level courses.

Advanced level courses

The advanced level courses apply to enlisted personnel
in grades E-6 and E-7 and are designed to prepare select-
ed individuals to perform duties appropriate to grades
E-8 and E-9 within their CMF. The express purpose of
ihe courses is to produce competent first sergeants, staff
NCOs and sergeants major. Personnel to attend advanced
level NCOES are identified by DA selection boards from
among those who meet the following prerequisites:

@ EES of over 100 on most recent MOS evaluation.

® Not more than 17 years active service at time of
selection for the course (may be waived for those com-
pleting overseas tours).

Incidentally, advanced level courses last from eight to
12 weeks, depending on the requirements of the MOS or
CMF and, like the basic level courses, are taught at Army
service schools. An important note is that once an in-
dividual is selected, he will remain in selected status
until he has attended the course or been removed from
the list for cause or by virtue of promotion to E-8.

Senior NCO course

The senior non-commissioned officer course is better
known as the U. S. Army Sergeants Major Academy at
Fort Bliss, Texas. DA selects personnel to attend the aca-
demy from among E-9s who meet the following prere-
quisities:

@® EES of 100 or more on the most recent MOS evalua-
tion.

@ Not more than 23 years of active service as of Sep-
tember 1 of the fiscal year of attendance.

The Sergeant Major Academy was expressly designed
to produce personnel capable of performing duty as com-
mand sergeants major with emphasis placed on leader-
ship, discipline, human relations and training. The course
lasts 22 weeks and addresses such topics as national and
international affairs, contemporary Army problems and
the tactical and administrative operations of divisions.

to boost your

The course is open to anyone who must do a great deal
of reading and who wishes to increase his reading ca-
pacity.

The course will be offered only at the Reading Center,
Rooms 3026-3029, Building 1, Headquarters Compound.
Afternoon classes from 1 to 2 o’clock will be given Mon-
day through Friday, March 4 through April 12. Evening
classes will be given Monday, Wednesday and Thursday
evenings from 6:30 to 8:30, March 4 through April 5.

Other reading programs

The Reading Center at Berlin Brigade also offers cour-
ses in developmental and basic reading. The Develop-
mental Reading program is a 30-hour refresher course
with practice in basic reading skills. The course is de-
signed for anyone who is reading on a lower level than
indicated by his educational background.

The Developmental Reading Program will be offered
at the Berlin Brigade reading center Monday, Wednes-
day and Friday from 3 to & p.m, March 4 throu'gh
April 12. The program features individualized instruction
and emphasis on comprehension improvement and voca-
bulary development.

Good suggestions just

The suggestion promotion campaign is off to a good
start. Many first class ideas are pouring into the Incen-
tive Awards Section. A number are from suggestors con-
tributing for the first time. We wish them success, and
hope that they, like many others, will become regular

contributors.

All of us have some suitable worthwhile ideas churning
around in our heads, which for one reason or another we
never manage to develop and put down on paper. The
Incentive Awards Committee, therefor, encourages you
to make a special effort to find time to do the necessary

Normally, selected E-8s will have foreign service tours
curtailed as necessary to permit a 30-day leave plus travel
time. Curtailed personnel will receive credit for comple-
tion of a normal foreign service tour. A significant dif-
ference that the senior level course possesses is that per-
sonnel selected may decline or defer attendance at a
specific course. However, declining selection will pre-
clude future consideration for attendance.

Not MOS-producing

To conclude a discussion of NCOES there are some
noteworthy characteristics that all levels share, and some
which are unique to a specific level. First of all, NCOES
courses are not MOS-producing, and they are not a basis
for the award of additional skill identifiers (ASI) o
special qualification identifiers (SQI). All levels of NCO-
ES have service-remaining requirements computed it
accordance with AR 614-200 to insure sufficient retain
ability upon completion of specific courses of instruection

For example, graduates of the Sergeants Major Aca
demy would have to extend or re-enlist to satisfy a 1%

month service-remaining requirement. Personnel to at
tend basic and advanced level courses will attend on TDY]
status, while attendees at the Sergeants Major Academ;
will be assigned on a permanent change of station (PCS
Soldiers who are nominated to attend basic level course
and are currently assigned overseas will attend the cours
on TDY enroute to their next duty station.

Significant benefits

There are a number of very significant benefits whic
accrue to graduates of NCOES courses. Forty-two ad
ministrative promotion points are awarded to graduats
of basic level courses and being a top graduate as an I
can mean advancement to E-5 without regard to pro
motion cut-off scores. Moreover, promotion boards &
instructed to give due consideration to NCOES cour
completion in their deliberations. School commandar
identify the top 20 % of graduates of advanced and senit
level courses as potential applicants for reserve commi’
sions.

A new aspect of NCOES that is in the developme
stage at this time is the establishment of a corresponden:
program for each resident basic and advanced level cou
se to closely parallel the content of the correspondir
resident course. Similarly, a correspondence course is b
ing developed for the Sergeants Major Academy to r¢
as a combination resident/non-resident program.

Satisfying the ever-increasing requirements of the m
dern professional army for better-educated and bette:
trained soldiers is the goal of NCOES. It should be cle:
that there is hardly a more important ingredient in t
development of a modern army and professional soldie:
than continuing education and the preparation for leads
ship afforded by NCOES.

Basic Reading Instruction is offered at the McNe
and Andrews Reading Centers on a continuing basis, a¢
at the Berlin Brigade Reading Center for personnel &
signed to 40th Armor and those who work at BB Hes:
quarters. This 64-hour course covers basic reading skil!
including pronunciation, word attack and listening skilk'
along with vocabulary and comprehension improvemer!

Tailor-made instruction

The Basic Reading student receives individualized ir
struction tailored to his needs. The course is primaril
for military personnel reading below the fifth grade level
Berlin is the only command in USAREUR which offer
this basic course. '

All these reading courses are free of charge and ar
available to all military personnel. Dependents, Depart
ment of the Army Civilians and other U. S. civilian en
ployees may enroll on a space-available basis. |

in the Army Education Center near the front gate an’
at the McNair Army Education Center, located in Build
ing 1001-D. For information, call Ms. Sydelle Broser, th:
