Hopes to resolve

differences

Presidential Commission to

President Carter recently announced the ap-
pointment of a nine-member commission to re-
view the question of military compensation.

The announcement stated that the blue-rib-
bon panel will recommend changes based on
their study of current pay and benefit programs.

The chairman of the President's Commission
on Military Compensation is Charles J. Zwick,
former director of the Bureau of the Budget.
President Carter has directed Mr. Zwick to sub-
mit the commission’s report to the White House
by March 15, 1978.

Several already completed studies of military
compensation will be reviewed by the commis-
sion. One of the major studies to be reviewed
will be the Third Quadrennial Review of Military
Compensation (QRMC) which was made at the
direction of President Ford. The QRMC dis-
cussed several systems of pay and allowances,
one of which was a salary system. Another study
was the Defense Manpower Commission’s report
on military pay.

The President ordered the appointment of the
new commission to get a fresh view of pay, be-
nefits and the military retirement system.

study

Fully taxable salary

Previous attemps to provide a fair and efficient
military compensation system failed to achieve
general agreement. In April 1976, the Defense
Manpower Commission recommended that the
members of the armed forces be paid in the form
of a fully taxable salary. The QRMC felt that
members should continue to be paid through
a modified pay and allowances system. In addi-
tion each of the various reviews of military re-
tired pay came up with a different approach.

President Carter said that he expects the com-
mission to resolve these differences and to pro-
pose one integrated, longterm solution to mili-
tary compensation. He expects the solution to
be fair to the taxpayers, as well as members of
the armed forces.

Some of the specific items for study as out-
lined in the Executive Order include:

® What form of military compensation is the
most effective for meeting the needs of the na-
tion in peace and war?

@ Is the present pay and allowances system
appropriate?

military pay

@® What changes offer greater potential to
serve the national purpose?

@ Are specific standards appropriate and
necessary for setting and adjusting military com-
pensation?

@ What provisions are appropriate for diffe-
rential compensation (special and incentive
pays) and what are the appropriate criteria for
using them?

@® What are the purposes of the military re-
tirement system and is the present system effec-
tive in achievieg these purposes?

@ Are changes in the retirement system ne-
cessary?

@® Should the unique characteristics of mili-
tary service be reflected in the compensation
system; if so, how?

The commission will consider the total aspect
of compensation for members of the armed for-
ces; based on the final report, the compensation
system for the future may undergo major chan-
ges.
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efting that estimate can save trouble later

Any motorist will tell you that
nothing quite beats an unexpected
repair bill for increasing the blood
pressure and shrinking the size of
one’s wallet.

To put it bluntly, it can cost a lot
to get a car fixed in Europe, espe-
cially in areas with a booming eco-
nomy and high local wage scales.

“AAFES-Europe garages operate
according to fixed hourly labor and/
or flat rate prices,” said Colonel
Oran T. Hrncir, director of services,
“and customers can determine
about what it will cost to have auto
repair before actual work is per-
formed.”

According to Col. Hrncir, the first
consideration is the hourly pay rate
for labor. Exchange garages in
Germany, for example, must charge
$12 per hour for labor. Even so,
that is well below rates charged at
German garages.

He said that once a customer
understands the labor charges, the
next thing to look for is the official

price list which includes charges
for the various services performed.

AAFES-Europe garages keep
complete price lists of all services
and local management is happy to
go over potential repair expenses
before the work is performed.

Customers who want fast, de-
pendable repair work at the lowest
possible prices can do a few things
in their own behalf. “l advise the
customer with a problem to ask for
a diagnosis which is an hourly rate
charge,” said Col. Hrncir. When
AAFES repairs the vehicle there is
no charge for the diagnosis per-
formed by the mechanic. The me-
chanic can check out the problem
and determine what kind of work
has to be done in advance.

“Then the customer should be
sure to get a written estimate, and
he or she can be reasonably sure
what the total bill will be when the
car is finished.” AAFES-Europe
pledges to stick to the written esti-
mate, with a 10 per cent leeway to
cover the unforeseen.

According to Col. Hrncir, it is un-
wise for a customer to drop the car
off and say “fix whatever is neces-
sary.” He said AAFES personnel
are honest, but it is quite possible
that latent defects will be uncov-
ered.

If additional defects are uncov-
ered while mechanics are repairing
a previously identified problem, lo-
cal garage management will try to
contact the customer and obtain
authorization to go ahead and do
the added job. Without that ap-
proval, the car will have to remain
dismantled until the motorist gives
approval or decides not to have the
work performed.

