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Busing changes ahead

Major changes in military bus
routes and ischedules will go into
effect, April 12, according to Maj.
David J. Petta, deputy transportation
officer.

The current Army bus routes and
schedules have been under review
during the past year, Petta said.
Transportation officials searched for,
and found ways to improve service
and efficiency while at the same time
cutting costs. The proposals were
submitted to, and approved by, Brig.

“Present scheduled bus operations
serve the community well,” said
Petta, “but we thought there should
be a way to ‘fine tune’ it.”

Fine tuning in this case, means
realigning some service, adding buses
where needed, standardizing bus
routing plates, incorporating several
“specials” within the major routes,
and an attempt to end what Petta
terms “scenic routes.”

Under the new system, buses will
be named “A,” “B,” “C,” “East Loop,”
“West Loop” and “H” routes. Instead

of the red, green, brown and blue
routing plates currently displayed on
buses, all plates will have a red back-
ground with white letters. This color
combination is currently used for the
Dueppel Housing Area buses. The
American school buses will continue
to use white route designators and
John F. Kennedy School will still use
yellow.

Under the new busing plan, the
“A” and “A-1" routes serving the
Dueppel Housing area will be com-
bined. One “A” bus, an express, will

yells “stop” and tries to push him
away. But he doesn’t stop and finally
has his way.

Could this man be brought up on a
rape charge?

If you say no, you may be one of
the many people who are confused
about rape.

In a case like this, regardless of
initial consent, once a woman says

“ ”»

no,” any force by the man may

result in a rape charge, according to
Army officials.

There are a number of myths
about rape that many men and
women believe are true.

Some of the myths include:

@ It couldn’t have been rape. She
wasn’t beaten and he didn’t use a
weapon.”

@ “She didn’t fight it, so it
couldn’t possibly have been rape.”

@ “She asked for it.”

@ “There is no such thing as rape.
Every woman secretly wants to be
taken by force.”

® “Only stupid or loose women
are raped.”

Men should be aware that when a
woman says “no” she means it, offi-

cials say. Forcing her to go “all the
way” could bring a rape charge.

A man who thinks he can commit
rape without getting caught should
know that the chances of being
caught are increasing all the time.

Men should also be aware of the
impact rape has on a woman. Besides
possibly injuring her during the
assault, rape can psychologically scar
a woman for life.

Men can keep from crossing the
line between “Mr. Nice” and the
potential rapist by keeping the
following in mind:

@ Differences in background cause
different views of women and sex.

@® When a woman says “no” it
doesn’t mean yes

The 120th anniversary of one of
America’s most important historic
events will be celebrated next month.
It was on April 12, 1861 that the
Civil War began when Confederate
artillery bombarded Fort Sumter in
the harbor of Charleston, S.C.

Thus began a bloody war which
claimed more than 600,000 lives. The
figures don’t seem large compared to
the losses suffered by all sides during
World War II. But the population of
the United States was only 33 million
at the time.

Today, we have a population al-
most seven times as large as we had
100 years ago. If 600,000 is multiplied
by seven, the result is 4.2 million.
This helps put the tragic losses of
the Civil War—or War Between the
States—into perspective.

The wounds of the Civil War were
slow to heal. In fact, it has taken

about 120 years for the scars to dis-
appear. This is not to say that we
don’t have regional rivalries, but the
differences today are not likely to
lead to armed conflict. We have made
peace with ourselves, which is no
small accomplishment for our nation-
continent.

The Civil War lasted more than
four years, but the nation survived
to rebuild its cities and repair its
moral foundations.

It would be inappropriate to say
that the war was a good thing for
the nation, but we cannot overlook
the monumental sacrifices Americans
made to defend their sacred values.

The lesson is our generation must
shoulder the burdens that were car-
ried by our fathers and earlier gene-
rations. It is a privileged burden.

When a battalion’s in their blue
block and gets detailed for Berlin
Brigade Guard, it’s no easy task.

