Shoplifting is worldwide;s

exchange, soldiers sulfer

People are stealng from you around
the world, everyday, in Shoping cen-
ters and stor:¢, and the Army and
Air Force Exchange Services are no
exception.

According to Henry Vinson, Berlin
Post Exchange manager, yearly losses
due to shoplifting in AAFES outlets,
worldwide, are staggering. He adds
that it’s the average customer who
eventually pays the price.

Shoplifting hurts everyone. Every-
time something is “lifted” from the
PX, prices go up somewhere. The
price increases may add only pennies

IT’S ILLEGAL — Shoplifting is ille-
gal, but it doesn’t stop thousands of
people from ‘pocketing’ small items

to some prices, but they are a must
to cover losses suffered by theft.

A Berlin PX detective put siiop-
lifters in the same category with
barracks thieves.

“Everyone hates a barracks thief,
he’s the worst of all because he steals
directly from his buddies. Shoplifters
steal from their friends too, either
way somebody else pays.”

Profits from exchange activities go
into the Army and Air Force Morale
Recreation Funds. These funds help
provide factilities such as swimming
pools, bowling alleys, libraries and
craft shops — all of which benefit

in department stores and AAFES
outlets each year. Unfortunately
many of the thieves go free and it’s

military communities. Shoplifters
take a big bite out of these profits
each year, PX officials commented.

The detective stated that small,
inexpensive luxury items were most
popular with shoplifters, cosmetics,
jewelry, clothing are placed at the
top of the list.

“The items are usually things the
customer sees, doesn’t have the
money for and can’t wait to have.
No one has ever stolen a bar of soap
or a bottle of cough syrup,” he said.

When calling for work orders,
being specific can save wasted time.

We all love to come and visit in your home. The
craftsmen of the DEH are here to serve you. But,
think of the time and money wasted when we have
to repair items made useless from neglect!

And one more thing! We hate to go up four
flights of stairs when the occupant doesn’t answer
the door. Can you believe some people make ap-
pointments from the office and then forget to tell
their spouse about it? Imagine people married for
so long and no talking! Of course, that’s another
story altogether!

Cancelling an appointment with the craftsman is
as easy as dialing a telephone. If there is a true
emergency, perhaps a neighbor could still let in the
craftsmen? At least the Work Order Section could
be called later for another appointment.

the repairman. If the appointment between 8 and
10 a.m. in the morning, does’t it follow that perhaps
the craftsmen may indeed show up at 8 am.?

A true emergency

Before I let you go, may I remind you about the
definition of an emergency? A true emergency
exists when loss of life or limb may be expected or
damage to government property is eminent or can
reasonably be expected. A true emergency is when
someone is stuck in an elevator or a small child is
locked inside an apartment and mom is outside
unable to find her keys, and dad, who carries the
spare, can’t be found.

Of course a fire is always an emergency and
ought to be called in to 819-95 immediately (from
a civilian phone).

However, anytime an emergency crey is being
dispatched, night or day, and it becomes apparent
that no true emergency existed, the occupant will
be held liable for expenses caused by this “wild
goose chase.”

The administrators and the craftsmen of the
Directorate of Engineering and Housing, from the
director to the youngest trainee, are here to serve
you, the U.S. community. They will come to your
home anytime there is a true need.

For those of you who love statistics, in 1980 there
were 48,896 Service Orders, 16,522 Individual Job
Orders, 468 Monthly Orders, and 121 Standing
Operating Orders filled. That’s a lot of hours spent,
and a lot of manpower. For myself, I am proud to
be a Work Order from the DEH.

Error costs quarters loss

PFC John Doe learned some cold, hard housing
facts today. His Article 15 cost him more than his
stripes and a few dollars from his paycheck. He
has to move his family from quarters, too.

No one had ever told Doe what the consequen-

ces were if an E-5 was reduced in rank to PFC or
below. He didn’t know he'd have to move from
quarters within 30 to 90 days of the reduction, or
that his only other option was to return his family
to the states. He knows now, however, and he
doesn’t have much time to make up his mind.

Doe decided to look at the options available with
each alternative before making up his mind. He
found out that either way the Army would move
him. If he moved into local housing he’d also re-
ceive separate rations, and BAQ, COLA and Sta-
tion of Housing allowances totalling about $337 a
month. If he returned his family to the states, he’'d
receive about $180 a month in BAQ and Variable
Housing allowances each month.

The problem seemed pretty simple at this point.
Doe figured with all the extra money he’d be mak-

ing, getting an apartment off post would be no
trouble at all.

Full of enthusiasm, Doe headed for the Housing
Referral Office and his second big shock of the
day. His $337 converted to roughly DM 670. Not

bad except that an average two bedroom apart-
ment would cost around DM 900 plus electricity,
heat and telephone, each month. Of course the
landlord wanted a two-month deposit, too. Sudden-
ly DM 670 in benefits didn’t seem to stretch very
far.

