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Parade draws large erowd

Under sunny skies, a crowd of more than 55,000
turned out along Strasse des 17. Juni Saturday to
see the Allied Forces Day Parade.

The 18th annual parade started at 2:45 p.m. and
featured many sights for the Berlin spectators and
French, German, British and American officials and
dignitaries alike.

Nine former U.S. Commanders of Berlin, in-
cluding Brig. Gen. Frank L. Howley, commander
during the Airlift, were among this year’s visiting
officials.

Among cheers and shouts, the dignitaries arrived
taking their places in the reviewing stand along
Strasse des 17. Juni. The French band, along with
a 13-gun salute by Battery C, 94th Field Artillery,
rendered honors to the dignitaries. This was fol-
lowed by the three National Anthems and the pre-
senting of the French, British and American colors.

Foot elements started off the parade with the
French in the lead. Then came the British units ~ =~ The parade was-hosted by the French with Maj.
Gen. Jean-Pierre Liron serving as the parade com-
mandant. The French sector also provided the com-
manders of the tripartite dismounted and mounted
color guards.

followed by the 2nd, 3rd and 4th Battalions of the
6th U.S. Infantry and finally, the tripartite Air
Forces. Members of 3rd Battalion also made up the
Allied dismounted color guard.

Interspersed with the foot elements, bands from
Great Britain, France and the United States pro-
vided the musical entertainment. Berlin's 298th
U.S. Army Band was there along with guest bands
from the 3rd Infantry Division in Wuerzburg, West
Germany; the 84th Army Band from Stuttgart,
West Germany and the U. S. Air Forces in Europe
Band from Einsiedlerhof, West Germany.

As in past years, the Allied free-fall parachute
teams drew the most crowd response as members
of the U.S. Army’s Golden Knights plus Brit-
ish and French parachutists performed aerial ac-
robatics. A spectacular jump by one of the French
jumpers put him no more than 10 feet in front of
the reviewing stand.

The mechanized elements, gleaming in the after-
noon sunlight, also put on a good show as they
rolled along the parade route. Last came the mount-
ed color guards to close out this year’s event.

Top volunteer named

Just after she was notified that she had been
chosen as the Red Cross May Volunteer of the
Month, Marian Rash received the news that she
had also been named as Berlin’s Volunteer of the
Year.

And no wonder, since September 1979, she has
logged mnearly 1,000 hours, an unprecedented
amount of volunteer time.

Rash is a volunteer at the Thomas A. Roberts
Elementary School and averages working a mini-
mum of 40 hours per month.

“She has been a significant help in the smooth
running of the nurse’s office,” said Jo Pierce, the
TAR school nurse, “She deals easily and well with
the children, anticipating their needs and allaying
their fears. She remains calm in an emergency and

exhibits good technique in any and all of her first
aid “practices.”

In September 1979, Rash was drafted by another
Red Cross volunteer to help with some paperwork
at the school. “It has been such worthwhile work,”
commented Rash. “I think now I should have join-
ed even earlier!”

She is at TAR daily because it gives her some-
thing to do with her time while the youngest of
her three daughters is in school.

Rash, and her husband Zade, an Air Force ser-
geant, have spent over five years in Berlin with
their children, but South Carolina is home.

Last fall, she agreed to be secretary of the Amer-
ican Red Cross Board of Directors in Berlin and
finds Red Cross people “friendly and helpful.”

“She is a reliable and dependable worker. .. and
is more than worthy of this honor,” said Pierce.

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Platoon ‘stands out’ from others

Second Battalion's Honor Platoon stands out in
any crowd.

The honor platoon is that platoon which repre-
sents the battalion in a ceremony, such as a brigade
change of command, parades or honor guards.

The honor platoon is different in each battalion.
The 3rd Battalion has the Drill Team as their
honor platoon and 4th Battalion’s consists of sol-
diers from each of the companies in the battalion.

The 2nd Battalion’s Honor Platoon is 2nd Platoon
from Company A. The soldiers of this platoon
work together everyday, whether they’re preparing
for a function or out in the field during a battalion
Army Training and Evaluation Program.

“It’s a platoon that represents the company and
the battalion at special affairs,” said Pvt. 2 Matt-

hew B. Cooper, one of the members. “I like it. It
gives me a chance to do something that most in-
fantry soldiers don’t get the chance to.”

“] enjoy being part of the Honor Platoon,” said
SSgt. Joseph M. Sitar, weapons squad leader. “We
look sharp at all times. Not one of us is overweight
or sloppy with our appearance. We spend most of
our spare time squaring away our uniforms.”

The soldiers in the honor platoon receive no spe-
cial benefits, except for the recognition. They are
not exempt from duties or details. There are
about 30 soldiers in the honor platoon. One officer,
one E-7 and the rest are E-6 or below.

“The Honor Platoon is our secondary mission,”
said Lt. Patrick M. Robey, Honor Guard command-
er. “We must be proficient as infantry soldiers
also.”

There are certain qualities necessary to be a
good Honor Platoon soldier, according to Robey.

