Little Sean was five years old. But
unlike most children, Sean could com-
municate with anyone, on their level.
He was bright and out-going, but the
thing that I will always remember
most about little Sean, was that I
never once saw him without a smile
on his face.

My cousins and I were much older

than Sean, but he would come to our
house and toss a football with us, or
watch while we built model cars and
planes. Sean was truly an amazing
child.

The really amazing thing about
Sean was that he was always in the
best of moods. And now, a father my-
self, I know all too well how moody
children can be. But not Sean, he al-
ways kept his chin up, despite the fact

that he was dying. Little Sean had
leukemia.

His mom and dad discovered the
disease when Sean was having prob-
lems breathing. He would be awake
late in the night coughing, causing
him to spend much of his play time
catching up on the sleep he had lost.

Once the diagnosis had been con-
firmed, Sean was put on radiation
treatments. In just a few days his

hair had become very thin and was
falling out. He started losing weight,
and the coughing grew worse.

The people in the neighborhood got
together and bought flowers for his
mother. One or two days a week Mrs.
Gramble or Mrs. Morris would come
by and chat with Sean’s mother, and
help her while she cleaned her house.

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Soldiers first, musicians second

Army band does more than play around

“We’re soldiers first — musicians
second.” That’s the motto of the
298th U.S. Army Band here, accord-
ing to CWO 2 David A. Ratliff, com-
pany commander and bandmaster.

The band plays for anything from

parades and change-of-command
ceremonies, to zoo concerts and per-
formances on televison.

However, that’s not their sole
purpose. Yes, they play for the morale
of the troops here in the brigade, but,
they have many other missions as
well.

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During Mass Casualty exercises at
the Berlin U. S. Army Hospital, they
serve as medics, helping carry litters
and working in the triage taking
vital signs.

They also perform all the other
duties required of soldiers. Police
call, Charge-of-Quarters, weapons
qualification, and physical training
are just part of the many tasks the
band must perform.

Probably the largest difference
between a member of the band and
a “regular” soldier, however, is the
hours the musicans must work.
“Weekends don’t exist for us,” ex-
plained Ratliff.

“For example, for the first 25 days
in October, we only have three days
off. That’s not unusual,” said the
bandmaster. “Over the course of the
year, my people work well over a
40-hour-work-week.”

There are many facets to “the
band.”

The marching band provides enter-
tainment at special events, such as,
parades, brigade runs, and other
ceremonies. All of the members of
the band participate in this.

The brigade also uses the marching
band as a public relations tool to per-
form at sport shows, music “parades,”
and Allied affairs.

The Concert Band is a more formal

Soldiers pay for

Starting Tuesday, all active duty
service members will have to pay for
their meals while in the hospital.

The change affects enlisted men
and women whether or not they draw
separate ration allowances, according
to a hospital spokesman.

Under the new system, all enlisted
service members will have to pay
$3.70 a day for meals while hospi-
talized. Those who do not receive a
ration allowance, will get they money
back in their monthly paychecks.

group, which plays at concerts and
other events, such as Volksfest and
holiday concerts.

Oldies and popular music is the
specialty of the Stage Band. “Big
band music,” swing and jazz are their
forte. “This is a very popular group
with the members of the community.
There seems to be a large return to
nostalgia,” explained Ratliff.

Three smaller groups, or combos,
provide entertainment for many types
of events, such as dining outs at the
dining facilities or even going to the
field for our troops training in West
Germany.

“Brandenburg Express,” is perhaps
the most well-known. “It’s a show
group, that plays instrumentals and
also does vocals. Top 40, popular
music is their specialty.”

For soft and quiet music, “West
Side” has the sound. Ratliff said he
liked to refer to it as, “music to be
ignored by.” “If two people were
standing in a room together with
‘West Side’ playing, the two people
would be able to carry on a conversa-
tion easily,” he explained.

Last, but not least, is the “Jazz
Combo.” “This group appeals to a
limited audience, because they per-
form modern, mainstream-type jazz,”
said Ratliff. “The Germans usually

Supervisors are reminded of their responsibility
to insure that sound crime prevention measures
against barracks theft are being maintained, and
that all newly assigned personnel are briefed on
the unit crime prevention program.

Each unit has a crime prevention officer avail-
able to guide and assist with the protection of
personal and government property.

Stay away from
rail power lines

You don’t have to touch high-voltage lines to
be electrocuted, cautions a German railways
official. Mere approach to within three feet can
endanger your life.

The official said this applies to overhead power
lines of the Bundesbahn’s electrified routes in
West Germany, which are at 15,000 volts.

