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4th Battalion soldier assists home delivery

The miracle of childbirth has be-
come a somewhat everyday occurrence
for people throughout the world. In
most cases a woman is admitted to
the hospital of her choice, helped
through the stages of labor by a well-
trained maternity staff, and with
foggy recollection, witnesses her new-
born gasp for its first breath of life.

Anesthetics play a major role in
the alleviation of pain in the modern-
day delivery room, but this was not
the,case with SSgt. Richard Pruitt, a
member of the 4th Battalion’s S-2

shop, and his wife, Lori. Pruitt while
on leave during the month of August,
returned home from a shopping er-
rand one afternoon, only to find
his wife in the living room of their
quarters ... in labor.

“I first called for an ambulance and
took our two children downstairs to
stay with a neighbor,” noted Pruitt.
He then proceeded to gather towels
and blankets, and with the assistance
of two neighbors, Arlene Kruse and
Ramona Davis, he aided his wife in
preparation for delivery.

He helped her with correct breath-
ing techniques, and before the ambu-

lance arrived, Rebecca Jayne Pruitt
was brought into this world. The
child was born on Aug. 26, and being
born nine weeks prematurely, weigh-
ed only four pounds four ounces.

The ambulance, which arrived
shortly after the delivery transported
mother and daughter, first to U.S.
Army Hospital, Berlin; then to the
intensive care unit at Kaiser-Auguste
Victoria Hospital in the Charlotten-
burg area.

“I've been scared before, but never
to that extent!” said Pruitt, who re-
vealed that he has received a sizeable

amount of medical training during
his military career.

He attended natural childbirth
classes at Fort Ord, Calif. and trained
with Navy field medics at Camp
Pendleton, Calif. In addition, his sec-
ondary MOS is 42D, dental lab
technican, which familiarized him
with human anatomy in a general
sense.

Pruitt suggests that all prospective
parents attend some type of childbirth
classes, even if it is considered a mere
precautionary measure. Involvement
in the delivery of a child, Pruitt feels,
strengthens the bond between parents
and children.

Traffic rules apply to cyeclists

The catalogue of cyclists’ sins read like a western
story.

They utilize bikeways and one-way streets going
in the opposite direction, cross an intersection
against red traffic lights, pass halted vehicles, run
over pedestrians, ride without lights during the
hours of darkness, ride their bikes while intoxi-
cated, ... the list goes on and on.

But those times will be over soon since, in the
near future, cyclists will be treated like operators
of a motor vehicle. For cyclists, the traffic ordi-
nance is the same as for vehicle operators. As an

example, going through a red traffic light will cost’

the cyclist DM50 for the first offense.

If you hop onto your steel horse, don’t simply
take off; if you do something wrong, it may not
cost you only money, it may cost you your life.

Last year, more than 1,000 cyclists were killed
in traffic accidents in Germany, and over 50,000
were injured. In an effort to reduce cyclist related
deaths/injuries in Berlin, the G-1 Safety Branch
has provided a list of important rules that cyclists
should be aware of and follow.

@ Cyclists must use bikeways whenever they
are available, always riding on the right hand side
of the road.

@® Those cyclists who want to make a left turn
must first check to the rear, display a positive hand
signal, and then steer towards the middle of the
road. They have to stay on the right side of ve-
hicles turning left. At very narrow streets, cyclists
should not move to the middle of the road but stay
on the right side, wait there, if necessary, until all
following and oncoming traffic has cleared, then
turn.

Price increase coming soon

@ Passing maneuvers among cyclists on bike-
ways are only authorized if there is sufficient
space.

@ In case the bikeway is occupied by a parked
vehicle, drive around it using the sidewalks,
however, stop or walk, if pedestrians are endanger-
ed.

@ At combined areas marked with the sign
‘pedestrian/cyclists,” the pedestrian always goes

first.

@® On sidewalks without a bikeway, only children
up to the age of eight may use the sidewalks as a
bikeway.

® At marked crosswalks within the road, pe-
destrians crossing have the priority.

@® On one-way streets, the bike must not be
driven, or even pushed, in the opposite direction of
the one-way traffic.

@ Cyclists must drive in a single line, one be-
hind the other, on bikeways and roads. Riding side
by side is prohibited.

@ The cyclist must always look to the rear before
starting off, leaving the bikeway, entering narrow
passages (contruction sites, underpasses), and be-
fore every fast stopping maneuver.

@ On bikeways running by a bus stop, extreme
caution must be exercised. Many bus riders getting
off at such stops don’t realize that there is cyclist
traffic, and may walk right into the cyclist. When
approaching a bus stop where people are disem-
barking, slow down and sound your bell to warm
them of your presence.

A random 20 percent of the
company’s vehicles are inspected,”
said Cyr.

The European Army and Air Force
Exchange Service’s 45 Army military
clothing sales stores are slated to get
36,800 camouflage battle dress uni-
forms in November when initial ship-
ments of the 92,000 uniforms slated
for USAREUR arrive.

