Flu shot dates set

Active duty personnel are due for
their mandatory annual flu shots, ac-
cording to Capt. Gwendolyn Michel,
chief, Preventive Medicine Activity,
MEDDAC.

From Nov. 12 to 25, a special team
will visit personnel in individual
units, except those stationed at Mec-
Nair, to give the flu shots. Shots for
McNair personnel will be given
throughout the month, at the Troop
Medical Clinic.

For family members, Department
of Defense civilians, and local na-
tional employees in high-risk cate-
gories, voluntary flu shots will be
given Nov. 16, during normal duty
hours, at the Immunization Clinic lo-
cated by the Emergency Room in the
Berlin U. S. Army Hospital.

People in high-risk categories are
those with congenital or acquired
diseases, compromised pulmonary
functions (such as severe asthma or

tuberculosis), chronic kidney diseases,
diabetes mellitus, anemia and sickle
cell anemia and those, 65 years and
older. Others in high-risk categories
include: personnel working in hos-
pitals, schools, and day care centers.

Some people might experience side
effects caused by the vaccine. To com-
bat some of the side effects, such as
fever and aches and pains, Michel sug-
gests taking one or two aspirin or
Tylenol every four to six hours for
24 hours after receiving the shot.
“The side effects should only last a
day or two.”

By taking the flu shot, chances of
getting the flu are reduced. For ac-
tive duty personnel, the shot is man-
datory, because time lost due to
sickness, reduces our readiness.

If personnel, except those at Mec-
Nair, miss the shots, they should go to
the U.S. Army Berlin Hospital Im-
munization Clinic during normal duty
hours. McNair-based personnel should
go to the Troop Medical Clinic.

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EOD members keep Berlin safe

There is a very special team of men here in the
walled city. Their mission calls for iron-clad ner-
ves, used in countless long hours, waiting patiently
for the phone to ring. Two of the three-man section
must man the office 24-hours a day, awake and
ready for the emergency that is sure to happen.

The mission of the members of the Explosive
Ordnance Disposal Section, or EOD as they are
usually called, is a rather complicated piece that
reads something like this: It is the mission of the
EOD to neutralize hazards in domestic or foreign,
conventional, NBC and improvised munitions pre-
senting a threat to U. S. operations, personnel and
facilities.

What all this means is that the members of the
EOD are responsible for insuring that all explosives
and ammunition that are used by the U. S. soldiers
or found on military installations here in Berlin
are safe. But that is a very slight surface scratch
of the actual mission of the EOD.

They also provide classes on bomb threat proce-
dures, how to search for a bomb as well as provide
technical support to units that are making up or
updating their unit bomb threat SOP.

All of this technical know-how is the product of
many long weeks of training that, for Army per-
sonnel, begins at Redstone Arsenal, Ala. After
two weeks at Redstone, it’s on to Indianhead, Md.
for another 14 weeks of rigorous training in
ordnance and explosives. Though the course is long
and extremely tough, getting there is no easy task
either.

A person who wishes to obtain the MOS of 55D,
which is the MOS code for the members of the EOD
team, must have a very clean record. They must
also have an unreproachable character and haye a
high aptitude for mechanics. They can have no
claustrophobic tendencies.

Those on the team are among the few sol-
diers in Berlin who receive hazardous duty pay.
But nobody disputes over whether the EOD team
members earn this extra financial advantage.

When the moment comes for these men to do
what they do best, whether it’s defuse an improvis-
ed explosive devise, or IED as the members of the
team refer to them, or pick up an old 105 shell cas-
ing from a soldier’s quarters, the members of the
EOD team are specialists in every sense of the
word.

Don’t get caught
making false

bomb threats!

Making a false bomb threat is a crime. Sol-
diers who make false threats may be charged
under the UCMJ. Maximum punishment is
confinement at hard labor, forfeiture of pay,
and reduction to E-1. Making a false bomb
threat also violates the U.S. Code. This vio-
lation carries a maximum penalty of one year
and a $1,000 fine.

“Last month we were called out to pick up a
122 mm Russian artillery round at McNair Bar-
racks. It was dug up during some construction work
that was going on out there,” said Capt. Edward
Wilcoff, chief of ammunitions branch. “Most of the
time we are needed to disarm conventional instead
of improvised or homemade devises.”

“I had to shake down a bag of laundry that was
thought to be a bomb,” said Sp5 James Leonard.
“Once we were called out because someone had
thrown a paper bag over the wall at Clay Head-
quarters compound. We went out and found a pair
of men’s shoes and a pair of women’s shoes in it,”
added SSgt. Jeff B. Lackey, NCOIC of the EOD
section.

“There is no way to describe the way you feel
when you make an entry to an explosive devise,”
said Lackey, “even though the only thing you are
conscious of is the technical training you got in the
school, the thought is always there in the back of
your mind that this devise could go off, and take
you with it.”

Working around explosives must tend to wear
heavily on the nerves of the members of the EOD
team. Yet they live each day as if it were the be-
ginning of a new life, walking around the city,
standing out from their fellow soldiers, with their
red caps atop their heads.

The members of the EOD are always ready to be
called to the scene by the Military Police to offer
technical advice in searching for an explosive de-
vise. And when, an explosive devise is found, they
go to work; making a careful and planned out
entry to the explosive, identifying the fusing mecha-
nism of the device, then removing the fuse or some-
how rendering the device safe for transportation
and proper disposal.

The thing that causes the most confusion for the
EOD team, and the source of their biggest problem,
is the prank call.

“The last thing in the world we need around here
is a prank bomb threat,” said Wilcoff, “and if these
people knew what kind of laws they were break-
ing by phoning in a fake bomb threat, they would
stop and think first.”

