Shoplifting: big problem with big penalties

Last week eight family members were apprehended
in Berlin for shoplifting. Of the eight, ranging in age
from 14 to 16 years, five were caught at the Truman
Plaza Shopping Center and three were picked up at
the Berliner Strasse branch of the Woolworth’s
department store.

These eight family members have all had their
AAFES privileges suspended for six months. That
means they will not be permitted to use any AAFES
facilities, to include snack bars and theaters. Their
I.D. Cards will be overstamped to indicate this, ac-
cording to Lt. Col. Bernard Griffard, Deputy Chief of

however, much more severe measures can be taken
against shoplifters.

Family members may be sent back to the states and
banished from Berlin as a result of a shoplifting con-
viction. If the family members caught downtown had
tried to steal something from a civilian store in West
Germany, they would find themselves subject to trial
and sentencing from the German court system, Grif-
fard said.

The conduct of family members may also have a
direct effect on their sponsor. Counseling statements
can be given to a service member when a member of
his or her family is continuously in trouble for

in surveillance and observation techniques. The main
exchange and other PX facilities are manned by store
detectives, and mirrors are used to guard against
theft, according to an AAFES official.

The stores on the economy are even more pro-
tected. With everything from closed circuit video
cameras, to electronic door alarms, the German stores
are very well equipped to handle shoplifters.

Service members should explain the penalties of
shoplifting to their family members, letting them
know what kind of things they can bring upon
themselves and their sponsor if they are caught
shoplifting. Family members should carefully con-

Not all of the time spent in the field
will go into training. ‘‘They (the field
soldiers) are scheduled to take a few
tours while they’re at the MTA”’, ac-
cording to SSgt. Stephen Teeter, bat-
talion S-3 NCO. ““They will be visiting
a crystal factory and a few other
places,’’ Teeter added.

The members of the Combat Sup-
port Battalion will be in the field for
some time, but the training they will
experience will make the entire exercise
a worthwhile one.

If you visited a gambling casino in
Atlantic City or Las Vegas and placed
a bet, you wouldn’t call it an accident
if you lost your money. When you fail
to wear safety shoes and something
falls and breaks your toes, or you fail
to wear safety glasses and a metal
shaving causes loss of eyesight, would
you say your toes were accidentally
broken or you accidentally lost your
eyesight?

When you put a match to a

cigarette, you’re not surprised when it
starts to burn. If you smoke in bed and

happen to fall asleep or leave an un-
covered pan of grease unattended on a
hot stove, should you be surprised if
you wake up in the hospital with se-
cond and third degree burns?

When, as a youngster, you got
caught talking in class and had to stay
after school, you got the punishment
you expected. When you “‘tailgate’’ in

Larceny of bicycles increases each year with the
onset of spring. More people each year purchase
and ride bikes, and unfortunately leave them
unsecured. Bicycle larceny is a preventable crime,
if people will just take the time to secure their pro-
perty.

Here are some tips on how to keep your bike
safe from theft.

® Whenever you park your bike, lock it up.

® Utilize a good quality chain and lock.

® Place the chain through the frame and wheels

and lock it to an immobile object.

® Store your bike in your quarters or secured

Report changes now

changes in insurance data, especially a change of
company, to the USAREUR Motor Vehicle
Registry.

This is accomplished by bringing the new double
white insurance card and a completed AE Form
1598 (Application for Motor Vehicle Registration)
to the Provost Marshal Vehicle Registration Of-
fice. No fee is charged for this transaction. Failure
to report changes in insurance data may result in
cancellation of license plates.

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Army band tapes SQT

The 298th Army Band is taking part of

their Skill Qualification Test on tape,
next week.

The band’s SQT contains both
hands-on and written components.
The written portion consits of soldier’s
common tasks and specific MOS ques-
tions. It’s the hands-on component
that is a little different.

The SQT consists of nine playing
tasks. Each of the 37 band members
who must take the test will perform
three marches, three concert music

pieces and three stage band pieces on a
tape. One piece in each group is writ-
ten on Skill level 3, Skill level 4, and
one on Skill level 5.

The band members have a minimum
of 60 days to practice the music before
the test. The test takes about 20
minutes of tape time.

After the taping session, the tape
will be sent to Norfolk, Va. There it
will be evaluated and the results will be
sent back to the band member who
made the tape.

Basically each member is taking the
same test, but the difficulty of the
music will vary.

According to CWO2 David Ratliffe,
the band commander, ‘““This SQT is
basically a fair evaluation of the band
members ability. Everything that is
musically on the SQT is demonstrated
to me by the members during rehear-
sals and concerts.”’

He also added that it was a very
realistic test since it tested music that
the band would be playing throughout
the year.

On March 4 family members of Combat Support
Battalion soldiers filled the seats of the Andrews
Theater for a briefing on field training in West Ger-
many. The briefing was conducted by the Battalion
Commander, Lt. Col. J. Frank Hennesse.

Hennessee spoke about the missions of each unit
going to the field. He explained exactly what specific
tasks the soldiers perform.

Hennesse assured the group that if a true emergen-
cy such as a death or serious illness occured within a
family the husband would be brought home im-
mediately. He concluded his remarks by urging the
spouses to support the troops in the field, ‘“The train-

Please write to your spouses. After a long day in the
field they lobk forward to a letter or a box of cookies
from home.”’

As far as activities for the wives,
Brelsford thinks the wives should get together more
because, she says, ‘“To combat the loneliness, it is im-
portant to keep busy.’’

Virginia French felt that the wives were very well in-

formed about the field trip and services being offered
to family members. She felt the information put out
at the briefing along with the spouse’s worksheet is
sufficient for the families to get along.

On being a single parent while her husband Sgt.
Michael French, Company F, 40th Armor, is in the
field, she said, ‘‘Being any Army wife you have to
learn to be both mother and father because the nature
of the job causes the husband to be away much of the
time. My husband was in Korea for a year without
me, and I learned to adjust quickly.”

Gerarpa Kieselstein, wife of SSgt. Mark Kiesel-
stein, Battery C, 94th Field Artillery, feels it is impor-
tant to bridge the gap between Berlin and the field
with letters and phone calls. She adds, ‘‘It is especially
important to have the kids write letters and for them
to receive letters from their father because they miss
him very much.”’

If you watch AFN-TV’s noontime news beginning
Monday, you’ll find ten more minutes of news, sports
and weather. And, the show becomes a half-hour pro-
duction with the emphasis on local information.

On that day in mid-March, the “Midday News”’
becomes ‘“Berlin, Midday’’ and will present the pre-
sent ten-minute capsule of news, sports and weather
with a big plus. The addition is a bonus of twenty
minutes of local information on subjects touching the
American Community in West Berlin.

Plans are for the appearance of a guest each day
and another segment dealing with such subjects as
arts and crafts, cooking, hobbies, book reviews and
the like. The show will also include locally produced
news and feature stories, as well as material from
ABC-UPITN and the News Information Weekly Ser-
vice (NIWS).

The first “Berlin Midday’’ will start with a five-
part series on ‘“What Every Woman Should Know
About Men,’’ One part of the series will be presented
each day Monday through Friday. In that series, Dr.

Joyce Brothers examines how men are different from
women at work, in love, in marriage and as parents.

The live show will utilize a magazine format. In ad-
dition to being satisfying to American TV viewers, the
magazine concept allows much more to happen within
the show.
