Security awareness

Train derails

A train derailment between Marienborn and
Helmstedt in East Germany stopped rail traffic be-
tween Berlin and West Germany the evening of May
28.

According to 1st Lt. Diane Crum, chief of
movements branch, the duty trains from Frankfurt

and Bremerhaven to Berlin left Thursday night on
schedule.

‘‘At that time, we knew of the derailment, but we
were informed there would only be a delay. We
figured by the time the Frankfurt and Bremerhaven
trains reached Helmstedt, it would be cleared up.

‘““However, at approximately 10 p.m. we received
word that no trains were getting through because of
the derailment. Therefore, our trains did not depart
Berlin.

‘““The Transportation Division arranged for an
alternate mode of transportation to bring those
passengers stranded in Helmstedt to Berlin,’’ explain-
ed Crum.

All personnel living in Berlin were returned to
quarters and all others were put-up at Roosevelt Bar-
racks.

The American Duty Train has not missed its daily
run through the corridor since the Berlin Blockade in
May of 1949.

Friday morning all trains were back at their home
stations and schedules were resumed.

French Volksfest

The German-French Volksfest will open its gates on
June 26 at the traditional compound Jungfernheide
on Kurt Schumacher Damm. The theme will be ‘““The
Antilles.”” Antilles is the main island group of the
West Indies.

The French Military Government, in close coopera-
tion with the district authorities of Wedding and
Reinickendorf as well as the Berlin Conncessionaires
Union, came up with the idea of a festival in 1962.

The goal of the original Volksfest was to further
relations between Berliners and the French. Consider-
ing the number of visitors that year — 370,000 — the

goal must have been reached. The event even became,
according to the concessionaires, one of the most im-
portant festivities in Berlin.

The French portion of the festival this year will be
bigger. Visitors will find themselves in a small fishing
village at the Antilles with quays, a lagoon, and boat.
The bay of Fort de France with the Pelee Mountain
and two fountains in the background will be featured.

The stands in the village will offer specialties from
the Antilles and France and on the stage will be an ex-
otic folklore program.

Bus schedules and other information will be printed
in the Observer as it becomes available.

Consultants needed

A demand for NCO Organizational Effectiveness
(OE) consultants is projected for calendar year 1983
and beyond, as the Army’s force modernization pro-
gram gets into full swing.

Openings are expected at most CONUS installa-
tions, according to an Army personnel official. NCOs
are eligible to enter the voluntary program if they are
in grades E7 to E9 (with waivers possible for highly
qualified E6), have 10 years’ service (including troop
duty), at least two years of college, and an otherwise
exceptional record. Army Regulation 5-15 contains
more details.

Selected applicants attend 16 weeks of training in
OE techniques at the U.S. Army Organizational Ef-
fectiveness Center and School at Ford Ord, Califor-
nia. (ARNEWS)

SRB changes

The Selective Reenlistment Bonus Program will
undergo some changes effective June 11.

The changes will not affect persons reenlisting on
or between May 12 and June 10 providing their nor-
mal ETS is on or between those dates. They will
receive the SRB in effect at that time.

Individuals reenlisting on or between May 12 and
June 10 whose normal ETS or ETS as extended is on
or after June 11, are eligible for the SRB level in-
dicated on the new list. MOSs not listed there have
been eliminated from the program.

Soldiers for whom a reenlistment control number
was obtained prior to May 12 are considered to have
been approved for a modification of an existing ser-
vice obligation and are eligible for the SRB multiplier
in effect during the period May 12 through June 10,
provided the service member is eligible and reenlists
on or before June 10.

To determine eligibility and complete SRB en-
titlements individuals should contact their unit
reenlistment NCO or call the Berlin Brigade Reenlist-
mentNCO at 819-6286 or 819-6289.

BDU starching

Starching the new camouflage battle dress uniform
(BDU) violates Army policy, remind Army logistics
officials.

‘“Starching the uniform may provide a garrison ap-
pearance,”’ said an official, ‘‘But it defeats the
uniform’s infrared feature, makes the uniform hotter
by restricting the air flow, and imposes an un-
necessary financial burden on the soldier.”’

