Battalion conducts
MOUT in Bonnland

Last week, 4th Battalion soldiers
conducted Mobile Operations in Ur-
ban Terrain (MOUT) training in Bonn-
land, West Germany.

Bonnland is an urban fighting train-
ing center which offers a realistic at-
mosphere. It was an actual German
town which has been set aside for
training since World War II.

It has been used for MOUT training
by both German and American
soldiers. The 4th Battalion’s MOUT
training in the city was conducted on
squad, platoon and finally company
levels.

Before the fighting began, the
soldiers were given classes on various

aspects of MOUT training, such as dif-
ferent ways to enter buildings, the tac-
tics necessary to defend cities from
enemy attacks and other skills
necessary to conduct urban warfare.

While the infantry companies were
training hard at Bonnland, the mortar
platoons conducted their mortar
SABOT firing on nearby ranges.

On Wednesday, the battalion moved
out to the Jossa training area, just
south of Wildflecken. There they will
conduct company-level conventional
military maneuvers. Training emphasis
will be on movement to contact train-
ing, defensive operations and pro-
cedures, and deliberate attack.

A torrent of rain along with
golfball-sized hailstones pelted most
areas of Berlin Sunday causing exten-
sive damage to many American
facilities.

The storm, which lasted about three
hours, began about 4:30 p.m. Sunday.
Within the hour, traffic was backed up
at many intersections as autos stalled
in the rapidly rising water.

At the German-American Volksfest,
throngs of festival goers crowed into
the bus terminal at Truman Plaza and
the fest tent.

A 20-foot section of wooden fence
around the Volksfest collapsed in the
face of the onslaught. Damage donc at
the Volksfest, however, was con-
sidered minimal and the fest opened
again on Monday at it’s scheduled
time.

Across the street from the Volksfest
grounds, the U.S. Army Commissary
suffered ‘‘several thousands of dollars
damage to operational supplies’’ ac-
cording to Charles Stoebner, com-

missary officer. That estimate was
later reduced by an official at the hous-
ing and engineering office.

Stoebner stated that no food stuffs
were lost in the storm, but all the
freezer units were completely thawed
as water flooded the basement, knock-
ing out the compressors that keeps
cold air flowing to the units.

At some places in the commissary’s
basement, the water reached five feet
deep and broke through a metal door
secured with metal bolts.

According to Wilfried Dedmorz,
chief of buildings and grounds, Direc-

torate of Engineering and Housing,
the American facility that probably
suffered most from the storm was the
Berlin American High School.

In the vocational/technical building
of the high school, the water rose as
high as four feet. In the supply and
storage area, where the band in-

struments and athletic equipment are
kept, water was 10 inches deep and had
to be pumped out.

Dear Editor,

Recently the term ‘‘family member”’
was introduced as a substitute for the
out-dated word ‘‘dependent.”” Women
have been joining the work force in
ever increasing numbers since the last
world war so this effort to revise ar-
chaic terminology is more than a little
overdue.

Worse yet, in my experience,
military establishments and facilities I
have contact with are making no ob-
vious effort to use the term ‘‘family
member.”” This reflects a deplorable
lack of initiative and social awareness.

The term ‘‘dependent’’ may be more
convenient but it is simply not ap-
plicable any more and its negative con-
notations are not worth the conve-
nience.

Hopefully, even those spouses who
are not bringing in monetary checks
are contributing to the morale of the
community.

Sure there are those who “‘just don’t
mind’’ being constantly referred to as
‘“‘dependents’’ but I suspect they are a
minority. Perhaps the letters FMS
(Family Member Spouse), and FMY
(Family Member Youth) could be used
in place of ‘‘dependent.’””

At least it would
demonstrate further effort to keep in

I work at the ID desk at the main ex-
change and most of the time it is a very
interesting job.

I get to meet a lot of people and help
them in various ways from giving
directions to the department of their
choice to paging parents of lost
children.

We see people from all parts of Ger-
many, be they American, British, Ger-
man or French. We also get many
customers everyday without proper
identification. It may not always be
their fault, but it is a problem especial-
ly with the Volksfest in progress.

