papers.

Several other measures will be taken
to ensure safe highways and safe
holidays are enjoyed by everyone, ac-
cording to Capt. Walter Sutterlin,
alcohol and drug control officer here.

The Berlin Counseling Center has
recently acquired 35 breath analyzers
and have begun distributing them.
Company commanders, the Provost
Marshal’s office, and area club
managers will receive the instruments.

The breathalyzer is an instrument
for rapid on-the-spot checking of how
much alcohol is in the blood by
measuring the content on a subject’s
breath.

The instruments will be available in
area clubs for individuals who may
choose to check their breath-alcohol
content before deciding to drive home
or take public transportation.

Also, company commanders will be

directing breath analyzer tests under
the same circumstances as urinalysis.

Brig. Gen. Leroy N. Suddath, Jr.,
community commander, has pointed
out that soldiers who choose to drink
must also be prepared to accept the
possible consequences. Consequences
now include a driving while intoxicated
(DWI) charge stemming from an MP
roadside breathalyzer spot check.

Suddath asked that commanders set
the example. He also reminded
everyone that a DWI is punishable
under the Uniform Code of Military
Justice.

Area club managers are also being
asked to take an active role in
discouraging intoxicated personnel
from driving. To assist anyone who
cannot or should not drive home, the
military police and the area club
managers will provide courtesy
assistance rides home.

New CSM has tough plans, high expectations

“I knew that I was one of the choices for Berlin
Brigade command sergeant major, but I also knew
there was keen competition here in the city as well as
from West Germany,’’ said CSM Dennis D. Duncan.
“I hoped I would be chosen though.”’

He was selected. Duncan assumed responsibilities
of the Berlin Brigade command sergeant major on
Dec. 1.

Duncan admits that he has some tough plans for
the brigade as well as some high expectations. ‘“‘My
plans are to make this brigade the most professional
brigade in the United States Army.”’

“We often call ourselves ‘“The Home of the Profes-
sionals,”’ said Duncan. ‘‘But to truly be the ‘“Home
of the Professionals’’ requires every soldier in the
brigade to work hard to always be the best he can
be,”’

To be a professional soldier requires pride and
discipline, according to Duncan. ‘‘Pride in every
aspect of a soldier’s job and life. Every soldier’s con-

duct must be above reproach both on duty and off.
He must have pride in his country, his unit, and
himself,”’ added Duncan.

Duncan said that he believes women in the Army is
a good idea, but he does not yet foresee them in a
combat role. He added that they are a necessary part
of today’s Army.

Duncan offered some advice to soldiers here. He
said that they should study and know their job tac-
tically and technically. They should always try their
best at everything they attempt to do.

Duncan is not new to Berlin or the units here. In his
more than 24 years in the Army, Duncan has served
here before. He arrived in Berlin this time in October,
1976. He served in 2nd Battalion, Combat Support
Battalion and then as command sergeant major of 3rd
Battalion. His first assignment to Berlin was in 1959.

As command sergeant major of the brigade, Dun-
can is shouldering many responsibilities. But as he
puts it “‘I'm very proud and happy to serve in this
capacity.’’

Clearing the fog from marijuana

Marijuana has joined tobacco and alcohol as a ma-
jor, mass-consumed drug in the United States. Be-
tween 1965 and 1978, the use of marijuana reached an
all-time high.

In 1979, 31 percent of the nation’s 12- to 17-year-
olds had tried marijuana at least once. Young adult
use hit 68 percent, and use among those 26 and older
reached 20 percent of the total population.

Because of a lack of information, many people felt
marijuana use was harmless and should be
decriminalized. Eleven states removed the penalty for
possession of small amounts, and it was said that
marijuana soon would join alcohol and tobacco as a
“‘legal drug.”’

An about-face

However, in 1979 the trend toward legalization sud-
denly reversed. Decriminalization efforts weakened,
and in 1980 the U.S. Senate rejected a proposal that
would have decriminalized marijuana nation-wide.

The public’s assumption that marijuana was
relatively harmless, that few people would use it

heavily and that use would not lead to the abuse of
hard drugs like heroin was shown to be false.

Peril to youth

Research revealed that marijuana impairs the
lungs, the reproduction systems of both males and
females, and brain functions (short term memory and
learning skills). In addition to its physical effects, its
use has been clearly connected to the use of other
dangerous drugs, including heroin.

An even more alarming discovery was evidence that
marijuana use was epidemic among the younger,
more vulnerable people. While use rates soared
among youngsters, the THC content (potency) in
marijuana rose from roughly 0.2 percent in the mid-
sixties to more than four percent in 1980. Generally,
this meant that one ‘‘joint’’ in 1980 was equal to 20
joints in the sixties. And, 11 percent of the nation’s
18-year-olds were smoking an average of 3.5 joints
daily.

Creeping effects

The increase in marijuana use from six percent in

1975 to 11 percent in 1978, while alcohol use remained
unchanged, was alarming. Marijuana use had almost
doubled in four years, nearly double the rate of daily
drinking.

