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St. Nick or Santa— who brings the goodies?

Who brings the goodies at Christmas? Of course,
it’s Santa Claus. But in Germany it’s the Christkindl,
the Christ Child. But before either of them make their
rounds on Christmas Eve, St. Nicholas has been there
and gone.

Dec. 6 marks the day when St. Nicholas, or St.
Nikolaus, visits German youngsters to leave his treats
in shiny shoes left outside the door. If the little ones
are good, they’ll find candy or nuts on the morning of
the sixth. If they aren’t, a switch will await their
discovery.

Germany’s St. Nicholas is the patron saint of
children. ‘‘Nicholas,’’ as he is commonly called, is an
advance Christmas messenger.

St. Nicholas and Santa Claus both have red clothes
and white beards, but Nicholas was originally dressed
as a bishop and is taller and ‘‘less plump’’ than the
American Santa Claus.

The original Saint Nicholas was an early Christian
bishop who presided over Myra, a city in Asia Minor
(now part of Turkey), in the fourth century. It is
believed that tales of the generous, child-loving
bishop were first carried to Europe by Dutch seamen.

Don’t drive drunk

With the season of parties upon us, many have a
tendency to imbibe a too much of the holiday spirits.
If you’ve had a too much to drink, the Provost Mar-
shal (PM) advises you to not attempt to drive.

Today, good Saint Nicholas is known all over the
world by many different names. In England he is
Father Christmas; in France, Pére Noel. In the
Netherlands he is known as Sinter Klaas. This name
brought to America by Dutch settlers, sounded like
Santa Claus to the ears of the English children there.
Thus Santa’s New World name came to be.

While his transformation of name is readily
understandable, tracing the development from staid
saint to our present chubby, jolly friend requires a bit
more study.

The original image is that of a bearded saint riding
a white horse and carrying a basket full of goodies.
The Dutch widened the waistline a bit, and substitued
breeches and a wide-brimmed hat for the saintly
robes. Santa received his sleigh and reindeer from a
Washington Irving story in 1809. He received a big
publicity boost in 1822 from Clement C. Moore’s
poem, ‘‘A Visit from St. Nicholas’’ (now called ‘“The
Night Before Christmas’’). It remained for Thomas
Nast, political cartoonist for ‘‘Harper’s Illustrated
Weekly,”” to present the white-bearded gentleman
with his red, fur-trimmed coat in 1881.

motorist will be asked to submit to a blood test at the
U.S. Army Hospital to measure the amount of
alcohol present in his or her blood, says the PM.
Refusal to take the test will result in the mandatory
revocation of driving privileges permanently even if
you are not found guilty of driving while intoxicated.
The best defense against losing your license is to not
drive after drinking, says the PM. If you don’t have
enough money for a taxi or bus, notify the military
police at 819-3512. When the mission permits, you’ll
be given a ride home courtesy of the Provost Marshal.

Crack your window

When the weather gets cold, people have a tendency
to keep their car windows closed, heating on full blast
and may even smoke at the same time. Oxygen
becomes a rare item in the car under these cir-
cumstances, according to G-1 safety officials.

Since our body needs oxygen to survive, it’s a good
idea to keep your car window open a little to get fresh
air, advise the officials. It might not to be too com-
fortable, but at least you won’t suffocate, they add.

You should be aware of any leaks, cuts or holes in
your car’s exhaust system. If you didn’t have it check-
ed out before the cold weather arrived, do it right
away, say safety officials. Carbon monoxide is a
treacherous gas. It is odorless, colorless, and tasteless.
It may sneak up on you without notice.

Phone changes

All telephone station announcers in the Federal
Republic of Germany (FRG) will be terminated on
Jan. 1, 1983. This means that when calling a military
community in the FRG, you must slowly dial all digits
without pausing for the voice that now says, for ex-
ample, ‘“Worms — dial your number.”’

in Europe and the station announcer termination is an
immediate change being instituted everywhere in Ger-
many as a part of that system.

The system is being introduced in early 1983 in
Munich with the activation of the first solid state full
featured computerized switch.

The system replaces the old mechanical switching
device now used and along with a separate cable
upgrade project, will provide phone users with faster
and higher quality service. The entire system,
however, is not scheduled to be completed until 1987.

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Patches, crests change over years

You put one on almost every time
your put on your uniform. You have
one on your fatigues and your Class
A’s. But did you know that the
shoulder sleeve insignia, the Berlin
Brigade patch, really is unique?

The first shoulder sleeve insignia
(SSI) worn here, other than the troop
units, was the I1st Airborne Army. On
Aug. 12, 1945 all personnel assigned to
the “‘Berlin District Headquarters”
were required to wear it.

