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Two Berliners see bear again

In August 1961, a small white Berlin
bear and a postcard in a plastic bag
entwined the lives of one young
American and two Berliners. Now,
twenty years later, that same bear has
brought those three men together.

The story began when the Berlin
Wall went up on August 13, 1961. 1st
Lt. Edward S. Szvetecz was the ex-
ecutive officer of a rifle company in
the 1st Battalion, 18th Battle Group,
8th Infantry Division. As part of the
reinforcement of the Berlin Garrison,
Szvetecz’s unit was ordered to Berlin.
Vice President Lyndon Johnson arriv-
ed in Berlin on August 19 and on
August 20, in a show of Allied resolve,
American forces paraded through the
city.

For 25-year-old Szvetecz it was a
new experience. ‘‘It seemed as though
millions of Berliners lined the streets.
They threw us flowers and other

souvenirs. It was very emotional,””

said Szvetecz.

During that brief trip a small Berlin
Bear with a card welcoming the forces
to the city was thrown into his jeep. On
the card were the names of two young
Berliners.

He kept the bear and twenty years

later, now Colonel Szvetecz, Chief of
Staff, U.S. Army, Berlin, wanted to
meet the men who were so friendly and
thoughtful.

Szvetecz explains that his wife
Pamela played an important role in
keeping the bear.

““As a soldier I’ve always thought I
served my country in the effort to
preserve peace and freedom. Over the
years my wife Pamela and I kept that
bear because to us it was a physical
symbol of two men also hoped for
their freedom. I guess it was somewhat
inspirational,”” Szvetecz said.

The two Berliners, Gert Pruschke,
46, now an electrician, and 44-year-old
taxi driver, Horst Laemmche, were
very surprised to learn who Szvetecz
was and that he was trying to locate
them. Pruschke said, ‘“We’re glad that
he is an important man now, but we

While assigned to Company A, he
has served as a gunner, fire direction
center operator, the platoon leader’s
driver and since last November, he has
been the squad leader for a mortar
squad.

Customer questions bowling lanes policies

Dear Editor!

I am writing this letter because I care about how
people are used in the American community. There is
a small problem which I would like printed before it
gets to be a big problem. The subject I’m talking
about is the Berlin community bowling lanes.

I bowl in a couple of leagues up there and people
are so disappointed with the problems I am going to
bring up in this letter.

There are a lot of unhappy people that bowl in
leagues and open bowling also. The management at
the bowling center isn’t doing his job of being a

manager if he is never there or he’s out there bowling
and not taking care of his business in the right way.

Here are some of the main reasons for the problems
that someone should look into. I have, and it hasn’t
gotten me anywhere. I am asking for help.

— The poor management of the lanes.

— The increase of prices in bowling shoes, the last
couple of months. Bowling shoes went up from 10
cents to 25 cents without going up a nickel first.

— The poor lane conditions before leagues and for
open bowlers as well.

— The grit build up in the bowling area.

The management of the Berlin Sports Center Lanes
is consistent with and conforms to the ABC Standards
and the USAREUR Bowling Program. Every effort is
made to clean and oil the lanes before regular and
league bowling.

Rental shoes cost an average of $20 per pair and are
purchased with non-appropriated funds. At a rental
fee of 10 cents, a pair of shoes must be rented 200
times just to pay for the cost of the shoes. Rental shoe
fees were revised to more realistically cover replace-
ment cost.

Beer prices, like food, are raised periodically to ad-
just to wholesale price increases. Beer prices were last

increased in April 1981. Such increases are necessary
from time to time to enable the Bowling Center to
generate income adequate to meet payroll and opera-
tional expenses.

Fees and charges in all Morale Support Activities
facilities are not established unilaterally by MSAD,
but are approved by the Command Morale Support
Council and the Community Commander.

MSAD is pleased to receive this and all comments
and suggestions to enable us to correct and/or explain
management of your MSAD facilities.

Not a drop to drink

Monday morning chow was served as usual. Sick
call was held as usual, and maintenance was pulled on
downed vehicles as usual at Headquarters Company,
3rd Battalion.

The only thing that was not ‘‘as usual’’ was the
soldiers’ uniforms. They were wearing Mission
Oriented Protective Posture uniforms.

MOPP gear, as it is commonly called by the
soldiers, consists of gloves, Nuclear, Biological and
Chemical (NBC) boots, pants and shirts plus their
protective masks.

