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International license
available for drivers

International Drivers’ Licenses may be obtained
from the USBER Public Safety Police Liaison Of-
fice, Room 1126, Building 1, General Lucius D.
Clay Headquarters. Application forms, which may
be picked up and prepared there will be processed
Monday through Friday between 9a.m. and 2 p.m.
except on U.S. and German Holidays.

Applicants must apply in person and have in
their possession a valid USAREUR Privately Own-
ed Vehicle Operator’s License, and a 4x5cm
photo.

The license costs DM7.70. The Police Liaison
Officer will not make change, so bring the exact
amount in German currency only. The completed
license will normally be ready for pick-up the
following week.

In the event an applicant requires an Interna-
tional Driver’s License sooner, applicants may ap-
ply directly at the West Berlin Police Station at
Friedrichstrasse 219/220, 1000 Berlin 61.

CID training offered

The United States Army Criminal Investigation
Command (CID) is looking for soldiers to train for
many special agent positions throughout the
world.

CID is the Army’s sole investigative agency for
serious crimes committed by or against members
of the Army. The command also provides protec-
tive service to Department of Defense officials.

Any qualified service member on active duty may
apply for the special agent program. The basic re-
quirements are that the applicant must be a U.S.
citizen, at least an E-4, and 21 years old. In addi-
tion the prospective agent should have two years
college or equivalent, a minimum GT score of 110
and a passing score on the physical fitness test, and
six months law enforcement experience.

Looking for a way to lose those unwanted pounds
sensibly? TOPS may be the solution for you!

No, TOPS is not an acronym for First Sergeants.
TOPS means Take Off Pounds Sensibly, and it has
provided invaluable aid to many Berlin active duty
service members who have been close to, or have ex-
ceeded the Army’s weight limitations.

One such service member has truly proven the
TOPS method to be a successful one.

SSG Joseph P. Tavares, PAC supervisor for the 4th
Battalion, has the highest regard for the TOPS Pro-
gram and the people who make it work.

““The Program is beneficial because of the support
that you give to each other,”” commented Tavares.
““This support really helps a person to stay on his
diet.”

In September 1979, Tavares weighed in at over 240
pounds. In an individual attempt to lose some of the
excess weight, he only managed to drop 25 pounds.

In August of last year, after coming very close to be
barred to reenlistment, Tavares decided that it was
time to take serious action.

Tavares sought the support of the TOPS members.
As one of the few active, full-time male participants
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e ‘'em off

he started on his way toward his goal of 188 pounds,
which would take him off the Army Weight Control
Program. His ultimate personal goal is to get down to
168 pounds.

TOPS is primarily a club where all of the members
have the same common goal — Taking Off Pounds
Sensibly, using a group therapy procedure similar to
that of Alcoholics Anonymous.

The second phase of the program is to Keep Off
Pounds Sensibly.

TOPS has no recommended club diet or exercise
program. All members must consult with their physi-
cian and/or dietician before joining TOPS.

For individuals who can’t make it to TOPS
meetings, they can get in touch with Tavares who is
assisting the 4th Battalion weight control NCO. He
will talk to soldiers about TOPS and how to control
their weight.

Bridge over any waters

Berlin soldiers
travel to Alps

Members of the 4th Battalion recently returned
from the Italian Alps where they received three
weeks of cold weather training from 1st Battalion
(Airborne) 509th Infantry in Vincenza, Italy.

What was defined by the 509th as an ‘‘exchange
of favors,”’ united select members of the 4th Bat-
talion with the 509th to learn the importance of
proper cold weather survival tactics and pro-
cedures.

“Everyone now has a basic understanding of
survival in sub-zero temperatures,’”” noted SFC
Milton Greenway, NCOIC of 4th Battalions scout
platoon. ‘“We also gained much valuable
knowledge on alpine and cross-country skiing
techniques.”’

Some of the skills learned while in the Alps in-
cluded the proper wearing of cold weather
clothing, the assembling and disassembling of an
artic tent, and patrolling with snowshoes. The 4th
Battalion soldiers even learned how to build snow
caves and set up defensive fighting positions in an
artic environment.

The last week of training, included a composite
field training exercise conducted by the training
cadre. The 4th Battalion soldiers were given the
opportunity to apply many of their new skills dur-
ing this closing exercise.

assault boats, and tons of supporting equipment
(repair kits, anchorage systems, and camouflage
systems to name a few).

Calling the section a ‘‘ribbon bridge’’ section is
somewhat misleading. Using organic equipment the
section actually constructs a four-float raft out of rib-
bon bridge components. ‘‘If we had enough bays we
could literally bridge the Wannsee. Now we raft
across it’” according to Sgt. Craig Thomas, the assis-
tant section sergeant.

