New courts-martial manual simplifies military law

A new manual for courts-martial designed to
simplify military justice for commanders went into ef-
fect Aug. 1.

The manual, last revised in 1969, outlines the court-
martial process, and defines the offenses which are
punishable by an Article 15 of the Uniform Code of
Military Justice or a court-martial.

The new manual has streamlined the punitive arti-
cle section, which defines offenses, by placing all
necessary information about a particular offense in
one place.

““The old manual was difficult for commanders to
use, because it was so cumbersome in the way it was
laid out,”” said Capt. Robert A. Small, chief of
criminal law, Office of the Staff Judge Advocate. He

said it has been re-written ‘‘so a commander or
anyone could pick up a manual and understand it on
their own, without having to consult a laywer.”’

The biggest change in the manual, according to
Small, is in the way it is organized. A commander can
now follow the rules for a courts-martial in
chronological order, from the time of the suspected
offense to the end of the trial.

Another change in military law that went into effect
Aug. 1 is a revision of Army Regulation 27-10 (the
Military Justice Regulation). This change reduces the
time allowed for appeals of Article 15 punishments
from 15 to five days, and eliminates detention of pay
as an authorized puinishment.

Another change to AR 27-10 also initiate the Vic-
tim/Witness Assistance Program. The program is

designed to help victims through the trial process and
to help witnesses understand their role in courts-
martial.

The Legal Assistance Office in the Office of the
Staff Judgel Advocate, will coordinate the Vic-
tom/Witness Assistance Program locally.

The recent changes have been in the works since
1980. They were made under the direction of the
Judge Advocate’s General of the four military ser-
vices, and the General Counsel, Department of
Defense. The actual revisions were made by the Joint
Service Committee or Military Justice.

The changes in the manual for court-materials or
military regulations were written by the services and
signed into law as Executive Orders by the President,
as Commander-in-Chief, according to Small.

Grif-
fin’s other education includes comple-
tion of the Advanced Course, Naval
School of Command and Staff, 1968,
graduation from George Washington
University with a master’s degree in in-
ternational relations, 1968, and
graduation from the National War
College, 1978.

Troops set up new defense

Soldiers of Comapny A, 4/502 dig in to prepare their defensive positions
during the Combat in the City Standard Defense exercise

Defense was the name of the game
earlier this week as Company A, 4-
502nd Inf. perfected their ability to
carry out their city-orientied defense
mission in a combat-in-cities standard
defense exercise at Doughboy City.

The exercise, which is new to the
Brigade this year, is also considered to
be excellent training for the September
ARTEPs, according to Ist Sgt. Joseph
Walker. ‘““Everything worked out
well,”” Walker said of the three-day
training. “‘If we can do the same thing
at the ARTEP next month I feel we’ll
be very successful.”’

The defense is designed to put a
company through procedures it would

undergo to adequately defend a given
position in a certain period of time, ac-
cording to 2nd Lt. David Ecton. ‘‘It
also teaches us how to organize pro-
perly in preparation for defense,’’ he
added.

One of the special features of the
defense was a TOW anti-tank weapon
system, which, according to Walker,
“‘provides the defense with the capaci-
ty for long range anti-tank engage-
ment.’’

For Co. A, this was the second time
they had set up this particular defense,
and they are the only company in the

brigade ever to do it. The other time

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Community holds reunion, fair

Community problems and local support services
will be the focus of the first Berlin Family Reunion
and Community Fair, to be held Sept. 6 to 8 at the
Harnack House and Truman Plaza. The Family Reu-
nion will be devoted to the discussion and resolution
of community issues on Sept. 6 and 7 at the Harnack
House. The Community Fair will feature private
associations and community support services
available to the community, and will be held at
Truman Plaza on Sept. 8.

According to Capt. Michael J. Ryan, chief of the
Community Life Branch and action officer of the reu-
nion and fair, the reunion was established in response
to the needs of the community.

“The purpose of the Family Reunion is to address
problems that were discovered by a survey given last
winter,”” Ryan said. ‘‘It will seek to address these pro-
blems and come up with corrections.’’

The six topics to be explored during the reunion will
be drug and alcohol abuse, transition of new members
into the community, improving community
togetherness, distractions to ‘‘the good life’’ in
Berlin, improving the community chain of command,
and dealing with family member abuse and miscon-
duct. Six action groups, each made up of roughly 20
invited members of the community, will discuss the
topics and will conclude with presentations of their
proposed corrections.

The Family Reunion gets its name from the
organizers’ desire to reflect the closeness of the Berlin
community. ‘““We felt ‘symposium’ or some similar ti-
tle would be too lofty for this event,”” Ryan said.
““This is the Berlin community, and we want to cap-
ture the feeling of togetherness all genuine com-

munities have. And the best example of togetherness
is a family reunion.”’

The reunion begins at noon, Sept. 6, with registra-
tion. The U.S. Commander, Berlin, makes an in-
troductory address at 1 p.m., followed at 1:25p.m.
with a keynote speech by Claude L. Martin, European
Command, on methods of reducing drug and alcohol
abuse. The Community Commander introduces the
action groups at 2:15 p.m., and the groups begin their
discussions at 3 p.m. The day concludes with a social
mixer at 4:30 p.m. The action groups meet again on
Sept. 7 from 8:30 to 11:30a.m. At 2p.m. the groups
present their action plans, and at 4 p.m. the reunion

ends with closing remarks by the Community Com-
mander. With the exception of the action group
discussions and social mixer, all events are open to the
public.

Events continue Sept. 8 with the Community Fair
from 10a.m. to Sp.m.

