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4-502nd Inf. ready
for ARTEP mission

At a glance, there appeared to be a
mass confusion of troops in the suddenly
busy quarters at McNair barracks. But a
closer look revealed that something spe-
cial was going on.

The Army Readiness Training Evalua-
tion Program was officially underway,
and for the next several days, the soldiers
of the 4th Battalion, 502nd Infantry
would undergo extensive training. Their
efforts would also be closely monitiored
for the purpose of determining the strong
and weak points of the training program
in the Brigade, according to 1st Sgt. Jack
Wayne, of Co. C, 4th Battalion, 502nd
Inf.

The alert warning sounded at approx-
imately 4:25a.m. Monday, and the
soldiers prepared to hit the field quickly
and efficiently. Within minutes of the
warning, the empty hallways of the bar-
racks were soon filled with troops, each
knowing exactly what was expected of
him. They were ready.

Military vehicles of all types awaited
the arrival of the troops outside the bar-
racks, and soon they were also filled,
with not only soldiers but also supplies
for the five-day mission. Everything was
proceeding according to plan. And any
deviation from the expected was quickly
rectified by the dozens of NCO’s on
hand, who paced furiously around the
compound, keeping the troops on their

toes. They were ready to motivate, but
the troops didn’t appear to need that extra
push on this morning.

This dedication was merely what was
expected out of a soldier in the Berlin
Brigade, according to SFC Bruce Mar-
vin, a platoon sergeant in Co. C. “With
99 percent of the soldiers here, all you
have to do is tell them what to do and
they’ll do it with no problem,” Marvin
said. **And we feel that these are the best
troops in the entire Brigade.”

The soldiers were given two hours to
get everything ready to move out to
Doughboy City, the initial site of the
training, but the precision and dedication
of the troops involved paid off as they cut
15 minutes off their allotted time.
“Everything went great,”” Wayne said of
the soldiers effective reation to the alert.

““So far we haven’t had any problems.”

Upon arriving at Doughboy, the first
part of the ARTEP invelved the setting up
of the Combat in the City Standard De-
fense. ““The idea behind the defense is for
the soldiers to pace themselves in order to
be able to do large amounts of work in a
short period of time,”” Wayne said.

The key word, of course. is work, and
from filling sandbags to fortifying de-
fensive positions, the soldiers knew they
had plenty of it ahead of them. But they
carried on, seemingly undaunted by the
scope of the mission they were tasked to

“We're learning what it’s like to stay

“It’ll get
tough, but our spirits are high.”

Hard work and diligence are always
important to a mission, but at ARTEP
time, pride is an equally strong factor.
“We're out to set the standard for the rest
of the Brigade,” Wayne said. And if the
rest of the ARTEP goes as well as the
first day’s acitivities, it will be a pretty
high standard indeed.

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Berlin Zoo offers many pleasures

It’s just after feeding time in the Big
Cat House, and two swaying Siberian tig-
ers roar. They answer each other’s song
only to be upstaged by the dramatic ba-
ritone of a neighboring lion. He thrusts
and twists his head, shakes his command-
ing mane as small children (and big
children in the guise of protecting. par-
ents) run to witness this rousing aria.

Quiet pleasures

West Berlin’s Zoological Gardens
offer quieter pleasures as well. If soo-
thing peace and quite are what you crave
after a stressful week, then a stroll around
the miniature lakes, through the cool
gardens and ancient oaks, which will
calm the most discordant nerves. Berlin’s
200 is one of the best known in the world.
Its reputationi partially based on the in-
novative care the animals receive, suc-
cessfil breeding, and the natural land-
scaped animal enclosures. Uniquely
located in the heart of the city, the main
entrance to the Zoological Gardens is ac-
ross the street from the Zoo Bahnhof on
Hardenbergplatz. Fortunately the zoo is
open to the public all year, for it would
take several visits and many hours too see
and experience all of the zoo’s value.

One of the most pleasing aspects of the
2% 15 s VUARSSr MM ALRSUFS,
conveniently free from bars and heavy
fences. The zoo has been architecturally
designed to simulate natural habitants. A
pride of lions bask on natural sandstone
hills; a herd of Barbary Sheep trek a

miniature mountain, while a family of
Baboons play and primp on rocky cliffs.
With their hammy talent to tickle crowds,
seals glide through clear ponds. Whether
the sensitive faced Common Seal or the
Homelier, if no less endearing Elephant
Seal, visitors can observe and appreciate
at close hand their charming antics.

