to their nearest medical treatment center, officials say.

An official said priority will be given to those soldiers
already on overseas orders, but noted that *‘if they enroll
now it may not make .any dlfference on that particular
assignment.’

Also officials say that enrollment on the program will
not disqualify a soldier for any overseas assignment.
Soldiers already overseas, should get their paperwork in
as soon as possible, so that the Army can make every at-
tempt to assign them to aréas where the appropnate
facilities are available.

The German American Police Committee hasn t been
around all that long, officially that is. It received its first
charter in 1976, but prior to that date informal ar-
rangements existed .since the American occupation of
Berlin. ) -

The committee was formed ‘‘to coordinate activities
between the U.S. Forces and the Berlin police which do
not fall into the scope of Allied Kommandatura legisla-
tion.”” Those activities consist mainly of sporting events,
social gatherings and orientation programs.

‘‘The committee is a natural evolution of the working

relationship between the military and the police,” says ~

Deputy Brigade Commander Col. Frank S. Adams,

" commiittee co-chairman. Adds German Co-chairman -

Egon Lesnick, police group commander, the committee
exists ‘‘to keep the friendship between the American
forces and police and to build on it.”

The friendship began with the American occupation.
With their’ different but complimentary missions of
keeping Berlin safe, the soldiers and police found op-
portunities to meet off-duty for sports ora meal.

These informal arrangements have continued since
then. However, in 1976 it was realized that a central
coordinating committee was necessary to arrange some
of the larger activities between the, two forces.

Each American unit has a partner police unit, bat-
talion to. battalion and c6mpany to company. The ma-
jority of activities between the police and soldiers take
place at this level, according to Adams. At this level,
sports are the obvious drawing card, according to Capt.
Richard Kane, commander of Company C, 2nd Bat-
talion. ,

‘“Sports are the best common ground,”’ says Kane.

_“*Our partnership unit has shown an interest in

American football. So we’ve had the rules transtated (in-
to German), ordered the necessary equipment and will
probably play our first game this fall.””

In the meantime, the police are helping his soldiers
with soccer. Says Kane, ““The soldiers really enjoy it
(getting together with the police) and genuine friendships
are fostered.”

The sporting events are planned as friendly encounters
and to avoid police-soldier competition, the teams are in-
tegrated with soldiers and police members on each side.

EXPLAINING THE LAW, a 4th Battalion soldier
gives off-duty, policemen an orientation on the light anti-
tank weapon: Orientation keep the police and soldiers
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There ave activities planned that require more support
than available at the company or battalion level and
that’s where the commitiee comes in, according to
Lesnick.

"“Every pannershlp unit has the right to bulld their
own programs,™ says Lesnick, ‘‘te plan the activities
they feel are fun.’’ But, as in the case of the upcoming
USAB Track and Field competition, one battalion could’
not handle the organization and support ngeded, ex-
plains Lesnick.

Composed of seven members representing the U.S.
Forces Berlin and a like number of Berlin police
representatives,” the committee acts as a coordinating
agericy, making sure activities receive the needed sup-

port, explains Adams.

Two other programs that require the committee’s
coordination are the German Sports Medal, that soldiers
have the opportunity to earn, and the U.S. marksman-
ship badge that may be earned by the police.

1t has only been since the mid-70s that policemen have
had the opportunity to earn the marksmanship badge,
‘according to Gottfried Heinze, chief of operations of
Police Directorate 4 and a member of the committee for
about 10 years. It was Heinze who suggested the police
have an opportunity to earn the badge. It was authorized
by Department of the Army and Heinze was the first
policeman to earn the Expert badge.

Not every meeting between the soldiers and police is
designed to produce sweat, however. Some meetings are
purely social and usually take place around holidays
such as Christmas and the 4th of July. Social activities
are planned during the annual rodeo and volksfest as
well. Of course, partner units can plan social gatherings
whenever their duties permit.

In addition to sport and social gatherings, the two
forces conduct orientations for the other on equipment
and vehicles. As professional peacekeepers, each force is
naturally interested in the equipment and capabilities of
the other, says Lesnick.

‘‘Weknow in an emergency, we’ll be working hand in
hand,’” says Adams. ‘*We both want to feel comfortable
with that.” The units of the Berlin police and the U.S.
Forces have different, but complimentary, missions for
the security of Berlin so it’s therefore important to know
who is'who on each side, adds Lesnick.
