-the U.S. Army Berlin Library System; from finely-
crafted art prints t6 microfiche-stored plione books of

' major American cities, the Berlin system offérs a diverse’

range of useful services and - matenals al no-cost to
authorized borrowers.

““Many people aren't aware of the things_ we have "

" says Joseph T. Chicarella, director of the system, which

includes a main library at Taylorstrasse 2, and branch-

libraries at Andrews and McNair. Barracks and the USA

Hospital. ““They equate libraries with books alone, but”

that’s not all we have.””

Among the library system’s various offerings is an ex-
tensive collectlon of ‘phonograph records and audio and
video cassettes. The iecord collection covers the spec-
trum of musical tastes, featuring some of the best recor-
dings in pop, rock, jazz, and the classics. According to

Chicarella, these holdings are updated regularly through -

a subscription service, which provides bestsellers every

- month from the U.S. All four libraries carry this servnce,

and the records are available for loans of one week. -
The audio cassette collection includes - tapes- on
literature, languages, history, drama, and other subjects.

But this collection remains something of a hidden -

treasure,” since, as Chicarella puts it, few people are
aware of it and consequently don’t use it much. Like the
records, the audio cassettes may be borrowed from the
four libraries for one week.

More popular, however, are the video cassettes. The

_ three-quarter inch U-MATIC cassettes are widely used

. assignments as well as adults seeking self-lmprovemem -

by students hunting down information for -school

Chicarella notes. *“The cassettes run the gamut from
lessons on how to play tennis to the complete plays of
Shakespeare,”’
Tag,* a 26-episode German language series.”” Video
cassettes may be bormwed from the four libraries for
three days.

One of the more valuable services for prospective col-
lege students which the main library carries is a
microfiche collection of several thousand college
catalogs. The advent of microfiche has enabled the
library to build up a first-rate holding.

“‘Before microfiche, we used to get catalogs from only
the major U.S. colleges,”” Chicarella says. “‘But even
then storage space was a problem, and annual updating
was difficult. Now we belong to a microfiche service
which has thousands of catalogs and which automatical-
ly updates them each year. This is an excellent service
because students can come in, look up the college they’re
interested in, and find out what courses the school of-

fers, how. much it costs, and what the campus at-

mosphere is like.”’

Chicarella says. “We also have 'Guten -

Anothér service which operates on the same principle

.is a microfiche collection of phone books from major

American cities. If a person needs to find an address and
phone number of someone back in the states, this is the
place to look. ‘‘Without microfiche, this would be pro-
hibitively expensive,”” Chicarella says. ‘‘Now, with all
the phone books in fiche, we can offer an exceptional
service.” Like thé catalogs, the phone books are
available only in the main library.

. Other handy materials available in the muin library.are

the informaton and map files.. The informaton file is

particularly popular among stidents, Chicarella says,

“and includes’ pamphlets, brochiires, ‘newspaper” clipp-
ings, and documents on a multitude of subjects. The

map file contains detailed maps of every region of the
world.’

A less practical but more visually pleasing service of-
fered by the main library is an assortment of 150 art
prints which can be borrowed for one month with a limit
of two per family.

‘“These are international prints,”” Chicarella notes.
““They inclitde American and European artists. They are

" produced locally on the German economy, and are the

work of solid craftmanship. They are extremely popular
— one of our most popular items as a matter of fact.
People like to borrow them to put on their walls so their
children can be exposed to fine ast. It’s the best collec-
tion in USAREUR.” .
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The library system also has cassettes of “‘talking -
books’” intended for blind and handicapped persons.:
Both the cassettes and cassette players may-be borrowed -
for one month. The available cassettes cover a brosd
realm of subjects, according to Chicarells, but literature
is the most popular. He also pointed out that the talking
books are not the same as the audio cassettes. The -
former are provided by the Library of Congress
specifically for the blind and handicapped. Berlin was
the first USAEUR library to obtain these, he notes. S

For the younger audience, the library system has a ser-
vice called “‘Phone s Fairy Tale,”” a favorite among the
children, according to Chicarella. There is glsoa su'mmer
reading program designed for children entitled “Go for
the Gold.” The program encourages children to devote
more of their recreational time to reading. A well-
stocked selection of children’s and young aduit books
supplement the program.

