They have few of the necessary respon-
sibilities they might have in conjunction
with the upkeep of a family-owned home
in the U.S.; they have few opportunities
to get meaningful or even any jobs; they
have limited sport activities (only 100 or
so students can participate in the sports
program at BAHS); they have very few

-social activities at the.school; many are

physically unfit and have poor self im-
ages; and they don’t have 2 wholesome
place to gather after games, dances, etc.
that doesn’'t  offer
sophisticated’’ alcohol drinks.

This is not to cast blame on anyone, -

and certainly it is one person’s percep-
tion, so we can easily cast this perspec-
tive aside in our )anxiety to deny that

‘‘glamorous,

there is such a problem with “‘our
children'” — but 1 believe the evidence
seen in their activities cited above speaks,
loudly and clearly — if we will but listen.

_Our'men may be upholding the “Triad
of Excellence”” as they protect the
freedom of Berlin, but what good is
freedom if we lose our next generation to
‘‘chemicals’’ of whatever sort?

We don’t expect there to be a magical
solution to this problem provided by the
Army or other organizations in Berlin. It
needs a community effort to provide for
the lacks in our teenagers’ lifes — and
that boils down to individuals.

There is tremendous parental apathy
here as is obvious at the PTSA meetings,
sports exhibitions of the schools, etc.
Last year, we even heardof parents who
condoned drinking parties for teens in
there homes.

Sure, kids will be kids and experiment;
they are all basically good kids; 2ll stock
phrases of denial of the chemical pro-
blem. 1 urge all parents and teens to
watch — “‘together’’ — the next install-
ment of ““The Chemical People”, which
will be aired on AFN Monday night.
Then, let’s get off our collective “‘sitz
platzen” and get involved with our
children, our community, our schools.
We can turn this epidemic around if we
will but care.

Some ol‘ the new people in the Berlin
American commumty might be having
problems tuning in AFN-TV. .

The problem came to light last year,
when SFC William Moore, NCO in
charge of Closed Circuit Television
- (CCTV) of C-E Division was asked to
modify a television that had just recently
been purchased in the states, so it would
pick up AFN. The set was going to have
t0 be reengineered to pick up the AFN
signal,, something ‘Moore’s men - are
unapfe to do.

e whole problem is the difference
betwéen U.S. and European channels.
- AFN uses the frequency allocated by the
host nation. This frequency is the Euro-
pean Channel 29. Qur sets se¢ it on U.S.

channel 25. Some of the housing areas -
see it on a different channel, but that is -

due to the local amplification system.

U.S. channel 25 and European chan- -

nel 29 are 4 MHz (4 million cycles per se-
cond) apart. That sounds like a lot, but
our television sets can easily be fine tun-
ed by the TV watcher to pick up the AFN
signal. ’

Now comes the electronic revolution
in the United States. Channel 25 in any
city of the U.S. is the same frequency as
any other channel 25 in any other city in
the U.S. The manufacturers who make
the sets for the U.S. markets can get real-
ly fancy. They make many kinds of
channel tuners for TVs.

One kind is the ““fixed channel’” tuner.
The number 25 on this kind of tuner
means U.S. channel 25, It has a fine tune

control, so it can easuly be used for Berlm
© AFN,

. Another is the “‘user set” tuner The

TY has a seriés of slots, and the TV own-_ -

er decides what channel to put on each
tuning slot and *“‘programs’’ that channel
for that slot. ‘Again, no problem for
picking up AFN,

Another type tuner is the “shde" tun-.
er. This kind works like the normal radio
tuner. You turn it until you find your
station. Still, no problem getting AFN.

Now the fancy gizmos start giving us
headaches. Since channel 25 is the same
all over-the U.S., some manufacturers
have put in a synthesized tuning feature
with a manual overide.

What this means to Berlin TV watch-
ers is that everytime he or she turns the
set on, it looks for U.S. channel 25. This

_ means that the owner has to fine tune the . '

set everytime it is turned on in order to
watch AFN. It is a little inconvenient,
but still functional.

Then there are those *‘super-smart”
TV sets that only have synthesized tuning
features, ‘‘Quariz-lock’’ is one the big-
gest names for these. They tune the sta-

. tion right in for you. However, they will

not work for AFN,

Because of international sgreements,
AFN can’t ch fr
tampering with the new TV sets with syn-
thesized tuning features would probably
cancel the waranty or ruin the tuner, the
TV sets can’t be modified.

The 5th Signal Command was made
aware of the problem in December of

&

1982. They put out the word to AAFES
not to sell these kind of sets.

According to Mrs. Bonnie Duffy,

* head of Berlin AAFES, the PX buyers in
Munich are aware that these TV sets will
not work for AFN in-Europe, so they are
not buying them for the European ex-
changes.

If, by some accident, a TV of this
nature is bought at the Berlin Exchange,
the problem can be worked.out on a one
to one basis.

If you have just gotten over here and
are having this kind of problem and if

'
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you also own a video recorder, just hook
the antenna through the YCR and tune it
with thet. Almost all YCRs are tunable,
‘with the ‘‘sliding scale’” or ‘‘user set’
type of tuning, so as long as the antenna
is hooked to the VCR then the VCR
hooked to the TV you can tune from the
VCR with little or no problem.

No matter where you purchase your
next TV set, if you want to be able to
receive AFN, make sure you have
manuel fine tuning. The salespeople at

Users of this
form make less than $50,000 and dom™t
accrue more than $400 a year in interest
income.
