German-American cooperation has been the
silver lining in the dark cloud caused by the La
Belle disco bombing that killed two people and
injured 230 others April 5.
Personnel from the local German hospltals
the German Red Cross and Berlin MEDDAC
 have worked as a team to provide blast victims
with the best treatment and services possible.
The organizations were recognized in a ce-
remony at-Clay Headquarters Tuesday for their
efforts in dealing with the mass casualty situa-
tion.
On behalf of the Berlin American community,
Community Commander Maj. Gen. Thomas N.

sented the German representatives with Brigade
'Certificates of Achieévement. Army Achieve-
ment Medals were awarded to five members of -
the American hospital’s staff. :

After the ceremony, MEDDAC Commander
Col. James J. James commented on the sig-
nificance of the awards.

“What they represent is a demonstrauon of
the really superb cooperation between the
American community and our supporting Berlin
community in terms of responding to a disaster
that affected both of us,” James said.

“The teamwork was, in my experience, unpa-
ralleled,” James added.

The successful. teamwork between the Ger-
man and American medical personnel was a re-
sult of their joint Mass Casualty Response Plan,
said James. '

Summer brings the moving season and often gifts are
given to those leaving Germany, but the rules about gett- -

-ing and giving gifts are not always clear.

Army Regulation 600-50, Standards’ of Conduct, sets
down the rules that apply to soldiers, Department of the
Army civilians and Non-Appropriated Fund employees.
Oihers, including retirees in certain instances, fall under
the regulation as well. Standards for local nationals
employed by the Army are in U.S. Army Berlin Regula-

- tion 690-29. Everyone is required to have a working
knowledge of the regulation that pertains to them.

Department of the Army personnel can’t accept gifts
from those who work for. them, nor can they make or ask
for contributions for gifts for their bosses unless it is a
truly voluntary, nominal gift or present on a special occa-
sion, such as a inarriage, illness, transfer or retirement.
All contributions must be minimal..

Two key phrases are *‘truly voluntary” and **minimal
contribution.”™

$2. Keeping a list of contributions for anything other than
accounting purposes indicates the contnbuuons are not
truly voluntary. .

Nominal gifts are normally of senumemal value, with
little or no value to anyone- except the recipient. Gifts
such as an engraved pistol or shotgun, an engraved
service set or watch have been considered improper.
Gifts such as a prjvately prepared photo album, engraved
plaque or tray are normally proper. To be of nominal
value the gifts should certainly not be worth more than
$100.

Soldiers’ will not use, or allow the use—dnrecﬂy or in-

directly—of government property, facilities or man-

power in preparation of gifts for special occasions. This

- means no making of plaques, nameplates, trophy cases or

other items using government equipment, people,

_ supplies or time.

There is an exception, however. A soldier can volun-
tarily, and on his own time, use craft shop facilities to
make smali items from non-government materials.

Military people cannot accept any present or pay from

- a foreign government, or any agency or instrumentality
. or a foreign government, without the consent of Congr-
ess. Congress expressly included family members in thls .

prohibition.

Accepting educanonal scholarshlps medical treatment
and gifts of minimal value given or received as a souvenir
or as a courtesy is-allowed by Congress. Such gifts are

Gifts of more than $165 must be accepted on behalf of
the United States and, if it is tangible property, must be
reported to, and deposited with, appropriate Army au-
thorities, The gift will be disposed of, used for official

" purposes or given to the administrator of the General

Services Administration. Certain foreign travel expenses
may be accepted under certain circumstances, but it must
also be reported. Morc information is available in Army
Regulation 672-5-1.

Two other situations whlch m\ghi arise concern mem-
entos and acting as a conduit for gifts to foreigners. The
presentation of memetos to distinguished foreign vi-
sitors is governed by AR 3747. Department of the Army
personnel -are specifically prohibited from acting as a
conduit to give any foreign recipient a gift from a private
American citizen or business.,

-The Deputy Standards of Conduct Couselor at the Staff
Judge Advocate office should be consulted when there
are any questions about getting or giving gifts.

The four-day march, sponsoréd by the Royal Nether-

“lands League for Physical Culwre, features representa-

tives from several Western European Nations and many
teams from U.S. Army Europe. .
The Berlin command will also be represented by a Ber-
lin Brigade team. ’
The march is designed to be a noncompetitive test of

physical endutance and is not intended to produce a

winner. Each team reccives a trophy- for completing the

* march according to the league’s established standards.

These standards include completing each day’s 40 ki-
lowneters within 11 hours and finishing the overall march
with 90 percent of the starting team still intact. Each mar-

* cher must wear a 22-pound backpack.

Teams are disqualified if they run during the march, or
if they substitute members once the marching begins.

