Organization Day

Brigade officials this week put the finishing
touches on plans for the unit’s first official orga-
nization day in two years.

Other events will include the return of the bear
pit, an Army Physical Readiness Test event, a
200-meter swim and 10 kilometer run biathlon, a
single-rope bridge, tent set-up and more.

In most events 20-soldier teams will represent
each battalion, with five points awarded for first
place, decreasing to one point for the fifth place
finisher. A winning battalion will be decided by
points and receive a trophy at the awards ce-
remony. Trophies will also be awarded to the
winning teams in each of the 20 events. A trophy
will also be awarded for the CSM’s Chariot
Race.

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History

Berlin’s waterways

Berlin, a city that grew up around fishing villages on
the banks of the River Spree, has depended on waterways
to transport goods and sustain its inhabitants for more
than 750 years.

The twin settlements of Berlin and Kélln that formed
the nucleus of modern Berlin were about 132 miles from
the Baltic seaport of Swinemiinde and nearly 200 miles,
as a boat floats, from the Hanseatic ports of Bremerhaven
and Liibeck on the North Sea coast. The original inhabi-
tants of Berlin were unable to move freely between the
rivers that lay along the route to the sea and portages
made the journey long and difficult, between Spree and
Havel, or between Havel and the Oder or the Elbe.

As early as the 15th century, however, the people of
the Mark Brandenburg had begun to improve on the
natural routes that existed between the major rivers. Can-
als of a rudimentary sort had been widened and deepened
in the marshy channels that glaciers had gouged out of the
earth thousands of years in the past, and flat-bottomed
river craft were able to navigate considerable distances as
a result.

By 1702, the Queen Sophie Charlotte was able to avail
her royal self of a twice-daily horse-drawn service on
barges along the Spree between the present downtown
area of East Berlin and her country home at Lietzenburg
(now Charlottenburg). Then in 1816 the burgeoning
Prussian capital city inaugurated the first inland steam-
powered boat service with the launching of the *‘Princess
Charlotte,” and by the year 1845 noted landscape archi-
tect Josef Peter Lenne had shortened the distance bet-
ween the upper and lower reaches of the Spree by desig-
ning the route of the Landwehr Canal.

The project that really put Berlin on the map as a city
of industrial waterways was the building of the Teltow
Canal at the beginning of the 20th century. The rich
countryside of the Mark Brandenburg had begun to
produce a large variety of goods by the late 1890s and the
independent cities of Spandau, Charlottenburg, Schéne-
berg, Wilmersdorf, Neukolln, Lichtenrade and Kopenick
as well as the incorporated areas of Tempelhof and Steg-
litz all bordered on routes between the Spree and Havel
that could benefit from a canal for transhipment of goods.

The canal was in large part to be the realization of the
dream of the uncrowned king of the Teltow administra-
tive district, the Landrat, Ernst von Stubenrauch.
Ultimately completed at a cost of over 50 million gold
marks, the canal included its own electric power system
and a shipping company in addition to a harbor and ware-
hous complex at Tempelhof. The 38 mile long canal
provided a direct link along the southern route between
the Havel near Potsdam and the Wendish Spree (the
Dahme) near Schonow. A system of locks raised and
lowered barges almost three meters to compensate for the
difference in the levels of the two rivers. The first shovel-
ful of earth was turned by the German crown prince on
Dec. 22, 1900 and the festive opening ceremonies took
place on June 2, 1906.

The royal yacht **Alexandria’ became the first ship to
enter the new canal and the steamers ““Wannsee™ and
“Steglitz™ carried about 250 honored guests through the
Griebnitzsee into the first lock at Machnow and then back
again for a festive meal with the emperor’s party. In 1921
the canal became a ‘‘Reichswasserstrasse’ and by 1924
the Teltow Canal Corporation was formed to administer
the business affairs. In 1939 the locks at Machnow,
Schénow and Teltow were widened to accommodate
three ships abreast.