AAFES is proud of its warranty,
which covers parts, plus work per-
formed, for 90 days or 4,000 miles,
whichever comes first. In cases
where a car runs fine until just after
the warranty expires, AAFES does
not charge for replacement parts,
but must charge for labor.

Customers who have repair work
done at an AAFES garage will be

asked to sign a release of respon-
sibility, Col. Hrncir continued. This
release protects the exchange a-
gainst cases where customers want
specific work done that is not re-
commended by the manuals or ac-
cording to AAFES procedure. For
example, when a brake overhaul is
required, the customer is expected
to return the car to the garage for
a check and readjustment within a
specified period. Should the cus-
tomer fail to follow that require-
ment, the warranty would become
void.

According to Col. Hrncir, public
relations play a large role in repair
of a customer’s car.” We are stress-
ing that our service people use
the personal touch when dealing
with a customer,” he said.

“We expect our local manager
to act as a calming influence, ex-
plain the problem — and the poten-
tial expenses involved — order the

needed parts and make an appoint-

ment at the earliest possible date.
Whenever possible, we'll try to fix
the car the same day.”

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Where to have your car checked out

So your car is making funny little noises
when you start the engine? Or you're buying a
new one from a friend, and it needs a safety in-
spection.

Free courtesy and safety inspections are of-
fered at the POV Inspection Point run by Mainte-
nance Division next to Yankee Stadium on An-
drews Compound.

An inspector is on duty at all times weekdays
from 8 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.

“Anyone can bring their car over any time and
have it inspected if they think something iswrong
or if they need a safety inspection,” said SFC
Burt E. Pinney, NCOIC of Quality Assurance
Branch.

To be registered with USAREUR, all privately
owned vehicles belonging to military personnel
or DA civilians must pass a safety inspection at
least once a year.

During the twenty minute inspection, head-
lights, brakes, the exhaust system, tires and a
list of other items are checked for operating con-
dition.

A car in good condition gets the green light.
If minor repairs are necessary, the car owner is
given 14 days to have the repairs made and re-
turned for reinspection. For any major safety
hazards such as brakes that don’t work, the
owner is given 24 hours to have the car repaired
and reinspected. Otherwise, the MPs are noti-
fied.

Safety standards for cars registered with
USAREUR are defined by USAREUR Reg. 190-3

It's almost certain that one of these days the entire ABC
rule book will be rewritten to reflect the present specifica-
tions in metric terms. Truly, ABC officials would rather not
discuss the matter now.

But with the trend moving firmly toward nation-wide
adoption of the metric system, one day you'll have to drill
it into your noggin that:

1. The approach of regulation lanes will be 4.6 meters
instead of “not less than 15 feet.”

2. It must be 18.288 meters from the foul line to the
center of the No. 1 pin spot rather than 60 feet.

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Housing policy changes

The Army’s policy regulating
application for military housing will
change tomorrow for soldiers being
assigned to CONUS posts, accord-
ing to a recent USAREUR message.

Soldiers can have their names
added to the quarters waiting list at
the gaining installation by complet-
ing a DD Form 1746. The previous
policy was that each soldier had to
sign the list in person, which
caused an increase in the waiting
time on the list for the soldier.

At the time a soldier receives
orders for the new Conus assign-
ment he or she should fill out a DD
Form 1746 to be sent to the Hous-
ing Office of his new assignment,
so he can be added to the list at
the soonest possible time and de-
crease the time on the waiting list.

Soldiers being assigned to Alas-
ka and Hawaii on an accompanied
tour must submit a DD Form 2370
that will add them to that installa-
tions housing list.

Fitness of female soldiers being studied

With the expanding role of women in the Army,
it is necessary to insure the continuing fitness
of women soldiers. TRADOC is presently con-
ducting a Physical Training Study to establish
training policy and programs for all soldiers and
raise standards for women. This study will pa-
rallel the policies in AR 600-9, The Army Physical
Fitness and Weight Control Program.

DA staffers say that the study will establish
higher levels of fitness for women and will sup-
port three categories of physical fitness:

quirements.

@® Baseline — applies to all personnel, male
and female, who do not have higher standards
imposed by MOS duty requirements or unit re-

@® MOS related — acceptable levels of phys-
ical fitness in specific, critical, physical skills re-
quired of the soldier to do his or her job.

@ Unit related — acceptable levels of phys-
ical fitness in physical skills required of the sol-
dier to perform the mission of the unit to which
the soldier is assigned.