For however long the unit assumes
the guard, the soldiers must eat,
sleep and live on the Clay Head-
quarters compound. However, the
men of Company B, 3rd Battalion,
who have guard now, say it’s not as
bad as it sounds.

“They have ping-pong tables,
vending machines with snacks and
we're allowed to go to the PX or
movie on our shift off,” said Pvt. 2
Jerry Johnson

Although the guards get 12 hours
off, they must sleep, eat and prepare
their uniforms, in that time, too.

“I get about eight hours sleep,”
said Sgt. Charles R. Eddington.

“I get about four hours,” said Sgt.
Frank J. Griffin.

“I sleep on most of my time off,”
said PFC Joseph Herise. “It all de-
pends on the individual’s needs.”

One soldier who doesn’t get all the

Brigade Guard. Their brass must be
highly shined as well. In fact, all of

free time the others do is the Officer
of the Guard.

“I'm on call 24 hours a day,” said
1st Lt. Mark Tolbert III. “I have to
ensure that all my men are informed
of their duties and make sure they're
in a very high state of readiness. All
of these soldiers must maintain a
military bearing at all times. I have
no time off myself and am restricted
to the compound.”

No matter what position or duty
the guards have there are certain
responsibilities that all share.

“It only takes me about 30 minutes
to square my uniform away,” said
Sgt. Richard Crumm. “You see-at the
briefing before we assume guard,
we're told what’s expected of us as
fas as uniform appearance, so we
have enough time to get it up to par
Once it’s there, it doesn’t take much
to maintain.”

“The soldier’s boots must be shined
as well or better than mine, since the
guards are highly visible when
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their uniform must be in top shape
because they are so highly visible.

polish duty OK

they're on duty,” said SSgt. Marshall
D. Fleming, security NCO, Head-
quarters Commandant. “The same
thing goes for their brass. Also, I
check for correct wear of their in-
signias, medals, etc.” said the former
drill sergeant.

“BB Guard is an experience all its
own,” said Crumm. “Right before I'm
about to go on duty I start preparing
myself to get my mind on the job”.

Before assuming guard, soldiers
not only have to have their uniform
squared away, but they must also
know their general and special
orders.

All the soldiers agreed however,
that this wasn’t a big task because
all it takes is a little review.

After these men are through sleep-
ing, preparing their uniform and
perhaps getting in a little recreation
time, it’s back to work. So it goes
for the men of Company B, 3rd Bat-
talion until the next unit assumes
guard.

Troops ‘weather’ ARTEP

Soldiers from 4th Battalion got a long, hard work
out last week when they underwent their annual
Army Training and Evaluation Program.

The ARTEP, conducted primarily in the Grune-
wald and the Dough Boy City at Parks Range, de-
manded special effort from the evaluators, aggres-
sors, support troops. From the engineers of Com-
bat Support Battalion placing explosive charges to
simulate an artillery barrage, to truck drivers from
3rd Battalion moving soldiers to their next site,
every soldier was kept busy. The aggressors from
3rd Battalion probably had some of the tightest
schedules of the ARTEP, being rushed from one
mock battle to another supplying prisoners for the
4th Battalion to process.

Fatigue and frustration were common among the
soldiers.

Pvt. 2 Jon Latshaw, Company B, agreed and add-
ed ruefully, “We did a lot of movement-to-contact,
but we didn’t make much contact.”

When it was over, each of the soldiers viewed
the training differently. Some, like Sp4 Mark Na-
vare, Company A, concentrated on the actual
training, and how well it went. “The aggressors
really did a good job,” he said, “they played the
game well.”

“ Other soldiers were concerned with the more
basic of an infantryman’s problems — lack of
sleep, shortage of hot food, and weather condi-
tions. ¢

Most soldiers understand that to test a battalion’s
readiness, an ARTEP has to be demanding. Long
hours and irregular meals are as much a part of
an ARTEP as launching an assault or defending a
building. The troops weathered these difficulties
well, and even agreed the training could have been
worse.