A couple of minutes with some basic arthimetic
only further depressed him. He estimated he’d be
spending about $250 out of his basic pay of $558.68
each month to support his family. Added up, the
total was a staggering $2,700 a year.

Doe still didn’t know what to do, so he decided
to talk it over with his wife. The talk wasn’t going
to be easy though, not after the way he’d let her
down. And for Doe, the toughest part of all was
knowing his wife and child would suffer for some-
thing he did without thinking about the conse-
quences first.

Use powers of attorney wisely, or else...

On your way back to the states
and want your spouse to sell your
old motorcycle during your absence?

Or, if you're single, planning on
asking a friend to ship your car to
you after you arrive home?

In either case, your spouse or
friend will need a legal document
known as a power of attorney.

This is a formal written legal docu-
ment by which you appoint someone
else to act as your agent in legal and
financial matters, including buying,
selling and managing bank accounts
in your name.

Two-edged

A power of attorney is a very

powerful document. It should be
given only to someone you trust and
should only give the agent the
powers which are needed to do what
is desired.

The individual to whom you give
a power of attorney is known as your
“attorney in fact.” This doesn’t mean
that the individual has to be a
lawyer.

Agent actions vary
It simply means that the individ-
ual is a species agent able to act on
your behalf. What they are authoriz-
ed to do and how they can do it
varies widely from state to state.

Any action taken by the individ-

ual that is covered by the power of
attorney is legally binding on you.
The first — and more powerful —
is a general power of attorney. This
gives another person total authority
to act for you in any capacity during
the period the document is in force.
With a general power of attorney,
the holder could dispose of all your
property with no questions asked.
The second type is called a special
power of attorney.
This is given for special acts, such
as the shipment of a vehicle or the
packing of household goods in your

absence.
Make it fit
Whichever type of power of at-

torney is considered, it should be
tailored to fit the needs of the situa-
tion.

For instance, you could limit it to
the period you will be overseas. Or,
you can exclude from a general
power of attorney certain matters.

It’'s not something to be taken
lightly.

In fact, it calls for the finest legal
advice you can get, since State laws
also affect the validity of the action
taken.

So, before you sign any type of
legal document, discuss the entire
procedure with one of the trained
specialists in the legal assistance
office.

AER campaign in full swing

“Even with only half of the first-
day contribution turn-ins received,
things are looking good for this
year’s Army Emergency Relief Cam-
paign,” said Marlene Bates, assistant
AER officer.

The annual AER campaign kicked
off here April 15 and continues
through June 1. The goal for the 1981
campaign is $13,000, almost double
the amount of money received last
year.

Wednesday was the first day for
turn-in of contributions by unit
AER officers, and according to Bates,
they were off to a big start. Over
$3,500 was accepted by campaign
officials. This figure contrasts greatly
with the $522 accepted at the same
time last year.

“With the new allotment proce-
dure being used this year, the cam-
paign looks like it’s going to go very
well,” said Bates.

With the new option, active duty
personnel now have three ways to

give. Contributions may be made by
check, cash, or by filling out the new
allotment card. The new method is
similar to the one use for the Com-
bined Federal Campaign.

Last year members of the Berlin
command raised $6,951 for AER, yet
$30,140 was paid out to service-
members and their families. Aid was
given in the form of money, food,
rent, required travel, utilities, essen-
tial car repairs, medical bills, essen-
tial dental care, funeral and personal
needs when paychecks were not
received, or funds were lost. Con-
tributions collected this year will
help ensure that the AER can con-
tinue to help the Army help it's own.

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Equipment, program
important for runner

Spring has finally come to Berlin.
And with the longer, (sometimes)
sunny days, have emerged those
people wanting to “soak up the sun”
by running. Or maybe they just want
to get into better shape. Well,
whether your goal is the coveted
Berlin tan or better physical con-
ditioning, there are some points that
need to be considered.

First, Equipment. The most im-
portant part of the “complete run-
ner” is a good pair of running shoes.
Please notice the words “running
shoes.” Tennis shoes, roller skates,
bedroom slippers or snorkeling fins
might be fine for a little while, but
they are not running shoes.

Running shoes are built and design-
ed strickly for running. They provide
the necessary amount of cushion
required for running. A good pair of
shoes need not be expensive. With
the variety of shoes on sale, one need
only look for the right size of a shoe
that has a good, thick, sole running
the entire length of the shoe. Make
sure both shoes fit.

The last piece of equipment is the
clothing. Any kind of loose fitting
clothes are sufficient. Be careful
though, most beginning runners dress
too warmly. What a resting person
needs at 70 degrees, the runner needs
at 45 degrees.

Second, a program. The next most
important part of the complete run-
ner is a training program. One word
can describe the proper training pro-
gram: slowly. Run at a pace you can
hold a conversation at. The beginning
program starts with a 20-minute
run three or four times a week. If
20 minutes is too long a time to
maintain at a constant run, so what,
walk if you need to.

A sample running program might
look something like this:

Week 1-3, 20-minutes runs, four
times a week; week 4-6, 25-minute
runs, four times a week; week 9-12,
30-minute runs, four times a week;
week 13-30. 45-minute runs, four or
five times a week.