Among these are self discipline, pride in yourself
and your unit, willingness to work to acheive
goals, and ability of the members. of the platoon
to work together.” '

“We are highly visible,” said Robey. “Practice is
very important. There is no room for error. Even
if we make a last minute change in a ceremony, it
must look natural and smooth to the onlookers.”

The soldiers must maintain several sets of uni-
forms and highly polished boots, for any unexpect-
ed ceremony.

The NCO’s of the platoon have a hand in decid-
ing who gets to be a member. Sometimes they re-
cruit people from within the battalion to be mem-
bers.

As one of the members described it, “When we’re

out at a ceremony, I feel really proud to be a part
of the 2nd Battalion Honor Platoon.”

Team starts new courses, quiz-type questions

“We're assistors — not inspectors,” is the motto
of the members of the Maintenance, Assistance and
Inspection Team here.

The team is here to help units pass their AGI in-
spections, by teaching them proper maintenance of
equipment, says SFC Osie E. Martin, MAIT section
chief. They also inspect units and tell them where
there are deficiencies. “Records are kept, but only
the company commanders and our team may look
_ at them,” Martin added.

To further assist the units, the MAIT is also
starting two new courses. “The first is a junior
leader Preventive Maintenance Checks and Ser-
vices Course, which goes into more detail than the
regular PMCS course,” said SSgt. David E. Steg-
ens, automotive instructor. The second is a “train
the trainer” cadre course, designed to train ex-
perienced instructors to conduct PMCS.

Another “added service” will be to provide the
Berlin Observer with questions and multiple choice
answers, in a quiz-type format, to anyone associat-
ed with military vehicles, said Stegens.” If they

don’t know the right answer or are unsure, they
may call us to find out the right answer.”

“We are always here to answer any questions,”
Martin emphasized. “We encourage anyone with
questions to call us at anytime. If we don’t have
the answer, we will have it within 24 hours.”

The image of Buffalo Bill in Ame-
rican life is a powerful one, for Buf-
falo Bill was not only a man but
also a myth. As a man, he killed
thousands of buffalo to feed railroad
workers taking part in the advance
of the white man’s civilization. As a
myth, he inspired thousands of peo-
ple to leave their homes in the eas-
tern United States and settle the
west.

But who was he, and why should
anyone write a play about him?

Don’t abuse
furlough fares
airlines offer

The 50-percent furlough fare
allows active duty military per-
sonnel, (green ID card), travel-
ing on authorized furlough,
leave or pass or within seven
days of discharge, to purchase
airline tickets for half the price
of regular coach fare from the
20 airlines participating in the
program. Civilians, family
members, reservists, National
Guard or retired personnel are
not eligible for this fare.

There have been allegations
that eligible individuals are
purchasing furlough fare tickets
and transferring or selling them
to ineligible personnel such as
family members, relatives,
friends or even strangers.

It’s also reported that some
personnel are using the fare for
official travel, being reim-
bursed for the transportation
and pocketing the difference.

These actions are illegal.

Violators may not only be
subjecting themselves to ad-
ministrative or disciplinary ac-
tions, but are imperiling the
furlough fare program.

To stop such abuses, the air-
lines will require a signed state-
ment from the traveler certify-
ing eligibility.

On the issue of land seizure, for in-
stance, Kopit says that the Indians
were baffled by the white man’s
sense of land ownership. To the
American Indian, no one could own
land: it belonged to everyone, like
the sun, the sky, and the clouds. How
anyone could claim to buy it, and
own it forever, was a concept the
Indian simply could not cope with.

The play, however, is not all seri-
ousness and no fun. Instead, many of
its scenes will entertain the audience
with comedy lines.

EO holds course

to qualify unit

discussion leaders

The Berlin TUnit Discussion
Leaders Course began May 11 at
the Wannsee Recreation Center.

Thirty soldiers from the Berlin
Brigade participated in the course
designed to qualify them as Equal
Opportunity Discussion Leaders.

These leaders will give classes
to their units and help advise their
commanders on Equal Opportunity
matters.

The course lasts 10 days and is
broker down into three parts. The
first, entitled Behaviorial Sciences,
teaches the soldiers about human
needs, basic psychology, and how
social factors affect people.

The second phase of the course
is called Group Leadership and
Discussion Training. The soldiers

learn to conduct seminars, learn
the Army regulations governing
Equal Opportunity, learn to deal
with group discrimination and
learn about crisis mangement dur-
ing this block.

In the third phase, the soldiers
learn about minority groups. They
not only study racial minorities,
but women, as a minority group
as well. They also learn about
social, political, economical issues
dealing with minorities that are
present in the Armed Forces.

“The commander then uses the
individuals as Equal Opportunity
tools,” said SFC Sam Allen,
NCOIC of the course. “The soldier
is an advisor. He also checks for
any Equal Opportunity problem
areas in the unit and gives classes

and seminars on them. He checks
out his unit for any trends and
holds discussions to air problems.”

This is only the second time this
course has been held in Berlin.
Normally, Berlin soldiers are re-
quired to travel to Munich to par-
ticipate in the class.

“The course is extensive and
very fast paced,” said Allen. “The
soldiers in it are urged to remem-
ber that they are not there to take
the place of the chain of com-
mand but rather to work with
their chain of command to achieve
a common goal: Equal Opportunity
for everyone.”