Army safety officials say that although Berlin
does not have these overhead power lines, a
clearance of at least five feet should be main-
tained between a person’s head or extended arms
and overhead high-voltage lines while training
in West Germany.

Never climb onto or stand on top of a rail-
loaded vehicle, they said. Soldiers have been
electrocuted when high-voltage current passed
between a power line and their bodies.

Vehicle antennas should be removed before
rail-loading, and tied down during road move-
ment.

No one should climb on top of railway vehicles
stopped under high-power lines, the Bundesbahn
official said. (EURNEWS)

If you don’t have
time yourself; use
power of attorney

PFC Bob Smith went home on emergency
leave, only to find out his mother’s illness will
be long-term. Being a sole surviving son, he is
granted a compassionate reassignment.

His unit ships him his hold baggage. As for his
car, Smith decides it will be too much of a hassle
to go through all the paperwork to ship it and
decides, instead, just to forget about it.

But, in fact, he could have easily arranged to
have it sold and made a few bucks on the car,
instead of just abandoning it. The answer is a
power of attorney.

According to the USAREUR Judge Advocate
Office, a power-of-attorney, which gives a per-
son the right to act in another’s behalf; is the
easy and legal way to sell or dispose of personal
property if you get into a situation like Smith’s.

“If you find you must quickly leave Europe,
and know you won’t be coming back, it's a
simple matter to fill out a power of attorney
form at any legal assistance office here in Eu-
rope,” said Capt. Craig E. Kelly of the USAREUR
Staff Judge Advocate’s Office. “It only takes a
couple of minutes, and of course, it’s best to draw
one up before leaving, but you can do it while in
the states and send it to someone here. Just see
your local legal assistance officer.” (EURNEWS)

Staff Sergeant: your promotion

hinges on records check

The fiscal year 1982 sergeant first class promotion
board is scheduled to meet Jan. 7 at Fort Benja-
min Harrison, Ind.

The Department of the Army board will select
about 11,500 of the record 50,000 eligible soldiers.

All soldiers in pay grade E-6 on active duty with
a date of rank of February 28, 1979, or earlier, will
be considered in the primary zone. Considered in
the secondary zone will be all active duty E-6’s
with a DOR between March 1, 1979, and September
30, 1980.

In addition to meeting the DOR requirment for
consideration, soldiers must also have a Basic En-
listed Service Date (BESD) of May 31, 1976, or
earlier.

To be considered for promotion, all E-6’s must
have a high school diploma or GED equivalent, or
an associate or higher degree.

They also must not be restricted from promotion
consideration under the provisions of paragraph
7-36 and 7-64, Army Regulation 600-200.

Soldiers with a bar to reenlistment or those
denied reenlistment through the qualitative man-
agement program will not be considered for pro-

motion. Also not considered will be those with effec-
tive retirements on or before January 1, 1983.

The board will also identify soldiers not per-
forming satisfactorily in their jobs. Records of all
E-6’s with a DOR of Sept. 30, 1980, or earlier, will
be reviewed even if they meet promotion require-
ments. Not being looked at are those on the current
E-7 recommended list, those having already re-
ceived a DA-imposed bar to reenlistment, or those
having an approved retirement on or before Janu-
ary 1, 1983.

Personnel on the primary promotion list may send
letters of communication to the board concerning
any matter that is important to their records. Let-
ters should be addressed to: President, DA E-7 En-
listed Promotion Selection Board, C/O Commander,
U. S. Army Enlisted Records and Evaluation Center,
ATTN: PCRE-RB, Fort Benjamin Harrison, Ind.
46249.

The accuracy of the DA Form 2 and 2-1 is very
important, stress personnel officials, since it rep-
resents the soldier to the board. Soldiers may get
more information from their Military Personnel
Office. (ARNEWS)

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Infantry SQT starts Monday

“That’s a No-Go soldier,” said the
instructor. “You forgot to tilt the
victim’s head back when you gave
him mouth-to-mouth resuscitation.
It’s a good thing for you that this is
just practice and not the real thing.”

It’s Skill Qualification time for the
11B’s, 11H’s, and 11C’s of 3rd Battal-
ion and even a few from 4th Battal-
ion.

The soldiers will take the real test
beginning Monday, so they spent a
few days this past week practicing for
it.

“SQT practice is really helpful,”
said PFC Richard Brunk, Company
A, 3rd Battalion. “Monday I had
three no-go’s, and I had to study them.
Today, I didn’t have any no-go’s at
all.”

The SQT is designed to test the
soldiers on tasks that they are re-
quired to know for their job, and the
NCO’s from 3rd Battalion are con-
ducting practice classes for the sol-
diers.

Besides their everyday training,
each soldier will have spent at least
10 hours of intense practice before
taking the test.