Prices of the uniform replacing the
fatigue uniform now worn by soldiers
are: coat, $16; trousers, $17.20; and
cap, $9.94. After the initial ship-
ments, the Defense Personnel Support
Center will send a shipment every 30
days.

Soldiers who can’t be fitted from
uniform supplies, which range in size
from extra small to extra large, can
use the special measurement requisi-
tion method, according to Vernon
Runyan, chief, Military Clothing
Branch, Headquarters AAFES-Eu-
rope. This method of obtaining uni-
forms is available at each of the 45
AAFES-Europe Army military cloth-
ing sales stores. “Itusually takes eight
to 10 weeks when this method is used
by the customers,” Runyan added.

2nd Battalion trains
in Bonnland ‘village’

An infantry squad attacked a small
German house occupied by a squad
on the defense, in Bonnland, West
Germany. As the attacking squad was
advancing, suddenly a second story
shutter opens and a grenade flies out
at the attackers. The attackers use all
the available cover and concealment
as a machinegun opens fire from the
house. Then it's all over as the at-
tackers gain entry to the building.

Sound like a scene from a war
movie? It's not. It’s what happened
this past week as soldiers from 2nd
Battalion, with attached elements
from Battery C, 94th Field Artillery,
and the 287th Military Police Com-
pany, participated in Military Oper-
ations in Urban Terrain training at
Bonnland.

Bonnland is an authentic German
village which the German government
turned into a training area for the
military.

The training was centered around
2nd Battalion soldiers, however, Bat-
tery C had a battalion fire support
element in Bonnland. The element
consisted of three fire teams and a
tactical operations center.

The new soldiers learned the ins
and outs of urban training while the
older soldiers refreshed their mem-
ories and sharpened their skills.

Individual skills were stressed as
well as teamwork. Gaining entrance
to a building and clearing it from

the top floor down, required the sol-
diers to work together, and trust each
other completely. Each soldier was
vulnerable at some time during an
attack and he had to depend upon the
other people in his squad to cover
for him.

“Bonnland is great for training for
the simple reason it was an actual
German village,” said SFC Jimmy L.
Mahaney, Company C, 2nd Battalion.
“It gives the soldiers a chance to train
in an authentic environment.”

“Imagination and teamwork are
vital to each mission that we have out
here,” said 1st Lt. Patrick M. Robey,
Combat Support Company. “Only
through a soldier’s inventiveness and
ability to use all available resources,
can these mission be completed.”

Squad and team leaders were given
a mission and then left free to es-
tablish necessary fighting positions,
defensive positions and plan routes
to reach the objectives.

“This is really exciting training,”
said Pvt. 2 Michae]l Hall, Company C,
2nd Battalion. “We really have to
work hard at it though.”

The first few days of training are
used as a building block to prepare
the soldiers from platoon and com-
pany level operations, in Bonnland.
Bonnland, the German village whose
only occupants are soldiers learning
and training in urban terrain.

Holiday season mears;

mail packages early

to beat Christmas rush

If you have noticed that the weath-
er has seemed to turn a bit colder,
and the leaves are beginning to fall,
then you may have realized that the
holiday season is not far off.

The folks at the Army Post Office
would like to remind members of the
Berlin American community that
now is the time to start planning to
mail Christmas parcels to the United
States or other APO’s.

According to 2nd Lt. Mike Evans,
A. G. postal officer for the brigade,
the Christmas rush actually begins
around the first of November and
lasts until the middle of January.

“The APO will be augmented with
seven people from various units
throughout Berlin, just as all Euro-
pean APO’s are, for the Christmas
rush,” said Evans.

The reason for the additional help
is to assist the transfer of the vast
amount of incoming and outgoing
mail and parcels. The APO also has a
few helpful hints for people planning
to mail Christmas packages.

First, be sure to mail early. If you
are sending something via Space
Available Mail (SAM), it must be sent
before Nov. 19. If you want to send it
through Parcel Airlift (PAL), do so
by Nov. 15. And, if you want to send
something as Priority Mail you have
until Dec. 10.

SFC Steven Silas, NCOIC of the
APO, suggest mailing to some places,
like Korea or the Philippines, through
another APO such as San Francisco;
should be given it a full two months.

Evans added that if you send a
fragile package, it should be double
boxed with plenty of packing mate-
rial. Also, the next time you stop by
the APO, pick up a copy of USA-
REUR Pam 65-2, “The Answer Book
— A Consumer Guide to USAREUR/
USAFE Postal Services.” The pam-
phlet is free, and all of the branch
offices have copies on hand. It out-
lines postal services, customs infor-
mation, what can and can’t be sent
through the APO, and mail and par-
cels size and weight limitations.

The men and women of the postal
service are here to serve you. So be
smart, mail early, and have a happy
holiday.