There are a lot of hassles involved in clearing an
area to be searched for a bomb, forcing people to

stop what they're doing, or waking up a company
or battery of soldiers to evacuate a building due to
an erroneous bomb threat.

We are all familiar with the procedure. Still the
bomb threats continue, and more often than not
they're erroneous.

But the men of the EOD team are still on hand,
always ready to respond at a moment’s notice, do-
ing their part to make the Berlin military com-
munity a safe place to live and work.

Tankers test their proficiency

The tankers of the largest tank company in the
U.S. Army, F Company, 40th Armor, Combat Sup-
port Battalion, tested their proficiency Monday
through Wednesday in a unit-wide Skill Qualifica-
tion Test.

The Military Occupational Specialties being
tested were Tank Crewman, 19E, and Tank Driver,
19F.

Almost two weeks were set aside before the test
date to practice the hands-on components of the
SQT, which involves 10 tasks for each level tested.
“The practice let us know if anyone was using
‘shortcuts.” Since, the test must be completed satis-
factorily step-by-step, it helped some of the sol-
diers ‘break their bad habits,’”” explained 2nd Lt.
John H. H. Turner, 1st platoon leader.

The tankers performed some “everyday soldier-
ing tasks,” such as donning and clearing a protective
mask and operating a tactical radio. However, it
didn’t stop there.

Preparing a tank for a nuclear attack was one not-
so-ordinary step. The soldiers had four minutes to
put any needed equipment or flammable items into
the tank and seal himself and the equipment inside.

Another was assembling and disassembling a

breech block of the main gun on a tank. The tankers
also must know how to apply misloader’s fire. It’s
similar to applying immediate action on an M16
rifle, but the main gun of a tank is much larger.

Making sure that track tension on a vehicle is
correct, is yet another of the many things a tanker
must know about his job.

The soldiers also had to clear, disassemble,
assemble and perform a function check on the 7.62
caliber submachinegun, the M85 .50 caliber machine-
gun, and they had to mount and dismount the M85
on a tank.

Although each man in a tank crew, has a different
responsibility — tank commander, loader, driver,
and firer — each man was tested on all the aspects
of being a tanker. “They all know each other’s jobs
and responsibilities,” added Turner.

“I think the SQT is set up very well. It covers
most of the everyday tasks that we perform. I stu-
died the manual, and the test wasn’t hard at all.
As long as you payed attention to detail, you
passed,” explained Sp5 Hubert T. Andrews.

The tankers of F' Company, 40th Armor practiced
hard for their SQT. On the actual days of testing,
they found out just how combat ready and profi-
cient they were at their jobs.

Thanks to the 2nd platoon of the 272nd Military
Police Company of Mannheim, West Germany, a
platoon from Berlin’s own 287th MP Company was
able to evaluate their combat readiness in an Army
Training and Evaluation Program, held Monday
through Wednesday.

escorts for convoys to keep the traffic running
smoothly. When we talk about traffic control, it’s
something slightly different from standing at an
intersection. For instance, during war, we would
help infantry soldiers and the engineers make ga
river crossing by guarding the banks and controll-
ing traffic,” said Capt. Gary J. Marenna, company
commander.

During the ARTEP, the members of the MP pla-
toon were also evaluated on their knowledge of how
to process prisoners of war. “We segregate the
POW’s and try to identify them. We channel the
prisoners through the proper agencies, assist in in-
terrogations, and attend to their welfare,” explain-
ed Marenna.

One unique difference in this ARTEP was that
the whole exercise was internally run. The aggres-
sors were fellow MP’s, the evaluators were MP’s,
and the controllers were MP’s.

Because the company understands the needs of
being combat ready, they also had video tapes made
of the first day’s action. “This way, we can point
out to them exactly what they did right and ex-
actly what they did wrong,” said Marenna.

The ARTEP was very important to the platoon
since they don’t get a lot of chances to go the field
and train. In fact, an MP platoon from Mannheim,
West Germany had to come up and take their
places, so that mission requirements could be filled.

“This platoon gained a lot of experience in the
field. Not only did they actually perform their com-
bat mission, but, they also were able to find out
what their weak points were. Now, they’ll be able
to prepare further, through classroom training and
field duty, (when they can getit)”, said SSgt. Adams

Monday’s snow vividly reminded
many that it is time to prepare their
cars to get ready to cope with winter
driving.

Drivers can win the battle against
winter by first making sure cars are
in top condition.

A winter tune-up is essential for
cold weather starts and avoiding en-
gine stalls. Checking the battery,
changing spark plugs and condenser,
and checking points, engine time and
condition of the fan belt are recom-
mended for winterizing the car. Ex-
terior lights and brakes should also
be checked. Properly aimed head-
lights and balanced brakes are a key
to safe winter driving.

Experts also recommend these tips:
— Anti-freeze should be added to

the car’s cooling system (if water-
cooled). First flush the system,
tighten head studs, and add anti-
freeze which is sufficient for tem-
peratures down to minus 25 de-
grees Centigrade.

Don’t let autumn

— If a single grade oil has been used,
replace the heavy-weight oil used
for summer driving with a light-
weight oil.

— Replace standard tires with radial
ply or winter tires or be pre-
pared to use tire chains. Insure
tires are properly inflated.

— Replace wipers if they streak the
windshield or if rubber is cracked.
Fill the washer reservoir with
windshield washer solvent and
use the washer with the defroster
on.

— Keep the fuel tank filled if the car
is not used for awhile to prevent
fuel lines from freezing because
of accumulated water vapor.

— Add a scraper and brush to car
equipment inventory to remove
ice and snow which may hamper
visibility. Having a door lock de-
icer also helps to thaw frozen door
locks quickly.

— Make slow starts. In cold weath-

appearance. A slow start gives
tires the chance to round out.
Slow starts also help metal com-
ponents and prevent cracks in