Laundering and care instructions published last
November by the Army offer guidelines for the
uniform’s proper care. These include the warning not
to starch and not to use chlorine bleach or dry clean
the uniform.

The guidelines also state that during the washing,
drying, and finishing cycles, the lowest possible set-
ting should be used. At no time should the garment be
exposed to temperatures greater than 130 degrees
Fahrenheit. (ARNEWYS)

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This is how German-American friendship developed

eneral Howley:
no room for

(Editor’s note: The following editorial/story con-
cerning the development of German-American friend-
ship was furnished courtesy of the BERLINER
MORGENPOST, a West Berlin morning newspaper.)

American presence in West Berlin — that has
always been more than a political demonstration. It
was and is a declaration for freedom!

Stronger than at any other location in the Federal
Republic, a relationship has developed between
Berliners and Americans, which is no longer im-
printed by the ‘‘enemy’’ mentality of the Second
World War.

In reference to the incredible destitution in Berlin at
the time of entry the Western Allies, the legendary
General Howley later noted in his memoirs: ‘I had to
let myself be guided by compassion — there was no
room for hatred.”’

There was
hatred in Berlin

Under the pressure of the blockade, the Germans
and Americans finally developed a friendship that
cannot be destroyed centuries later by professional
radicals, traveling riotists, and sapient big talkers.

Many young Berliners have a less emotional view-
point concerning this friendship. They were never
part of the experience of having jointly resisted an
overpowering threat.

Maybe we older people have always talked too little
about this time. How could they ever know what the
entry of the Western Allies meant to the Berliners?
““The Americans are here!”” — That meant incredible
surprise, immeasurable relief and a first glimpse of
hope. What Berliners experienced then, and what they
now have reported to us, will be published at random.
Here is the first story:

‘My God, that’'s the Americans’

There were certain rumors after the breakdown that
Berlin was to be placed under a four-power ad-
ministration. But only a few citizens knew about it.

How could they have known? Though the Allies
had declared the division of the city into sectors at the
Yalta Conference three months prior to the end of the
war, this was kept secret by Nazi Germany.

Immediately following the breakdown, a Soviet
Kommandatura order forced the Berliners to turn in
their radios. Electricity was not available in numerous
districts.

Felicitas Rauh, then 14-years-old, did not have the
slightest idea about the impending entry of the
Americans in those early July days of 1945. She and
her mother had found refuge with acquaintances in
Wilmersdorf, since 30 Mongolians were moved into
her parents’ apartment on Nymphenburger Strasse.

She had already resumed school attendance — this

had meanwhile been accomplished by the German ad-
ministration established by the Soviets — even though
a lot was still improvised.

Today she recalls that only the Russian lessons were
functioning smoothly. Her teacher was obviously a
very reality-oriented person: ‘“Don’t touch me!,”’
‘“‘Let me go!,”” ‘““Give my watch back to me,’’ those
were the first Russian senctences she taught her
students.

On this July day, the 14-year-old was standing at
the Innsbrucker Platz, when a tank convoy roared
closer from the direction of Friedenau. ‘“These tanks
also had a star on their turret like the Russian ones.
At first, people next to me at the street curb did not
notice that it was not a red but a white star.’’

But she noticed the faces of the soldiers which were
looking out of the turrets. ‘““They somehow looked
different than the Russians.”’

And what happened then is inextinguishably im-
printed in her memory. ‘‘The soldiers suddenly threw
handfuls of candy at us. And while we were still
standing there totally confused and only hesitantly
bent down, someone suddenly shouted: “My God,
that is the Americans!”’

As fast as she could, she ran back to her mother in
Wilmersdorf, clutching several candies in her hand as
‘‘evidence.’”” ‘‘But no one really believed it yet. The
fear that the Americans could dissappear again was
bigger than the relief.”’

““But still, for the first time, I did not attend the
Russian lessons the next day,’’ the Berliner smirkingly
recalls. She heard the following day that nobody else
out of her class had attended them.

Policy had altered the lesson! They never saw the
Russian teacher again.