I would like to remind our patrons
of our policies. Children without ID
cards must be accompanied by an

adult who can sign them in and be
responsible for them.

Children bringing children creates
another problem. The child responsi-
ble for the other may only be ten-
years-old and is too young to try and
keep up with another child running
around the PX. I’ve seen so many
children running out the door with
candy bars in their hands.

Sometimes it’s hard keeping up with
who goes out and who comes in.
Customers come from the cash
register, getting a basket or from the
DPP office and back past the ID desk
saying, ‘“‘I was in already’’ or *‘I show-
ed it to you once.”’” They may have, but
any time a person passes the ID desk
the ID card must be shown.

Some customers are rude when

showing their cards. They just flash
them, barely showing me that they
have one. What I and my co-worker,
Toni Castellanos, need to see is the
photo and the expiration date. It’s very
hard to do that when the person is just
walking in at a regular pace.

I don’t think it’s too much to ask
that people slow down enough to show
their cards.

I would also like to remind patrons
of the dress code. Shoes and a shirt are
required to enter the PX. I realize the
weather has been hot, but those are the
rules.

All I am asking for is a little
cooperation. My job is to protect your
privileges by not allowing unauthoriz-
ed people in.

New bakery

AAFES-Europe’s new bakery, one of the largest
and most modern in the world, will soon be producing
bread comparable in every way to the best produced
in the United States.

According to AAFES-Europe spokesman, Maj.
Ben Thornal, ‘‘test baking began in March. Like any

large industrial plant, quality variations can occur
when bringing such a big, highly-automated opera-
tion up to production.

“If problems should occur during the next several
months, the bakery may issue frozen bread products
that will be identified with yellow twist ties,’’ Thornal
continued. ‘‘These markings will mean that the bread
has been frozen and is as wholesome and nutritious as
regular bread on Foodland shelves.”’ (AAFES

ORBIS arrival

Project ORBIS, an international eye hospital
aboard a DC-8 Jet, will soon be arriving in Berlin for
the first time.

A press conference will be held near the plane at
Berlin-Tegel Airport at 11 a.m. Aug. 16. Guests are
asked to gather before that time in the BFG
guestroom which is on the second floor. During the
press conference, guests will be escorted aboard the
airplane.

Professor J. Wollensak, Chairman of the Ophthal-
mological Department of the Free University,
Klinikum Charlottenburg, and President of the Berlin
Ophthalmological Society, states that leading eye

surgeons from West Germany and Berlin will operate
together with experts from the United States. Thus,
both groups will benefit through the exchange of the
latest surgical techniques.

ORBIS is equipped with the latest in laser and
micro-surgical technology. In addition to treating and
in some instances, curing existing cases of blindness,
its mission is to exchange developing skills in
ophthalmological medicine.

ORBIS has recently returned from its first suc-
cessful mission, visiting five countries in Central and
South America. While in these countries, more than
200 eye operations were completed by surgeons from
the United States and the host cities. Several of the
operations restored long-lost sight to the patients.

As a direct result of these visits, legislative changes
have been enacted in three countries to allow corneal
transplants and eye banks have been established in
two countries.

The converted McDonnell-Douglas DC-8 jet with
its operating room, examination, class and video con-
trol rooms, will be available for viewing during the
press conference. Surgeons, nurses and ORBIS staff
will be on the plane to discuss the project in detail.

Reservations to visit ORBIS can be made by calling
Professor Wollensak at 3035-619.
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According to John Chavies, vice-
principal of the high school, an overall
cost of DM 100,000 was considered a
very low estimate of the damage. “‘It
will probably cost DM 10,000 to repair
the gym floor alone,’’said Chavies.

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Berlin women
aid mission,
community

The theme of this year’s Federal
Women’s Week, Aug. 22—28, is
‘“Women: Mission Essential.”’

You don’t have to look far to see the
many examples of women in jobs that
aid the mission of the Berlin command
or add to the quality of life for the
Berlin community.

Two such examples are Capt. Donna
Souder, commander of the Signal Sup-
port Company, and Laura Rooks,
social activities director of the Morale
Support Activities Division (MSAD).