New research shows that experimental and recrea-
tional users neither notice nor feel marijuana’s effects
immediately. Only after prolonged and often heavier
use do some of the effects begin to show (impaired
learning ability, dwindling motivation, and upper
respiratory problems.) Over time, severe damage can
occur, but not many young people recognize the
symptoms and stop use in time to prevent some pro-
blems.

Where to turn
The evidence is available to anyone interested in
learning the facts. The Berlin Counseling Center,
located at McNair Barracks, will share it with you.

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Trees pose fire, safety threat

Christmas just isn’t Christmas
without a tree. Whether you prefer a
live tree or an artificial one, the Fire
Prevention Branch has a few safety
tips to keep in mind when putting up
and decorating your tree.

If you plan on buying a live tree,
don’t let it get dry and brittle, the Fire
Prevention Branch warns. A dry tree is
a fire hazard. Fresh needles will bend
between your fingers without breaking
where dry ones break easily and fall
off of the tree.

To keep your tree fresh longer, you
should cut the end diagonally one or
two inches above the original cut and
then place the tree in a sturdy, stable
holder with a wide base.

Fill the base with water and keep it

full while the tree is indoors. Fire
Prevention officials advise that you
find a place away from fireplaces,
radiatiors, other heat sources and out
of high walking traffic areas to put the
tree.

Artificial trees are much easier to
maintain than live ones. You don’t
have to check the water and best of all,
there are no needles to clean up. But
artificial trees can still be hazardous,
according to the Fire Branch.

Many artificial trees are made of
metal and pose no fire hazard in
themselves. However, when you string
your electrical lights on them you have
a potential shock hazard. Sharp metal
edges on the tree may cut the cord or
metal needles might touch an
electrically-charged component. Either

way, the whole tree becomes electrical-
ly charged.

Checking your tree and outside
lights each year is a good idea, says the
Fire Prevention Branch. You should
look at the wires to see if they have
become frayed; check for loose con-
nections, broken or cracked sockets;
and anywhere bare wires are exposed.
Any set of lights not in proper working
condition should be repaired or
thrown out.

When stringing lights on the tree,
they should be securely fastened onto
the branches. To keep from
overloading an extension cord, never
fasten more than three sets of lights
together and keep the connecting
joints away from the water supply of a
live tree.

If your artificial tree is made of
plastic, it can still pose a fire hazard.
Make sure it is made of slow-burning
material, advise Fire Prevention of-
ficials. No matter what kind of tree
you buy, use only lighting systems that
carry the Underwriters’ Laboratories
(UL) label.

Those pretty lights should always be
unplugged before going out of the
house and when you go to bed at night.

Although it may be traditional in
some households to decorate the tree
with wax candles, it’s not a good idea,
according to Fire Prevention officials.
Candles are one of the most serious
fire hazards during the holdidays.

The Fire Prevention Branch hopes
you'll use your common sense and
have a happy holiday.

New drug rules

WASHINGTON (ARNews) - Military legal of-
ficials have given commanders more disciplinary
authority over drug offenders. Under new rules, cer-
tain common drug-related offenses can now result in
a dishonarable discharge, reduction to the lowest
enlisted grade, loss of pay and allowances and con-
finement at hard labor for 15 years. The rules were
contained in Executive Order 12383, which became
effective Oct. 1.

What’s more, confinement and forfeiture can be in-
creased by five years if the military member commits
a drug offense at a missile launch facility, aboard a
vessel or aircraft, in a hostile-fire pay zone or in time
of war. The penalty also can be increased if the of-
fense was committed while on lookout or guard duty.

The new rules apply to military personnel who
wrongfully distribute, possess, use or manufacture
certain types of drugs. These new rules also stan-
dardize maximum possible punishments between the
services and bring maximum permissible military
sentences in line with those authorized by federal
civilian courts.

Shoplifters automatically lose their exchange
privileges for an minimum of six months plus they are
subject to civil or military disciplinary action.

Gen. Richard D. Murray, commander AAFES. ‘“We
have to make up losses and this could mean higher
prices for the honest customer.”’

the holiday lasts eight days. The first is
the one usually told.

When the Syrian-Greeks captured
the temple, they destroyed all the jugs
of oil that the high priest had prepared
for lighting the temple menora
(candelabrum). After the temple was
recaptured only one small jug still
bearing the unbroken seal of the high
priest could be found. This cruse or
Jug contained only enough oil to burn
for one day. Nevertheless, the high
priest kindled the menora and a
miracle happened — the menora flame
continued to burn for eight days.

To commemorate the event, it was
decided that from that time on the
holiday would be observed annually by
kindling lights for eight days and
Chanukkah became known as the
Feast (or Festival) of Lights.

One other reason given for the eight
days is that when the temple was recap-
tured it took eight days to rebuild the
altar and therefore the holiday is
observed for eight days.