On July 25, 1946 a new SSI, or
patch, was approved for wear in the
Berlin District. The new patch was a
yellow shield with a red border having
representation of the Brandenburg
Gate in black.

The Institute of Heraldry never ap-
proved the Berlin District patch and
sometime in the mid-1950’s the Euro-
pean Command patch started to be
worn. The U.S. European Command
patch is today worn as the U.S. Army
Europe patch. Unofficially a tab with
Berlin was worn and in 1960, the com-
mand was authorized an exception to
policy to have a patch made in one
piece instead of a separate Berlin tab.
That exception makes Berlin the only
unit in the Army to wear a patch that is
a variation of an active major comi-
mand patch.

Another type of insignia is the
distinctive unit insignia or as it is betler
known, the ‘‘unit crest.”’

Most people in the command know
the different ones worn here. But the
variations of those are strange when
compared to the original.

The 94th Field Artillery is well
known, but the crest with a lion
holding a flag is locally produced. The
Institute of Heraldry in Washington
never approved it, but like many
others Army-wide, it is worn.

Also the band once had a crest of its
own, with a lyre and the Brandenburg
Gate on it. It showed that the band was
Berlin’s.

One that only a few collectors seem
to have is the Berlin Radio Section.
With a radio tower over a representa-
tion of the city and the Letters BR on
it, who wore it and when is still up in
the air, but some old Berliners
remember it.

Another variation is the 2nd Battle
Group crest with a wreath of leaves
around it. The original battle group
crests were made of silver and painted.
They were made here in the city and
are almost like fine jewelry.

There are a few other crests floatmg
~ond that wer
fereni times. ‘The Berlin Sanitary

Engineers is only one of those kind.
No one seems to know what it looks
like but it is listed with three different
collector groups as a real, locally-made
and worn crest.

Some crests or maybe a patch, worn
here but not approved by the Army,
have probably been left out. But trying
to track down every patch and crest is
almost an impossible job.

Celebrate Silvester with traditional bang

In Germany, New Year’s Eve is known as Silvester.
Saint Silvester, the Roman Catholic saint of Dec. 31,

was a pope who died on that day in 355 A.D.

The new year is brought in with a bang in Germany
as brilliant fireworks are set off everywhere. On the
stroke of midnight the church bells ring out, then the
sky lights up as everyone celebrates.

Fireworks were first developed to a fine art by the
ancient Chinese and spread to Europe in the Middle
Ages. During the Renaissance and Baroque periods,
elaborate and costly public firework displays were
held on festive occasions. Not until the last century,
and especially recently, did smaller, private celebra-
tions, of the kind seen at New Year’s, occur.

Centuries ago, noise and fireworks were invoked to
drive away evil demons and spirits at this time of year.
Brave men went out at night with lighted torches and
cracking whips. In the more recent past, when
laborers and servants in some rural areas could only
change their employers at the year’s end, the occasion
would be celebrated not only with drinking and danc-
ing but also with pistol-shooting, whipcracking, and
other noisy displays.

This was not to chase away evil spirits, but simply
for the fun of it. And today, of course, noisy and col-
orful fireworks are used symbolically to maintain
tradition.

The display of all these fireworks has to be concen-
trated into a very short space of time for their use is
restricted by law to the hour after midnight on New
Year’s Eve. From a high vantage point, such as at
Teufelsberg, you will obviously get a spectacular view
of the first hour of the New Year being celebrated.

Christmas in Germany has an exclusively family at-
mosphere and places of entertainment are closed, but

New Year’s Eve is an occasion for going out and
celebrating with friends. Restaurants and dance halls
are open, as are theaters, many having parties for the
audience after the evening performance.

It is obviously a popular time for private parties too
and supplies of such items as streamers, balloons,
party hats, and good luck charms are readily available
in the shops to help things go with a swing.

Symbols of good luck in Germany include black
top-hatted chimney sweeps and pink pigs, as well as
horseshoes. Other customs and beliefs are brought
out in party games, which are still fun, even if their
origins have been lost.

‘Bleigiessen’, or lead pouring, is done to predict the
future. The ingredients, inexpensively available at
large stores, consist of a long-handled spoon and
small lumps of lead. Each party guest places a lump
of lead in the spoon, melts it over a candle flame, then
pours it quickly into a bowl of water. The forms and
shapes taken by the solidified lead are then inter-
preted to reveal what the coming year has in store.

There are numerous beliefs attached to the New
Year festival. Many people dress in clean or new
clothes and carry a large sum of money (without
necessarily spending it). They believe that if visitors
call unexpectedly on that day they will keep reappear-
ing throughout the year and, most importantly, the
doctor and pharmicist must be avoided.

If you set no store by these old customs and feel
that you can direct your own future, don’t forget that
this is the time of year for resolutions to be made —
and kept!