According to Sp4 Fred Kappler, training NCO,
Headquarters Company, soldiers are required to have
MOPP training at least six hours per year. He says the
training is important to get soldiers used to working in
a MOPP environment and using their equipment
while wearing the suit.

The training began at 4:30 a.m. with a muster for-
mation. Each soldier was told that for the next six
hours he would be in a contaminated environment.
After donning their gear, the soldiers continued their
regular duties.

Soldiers did not go into this training ‘‘cold turkey’’.
They had spent an hour each day in MOPP gear the
week before their acclimatization training.
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Jrd Battalion soldiers perform
mission despite ‘unusual’ gear

““We had to wear MOPP clothing to cook breakfast
this morning,’” said Sp4 Alan Harshaw. ‘‘It was hard
to do sometimes, and the steam from the kettle we
used to cook the creamed beef in fogged the eyepieces
of our masks.”’

Comments from other soldiers supported the fact
that working while wearing MOPP gear was difficult.

“This training made me realize that working in
MOPP gear sure can be rough at times,’’ said medic
Sp4 Felipe Smith. ‘It was hard to see what I was do-
ing and since I had my gloves on. I had to slow down
on some of the things I did.”’

Harshaw, a cook, discoverd he could do his job
after all. When he first put on his equipment, he
wasn’t too sure. He said he not only learned about the
equipment but about himself as well.

When the six-hour training finally came to an end
and the soldiers were allowed to remove their MOPP
gear, the general consensus was that the training was
good.

One of the soldiers seemed to sum up the training
when he said, ‘““Maybe one day I’ll have to operate in
a tactical situation, and then I’ll know how to do it.
But what’s more important is I’'ll know that I can do
it, thanks to this MOPP training.”’

Engineers can change bad water to good

Probably one of the things we most
often take for granted as we train here
in Berlin is what we drink — water.
But in sustained combat, particularly
if chemical warfare has been initiated,
a stable and dependable water supply
will be critical to the Berlin Brigade.

The water purification section of the
42nd Engineer Company trains to meet
this important mission to provide
purified water for the brigade.

The section, consisting of two water
purification units (WPUs) and four
personnel when at full strength, has
the capability to set up and purify up
to 1,500 gallons of water per hour.

Part of the mission of the water
purification section is to recon areas
for an acceptable site in which they can
operate. Section sergeant Joseph
Rochford explained, ‘A running
stream at least three feet wide and
three feet deep is ideal. We also must
look for areas which can handle the
storage bladders and traffic expected
at the site.”’

Finding the water is only the first
step towards purifying it. Initial tests
must be made on water samples to
determine how the water will be
treated during the purification process.

PFC Thomas Hayes, another
member of the section, explained some
of the tasks. ““We run tests for acidity
and alkaline levels, as well as for water
hardness.”” Based on the results of the
tests, they determine the amount of
chemicals needed to purify the water.

Sgt. Joseph Rochford reviews operat-

After the necessary tests are com-
pleted, the purifying process can
begin.

Pvt.2 David Hoepker normally runs
the WPU. The unpure water is fed into
the unit with an electric pump. It then
goes through aspirator nozzles (which

release gasses that would slow the
purification process) and into a tank
which contains chemicals and material
which kill bacteria and filters out solid
particles. The clean water from the
tank is then pumped through an earth
filter to obtain 98 percent pure water.

In addition to its major mission of
purifying water, the section also has an
additional responsibility. They
transport, operate, and maintain the
SANATOR  decontamination ap-
paratus for Combat Support Bat-
talion. During the last trip to Grafen-
woehr, the section provided water and
operated the equipment necessary to
support the personnel and equipment
decontamination operations for the
battalion.

More recently, the section braved
the cold and ice to run a personnel
decontamination site for Combat Sup-
port Battalion’s NBC training.

The water purification section of the
42nd engineer company has an impor-
tant mission in support of the Berlin
Brigade. Although often taken for
granted, the availability of purified
water cannot be forgotten. In the
Berlin Brigade, engineers stand ready
to meet the challenge to provide pure
water in time of need.

It’s ARTEP time again for 2nd Bat-
talion soldiers — this one has a new
twist!

There they captured the city with some
aggressive fighting tactics and then

Selective Service will
grant grace period to

enroll without penalty

February is National Children’s Dental Health
month, and we all know regular dental care is of the
utmost importance. But, we sometimes forget how
large a role parents play in teaching children good
dental hygiene.