Last year the section participated in numerous
training exercises to improve the teamwork required
to build a raft quickly and safely. Actually, the opera-
tion is quite exciting to watch. The trucks back up to
the edge of the water; the huge bays raise up on one
end; then splash! The bay has rolled off the vehicle,
hit the water, and flipped open to make a platform.
The crew quickly connect the sections together and
presto — a raft capable of carrying a tank! ‘“‘I’ve en-
joyed the training here, although I'll never get enough
time out on the water’’ said Sp4 Michael ‘‘Red’’ Mar-
tin. ‘“‘But we’ve had some good opportunities to train
— especially on Tri-partite Exercises like Dakota
Brave this past fall.”” The section also gets the op-
portunity to train on other skills required of the 12C
(Bridge Specialist) MOS besides those on ribbon
bridging. In August, the section linked up with 541st
Engineer Company and 130th Engineer Brigade to
practice Mobile Assault Bridging Skills. Again in
October the section participated in BRIDGEX 1981,
an annual bridging exercise held in Hanau, FRG.
There the section familiarized themselves on a variety
of 12C Soldier’s Manual tasks to include Bailey and
Class 60 bridge.

The mission of the section doesn’t stop at rafting
friendly units across water obstacles. ‘“We touch all
the bases — from operating boats to placing demoli-
tions and mines. Our skills are somewhat similar to
12B’s (Combat Engineers) in many respects’’ said Sp4
Terry Cope. The section can also use bridge
transporters for hauling. If the bridge bays are not be-
ing carried, a pallet will be. The pallet can be loaded
with gear, equipment to training materials for use by
the company on Field Training Exercises.

The engineer’s Ribbon Bridge Section may not get
the visibility or recognition of other elements in the
Berlin Brigade, but their mission is certainly as impor-
tant: To support the Berlin Brigade in its crossing of
water obstacles.

1823, by a student named William Ellis
at Rugby College, England. While in-
volved in an English football game,
which allowed only kicking the ball, he
was upset at being unable to kick it, so
he picked the ball up and carried it
down the field.

Needless to say, this upset the of-
ficials, and he was criticized by
everyone. However, the idea of carry-
ing the ball caught on with the spec-
tators and players alike. Soon after the
incident, the play grew into a new form
of football which was appropriately
named rugby after the college where it
was first played. A memorial was later
erected at Rugby to honor Ellis as the
founder of the game.

Today, the sport is popular around
the world. American rugby teams are
very popular, and have proved
themselves, over the years by winning
several world championships.

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Runners — take time to prepare

Running is a sport that has taken a tremendous
upswing in participation in recent years. And, in
Berlin, since the days are getting longer and the
weather milder, seasonal runners are once again tak-
ing to the streets and the Grunewald to enjoy one of
the most natural, healthy, and inexpensive sports
available.

If you are a novice runner, or have never taken up
running in a serious way, perhaps now would be the
best time, with 1982 being dubbed the ‘‘Year of Army
Fitness.”’” If you decide to become a dedicated runner
there are several things you should consider before
hitting the cobblestones.

First and foremost, start slowly. Look at the sport
as more recreationa than competitive. A good pace
for the beginning runner is 20 minutes a day, three
days a week.

Use your own judgement when deciding on when or
where to run. Some runners prefer to run first thing in
the morning, others prefer to run later in the day.
Whatever your preference you should give yourself
about 15 minutes to do some stretching exercises
before running.

Some runners take longer to loosen up than others,
again use your better judgement. Stretching can be
done by facing a building or other immoveable object

and pushing with one leg in front of the other as if
you were trying to move the object. Just a few
seconds of this exercise, first on one foot and then on
the other will help you to stretch out properly.

After you feel as though you have done enough
stretching, you are ready to start running. Consider-
ing of course that you are dressed properly.

Running shoes don’t have to be expensive, but they
do have to be running shoes. Select a shoe that has a
very thick padded sole. Trying to run in court shoes or
tennis shoes is like trying to out-swim a shark. It can
be very painful and dangerous. There is a very ob-
vious difference between training shoes and racing
shoes. Training shoes are what you are looking for if
you want to be a recreational runner. Racing shoes

*are very light with very little padding in the sole. If

you try on a pair of shoes that feel as though there
was nothing to them, then you probably have racing
shoes.

Once again use your better judgement when it
comes to wearing sweats or a warm-up suit. If it is
cold outside, say less than 30 degrees fahrenheit, itisa
good idea to wear some kind of cold weather clothing,
especially for your hands, ears, and head. (If the
weather is warmer, you may want to wear just shoes,
shirt, and shorts.)

If you wear cold weather clothing, it is better to
wear several layers of light materials, than one thick
layer of a warm material. That way once your body
gets warm you may easily adjust the clothing for com-
fort.

So, now you know all that you need to become a
recreational runner, right? Well not everything. But
there are many recreational and competitive runners
in Berlin who can give you more details. Larry Seals