Thirty private associations and 19 community sup-
port activities are scheduled to have booths at the fair.
Among the private associations will be the Rod and
Gun Club, the Atari Computer Club, and the Bear-a-
cudas. The American Red Cross, Army Community
Services, and Outdoor Recreation MSAD are some of
the community support activities to be represented at
the fair.

“We would like the various clubs to have as much
hardware out there as possible,”” Ryan said. “For ex-
ample, we would like the computer club to have com-
puters displayed so people can have a chance for some
hands-on demonstration.”’

The fair is open to all members of the community,
and single servicemembers are especially welcome.

they got practice in this procedure was
in March, at the Allied Forces FTX.
Their excution will serve as a model for
other companies in the brigade, in-
cluding Co. B, 4-502, who will set it up
next week.

According to Capt. Bret Dalton, the
company commander, they’ve also in-
vited Col. Frank S. Adams, Deputy
Brigade Commander and G-3, for ‘“‘a
walk-through so we can show them
how we have translated the written
standards and priorities into the actual
execution of defense.”’

But the soldiers felt that the training
was worth the price due to the great
learning opportunities it afforded. ‘‘It
not only helps the new guys but it also
helps the guys that have done it before
keep up on the new methods of
combat-in-cities training.”’

NFL preview: Raiders tops in '84

With all due respect to the USFL, the real 1984
football season is about to begin.

Miami and Auburn started the college season Mon-
day night, and this weekend the NFL kicks off its
regular-season slate. As usual, once the action begins,
many of the preseason predictions will fall by the
wayside. Already the college polls have had to change
their standings after Miami’s 20-18 defeat of Auburn.
The Associated Press, among others, had picked
Auburn for the national championship. So much for
the wisdom of the experts. Maybe what’s needed is
the intuition of amateurs.So in the spirit of armchair
quarterbacks everywhere, here goes—one fan’s picks
for NFL football ’84.

NFC EAST

1. Washington: Despite being blown out in the
Super Bowl by Oakland, the Redskins remain the
class of the NFC—or at least the NFC East. Joe
Theismann is getting a little old, but his performance
doesn’t show it.

2. Dallas: For the first time in years, the Cowboys
look vulnerable. Quarterback is still up for grabs bet-
ween Danny White and Gary Hogeboom, and the
heart of the defense, Randy White, sat out the entire
preseason because of a contract dispute. Give Tom
Landry’s troops a distant second.

3. St. Louis: The Cardinals surprised a lot of peo-
ple with their strong showing in the second half of last
season. Neil Lomax-to-Roy Green is one of the best
pass combinations in football. The Card’s defense has
improved, but it’s still not top notch yet.

4. New York: The team without a quarterback.
Phil Simms is too injury-prone to rely on, and Jeff
Hostetler may be too raw a talent to take the Giants
anywhere this year. More good defense, but don’t ex-
pect much offense.

5. Philadelphia: Where’s Dick Vermeil when you
need him? New coach Marion Campbell’s Eagles were
woeful on offense last year, and even worse on
defense.

NFC CENTRAL

1. Chicago: Jim McMahon is turning into a fine
pro quarterback, and Walter Payton is simply the
sweetest runner in the NFL. Chicago looks like the
best in a weak division.

2. Detroit: Somehow the Lions made it to the
playoffs last season. Their quarterbacks are suspect,
their star running back is inconsistent, and their
defense has no standouts to speak of. They won’t be
back this year.

3. Green Bay: The Pack can put on some awesome
aerial displays, but poor Vince Lombardi must turn
over in his grave at the sight of Green Bay’s feeble
defense. Lynn Dickey, James Lofton, and John Jef-
ferson will score a ton of points, but the defense will
allow even more.

4. Minnesota: New coach Les Steckel has turned
Bud Grant’s country club paradise into a mini-Fort
Benning. It won’t help. Tommy Kramer throws too
many junk passes for the Vikes to overtake the more
potent offenses in the division.

5. Tampa Bay: This team is bad. Well, only the of-

~ fense is really bad. With Lee Roy Selmon and Hugh

Green leading the way, the Bucs’ defense is respec-
table. But that offense has got to go. So does coach
John McKay.

NFC WEST

1. Los Angeles: Last season John Robinson proved
again that he’s one of the best coaches in the business.
Of course it helps when your quarterback is Vince
Ferragamo and your running back is Eric Dickerson.
The Rams aren’t good enough to go to the Super
Bowl yet, but they’re tough enough to eke out the
championship of a bruising division.

2. San Francisco: Second place is a toss-up bet-
ween the 49ers and the Saints. Joe Montana and
Dwight Clark are almost unstoppable when they’re
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hot, and no team has a better cornerback duo than
Ronnie Lott and Eric Wright. Give it to the 'Niners.

3. New Orleans: The Saints were another surprise
last season. Credit coach Bum Phillips for a patient
job of rebuilding. Unfortunately, there’s still too
much instability at quarterback for the Saints to win
the division.

4. Falcons: William Andrews is out of Atlanta’s
lineup with an injury, and that hurts the Falcon’s
already-slim hopes for a playoff spot.

3. Pittsburgh: No Terry Bradshaw, no Cliff
Stoudt. Coach Chuck Noll must rely on former
Dolphin quarterback David Woodley to lead the
Steelers. Sorry, Chuck.

4. Houston: Now we come to the really bad part.
The Oilers have fallen into complete disarray ever
since Bum Phillips was fired. New quarterback War-
ren Moon will try very hard to pump some life into
this team and prove that his great statistics from
Canada weren’t a mirage. Earl Campbell is one of the
game’s best runners, but his teammates don’t give
him much help.

AFC WEST

1. Oakland: You can’t argue with success. The
Raider’s stunning Super Bowl victory proved they’re
the NFL’s best. With Marcus Allen in the backfield,
even the creaking Jim Plunkett can take the Raiders
to another Super Bowl victory.