Aquarium

Besides the ever-popular monkeys,
apes, elephants and bears, two other out-
standing features of the Berlin zoo are the
Aquarium and the Nocturnal Animal
House. The Aquarium must be the per-
fect place to visit on one of those typical
Berlin winter days. It boasts one of the
most complete collections in the world.
On the first floor you can study tank after
tank of both freshwater and saltwater
creatures from Hermut Crabs, to dazzling
Coral Fish, to Sea-Horses or ordinary
trout.

On the next floor is the notorious Cro-
codile Hall which simulates a tropical
swamp. These usually quite, motionless
reptiles are most amusing during feeding
time. Iguanas, Pythons, Boas, a variety
of poisonous snakes, and the more benign
salamanders, frogs and toads are also on
display for close range investigation. The
top floor of the Aquarium concentrates on
insects from tropical butterflies to spiders

and other invertebrates.

The Nocturnal Animal House (located
in the basement of the Carnivore House
or ‘‘Raubtier Haus’’) features small
mammals, birds and reptiles which are

normally active after dark. Geographic-

ally oganized, the animals are illuminated
by a soft light, almost moon-like in qual-
ity. In the African area one can see aard-
varks, while in the North American area
there are skunks, and from Australia
Wombats and Rat Kangaroos. This house
is particularly fetching because these an-
imals are rarely seen in most z0os.

Children’s zoo

Of special interest to young people is
the Children’s Zoo, modeled after a
typical German farmyard. Close interac-
tion and observation are encouraged as
children are allowed to handle some of
the young domestic animals. During
winter months, however, this section of
the zoo is closed. Children with an excess
of energy can find happy release at the
excellent playground, while thirsty par-
ents can find relief in the zoo’s restau-
rant.

Zoo officials have conveniently labeled
at the animals in English, French, Ger-
man and with their scientific designa-

tions, plus geographical location are in-

dicated with maps. While an excursion to
the zoo can be relaxing and pleasurable,
one also learns a good deal with even the
most casual observation of animal actit-
ity. Human behavior at the zoo is another
story itself—just ask the gentle Gorilla.

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Army chopper, crew aid heart transpiant

For the second time in less than a year, a helicopter
crew from the Aviation Detachment here flew a team of
surgeons and a heart packed in ice across town last Fri-
day, in a race to complete a life-saving transplant opera-
tion.

By calling on the Army for swift transportation, the
German heart transplant team gained a crucial half-hour
in their bid to get the donor’s heart from the Klinikum
Steglitz across 15 miles of congested traffic to Tegel Air-
port.

The helicopter touched down on the runway at Tegel
10 minutes after departing the Klinikum and less than 30
minutes after the surgeons first opened the donor’s chest.
At Tegel the four-man surgical team boarded a 3 p.m.
British European Airways flight bound for Hannover.
According to German press reports, the heart was suc-
cessfully transplanted into the chest of a patient in Han-
nover.

On Sept. 19, 1983, a near identical helicopter ride en-
abled a different transplant team to catch a last-minute
flight to London and successfully implant a heart there
with less than 20 minutes left on a three-hour deadline.

The call for assistance on this most recent mission re-
ached the Aviation Detachment, based at Tempelhof
Central Airport, last Friday around mid-morning.

The UH-1H Huey helicopter’s pilot, CW2 David M.
Reynolds; co-pilot, WO1 Michael R. Murray; and crew
chiefs Sgt. Steve F. Palo and Sgt. Donald Fox were pre-
paring to depart on a routine rappeling mission when the
call came in.

Since the operation was not scheduled to begin until
2:20p.m., the crew condensed their two rappeling mis-
sions into one and returned to TCA around noon to refuel
and replace the seats that had been taken out for the rap-
peling.

“It took about 45 minutes to re-rig the aircraft and it
took some hustle, but we got it done with time to spare,”
said Murray.

Although medical evacuation is not a standard mission
for the Aviation Detachment here, both Fox and Palo
brought prior MEDEVAC experience to bear on last Fri-

day’s flight. Both crew chiefs served in the same MEDE-
VAC unit, the 498th Medical Company, Fort Benning,
Ga., where they were certified as Emergency Medical
Technicians and trained in the Military Assistance to Sa-
fety and Traffic program.