With all of the services and material available from the
Berlin system, one might forget that the bedrock of the
systemis still books. And of books the system has no
shortage. More than 100,000 volumes are housed within
the total system, with 60,000 in the main library and the
remainder spread among the branches.  For books not
contained in the system, an interlibrary loan service con-
necting the 104 USAREUR libraries can fill in the gaps.
In fact, when the interlibrasy service is taken into ac-
count, the Berlin libraries can draw on a stock of more
than a million volumes. .

Among the volumes carried in the system are special
collections covering Berlin and military history. The
Berlin collection contains fiction and nonfiction about
the history, culture, geography, economy, and various
other facets of the city. The military history collection
focuses on American wars, and includes everything from
treatises on strategy to war novels to official histories put
out by thé U.S. Army Center of Military History.

In- addition to books, the system features an ex-
haustive holding of 350 magazine and periodical titles.
For those who like to keep up on local news from the
states, the system also has newspapers from major U.S.
cities. ‘Thanks to airlift service, the timelag for papers is

.. usually a week, much .improved from the timelag.of

three'or four weeks which used to be the norm:whén
ships were used, Chicarelld says.

But - despite the Berlin system!’ s envtabie status.
Chicarella’plans more improvements. Within the next
two to three years, he intends to computerize the system,
“This will'allow us to get away from the manus! way of
doing things so we can better provide the information
needed today and tomorrow.”’ Chicarella would also like
to install & new ventilation system in the main fibrary,
making the second floor more:inviting to readers during

the spring and summer.

{ he shrill sound of the junior
sergeant’s whistle pierces the
early morning quiet, rousing
18-year-old Private lvan Grechko
out of a deep sleep.

- viet army conscript serving a two-

" year hitch and one of about five

million people under arms in the

- Soviet Union.

In 1967, the Union of Soviet So- -
cialist Repuiblics (USSR) passed the
Law of Universal Military Seryice. It
requires all-Soviet men to lake pre-
induction military training and to
serve in the armed forces. The Sovi-
et mlhtary isTiot exactly a champion

of women’s liberation; Soviet gener-
als have been quoted in the press
saying women are not needed in thie
military. That may explain why there
are only about 10,000 of them serv-
ing on active duty; mostly in clerical
and health fields. |

Even with the 1967 law, only 80
percent of Soviet men ever setve in
their armed forces. Those who don’t
serve have an educational exemp-

‘tion, famiy hardship or “know

someone.”

But just what is a Soviet military
conscript really like? Chances are
he is a lot more militarized than his
American counterpart. And, in .
some ways, a lot more disciplined.
After all, he's been programmed for
a long time.

Soviet military patriotic education
begins early — at six or seven years
of age. Communist party organiza-

tions such as the Young Pioneers

and!Komsomol:(Young Communist *
League) conduct training and sum-"

mer exercises with a strong empha-
sis on'developing military skills.
But the primary way pre-induction
training requirements are:met is
through“140 hours of mandatory
training for 16 to 18-year-olds. This

- includes basic military skills, such

as drill and marksmanship; which
takes place over a two-year period,
usually in school:Schooldropotits

When It comes to chowing down,

- Soviet Gls are allowed about 4, 100

calories a day. Breakfast consistsof °
something like cream of wheal, tea,
and bread. They usually eat soup
for lunch and probably have pota-
toes and dried fish for dinner. There
is very little meat.

They have messing faCIlmes, but
no civilian cooks. The soldiers do
the cooking. Many of the messes
rely on wood-burning stoves. It's
not unusual for the troops to grow
their own vegetables or raise chick-
ens and livestock to supplement
their diets. .

White U.S. sailors spend months
at sea without port calls, their Soviet
counterpart doesn't. But that's be-
cause the U.S. Navy is the bestin
the world at replenishing its ships at
sea and keeping them on the move.
The Soviets have historlcallyoperat-
ed out of ports, and still do for the
most part. But that’s changing,.
Their cruises are getting longer.

‘Super Bowl!’ comes early in Nijmegen March

It’s not football season yet, but a few members of the
Berlin Brigade recently took part in a ‘“‘Super Bowl,”’
and they accomplished exactly what they set out 1o do.
They finished. .