Brigade,” said FSB tcam leader Ist Lt. Karen Adams in
explaining FSB's relatively small team. **Our people vo-
lunteer because they have a desire 1o represent the unit. ™

In order ‘to get ready for Nijmegen, Adams has
employed a progressive training schedule. *“We began
marching 10 kilometers at a time with no weight,”" she
said, “and we're building it up to 40 kilometers with the
full pack. The training schedule centers on bﬁilding up
the stamina of the individuals and the team as a whole.”

The brigade team began with 25 kilometers and al-
ternates between 25 and 40 kilometers to avoid burnout,

What makes FSB's training particularly demanding is
the fact that its soldiers are not exempt from duty. Most
teams, including the Berlin Brigade team, are released
from their normal jobs to train. This explains why the
FSB team, while practicing five days per week, must

shuffle its practice times around the soldiers’ work
schedules. :

A major community concern brought out in
" last year’s Family Symiposium was the need for
expanded child care services in-the community.
“At the time the Family Child Care program, a
part of the Child Development Services, was just
starting up. It hag since become fully operational
and helped alleviate the child care shortage.

When the symposium met last year all Childr-
en’s Center programs were full. Many families
had to be pui on a waiting list. This was a hard-
ship for families in-which both parents worked
that needed dependable child care quickly.

The Family Child Care program, through its
child care provider certification program,
brought the child care capacity up by 600 more
than the original 200 child care slots. ’

An FCC provider is a family member hvmg in-
governmeiit quarters who is certified to provide
child care services in her home, Before being
certified the FCC provider must complete home
safety inspections, background checks, a health
physical and medical -and- child development'
training. To keep abreast of current child care

~ principles, a FCC provider must attend at least
24 hours of training a year and be visited by the
FCC staff every month. .

The FCC program has allowed the CDS to in-
créase the number of child care slots without the
expense of building and operating another facil-
ity. It has also eliminated the waiting lists at the
Children’s Center. Openings are now available
within a few weeks for the center’s programs.

The FCC has also eased the lack of short-term
child care. The Children’s Center can usually
take care of daily requests for hourly care, but
when special events ‘cause the ‘demand to rise
the center is sometimes unable to handle the
surge. When this happens parents looking for
short-term care are.referred to the FCC program

‘to see if an FCC provider can fill their needs.

The final issue brought out by the Family
Symposmm was the establishmént of babysmmg
‘co-ops, a group of parents .who provide short '
term babysitting services to it members.

Wednesday’s CDS workshop was the first
move to assist parents.interested in setting up a '

" babysitting co

| Tradéié,@n', tax rolls kept
Steinstiicken part of West
despite Soviet interference

. Staff writer
" Steinstiicken was only a small forested area in the in-
‘dependent village of Damsdorf when old Berlin was first
incorporated in 1237. Over the years, growth and
progress:in the area’ surrounding Damsdorf brought it
into a union with the village of Stolpe, until, in 1898
along with several other colonies, Stolpe itself merged to
form the community of Wannsee. Wannsee in turn be-
came a sub-district of Zehlendorf when in 1920, the laws
creating “‘Greater Berlin”* were enacted, and the present
twenty districts that lay in both Eastern and Western
sectors of the modern day divided city were carved out.
For decades the fine nuances and political innuendoes
of the terms used in these various incorporations and
mergers didn’t seem too important to anyone except the
tax collector. Since no one took the trouble to paint lines
or erect formal barriers. most folks rarely noticed whén
they passed out of the province of Brandenburg's Teltow
district and into the confines .of Berlin proper. Un-
fortunately, due to.the lack of detail on the maps used by
allied forces when dividing up the city into zones of oc-
cupation in 1944, no notice was taken of Steinstiicken or
any of the other “exclaves’ round Berlin. . .

Twelve of these ““Exclaves” were actuglly administ-
ered between the districts of Zehlendorf and Spandau in
the Western sector of Berlin, and both identity and ration
cards were issued accordingly after the end of World
War IL. Very little notice was taken of the seeming irre-
gulariy of the procedures until April 1946, when Russian
occupation forces cvicted the residents of a number of

homes in Steinstiicken in order to billet Soviet officers -

there. Somehow, no American protest was lodged. The
legal status of the exclave stranded’ some 1,200 meters
southwest of the “‘normal” boundaries of the American
sector, of Berlin was unclear. The question. of Stein-
stiickeners™ citizenship remained in doubt. ‘administra-
_ tive functions, though, were thereafter carried out by the
Sowem unti} summer of \948

Thcn the carrericy reform question and the onset ot the
Soviet blockade pushed the importance of Steinstuecken
“into relative obscurity. Throughout the airlift and into
1950, the exclave remained in Soviet hands.
- In May 1950, however. after investigating the plight of
the still loyal Steinstiickeners, Western officials directed
them 1o once again register for identity cards and food ra-
tions in West Berlins’ Wannsee district.