Many of the bridges that spanned the canal were de-

their regular rounds on Berlin’s Wasserstrassen.

stroyed during WW II and the post-war agreements that
divided Berlin into occupation sectors placed the
Machnow Lock in the Soviet sector. These two factors
complicated the logistics that would have put the canal
back into service. The Berlin Blockade of 1948-1949 em-
phasised the importance of the canal by denying its use to
the western sectors, but the 1971 Quadripartite Agree-
ments have long since guaranteed free passage to all ships
along its course.

Today all of the locks of the Teltow and the other can-
als in Berlin are administered by an agency of the East
German government and traffic flows smoothly through
the west. The Landwehr, Neukéllner, Teltow and Ho-
henzollern canals form a 126 kilometer network of water-
ways that serve 13 harbors and more than 90 private
docks at site all over the western part of the city. Nearly
one-third of the 13 million tons of goods that flow into
Berlin every year are carried here by barges and the fra-
ternity of inland sailors seems to provide a welcome
model for good relations between east and west,

The green banks are restful to the eyes and the multi-
tude of power plants, water treatment facilities and
storage areas amid the industrial landscape are a sure sign
of the continuing prosperity of this island of freedom.

Shooting for the expert badge

Training for the Expert Infantryman Badge has begun
in Berlin, and for about 300 Berlin soldiers, it is the op-
portunity to show what they are made of.

In order to earn the coveted badge, they must vol-
unteer, shoot expert with their M-16, and then be recom-
mended by their commanders.

Planning began in March for the training, and the ac-
tual training began May 16 at three McNair Barracks
locations. It will continue at McNair until June 10, when
it will be moved to Keerans Range. On June 30, training
for the EIB at Keerans will end, and from July 17-24, the
testing will be held there.

“Each battalion has a training site, but the entire
brigade is using each of the three sites. The three mod-

ules make up the entire test,”” according to SGM Robert
Horton, G-3 Training.

“We’re trying to get all the men through with all gos
before the actual test. We want them as proficient as pos-
sible.”

Horton explained that a soldier can get a no-go on two
of the tasks and still earn the badge, as long as he passes a
retest for both of them and gets no other no-gos.

“We gave all the men a study guide around the first of
April, and in it, it explains exactly what all the standards
are and what they have to do to get the EIB.”

Horton said that some of the toughest parts of the
EIB testing include the land navigation portion, the 12-
mile road march and *“‘anything where you have to follow
a specific sequence of events, such as CPR.”

You want to do something. Something creative for a
change. Remember those shelves you made in your high
school wood shop? Yeah, those were nice. Dad hung
them up in the living room and Mom put some of her
little knick-knacks on them. Still have the touch? One
way to find out is to check out the Andrews Wood Shop.

Established in the early 1970s, Andrews Wood Shop
offers classes on everything from guitar making to
stained glass courses. You can go in and build a spice
rack or a mammoth oak dining room table. Or, if doing
the measuring, cutting and sanding doesn’t appeal to you,
but you would still like something made, go in and talk to
them, chances are they can make it for you.

For the handyman who would like to do the work him-
self, there is a mandatory $10 safety course held Fridays

L % propriated funds. According to Wood Shop Manager
Gary Hall, it could be a very prosperous place.

“We could make thousands of dollars, but that would
negate our purpose. We’d have to throw out our
patrons.”

The Wood Shop exists for its patrons, so it would
make no sense to do that. ““A good bunch of people work
in here. Sort of the upper strata (of people),” Hall said.
Approximately 30 different people work in the shop in
the course of a week, and many of them go in more than
once.

“We have people who come in here every day we’re
open — our repeat offenders,”” Hall said. *‘It slows down
when it’s cold, because people don’t want to come in.”

For the average project, the cost of wood and other
materials will probably run around $60-$70. “Our aver-
age sale is $25, and you usually have to buy three times
for a project,” Hall said.