Both the Surgeon General and TRADOC have
started research to establish the physical fitness
standards needed for each soldier to perform

the tasks required in each MOS. Officials say

that new screening procedures for recruits will
evaluate general physical fitness (not medical
fitness) relating to strength, stamina, muscular
coordination, vision, hearing and other physical
abilities for general military service and for spe-
cific MOSs.

The Pentagon uses bonus pay-
ments of up to $15,000 to entice
persons with critical skills to enlist
and reenlist.

Earlier this year, both the Senate
and House passed the bill extend-
ing the military’s authority to offer
the bonuses up to Sept. 30, 1978.
However, the bill was not enacted
because of the Senate amendment
which the House had not con-
sidered.

The Senate amendment gives the
Pentagon authority to recoup un-
earned portions of a bonus paid to

that extends authority for payment

an enlisted member who fails to
maintain the technical qualifica-
tions required for the skill which
was the basis for being awarded

the bonus.

Vice Adm. John J. Finneran, De-
puty Assistant Secretary of Defense
for Military Personnel Policy, said
that the Pentagon “strongly sup-
ports” the amendment.

However, under the current law,
the Defense Department cannot
terminate the bonus payments to
enlisted members who are no lon-
ger technically qualified to perform
the skill for which they are re-
ceiving the bonus.

Skill requirements

For example, when an enlisted
member having received a bonus
fails to maintain the minimum skill
requirements, he or she is reclassi-

She’s a master sergeant, a sol-
dier and a woman.

However, that once not-so-or-
dinary combination is becoming
less and less surprising in the
Army.

Master Sergeant Doris M. Har-
ding, NCOIC of Wannsee Recrea-
tion Center, is the only woman E-8
in the U. S. Army Berlin Command,
and when she arrived in Jan. 1976,
she was one of the command'’s first
women E-7s.

She’s part of the ever-changing
look of the armed services which
she herself has seen and experi-
enced since signing up in “the old
brown shoe” Army 19 years ago.

She was three years old when a
cousin who was a World War Il
fighter first interested her in sol-
diering. When he came home on
leave, she’d stuff his hat with
newspapers to wear it. He was
killed later in Germany.

She joined in 1957 after turning
18 and became a dental assistant
assigned to Ft. Hood, Texas. “l was
there when Elvis took his basic,”
she laughed as she told how one
of her colleagues stole the rock
star’s bite-wing x-rays.

After her first enlistment, she
claims “seven months and 11 days
reserve time” before she decided
to make the Army a career.

“Even though the pay wasn’t
that great, there were still a lot of
benefits,” she said, talking about
the health care, insurance and
housing offered. “I was living in
Colorado and was afraid to even
go skiing because | couldn’t af-
ford the insurance if | broke my
leg.”

Her second enlistment took her
to Ft. Riley, Kan., where she was

made company clerk. Soon after
being awarded the MOS of per-
sonnel specialist, she received or-
ders for Camp Zama, Japan. She
arrived Sept. 1962 for a two and a
half year tour.

Promotions up to E-4 came reg-
ularly. However, promotions in her
specialty had been frozen. At
Camp Zama, after six years time
in service, she was promoted to
Specialist 5.

Then, an admin specialist, she
was assigned to Walter Reed Army
Medical Center where she became
associated with a senior noncom
“who thought everyone should be
in recruiting duty.” The NCO, at
least, sold her, and after three
months back in the States, she had
applied and was accepted for re-
cruiting duty in Ohio.

For the next five years, she
served as a WAC counselor to pros-
pective women service members.
She was promoted to E-6 six
months after going on recruiting
duty and a year later, Feb. 1967,
she was promoted to E-7. “It took
me ten years to make E-8,” she
smiled, shaking her head.

She spent five more years in
Louisiana on recruiting duty when
the Army did away with WAC coun-
selors. So, she volunteered for a
Berlin assignment as a career
counselor.

She spoke of her early recruiting
days and of the limited role for wo-
men. “For a long time we talked
medic and admin. Then, the med-
ical field became crowded and sig-
nal opened up.” She went on to
say that many women couldn’t
qualify for a school because they
lacked the general mechanical ap-
titude.

Ohio, who was being discharged
because of pregnancy. Until the
early seventies, women soldiers
with children meant a discharge
and an automatic bar to reenlist-
ment.

“l think a woman has more of a
chance in competing with her male
counterparts now,” she said. “If a
person is looking for a career in
the service, man or woman, it is
attainable if they're willing to strive
and work for it.”

As for women’s expanding roles
— perhaps even into combat arms,
she said, “I think it depends on the
individual. You can’t put a five foot
woman with a small build at the
wheel of a truck where her foot
can’t even reach the pedal.”