Like PFC Jesse Deel, Company A, said, “at least
it didn’t rain.”

Medics get bed-side training

Under the Medical Proficiency Training program,
medics from 2nd and 3rd Battalions have the chance
to get special, on-the-job training and experience
at the hospital here. Two medics from 2nd, and
three from 3rd, are currently taking advantage of
the 12-week program.

The medics rotate from one department to an-
other. The departments they work in include: the
emergency room, multi-service ward, pediatrics,
the operating room, physical exam and the ob-
stetrics ward. They also receive formal Skill Quali-
fication oriented training twice a week.

“The guys are very enthusiastic about working
here,” said SFC Richard Smith, NCOIC for Nurs-
ing Education. “Besides the assigned areas the me-
dics work in, they also help-out in other depart-
ments which are understaffed for the day.”

“] like working at the hospital more than in my
unit,” said Sp4 Harry McNeary. “I deal with a
variety of problems and it’s good preparation for
my SQT.”

“It’s refreshing to hear the guys ask questions
about and why a certain method or procedure
works during their SQT classes and while partici-
pating in this program,” added Smith.

During a free moment, the medics can be heard
swapping hospital and infantry stories.

Swapping stories like that is also a good ex-
perience,” said Smith. “It gives the hospital medics
a chance to hear what it’s like to work on McNair
and in the field and gives the infantry medics a
closer look at the hospital-side of the work.”

“Working at the hospital allows me to deal with
more than just infantry soldiers,” said PFC Robert
Hyde. “It’s not a routine job and I get to test my
learning in real life situations. For example I can
assist with an EKG or take blood from a patient’s
arm. When I'm in the field, it’s very diffucult to
find anyone needing either done.”

All departments allow the medics to work di-
rectly with the patients. And, whether they’re
changing bed sheets, taking blood pressures or
screening a child at the pediatrics ward, the me-
dics do the best they can to make sure the patient
is “going to be just fine.”

The evening comes like a silent passive demon,
bringing with it an unusual warmth for the walled
city for this time of year. “This warm weather al-
ways brings out the rats.” said the MP as he
cruises through the streets. Cars flash by and mas-
ses of people move through the streets. The MP
has developed a keen sense for trouble. He seems
to hear things that others would not hear, and see
things that would pass unnoticed to the average
eye.

The radio squelches an almost inaudible mes-
sage that spurns the patrolman into action. Reach-
ing for the button that activates the flashing blue
light on top of his squad car he stated, “One thing
you've got to know to be a good cop is how to
drive,” as tires squeal around a cobble stone cor-
ner.

“The two most dangerous things an MP has to
deal with is a domestic disturbance, and a routine
traffic stop. Especially if you have a possible DWI.
You never know what a drunk driver is going to
do.”

Military Police Sgt. John C. Herring has been an
MP for three years. He has seen a lot of things
that he didn’t like. One of the things that bothers
him about being an MP is the harrassment. “It us-
ed to bother me a lot if someone called me a pig,”
said Herring.

His wife, he said, doesn’t like his being a cop.

Coming on to replace Herring and the rest of the
men on the swing shift is Sgt. Mike Higgenbotham,
shift supervisor, Sp4 Jay Olson and the rest of the
midnight shift. They take to the streets and their
expectations are summed up in Olson’s statement,
“Something is going to break tonight, I can just
feel it.”

It's a little after midnight. Again the radio
whispers it’s secret message, and the MP’s respond
to a possible fight at a bar in Berlin’s Zehlendorf
district. Olson’s foot depresses the accelerator to

the command “GO GO!” given by Higgenbotham.
The engine roars to life, and in a very few mo-
ments, as the squad car closes in on the possible
hot spot, the radio again cracks, “4-0 disregard.”
A long sigh of relief passes from both the MP’s as
they turn of the blue light and slow to a moderate
cruise.