Running is not only fun and in-
expensive, it’s a great way to see the
city and stay in shape.

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Gantz — sports man on the scene

Most of the members of this com-
mand have, at one time or another,
visited the Berlin Brigade Sports
Center. You may not have noticed
him, but he’s been there, handing out
equipmenit, or up-dating schedules.
Whatever needs to be done Werner
Gantz can take care of it.

Gantz began working at the sports
center 19 years ago and this is his

story:
“When I was 12, back home in
Lippehne, (then Germany, now

Poland) I cried and fought with the
Russian soldiers as they loaded my
mother into a truck and took her
away. I knew that I would never see
her again.” Gantz then went to an
orphanage in East Berlin. He stayed
there for three years—years that he
recalls were very hard.

Gantz remembered further, “When
I was 15, my oldest brother Friedrich
came to the place where all the
children were kept (the orphanage).
He told me he was taking me back to
West Germany with him. That night,
Oct. 16, 1948, at 8 p.m. we left. Fried-
rich had given a man a lot of money
to show us the best way back. It was
raining and very cold, we had to
walk all night. When we thought
someone might see us we had to hide.
The police would have arrested us if
they had found us walking the streets
that late at night.

We came to a bridge that we
thought we could cross, but the
bridge had been blown up so we had
to swim across the river. The next
morning we had finally made it back
to the West; it was a very happy time
for me.

Gantz’ other brother, Walter, who,
by age, fell between Werner and
Friedrich, told him, “You must learn
a trade. I will teach you to become
a very good Interior Decorator.” The
youngest Gantz learned very quickly.
So quickly, in fact, that he was
awarded his certificate as a journey-
man decorator long before any of his
peers.

Gantz missed the city of Berlin—
the busy streets and happy people.
When he was 21 his mind was made
up. He would return to Berlin despite
all of the terrible memories of his
childhood.

The Berlin he returned to was
much different than the war-torn
city that he had left. “Berlin’s alive
again,” he thought to himself as he
looked around the city.

He went to work for the first year
as a decorator, but soon found he
wanted to be closer to people. So he
quit his job as a decorator, and found
work in a small drinking establishm-
ent. He stayed at the pub for ten
years, and them became the manager.

About the same time he met Gerda.

A young and beautiful girl that he

would take as his wife. Their life to-
gether was very short. After about
three years of marrage, Gerda devel-
oped cancer and died. Gantz doesn’t
speak about this event much. All he
said was “We were very much in
love.”

Gantz began to drink quite heavily.
He was later stricken with a sever
liver condition that forced him to
quit his job at the pub after 12 years
of employment there.

He walked into the office of the
German Employment Service in
search of another job and was told
about the position at the sports
center.

After a three month wait he was
finally given a chance to go for an
interview but when it was discovered
that Gantz could not speak English,
he was afraid he would not be hired.
Due to his enthusiasm about the posi-
tion and his potential he was hired,
despite the possible communication
gap.

That was 18 years ago. Gantz is
still happily employed at the sports
center. He likes his work so much
that although he is eligible for retire-
ment in ten years, he said, “I'll prob-
ably he working in this sports center
until they carry me out of it in a
box.”

if they were that hard up, I'd have
to pay for it myself.”

One or two shoplifters are caught
in Berlin’s PX each week, according
to store officials. Their PX privi-
ledges are automatically revoked for
at least six months, and the MPs are
called in. But, their troubles just
start here.

Shoplifting is serious business for
military personnel and their family
members. There is no way around
having the soldier’s unit involved.

Vinson calls in a uniformed MP
patrol to make a report when shop-
lifters are caught. From the moment
they arrive, the offender is in the
hands of the Army.

The MP report constitutes an
entry on the MP blotter, and a copy
of the report will be forwarded to
the unit commander. Miliary person-
nel can be charged with larceny of
Non-Appropriated Funds property
under the Uniformed Code of Mili-
tary Justice. Reports on family mem-
bers and civilians are turned over to
the Community Life Branch for
action.

Punishments are left up to the unit
commanders and Community Life
officials. Military offenders may
receive a fine, reduction in grade, a
less than honorable discharge and
even confinement. Family members
could be sent home.

A shoplifting offense can hurt a
soldier’s career and his opportunity
for a good civilian job. Depending on
his job, a soldier could lose his
security clearence and his Army
MOS. If the offense ended up in a
criminal conviction, civilian job
openings close, too. Certain jobs and
professions, are closed to people with
police records. Civil Service, teaching,
doctor, lawyer, architect, real estate
agent, optometrist, election officials
police officer, fireman, etc., are just
a few. The list is almost endless.

To avoid the chain reaction caused
by one shoplifting incident PX of-
ficials suggest a little personal
restraint. Shoplifting is against the
law and there is a good chance vio-
laters will be caught, not only that
but every act of shoplifting cost
everyone, even shoplifters, more in
future purchases.

Latinos Unidos honored