“This is the third time that I've
taken an SQT,” said Pvt. 2 Mark
Smith, Company A, 3rd Battalion.
“Bach time that I practice though, I
learn a little more and it makes it
easier. I also study during my off-
duty time.”

“I study for about four hours each
evening for this,” said PFC Randy
Keech, Company B, 4th Battalion.
“Some of the test is going to be easy.
For example, I work with mortars,
so I already know what I need to
know about them.”

The soldiers train for about five
hours a day at various training sites
around McNair.

“The atmosphere around this train-
ing site is relaxed,” said PFC Jeffrey
McLaughlin, Company B, 4th Bat-
talion. “I didn’t get to take the SQT
with my battalion; because, I hadn’t
been in the service long enough. At
first, I was worried when they told
me I would be training with 3rd Bat-
talion, but the emphasis here isnoton
speed, but on accuracy and how well
you do your job. When you make a
mistake the NCO’s go over it with
you step by step.”

“I like SQT practice,” said PFC
Mark Bowles, from Headquarters

Scroggins looks on. The 3rd Battalion
was practicing for their upcoming
Skill Qualification Test.

“If I do well on the actual
test it’s worth lots of promotion
points!”

McLaughlin enjoyed
the .45-caliber pistol task because
the parts are small and intricate.

No matter which part of the SQT
training soldiers enjoyed, they all
admitted that each of the tasks were
important.

“The SQT tests what you know
about your job and how well you
know it,” said PFC Doug Huff, Com-
pany B, 4th Battalion. “It's a very
important test and that’s why prac-
ticing for it now is so important.”

Testing begins Monday for approx-
imately 250 soldiers from 3rd Battal-
ion competing for the Expert Infantry
Badge.

The soldiers spent this past week
preparing and training to take the
test to earn this coveted award.

The prerequisites for taking the test
are tough and demanding. The sol-
dier must be qualified as an expert

with his individual weapon, have
scored a 225 or above on the phys-
ical training test, completed a 12-mile
road march in three hours, and nego-
tiated day and night land navigation
courses.

After meeting the prerequisites, the
soldiers must complete the hands-on
portion of the 11B Skill Qualification
Test. Some of these tasks include
probing for land mines, donning and
clearing a protective mask within a

given time period, applying proper
first aid measures, and assembly and
disassembly of weapons.

Then soldiers must also take EIB
‘round-out’ tests. Some of these tests
require the soldier to know the proce-
dures in searching a Prisoner of War,
calling for and adjusting indirect fire,
movement under direct enemy fire,
and firing during limited visibility.

“This is probaly as difficult as any
infantry merit badge,” said one senior

NCO from 3rd Battalion. “It is pres-
tigious badge because there are so
many difficult tasks. The soldier who
works hard enough to receive it can
be proud of their accomplishment.
It’s a great feeling of pride to receive
one.”

“This is the first big milestone
a young soldier, officer or enlisted,
can meet during his career in the
Army,” said SFC John Lee, operations
sergeant.

AFRTS plans ‘live’ sporting events

despite satellite scheduling problems

The Defense Department is having
problems booking satellite time to
broadcast live sporting events to
service members and their families
stationed overseas.

In a message recently distributed
to AFRTS facilities around the world,
officials outlined some of the reason
for the problems.

Due to increased recurring daily
use of satellite time by the United
States and foreign government,
businesses and agencies, there is
often no satellite access available for
occasional users of the system like
AFRTS.

Government and civilian organi-
zation who book satellite time on a
recurring basis get priority treat-
ment for circuits since they generate
more revenue to owners of the satel-
lite systems.

On occasion, it is possible to re-
route a satellite feed to a different
satellite. This is more costly and, re-
cently, there have been technical

problems which have limited the
number of satellite possibilities.

So, despite having funds available,
the AFRTS Programming Center that
handles the broadcast set-up, often
finds itself out in the cold when at-
temping to book a live sporting event
for broadcast overseas.

Officials still hope to carry 35 to
40 events during the fiscal year which
begins in October and are working on
a long range system to have their
own satellite network available,
which would eliminate scheduling
conflicts. However, there is no firm
date set for final implementation of
this plan.

Despite the problems, officials are
going ahead with preparations for
live coverage of NFL games, to in-
clude the Super Bowl, and the up-
coming World Series. Everyone con-
cerned, from planner to viewer, hopes
the satellite scheduling and technical
problems can be overcome.

As the weeks wore by, Sean’s con-
dition got worse, so bad in fact, that
he was admitted into the hospital.

He knew he was
dying, and that there was nothing
anyone could do to save him, but
despite his disapproval, he went.
Three days later Sean lost his sight,
in another two weeks, he died.