Souder, as commander, is responsi-
ble for the administrative and logistical
support for the personnel within her
company. Those personnel work in C-

In her more than four years of active
service, she has been a staff officer and
platoon leader in addition to her cur-
rent assignment.

Being a woman in a man’s Army
hasn’t been a problem in her career.
““There are men who resent women in
the Army. But it’s not a problem,”’
says Souder.

“It’s only a problem if you can’t
deal with it. I’ve had people say they
couldn’t work with a female officer.
But that’s their problem. It doesn’t af-
fect me or my job performance.’’

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MSAD, Rooks doesn’t feel that in-
stitutional discrimination is a problem
in her field. ‘““The recreation services
field is staffed mostly with females, so
I haven’t faced discrimination from
within my organization. In fact, I’ve
had male supervisors that have en-
couraged rather than hindered me in
my career.

“I have been faced with discrimina-
tion from outside the organization,
however,”’ says Rooks. ‘‘People will
call with a complaint and ask to speak
to my supervisor. They sometimes

have trouble believing that a woman
could be in charge.”’

Rooks is the overall supervisor for
the Dependent Youth Activities,
Recreation Centers and the Informa-
tion, Tour and Travel Office.

‘“In my job, each day is different. I
may have meetings to attend, a facility
to visit, reports to consolidate, pro-
grams to coordinate or a training
seminar to attend,’’ says Rooks.

These are only two examples of
women who provide significant con-
tributions to the command.

Red Cross clothing drive

The Berlin American community
pitched in this week to help the Ger-
man Red Cross with their annual
Clothing Drive.

Old and unwanted clothing was col-
lected from all over the American sec-
tor by trucks supplied by the Transpor-
tation Division.

‘““More than three rail cars or about

‘““We used 10 trucks in which we sup-
plied the drivers and the Red Cross
provided the help to load them,”’
Carpenter explained.

While the main American participa-
tion is over, anyone with clothes to
donate can call Transportation at 819-
3410 and ask to have them picked up.

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3rd Battalion TOC's in barn

Waking to the sound of crowing roosters and
crawling out of haylofts at daybreak is how the staff
of Headquarters, 3rd Battalion began three of four
days during their recent ARTEP in Wildflecken.

The unusual addition of the 3rd Battalion staff to
Herr Reinhardt Arnold’s farm outside of Bad
Neustadt, West Germany, provided residents with the
peculiar but interesting experience of observing a Tac-
tical Operations Center (TOC) at work.

Although they couldn’t fully understand the
scenario and were often puzzled by the continous flow
of troops from barn to woodline and vice versa, the
inhabitants carried on their daily activities as routine-
ly as curiosity would allow.

For the locals, the experience also provided a good
opportunity for German-American relations and gave
them an exciting experience to share with their

friends. The 3rd Battalion soldiers, showing ex-
emplary behavior, were well regarded by the members
of this rural community.

To those of the staff who participated in the exer-
cise, the experience provided an innovative approach
to conventional rural operations.

Despite operating in plain sight (although the TOC
was inside a barn), soldiers would often become con-
fused and, in some instances, they would get lost
while trying to locate the center, even when provided
with the exact location. After all, who would expect
to find the nerve center of the battalion operations in
a farmer’s back yard?

According to SSgt. Daryl King, this is a common
practice in conventional operations by units stationed
in West Germany. For the Berlin contingent,
however, the exercise was a new dimension in tactical
operations.

The exercise puts one tank at a time on the firing
line, firing with both the main gun and machine
guns at targets set at various distances.

The tankers are scored on main-gun
engagements by the number of shots it takes them
to hit the target. A first-round hit is scored as a
‘‘distinguished’’ engagement, a second-round hit is
scored as ‘‘qualified”” and a hit on the third round
is marked ‘‘unqualified.”’

It took the armor company a full week and
several hundred main-gun rounds to complete the
gunnery exercise, which also included a night-fire
course.

The tank gunnery tables are only fired once a
year, so it will be that long before other tankers
have the chance to challenge Green’s title as the
top tank of one of the largest armor companies in
the Army.