Doctor Robert Childress, Berlin DENTAC’s
pedodentist, said, ‘““If parents practice good oral hy-
giene habits — brushing, flossing and so forth — and
are at ease going to the dentist, they will more than
likely have a better time with the child.”” An adult
with a lot of fears will inadvertently pass them on to
the child. ‘“Parents with dental problems,’’ continued
Dr. Childress, ‘““must make a conscious effort not to
pass their inhibitions on to a child.”’

Ideally, a child’s first dental visit should take place
between the age of two and three, when all the baby
teeth have broken through the gums. This is normally
a get acquainted session, to make future dental visits
as positive an experience as possible.

The poorest time, psychologically, to bring a child
for his initial introduction to the dentist, and to dental
care, is when the child is suffering with a toothache.
“It’s a real tough time for the child, for the dentist,
and for many parents because there’s no way to ease
into dental care in that situation,”’ said Dr. Childress.

“It’s better if the child is already familiar with the
dentist’s office when an emergency situation
develops.”’

Some important points to remember when taking a
child to the dentist are:

® Never bribe your child to go to the dentist. This
will signify to the child that there is danger ahead.

® Do not promise the child what the dentist is or is
not going to do. The dentist should not be placed in a
compromising position where he is limited in what he
can do for the child.

® Keep your personal fears from being voiced in
front of your child. The primary cause of ‘‘fear of
dentistry’’ in children is hearing their parents com-
plain about their own dental experiences.

® Never shame, scold, or ridicule to overcome fear
of dental treatment, or use dentistry as a threat of
punishment.

® Once at the dental office let child go into the care
of the dentist. Do not attempt to follow the child to
the treatment room unless specifically requested to do
so by the dentist.

Positive reinforcement from parents, and early and
routine dental visits, can serve to develop in children a
healthy attitude toward dental care which they will
have throughout their lifetime.

The Director of Selective Service in
Washington has announced that young
men who should have register-
ed with the Selective Service System
before Jan. 8, but did not do so, will
be granted a grace period until Feb. 28.
During this period, these men may
register without fear of prosecution for
late registration.

Men born between Jan. 1, 1960 and
the end of 1963 should already have
registered and are eligible to take ad-
vantage of the grace period. Men born
in 1964 should now be registering
within thirty days before or after their
18th birthday.

Those who fail to meet their obliga-
tion to register by the end of the grace
period will be subject to prosecution.
Failure to register is a felony
punishable by a maximum penalty of
$10,000 fine and/or five years im-
prisonment.

In Berlin, men may register at the
U.S. Consulate General at 170
Clayallee, Building 2 of Clay Head-
quarters. Active duty members of the
Armed Forces are not required to
register, but members of the reserves
or National Guard in the relevant age
groups must do so.

Renew USAREUR Privilege cards — Old cards expire March 31

All holders of the red and white USAREUR

Privilege Authorization Card will need a new privilege
card to use military facilities beginning April 1.

According to AG Personnel Actions Chief, CW02
W.J. Hughes, the current privilege card (AR form
174-1) will expire March3l. A New USAREUR
Privilege and Identification Card (AE Form 174) will
replace it. The new card will be yellow.

Local AG officials have designated Feb. 16—
March 31 as the reissue period. Hughes expects Berlin
to issue about 1600 new cards during this time.

The command has established a separate office to
issue new cards and has specified times during which

individuals may apply for the new card. The times
correspond to the initial of the sponsors’ last name,
according to the schedule below:

Monday: A—F (first letter last name)

Tuesday: G—L

Thursday: M—S

Friday: T—Z

The cards will be issued in Room 101, Building 4,
Clay Headquarters, from 8 a.m. until 4 p.m. They will
not be issued in AG Customer Service during this
special issue period.

To receive a new card, individuals must submit a
correctly completed application, AE Form 3412. If an

individual is receiving the privilege card as a result of
employment, he/she must have section three of the
application verified by a captain or GS-9 or higher,
with a valid signature card on file with AG. In-
dividuals must also have their passport and old
privilege card with them at time of application.

The new privilege cards will be authorized in
facilities as soon as they are issued. The red and white
card will not be valid for use after March 31 regardless
of the expiration date on the card.

Active duty personnel and Department of Defense
civilians and their family members are not affected by
this change.