The MAST program trains aviators to assist in the eva-
cuation of critically ill patients using roadside pickups
and pickups in remote areas.

“After six years in a MEDEVAC unit, missions like
this one are like getting up in the morning, getting dres-
sed and going to work,”” said Palo. “It’s automatic. You

don’t have to take a lot of time or ask questions. If the
call comes in, you can be ready and out the door in five
minutes.”

After last year’s experience, agreements were worked
out between various authorities to develop a contingency
plan for any future transplant operations.

Last year, the helicopter met the surgical team at the 4
Juli Platz since there were no areas around the Klinikum
that were known to be safe for helicopter landings, said
Capt. Bill Brooks, the detachment’s executive officer.
The pilots also had to radio back and forth between the
operations desk and the Berlin Air Traffic Control Center
while en route to coordinate landing procedures at Tegel.

Brooks estimated that by establishing a landing zone
next to the hospital and by coordinating with BARTCC
for a one-phone-call priority clearance for the helicopter,
as much as 15 minutes may have been saved.

The original connection between the Army and the Kli-
nikum Steglitz was forged, not during an emergency, but
oddly enough during a party.

During this social gathering, some months prior to the
first heart transplant flight, Annie Keller, the community
relations advisor in the Public Affairs Office here, was
introduced to Gerhard Schutze, an administrator and an
active member of the Lifesaving Association at the hospi-
tal.

Schutze took the initiative to call Keller just prior to
last year’s operation when the doctors realized that they
might not have enough time to get the heart to a London
bound flight leaving from Tegel. Keller passed the re-
quest up to the necessary authority in the command and
got an immediate approval to set the rotors of a helicopter
in motion.

“This just goes to show how important it is to go to
parties and meet different people,” said Keller. Refer-
ring to Schutze she added, ““Sometimes it’s the smallest
people in an organization who get the biggest jobs done.™

The Klinikum Steglitz is a 1,400 bed hospital associa-
ted with the Free University here. As a member of Euro-
transplant Zentral, a medical hotline based in Holland,
they are able to match organ donors with potential reci-
pients throughout Europe.

Rondo XXVII, a communications exercise involving
troops from the three allied sectors of Berlin, concluded
Sept. 14 with an awards luncheon at the Checkpoint NCO
Club. The first and second place teams from the four-day
exercise were honored by Brig. Gen. Thomas N. Griffin,
Jr., commander of the Berlin Brigade.

Members of the winning team were Sp4 Donald
Grimes, of the 6-502nd, Signalman David Phillips, of the
British 229th Signal Squad, and Cpl. Etienne Drot, of the
French 11th Signal Company.

Members of the second place team were Sp4 Kent Ste-
wart, of the 6-502nd, Cpl. Colin Chapman, of the Allied
Staff, Berlin, and Draftee 1st Class Jean-Charles Fai-
neant, of the 11th Signal Company.

Twelve teams, each composed of three allied soldiers,
competed during the exercise. The teams vied with one
another on a variety of tasks, including a communications
skills test at six locations throughout Berlin, a land na-
vigation problem in the Grunewald, a team-reaction
course at McNair, and a confidence course at Doughboy
City.

“The land navigation was definitely the hardest,”
Grimes said in recounting his team’s efforts to nail down
Rondo’s top spot. “We knew if we didn’t make it through
fast enough, we wouldn’t take first place. We really
pushed ourselves.”

What made the victory of Grimes and company par-
ticularly remarkable was that Drot, the teamn’s French
member, couldn’t speak English. “Etienne didn’t speak
English, but that wasn’t really a problem,” Grimes said.
“We just pointed and he knew instinctively what to do.”

Price cut

Dallas — Prices for many Army re-
gular issue items sold in military clo-
| thing sales stores will be going down
after Oct. 1. The reductions are the
result of price adjustments made by
the Defense Personnel Support Center
(DPSC) in Philadelphia. The DPSC
changes retail prices on regular issue
items on the first day of each fiscal
year. The prices stay in effect for the
entire fiscal year. Army and Air For-
ce exchange service officials announ-
ced the price trend after seeing
DPSC’s 1984 fiscal year price list.
AAFES sells DPSC-procured items in
its military clothing sales stores but
has no control over the price of these
items. AAFES officials released a list
of new. prices for 32 DPSC items of
high demand purchased in army mili-
tary clothing sales stores.