The event was the annual International four-day
March in Nijmegen, the Netherlands. On July 17, 50
teams representing the United States Army Europe,
along with teams from several other countries, set out to
cover the 160 kilometer course. Each soldier must march
the distance while wearing a ruck sack that weighs at
least 22 pounds. SFC Bruce W. Marvin and a team of 16
brigade soldiers managed to sucessfully complete this Mi-
jmegen march, which Marvin calls “‘the Super Bow! of
marches.”’

The march is not intended to be a competitive
endeavor. The Royal Netherlands League for Physical
Culture, sponsors of the event since 1909, stated that the
objective is to encourage participants to be in.condition
to cover long distances without impairing their health. It
doesn’t matter how long it takes. All entrants can claim
victory by merely completing the course. But evidently
no one told this to Marvin.

“We covered the first day’s march, about 26 '/: miles,
in just §:20,"" said Marvin, a platoon sergeant for Com-
pany C 4-502. **‘We weren’t compeiing against anyone.

It’s just that we prided ourselves on being able 1o move
quickly.”

However, in order to stay in the spirit of the competi-
tion, Marvin had the brigade team slow things down for
the remaining three days. ““When we marched slower, we
were able to really enjoy the couniryside,” Marvin said.
*“1 felt it was a good experience for the troops.”

Marvin [eli that the training program his team went
through was a key factor in being able (o negotiate the
roads of Nijmegen.

““We stared working out in March," the 35-year-old
Union, S.C. native said. ‘‘At the beginning we had 40
saldiers, and we got down to 16 by a process of elimina-
tion. No one was cut, bul some of the guys realized that
they weren't really ready. Common sense dictated who
made the final team.”’

Training for Nijmegen requires many hours of mar-
ching, and the brigade team certainly did i1s share. and
then some. **Some of our guys didn't really know how to
get around in Berlin when we started, bul they're all very
familiar with the city now,"” Marvin said.

*“In fact, one time we set as a goal the task of mar-
ching completely around the Berlin Wall," Marvin said.
“We did it, and it only took us 23:40 of actual marching
time. We also did some weight (raining for the back and
leg muscles.”” ]

Marvin himsell is no siranger to covering long
distances, as earlier in the year he competed in a 2%
kilometer French marathon. But Marvin [eels he gets the
majority of his physical endurance training *“‘on the
job." "*In this battalion we do an awful lot of running.”
the former Fort Jackson S.C. drill sergeant said with a
smile.

Properly trained, the brigade team was able to put its
best foot forward at Nijmegen, and Marvin was very
pleased with the results.

1t was a great feeling of accomplishment for myself,
bui | was really proud of the wroops,” Marvin said.
""They represenied the brigade well and they were
oustanding in their personal conduct and military bear-
ing.

Pay in the Soviet armed forces is
nothing to write home about. Food,
housing and other needs are pro-
vided, but conscripts only get about

- $10 a month, most of which goes
for cigarettes. Pay and privileges in-
crease for careerists.

What aboult the wife and kids?
Forgel them for the whole tour. So-
viet G.1.s who reenlist do get some
consideration for their families
lhough, even housing assistance.

But less than five percent of con-
scripts make the military a career.
In the Army, for example, nearly 77
percent of the soldiers are [irst-

lermers. Conscripts also get a lot of

hazing from career NCOs. Since
uniforms are at a premium, it's not
unusual for an NCO to demand a
new conscript turn over the uniform
he was issued. If he resists, he is
taken out “behind the barn” and
taught the rules of the game.

And no recruit is going to report
the incident. The officers turn their
heads to that kind of abuse. They
think it's necessary for good order
and discipline.

Military life doesn’t end after a
conscript’s tour of active duty is
over. Everyone serves In the re-
serves untll age 50. Occasionally

they are called up for refresher
training.

S0, how does Private Grechko
stack up as a fighting man? Not-
withstanding the stories about high-
ly centralized control, inability to
make decisions at lower levels and
rampant alcoholism, those who
keep a close eye on the Soviet mili-
tary agree that Ivan is no pushover.
He is said to believe he's better than
his American counterpart and
would come out ahead in battle. As
one observer pul it “Ivan isn't 10
feet tall. but he's not a drunken
midget either.”