The status of the -exclave seemed unqucsllonab]c
throughout the years following the successful completion
of the airlift even though overland access to the town via

_~ asmall rural road remained under Soviet.control; Then in -
August 1961, when all of Western Berlin was cordoned
. off and the foundations of the infamous Wall were laid. -
Steinstiicken was once again cut off from contact with
the West by a series of watch towers and barbed-wire en-
tanglements. The sitbation se¢med grim indeed and many
felt that the brave Steinstiickeners might f'mull'y be in-,
" corporated into East Germany.
" In Scptember 1961, however. Gen. Lucius D, Clay ar-
rived back in Berlin as President Kennedy's Spct.ml Ad-
visor on the Wall during the physical partition of the city.
After several attempts that were thwarted by unfor

reseeable complications, Clay boarded one of the three
U.S. Army helicdpters at 1.1 a.m. Sept. 21 and in minutes
was carried through Soviet-dominated airspace to land in
a previously scouted but unprepared clearing in Stem—
stlicken. .

After makmg contact thh several surprised residents,
Clay located “and conferred with Mayor Johannes
Steinweg. For nearly an hour the general spoke with the
overjoyed populace and drank to their health and well-
being from a bottle of wine provided by the mayor. )

After his initial successful visit, Clay instructed avia-.
tion and Military Police units to provide support flights
and personnel to the exclave as an integral part of the

.Western sector. of occupied Berlin. For years thereafter,

American- MPs were on regular duty within the com-
pletely surrounded town. The Soviets and their East Ger-
man partners made every attempt to inferfere with both
access and sovereignity for‘a number of years. Rail con-
nections via S-Bahn were eventually cut off and rigid
controls on the primitive road to Kohlhasenbrueck were

‘exercised. Mail. coal and municipal repair crews were

lmpeded or forbidden outnght depending on political
climate.

Today, of course, Steinstiicken is still surrounded.
The area between the barrier walls, in fact, encompasses
much more land than the 31 acres that it encloses. The
1971 quadripartite agreements did guarantee the status
of, and access rights to, the village as a recognized por-
tion of the free Western sectors of Greater Berlin while

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An American Military Police team took second in -
the annual Allied Police Shoot. British Royal MPs,
members of fhe French Gendarmeric and West
Berlin Polizei competed at marksmanship with the
Americans May 15 at Ruhleben Range in the Bri-
tish Sector.

Each year the alhcd police units of Berlin hand-
pick their most accurate marksmen and train for
weeks before the event. The teams are composed
of 12 firers and a captain. The 13-man team is fur- .
ther divided into four-man pistol, submachinegun
and rifle squads. This year's competition was
hosted by the 2nd Regiment Royal Military Police.

Because of the increased security conditions in
Berlin during most of. April, this year's compe-
titors had very little time to train for the shoot.

This year’s ‘American team consisted of six

rookies out-fired the veterans. The most notable ex-
ceptions to-this trend were Sgt. Walter Hogan ‘and
Sgt. Hansel Lasanta who were tied wnh a French
soldier for the position of high-firers on the rifle.
After a tie-breaker, in which each soldier fired 10 -
rounds' in 20 seconds at the 300, meter target,
Hogan claimed the first place pewter mug. N

Other outstanding performers were SFC Robert’
Rabs, who took second place in the.pistol competi-
“tion, and Sgt. David James, who was the second
highest submachine-gun firer. Additionally, SP4
Stan Johnson and Sgt. David Filéy fired exception-
ally well with the M-16 rifle, thereby clinching the
rifle competition for the American team for the
third straight year.

The American team took second in the overall

*1 see.a lot of spouses who need to make [hell’ own’
lives more exciting and get out there and do things and
not just wait at home. Therc is a lemptation to sit in the
apariment, take care of the children and go to Truman
Plaza and home again. But there’s all of Europe out there
for us and once we get back to the States that opportunity
is gone,”

" Along with those opportunitics come responsibilities,
. however, and often getting a job to supplement the hus-
" band’s income is onc of them. Gamble sees this as one off
Berlin's bright spots. )

“*Berlin is probably the casiest place to be a working
spouse because everything is so close together.

My
husband will leave for work at 5a.m. and not get home
until 7 p.m. That was something for me to deal with," re-

Gamble sees a side benefit to military wives working
for the Army.

Their dedication dates to
Revolutionary War wives

Camp follower..Sound like an apt description of to-
day’s Army wife? ) »
It was during the Revolutionary War when women

. such as Martha Washington, who journeyed to join her

husband when- he and his Continental Army were in
winter quarters, were officially classified as camp fol-
lowers.