“This is one of the finest wood shops I've ever seen,”’
SFC Ron Solmonson, C Company, Field Station Berlin
said. “It’s as well equipped and run as any I've ever been
to. The staff is very helpful, and cheery, as well,” Sol-
monson said.

The wood shop stocks many different types of wood
in their store room, and they have access to many other
types as well. They have all of the standard woods such
as pine, oak and maple, and can get such exotic woods as
Samba from India, Teak from Malaysia, Utile Mahogony
from Indonesia, Shedua from Africa and Lime Wood
from South America. They also carry hardwood ply-
woods, particle woods, and exotic veneers such as Black
Cherry, Pear, Teak and Rosewood.

The wood shop offers built-to-order shelves, cabi-
nettes and furniture, as well as a complete engraving
service. The Athletic and Sports Training Branch uses
the engraver for all of the sports awards, and expects to
save DM 18,000 a year on the engraving of lettering
alone.

The wood shop is open 1—10p.m. on Mondays and
Thursdays, and from 10a.m. to 7 p.m. on Fridays, Sat-
urdays and Sundays. It’s located just below the library in
building 906 on Andrews Barracks.

The biggest sports happening during
Berlin’s ~ 750th  anniversary is the
“Deutsche Turnfest.”” It begins on Sun-
day and lasts until June 7. Almost 120,000
athletes, male and female, from the Fed-
eral Republic and many international ath-
letic clubs will meet in Berlin for their 27th
German Athlete Fest.

Athletes not only come to Berlin to par-
ticipate in Berlin’s 750th anniversary ce-
lebrations, but to engage in all the sports
activities. On Sunday, the Turnfest will
officially be opened at the Olympic Sta-
dium by the President of the FRG Richard
von Weizsdcker. After this opening ce-
remony, athletes will be presenting their
tournaments daily until June 7 in all halls
of the Funkturm Exhibition Grounds, at
the ICC Berlin, at the Deutschlandhalle,
Eissporthalle, Waldbiihne, on the sports
fields of Mommsen Stadium at Eichkamp,
and Maifeld at the Olympic Stadium. The
final day of these sports activities will be
June 7, when all guests will meet again and
join in a festive parade going on between
Theodor-Heuss-Platz, Ernst-Reuter-Platz
and the Olympic Stadium.

A booklet with detailed information on
the athlete fest will be available from
1 p.m. Saturday. It costs DM 5 and can be
purchased daily at Messehalle 1 of the
Funkturm Exhibition Grounds, at the orga-
nization committee stand of the Deutschen
Turnfest.

The daily tournaments begin at about
10a.m. and run all day. They can be
watched free of charge at all the ““Messe-
hallen,”” except for a few presentations, for
which tickets will be needed.

To get to the Messehallen, take the U-
Bahn to Theodor-Heuss-Platz, or Kaiser-
damm. You can also use buses 4, 10, 65,
69 or 94.

Turkish Fest

In addition to all the district fests going
on, the Turkish community in Berlin will
also join in the 750th anniversary celebra-
tions as they offer a program entitled ““Mo-
zaik — Turkish Culture in Berlin,”” and be-
gin with a jazz concert, held June 5 at the
Studio of the Akademie der Kiinste. Cur-
tain time for the jazz performance is 8 p.m.
The program is entitled ‘‘Oriental
Dreams” and will be presented by jazz
singer Ozay and her band.

Tickets are DM 12 and can be purchased
at the door, or in advance at any downtown
ticket agency.

A real speciality of ‘“Mozaik’s”
program will be the ““Dancing of the Der-
vishes,”” a cultural rarity not shown very
often. Four performances are on the
program, two at the Philharmonie, 11 a.m.
June 7 and 3 p.m. June 8. Tickets to these
two performances cost DM 25 and DM 40.
The Tempodrom will be the site of the last

If you want to learn about Turkish
people in Berlin and scenes from their lives
with paintings and sculpture there will be
two exhibitions at the Akademie der
Kiinste opening their doors at Saal 2 and
Saal. 3. Both exhibitions begin June 10 and
run until July 26. The daily hours are from
10a.m. until 7p.m., Monday from 2 p.m.
There is no admission charge. To get to the
Akademie, use the U-Bahn to Hansaplatz,
or bus 16 or 23.