Returning to the station the MPs share with one
another their memories of different calls. Talking
with an air of revelry, the MPs recall the night a
large fight broke out at a nearby bar. Some of the
discussion is somewhat more remorseful as the
patrolmen remember some of the less enjoyable and
sad aspects of the job.

Police work is always demanding, rarely enjoy-
able, and only sometimes exciting. The members
of the 287th Military Police Company here are
greatly understrength and one wonders, what is
it about being a cop that makes these dedicated
people work the hours and tolerate the hassels that
are characteristic of their corp. People here are in-
vited to find out for themselves by taking part in
the MP ride-a-long program. Anyone interested in
riding with the MPs can call 3450 to make arrange-
ments.

now operate between Dueppel and
the Main Terminal at Truman Plaza
on a route similar to the current
“A-1" bus.

According to Petta, the “B” and
“C” routes reflect the most noticeable
changes. The new “B” route will run
from the (Main Terminal to Park
Manor Estate (Schlangenbader), via
Pueckler. Persons from Park Manor
and Pueckler wishing to travel to the
hospital will lose little time catch-
ing a connecting bus at the Main
Terminal.

TCA route

The “C” route features a direct run
to TCA via the hospital. Buses will
leave the terminal for TCA every
90 minutes. The travel time will be
much shorter with the new express
routing. The “C” route will operate
daily.

“Fast and West Loop” changes will
have little impact to Andrews and
McNair compounds, according to
Petta. “Service to these areas actu-
ally increases,” he said.

The biggest change on these routes
will affect drivers, not passengers.
Instead of taking 15-minute breaks
at Andrews, drivers will now take
all breaks at the Main Terminal.

The “H” route will continue even-
ing, Sunday and holiday service. but
will not go to TCA. The new “H”
route also shortens travel time be-
tween Dueppel and Park Manor for
most passengers.

There will be some inconveniences
under the new system, according to
Petta. Service fo Turner Barracks
(with the exception of the troop duty
buses), Schuetzallee and Ringstrasse
will be discontinued. Also, fewer
special buses will go to the 4-Seasons
and Wannsee (seasonal).

TCA falls under both winning and
losing categories. Fewer buses will
stop there, but the buses leaving the
Terminal and TCA every 90 minutes
will make travel time shorter through
direct routing.

Under the new scheduling, nearly
everyone gains extended services.
The 30-minute routes between hous-
ing areas, kasernes and the Main
Terminal will start earlier and end
later. Some, according to Petta, will
run from 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. And, al-
though some people may find they’ll
have to transfer buses to reach a
particular destination, most bus con-
nections have been coordinated for
minimum waiting time.

Special buses on

Petta was quick to point out that
all of the troop duty buses, school
buses, and Sunday school buses will
continue as presently scheduled.

“The new system means more effi-
cient use of personnel and equip-
ment,” said Petta. “In addition to
improving customer service, the
changes are expected to cut govern-
ment fuel costs, increase passenger

safety (by eliminating several hazard-
ous, high accident areas), and benefit
bus driver scheduling.” Transporta-
tion officials estimate a nine to 12
percent reduction in bus route fuel
consumption, and an overall four per-
cent reduction in Transportation
Motor Pool diesel consumption.

No frills

Petta describes the new, stream-
lined bus service as “no frills.” For
example, there will now be bus stops
on both sides of the street in front of
the hospital, eliminating round-the-
block travel, and there will be no
more scenic tours behind the
Botanical Gardens or time consuming

trips along Altensteinstrasse.

“We hope no one is totally cut out
by the new service,” said Petta, “but
the changes could mean people on
the fringes of the new routes may
have to walk a little farther to catch
the bus. It should be no farther,
though, than some people have to
walk now.”

Schedules out soon

New bus schedules will be avail-
able at the Information Center at
Truman Plaza the week of April 6.
New route maps and schedules will
appear in the “Berlin Observer” on
April 10. Watch for further informa-
tion next month.