Reductions listed include the men’s
all-weather coat, reduced from
$40.43 to $37.92, the women'’s polye-
ster and wool suit jacket, reduced
from $62.51 to $48.95, the duffel

bag, down from $14.06 to $12.83,
and the BDU shirt, down from $14.75
to $12.37. Only four items on the list
will cost more after Oct. 1. They are
the women’s beret up from $6.18 to
$6.43, the black web belt, up from
94J) to 96J, the BDU field jacket, up
from $31.13 to $34.72, and the men’s
brown brief, up from $1.57 to $1.69.

Earring policy

If you're a male soldier and you like
to wear earrings while off-duty, the
Berlin Brigade has some bad news for
you. According to CSM Dennis
Duncan, it is brigade policy that make
soldiers will not wear earrings at any
time while in military or civilian clo-
thing. The restriction covers all areas

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Bears ready for football

On the surface, it would appear as though the Berlin-
American High School Bears football team will be hard
pressed to improve on last season’s 4-3 record. Gradua-
tion exacted a heavy toll on the Bears, and among the
missing are three All-Europe performers. In fact, the Be-
ars have only three starters returning from their entire
1983 squad.

But the BAHS cupboard is hardly Bare. The Bears lack
experience, but they have plenty of talent on both sides of
the ball. And if determination, hustle and desire count for
anything, the youthful Bears will once again be a force to
be reckoned with in the competitive ““AA™ division.

“Our guys are big on heart, desire and enthusiasm,”
said second-year coach Merrill Bryner. “We’re kind of
small, but I think we’re going to surprise some people
this year.”

Offensively, the Bears’ wishbone attack will be spear-
headed by senior Steve O’Hearne, who won the starting
job midway through last season and led the Bears to three
consecutive victories. “We’ll be looking to Steve for lea-
dership this year,” Bryner said, “‘and that’s not a pro-
blem because Steve’s a natural leader.” An excellent op-
tion quarterback, O’Hearne racked up more than 700
yards total offense in his three starts last season.

Bryner hopes to take some of the load off O’Hearne’s
shoulders with the addition of senior Lonnie Spikes to the
backfield. Spikes was a starter at defensive tackle last
year and was moved over to the offense in an effort to
strengthen the running attack, which was also hit hard by
graduation. One of the team’s best athletes, Spikes is the
type of slashing power runner cornerbacks hate to see co-
ming around the corner. His teamates use words like
“awesome’ and ‘‘outstanding” when describing him.
Bryner hopes the Bears’ opponents get that same feeling.
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Quarterback Steve O’Hearne scans the field before
calling the signals for the next play in a practice wor-
kout.

For any running game to be effective there must be
strong play from the offensive line, and Bryner is still
looking to find the right combination. And with all five
1983 starters gone, including All-Europe selection Rick
Donelson, it hasn’t been an easy task. “We're probably
going to be pretty small on the line,” Bryner said, “but
we have several players who I feel can do the job for us.””
Two players who may emerge as league stars are juniors
Jon Cox at center and Arnold Fields at guard.

Seniors Charles Cleveland and Doug Magruder and ju-
nior Brad Lewett will handle the receiving duties, where
they’ll try to make up for the loss of All Conference picks
George Moffett and Tom Moore. Moore was also an All-
Europe selection.

There is a lot of competition for several starting slots
on the defense, and some players, including Spikes, may
be called upon to go both ways. The Bears generally go
with six down lineman in an effort to plug up the run. The
linemen are quick, but, as with the offensive linemen,
they are a little weak when it comes to size.

The secondary, however, is perhaps the strongest part
of the defense. Bryner will be looking for a big year from
quick Danny Franklin, a two-year starter at cornerback.
And the sleeper of the defense could be hardhitting free
safety Sun Morrison, a junior, who, according to Bryner
“has the attitude of a Kamikaze pilot.™

Bryner hopes his team can get off to a fast start this
year, as last year they lost three of their first four games
and were effectiviely out of the playoff hunt at the sea-
son’s midway point. Tomorrow's season opener against
Niirnberg should tell him a lot about how competitive the
Bears will be this season. “We’'ve got a lot of enthu-
siasm, and the guys are really looking forward to getting
started,” Bryner said.