Then, as now, women did the behind- thc -scenes work
supportive of, and necessary to, the working. of our
armed forces. Women carried food to the troops, did the
Jaundry and carried water to the gun crews under fire, as
the famous Molly Pitcher.did.

In the mid-1800s, during the Civil War, women were
encouraged to. join their husbands and were told frontier
life was healthful, pleasant and peaceful. But the Army
has not always encouraged its soldiers to be married. A
1901 Army regulation stated, ““The enlistment or recn-
listment of married men for the.line of the Army was to
be deterred and would be permitted only for some good
reason in the public interest: the efficiency of the services
ts'to be the first consideration.”

Such- official discouragement existed until as late as
1942. Draftees could be married, but enlisted could not.
Commanders could require senior non-commissioned
officers to live in the barracks. regardless of their marital
status. A married soldier had to be an NCO to reenlist.
Enlisted men had to ask their commander’s permission to
marry. To fail to do so was considered insubordination.

A few samples from Frances Roe’s “Army Letters,™ a
compilation of letters from the mid-1800s, bring home
the harships these eraly Army wives faced.

Two women described the trials of damaged goods

“QOur things were unloaded and brought to this cabin. I
missed the barrel of china, and learned that it had been on
the unfonuna[e wagon which rolled down the moun-
lamslde ' one wrote.

*Ships were burned to the waterline with all posses-
sions being moved in [hem destroyed,” wrote another.

Pay, as important as it is and was. got much the same
treatment it gets today.

*“Congress failed to pass the Army appropnauon bill
before it adjourned, consequently no money can be: paid
to the Army until the next session,’* one wife reported.

_ Despite, or perhaps because of. the steep odds.those
19th century wives faced, they worked as hard to
improve their surroundings as do today’s Army wives.
They started volunteer activities, such as helping at the
hospitals, chapels and schools, starting and running thrift
shops and managing emergency relicf.

The Army has grown more supportive of wives be-

. causc as it stated during the Year of the Army Family, it

realizes the readiness of its soldiers depends on it. And,
as one Army wife wrote in the 1800s; the wives realize

. they support the role of the soldier in our society.

*“I'realized then perhaps for the first time what the uni-

form really stood for: that every man who wore it was \N
going out to fight.” .

Grant, Guerra reach finals
in four-day tournament

The Berlin boxing team may not have found a pot of
gold at the U.S, Army Europe Boxing Championships,
but they did pocket a couple of pieces of silver,

Thanks to middleweight Garry Grant and flywelght
Daniel Guerra, the Berlin team earned two silver medals
in the USAREUR event. Grant reached the finals of his
division, where he was stopped by Wildflecken’s Ken-
neth Jackson. Guerra also marched to the finals before
bowing out to Jack erson of Giessen at 1: 14 of the ﬁrst
round. .

The 1985 Berlin team earned one gold and one silver
medal.

The Berlin effort was strong in USAREUR, Grant
said, especially considering the lack of experience of
many the team members. Grant was the only Berlin

_ boxer to have competed in more then five matches. **This
was the first time most of them had been in against that
level of competition,” Grant said. ‘“They showed a ]0t Qf
heart and determination.’

With so many of Berlin’s boxers still at the novice
stage, much of the attention surrounding the team was
focused on Grant. The 165-pounder had made a strong
showing at the 1985 USAREUR event, losing a-contro-
versial decision to Pierre Ingram in the semi finals and
being nominated. for the All-Army trials. Many people
figured Grant to be thé favorite this year.

Grant, however, had other ideas. “In my eyes [ wasn't -
the fdvorile." Gra_m said. “'I didn’t want to put myself in
that'position.”

It became even more difficult to shake the favorite fa-
bel after his first bout, a barroom brawl type affair that
resulted in a third round TKO. **My opponent and I were
ready to fight on a bus the night before the tournament
over something he’d read in the paper,” Grant said. It
wasn't until the next day we found out we'd drawn each
«other in the first round. We came out trying to kill each
other. In the third round, I danced a shuffle on hini and
caught him with a left-right combo. He went down. 1'd
given him many standing eight counts before he finally
went.” ' .

A 3-2 decision in his next bout put Grant'in the finals
against Jackson. Three rounds later, Grant has blood on
his face, a split lip. and a silver medal. courtesy of a 5-0
decision loss.

After the light. Jackson told reporters that Grant's
smoking had done hiny in: that his lungs gave out in the
later stages of the bout. Grant saw it a different way. "1
didn’t lose because 1 was tired,” he said. “The coach
knows 1 smoke. That had nothing 10 do with it. [ run as

stamina. “He had fought only once before this, ™ he said.