Bantu Music and Dances

A Festival of Traditional Music 87 —
Bantu, will begin here on Tuesday,
running until June 17. During this period,
dancers, singers and instrumentalists will
be presenting their music and dances at the
Studio of the Akademie der Kiinste.

“Mask Dances’’ are on the program on
Tuesday and Wednesday. These dances
will be presented by the Bateke and Ba-
puno Ensemble, Libreville, and curtain
time is 8 p.m. on both nights.

Yzaguirre captures All-Army

Berlin Brigade racquetball champion Jackie Yzaguirre
returned from the United States with two more titles to
add on to the long list of racquetball wins she has accu-
mulated in her career.

Yzaguirre is the winner of the women’s open division
of the All-Army racquetball trials held in April at Fort
Benjamin Harrison, Ind. and picked up a second place in
the Inner Service championships held in May in Norfolk,
Va.

More than 100 racquetballers competed in the All-
Army trials for eight days of a double-elimination tourna-
ment. Players involved were the best U.S. Army, Europe
and U.S. commands had to offer, competitors earning
their ways through local tourneys.

It was Yzaguirre’s fourth trip to the All-Army trials
and she was top seeded into the event. She played against
familiar people and some new players.

“I went undefeated. There was some tough competi-
tion but they made me look good. They gave it to me,”
Yzaguirre said of the trials.

After the trials, 12 top players were chosen from the
various age and sex divisions to train and compete for the
Inner Service championship.

The players trained five hours a day for four days then
travelled to Norfolk where they were able to train for
only three days before competing against the best wall
slammers in the military.

Yzaguirre has competed in the Inner Service since
1984 and Barbara Faulkenberry of the Air Force has
given her stiff competition for the top title. Faulkenberry
was this year’s winner.

Faulkenberry wasn’t able to play because of injuries in
1984 and Yzaguirre took the gold that year. Faul-
kenberry was knocked out early in the 1985 contest and
Yzaguirre won that title.

Faulkenberry took first place in the 1986 champion-
ships leaving Yzaguirre the second place and this year
was a repeat of the 1986 finish, though Yzaguirre started
off with a big win.

Yzaguirre sent Faulkenberry to the losers bracket in
the first match.

“She was playing good but not up to her standard. I
won the match 15-3 and 15-4 but the rallies were so long
that the first game lasted one hour and 10 minutes,”’ Yza-
guirre said.

“Everyone in the winners bracket was a hard and good
player,” she added. Yzaguirre finished up the winners
bracket and found she had to play Faulkenberry again
who had worked her way out of the losers series.

Yzaguirre won the first game of the match 15-13.
Faulkenberry took the second game 15-14 to set up the tie
breaking game. Faulkenberry won that game 11-9. The
final match went 15-13, 15-12 for Faulkenberry.

“I played really well with her. I never dive, but in
these games I dove. She was great.

*“She said she needs to work on her serve and that she
wanted a lower serve. She didn’t ace me in any of the
games,”” Yzaguirre added.

Yzaguirre also played in a double racquetball event
with Army partner Patricia Saunders. The two went all
the way through the winners bracket and lost in an 11-8
tie breaker to the Air Force.

The Navy hosted the Inner Service championships this
year and next year the Army will host the contest at Fort
Benjamin Harrison.

“I was really happy about how I played this year and
want to thank all of the people in Berlin for supporting
me.

“I was proud to represent Berlin and the Army in the
event,” Yzaguirre added.
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Bavarian golf
tours offer travel

AFRC—Golf enthusiasts with an itch for
testing their versatility on four of the courses in
the Alps will find their challenge this summer
through the Armed Forces Recreation Center’s
“Golf Bavaria’ program.

Golf Bavaria is a tour program designed
for intermediate through advanced golfers to
play 18 holes at Bavarian courses near Beuer-
berg, Feldafing and Garmisch, as well as the
rugged Alpine course at Seefeld, Austria.

The four-day program costs $125 and includes
an AFRC instructor/guide, green fees and tran-
sportation without structured golf instruction.

New sports award offered

Washington (ARNEWS)—*“Sport is clearly one of
the happier inventions of the human mind: one can think
of few activities that yield so much pleasure and so many
benefits.”

So begins President Ronald Reagan’s message about
the Presidential Sports Award Program, which is
sponsored by his council on physical fitness and sports.

Open to all Americans aged 15 years and older, the
program gets it impetus from the premise that, “‘a strong,
vital America depends on physically fit Americans.™ It
consists of 43 qualifying sports, ranging from archery
and back-packing to figure skating and weight training.
Participants select one or more sports and keep a per-
sonal fitness log to meet the qualifying standards for each
selection, thus earning the award. For example, to earn
the award for running, the runner must—

B run a minimum of 200 miles;

M run continuously for at least three miles during each
outing. No more than five miles in any one day may be
credited to the total (longer runs are not discouraged, but
miles counted toward 200-mile total must be spread over
at least 40 outings); and

M have an average time of nine minutes or less per
mile (27 minutes for three miles, 45 minutes for five
miles, etc.).

This award itself consists of a personalized presi-
dential certificate, a congratulatory letter from Coucil
Chairman George Allen, and an embroidered emblem
signifying the sport in which the award was earned.

“May, being National Fitness and Sports Month,”
said Maj. Dick Hayford in the Army’s office of the de-
puty chief of staff for operations and plans, **presents an
opportune time for Army people to join in the program.™

Hayford, who coordinates physical fitness training
with the center, the Army staff and the major army com-
mands, views the presidential awards program as, “‘espe-
cially valuable to soldiers in the reserve components
—because it offers them a formal means for achieving
the same kind of fitness regularity that’s available to their
active component counterparts.”’

Returning status
decides vacation
suitcase contents

USEUCOM  Executive  Agency—Those
planning on taking stateside leave this summer
will be faced with the decision of what status to
claim when clearing customs: returning resident
or a nonresident. The difference between these
two forms of residency status lies in the exemp-
tions granted to each.

M Returning resident exemption — returning
residents are required to pay import duties or
internal revenue taxes on all foreign made ar-
ticles brought into the U.S.

People receive an exemption from duty and
internal revenue tax on the first $400 worth of all
personal effects and household goods of foreign
manufacture obtained abroad and brought back
to the U.S. to include 100 cigars (none of which
may be Cuban) and 200 cigarettes in this exemp-
tion. All of these items may be given as bona fide
gifts. Remember, U.S. manufactured items are
not subject to the payment of duty.

Those 21 or older may include 1 liter of al-
cohol if it is for personal use or as a gift.

Those exceeding the above exemptions, will
be subject to duty and internal revenue tax.

M Nonresident exemption — all personal ef-
fects carried back to the U.S. are exempt from
the payment of duty as long as these items are for
personal use in the U.S. and will be exported
when leaving. Adults may bring in 1 liter of al-
cohol for their own personal use while staying in
the U.S. (age requirements are determined by
the state.)

Up to $100 in gifts may be brought into the
U.S. by nonresidents duty free.

Also included in the exemptions are 200 ciga-
rettes, or 50 cigars or 2 kilograms of smoking to-
bacco for personal consumption.

Which exception is best?

First look at what exceptions are available,
and what is going back to the U.S. If a person is
planning to take several foreign manufactured
$300 suits to wear in the U.S., the nonresident
may be best, as personal effects are duty free.
