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Two brigade teams
conquer Nijmegan

The march isn’t a race by nature, but . . .

“It’s not officially a competition,” said
SP4 Bill Jackson, B Co., FSB, ‘“but
everyone has something to prove.”

The Berlin Brigade team was the first
complete team to cross the finish line, and
the Field Station Berlin team was the 10th!
complete team to finish the Nijmegan
March, an annual event began about 70
years ago to promote health and physical
fitness in Nijmegan, Holland.

The two teams, one from the Berlin
Brigade and the other from Field Station
Berlin, each consisted of 14 marchers, a
medic who rode a bicycle with the march-
ers, and an administrative non-commis-
sioned officer who stayed in the rear and
took care of everything from filling out pa-
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perwork to making sure the marchers had
clean uniforms for the next day’s march-
ing.

The Berlin soldiers marched with ap-
proximately 7,500 other military members
from nations throughout Europe and the
world, as well as civilians from all over.
The distances marched varied each day,
with the average coming out to about 44
km, about 27.5 miles, a day.

There was a twist for the FSB team
though; four team members were female.
Other teams had female marchers, but the
Berlin women were the first to tread across
the finish line.

Proving they could make it was one th-
ing, but proving they could make it repeat-
edly was something else again.

“It’s something you have to prepare
your body for, you have to be in good

A simple turn
becomes a course
in cross-cultural

Did you ever have one of those days?
Yeah, I thought so. I had my most
recent one July 22, while I was driving to
Nijmegan, Holland to cover the road
march.

It wasn’t the driving that bothered me, I
enjoy that. The problems started when I
wanted to stop driving. I rolled into Duis-
burg, West Germany, where I had planned
to stay the night. Because I took a differnt
exit than I normally do, I got “diso-
rientated,”” (that means I got lost).

Anyway, I drove around for about 45
minutes before I finally found the hotel I
was going to stay in. [ drove past it because
I was in the left lane and couldn’t get over,
sol just decided to wait and turn around at
my first opportunity.

My first opportunity was what I thought
was a circular driveway. I was partially
correct. I spiraled down into a parking
ramp. I couldn’t back out because it was an
uphill and a spiral driveway, so it wouldn’t
have been safe.

So I took the little ticket that the machine
spit out at me.

That was my first mistake.

My second mistake was to look up at the
ceiling as I drove. The top of my van was
no more than perhaps two inches from the
ceiling. My imagination started playing
some terrible tricks on me. Every beam I
drove under looked lower than the one be-
fore.

Teen saves child’s life

Summer hire’s quick response saves child at Cole pool

A Cole Sports Center summer hire lifeguard became
the critical link in a chain of people who worked together
to save the life of an American child at the sports center’s
pool July 23.

Mary Coyle was at her station by the main sports cen-
ter pool late that Thursday afternoon when she heard,
‘““people screaming that someone was dying in the little
pool.”

A few moments earlier an unidentified woman told a
British soldier identified only as Capt. Sanford that she
had seen something at the bottom of the small pool. San-
ford then went into the water and found 5-year-old An-
thony Baton lying on the bottom of the pool. Sanford
brought the child to the surface and laid him on the side
of the pool. The ensuing commotion brought Coyle from
her post into the small pool area.

“I got to the little pool and there was a little boy lying
by the side of the pool. I walked over there, turned him
over and noticed that he wasn’t breathing, but that his
heart was beating, so I gave him mouth-to-mouth (resus-
citation),” Coyle related.

Coyle, a junior at Berlin American High School last
year, had completed the Red Cross advanced lifesaving
course just two weeks before the near-drowning. She
credits the course with helping her through her first life-
saving incident.

“I was scared, but we had just finished the class two
weeks before that, so it came right to me,” she said.

“I gave the child mouth-to-mouth and he started spit-
ting up water, then threw up. It all lasted a little longer
than a minute,”” she reported.

In that short span of time the pool’s deputy supervisor,
Anthony Hurndall-Waldron made it to the scene and took
over from Coyle. Hurndall-Waldron had already called
an ambulance and then treated the child for shock until
the hospital crew arrived. He said that once Sanford had
pulled the child from the pool Coyle probably saved the
child’s life.

“The hospital said he was lucky to make it, so I think
Mary really did save his life,”” Hurndall-Waldron said.

Coyle, who left for the states with her family earlier
today, also reported that the job she took because she
liked to work with kids, was ‘“mostly quiet”” both before
and after the incident.
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Soldiers test fire
German weapons

Soldiers from the Helmstedt Support Detach-
ment, Combat Support Battalion, participated in
the qualification for the German Schuet-
zenschnur, the German shooting medal, earlier
this month.

To qualify for the medal, the soldiers had to
hit 12 of 20 pop-up targets with the German G-3
rifle, and with the 7.62 German machine gun,
they had to hit eight of 15 pop-up targets.

West German soldiers demonstrated the
weapons first, then the Helmstedt soldiers tried
them. 22 members of the Helmstedt detachment
and five soldiers from CSB earned the bronze,
silver and gold medals when they qualified with
the weapons.

The training was conducted by the 21st Panzer
Grenadier Company of the 22nd Panzer Gre-
nadier Battalion, which is the partner unit of the
Helmstedt Support Detachment.

The rise and fall of Nazi architecture

If Adolf Hitler was the megalomaniac who led Ger-
many down a 12 year road to hell, Albert Speer was
one of the architects who encouraged the madness and
helped make it possible.

Speer was a talented but unscrupulous man who
drained fantastic sums from a heavily burdened German
economy in order to glorify the mythical Aryan race and
house its demented fiihrer. As fate would have it, most of
the long-range plans of Hitler and his architect never got
off the drawing boards. Among those buildings that did
though, was the so-called ‘““New Reichskanzlei’ that rose
on Berlin’s Voss Strasse between 1937 and 1939.

Prior to the political ascension of the National Socia-
lists in 1933, most high level government administrative
functions were held in a building complex on Wilhelm
Strasse that included the old Kanzlei and the Borsig
Palace, a home constructed during the 1730s as the seat
of a high-ranking nobleman.

Wholesale neglect

Both of those buildings were used throughout the years
by the Prussian state as headquarters for various govern-
ment departments and finally as residence for Germany’s
chancellor after 1871. The years took their toll, however,
and normal deterioration, numerous uncoordinated re-
novations and the wholesale neglect that followed the
virtual collapse of the German economy in the wake of
World War I, all contributed to the overall poor condition
of the structures by 20th century.

When Hitler came to power in January 1933 he imme-
diately commissioned Albert Speer to inspect the build-
ings which would serve as the chancellor’s residence.

Plumbing, such as it was, could not meet even the
most rudimentary health standards, and some walls and
ceilings throughout the buildings could easily collapse
without a great deal of outside intervention.

These conditions were certainly not in keeping with the
grandiose standards that Hitler felt were befitting a man

of his stature, and immediate repairs were authorized un-
til a new ‘““Kanzlei”” could be designed and built. In 1934,
though, a balcony was added to the facade of the old
chancellery from which Hitler was to deliver many of his
early crowd-stirring speeches.

Speer, meanwhile, began to draw up plans for an en-
tirely new headquarters of the monumental proportions
necessary for the administrative, residential and repre-
sentational needs of his fithrer. The architect designed a
building that symbolised the National Socialist idea of re-
birth and belief in a renewed German future. The “New
Reichskanzlei’” was to be a stone incarnation of the ideals
of Adolf Hitler.

Plans ready

Plans were ready by 1937 and Voss Strasse was
cleared along its entire length between Wilhelm and Her-
man Goering Strasse. The floor plan encompassed more
than 16,000 square meters along a 421-meter frontage.
Twenty meter high front walls were constructed with the
help of 17 special cranes that were brought on site, and
huge drying fans were installed to cure the cement for the
four meter thick roof of the bunker to be built 16 meters
under the new Kanzlei. More than 40,000 tradesmen
were employed during construction.

The old Kanzlei along Wilhelm Strasse was linked via
the Borsig Palace at the corner to the new building on
Voss Strasse to create a single, enormous complex in the
rear of which was a park and courtyard accessible from
any of the individual sections. The courtyard itself was
finally enclosed by a row of residences along Herman
Goering Strasse.

Gigantic bronze statuary depicting naked, idealized
Aryans flanked the oversized Kanzlei’s six meter tall en-
tryways and added to the impression of immensity. Outer
walls were clad in white marble from the Jura-Dolomite
Alps and interior chambers were decorated in blood-red
marble inlaid with eagles and swastikas.

Only two years were required for all the construction,
and Hitler moved into his palace in 1939, the same year
that he led Germany into a war that would change the
world. Six years later the capital city of the Third Reich
had been reduced to a virtual moonscape of devastation.

Above the 75 million cubic meters of rubble that were
spread like a carpet over the entire city, the shattered
walls of the old and new Kanzlei stood out like
tombstones above Berlin’s ruined government district.
By mid January, when Soviet ground forces were closing
in on the city, Hitler had descended into the bunker deep
beneath his showplace home.

It was there that the fithrer would spend the last 105
days of his life in a state of near total insanity.

Hitler emerged from the bunker only twice during that
time. On the last occasion, his 56th birthday, April 20,
1945, he and Reichs Youth Leader Axmann presented
Iron Crosses to some of the capital city’s last defenders--
young men from 12 to 20 years of age. The Russians
were already in Oranienburg just north of the city.

Then on April 30, Hitler married his long-time mis-
tress Eva Braun, put his earthly affairs in order and along
with his new bride committed suicide between 3 and
4p.m. Their bodies were carried to the garden and
burned with the aid of 200 liters of gasoline. The Third
Reich came apart rapidly thereafter, and on May 8,
Fieldmarshal Keitel, General Stumpf and Admiral von
Friedburg signed surrender documents at Karlshorst end-
ing the war in Europe.

Fall of the chancellery

The Soviets had, of course, stormed the chancellery
buildings in the meantime and the ornate rooms of the
fiihrer were looted. The marble was stripped from its
walls, and ultimately used to decorate memorials to So-
viet war dead at Treptow, Pankow and in the British
sector near the Brandenburg Gate.

The Kanzlei buildings were finally torn down in 1949.
The bunker and its maze of tunnels remained intact and
were used during the 1960s to help residents of the Soviet
sector to escape to the West after the Wall and its death
zone were built.

Today, Herman Goering Strasse lies along the very
line of that death zone and for all the ‘‘anti-fascist”
rhetoric that the Soviets and their comrades in the
“DDR” spout, very little in the way of human rights
seems to have changed in the neighborhood around the
old fiithrer bunker.

Hospital strives for solutions

Quality care, feedback builds confidence in military medical system

By hiring more doctors and increasing
patient feedback, hospital officials are con-
tinually trying to build confidence in Ber-
lin’s military medical system.

“My goal is not necessarily to make
people happy, it’s to give them good care,
and have them have confidence in the facil-
ity. I recognize when those two things are
done, then most people are happy with it,”
said U.S. Army Hospital Commander,
Col. Ronald Blanck.

Since the 1987 Family Symposium en-
ded its three-day conference in January ad-
dressing a variety of community issues,

hospital officials have been actively
working on solutions to better serve the
community.

In an answer to some of the problems
raised, the hospital has hired a fourth ob-
stetrician, a pediatrician and a family
practitioner.

They’ve also increased the emphasis on
using the patient assistance representative,
Carol Fowler.

“Some of the positive steps we’ve taken
have already shown results, such as the
much more and better use of the patient as-
sistance officer. When people have con-
cerns and complaints they’ve brought them
up and we can deal with them,” Blanck
said.

The medical liaison is able to cut
through some of the hospital red tape, and
get the help they need.

““An example, recently there was a guy
in the 42nd Engineers who had a knee
problem and needed surgery. He’d been
seen three times from the orthopedic sur-
geon and three times was told that he
should call and make an appointment in
Landstuhl.

“He tried and couldn’t get on because
they have waiting lists of months. And on
and on it went. We were clearly jerking
him around.

“So, he went to see patient assistance,
and I said, ‘Hey, we’ll pay for that,” and
sent him to Oscar Helene Heim with sup-
plemental care,” Blanck said.

When needs are communicated, some-
thing can usually be worked out, he said.

Sixteen other medical services issues
were raised. Some of those were:

B “Ilmprove the attitude of
hospital workers towards military
personnel.”

“We’ll never solve it, but that means we
always need to work at it,”” Blanck said.

Hospital workers are trained and given
classes in patient relations, and Blanck em-
phasizes courteous treatment in his talks
with staff members.

Complaints can be brought to patient as-
sistance’s attention, and something can be
done, Blanck said.

“The more we’re aware of this, the bet-
ter it is for us,” he said.

B “Improve record mainten-
ance.”

“We're doing pretty well in that,”” he
said.

B “Raise the consciousness of
foreign doctors towards patients.”

Results of quarterly surveys seem to in-
dicate that patients are generally satisfied
with the doctors, both military and ci-
vilian,

“The general perception, it seems from
the surveys, is the attitude of the German
doctor care, generally, is pretty good,”
Blanck said.

In the most recent survey, 100 percent of
the 125 respondents said they were treated
courteously, and of those, 95 percent said
they were seen by a foreign trained doctor.

“In fact, the surveys are so good that I
once jokingly accused the staff of filling
them out themselves. I said, ‘“We've got to
get these to the patients.””

B “Initiate a family practice
program.”

Plans are to use the new family practi-
tioner as the “‘nucleus for building a family
practice program consisting of outpatient
clinicians and physicians assistants.

This is three or four years down the
road, he said.

B “Give patients the option of
going to a German hospital.”

“Patients have always had the option of
going to civilian care,” Blanck said.

But, he said, patients are less likely to
use Civilian Health And Medical Program
of the Uniformed Services, which reim-
burses dependents up to 70 percent of
health care.

“In fact, last year we had
CHAMPUS claims,’” Blanck said.

More likely, however, if the hospital
cannot provide a service, such as ma-
mograms, patients are sent to a German
hospital on supplemental care, for which
the command pays the health care costs.

“We are liberal with our use of supple-
mental care and sending people to the Ger-
man system. We are self-constrained by
two things,” Blanck said.

One, cost of going to a German hospital,
and two, differences in how people are
taken care of.

“They tend to cut more often in or-
thopedics and ENT (ears, nose and throat)
... So, we prefer to keep people in the
American system.

B “Schedule more specialists
from the west.”

That’s already being done, he said.

“A podiatrist is going to be a terrible
problem, because we don’t have any ...
Europe has, right this minute, zero Army
podiatrists. If there’s anything a soldier
needs is a podiatrist with all of the feet
problems. We use our orthopedists who
generally don’t like to do that,” he said.

B “Eliminate central appoint-
ments.”

Pointing to inaccurate American Forces
Network  Television  spots  stating
otherwise, Blanck said it’s here to stay.

“This is a small enough hospital that
central appointments should be pretty effi-
cient,” he said.

A new computer, recently installed, will
make central appointments more efficient--
“not being put on hold forever, or not get-
ting an appointment.”’

“If you’ve followed the appointment
waiting times in the Observer you’ve seen
those drop, too. We’ve worked very, very

hard, particularly in those areas that had
appointments way out like optometry.™

B “Extend appointment hours for
shift workers.”

With the emergency room open 24 hours
a day, and doctors on call, Blanck ex-
plained that this was unnecessary.

“I'll see people at six o’clock at night in
internal medicine, and so will surgeons, so
will pediatricians. All they have to do is go
to patient assistance if scheduling is a
problem,” he said.

M “Eliminate
emergency room.”

Blanck said he encourages the use of the
emergency room if there’s something that
needs to be taken care of.

He gave the example of someone in the
American Embassy to East Germany who
was detained at the checkpoint and missed
an appointment for a child, and thought it
was too late.

*“That’s baloney. Take them to the
emergency room. We have people here 24
hours a day. And so I encourage the use of
the emergency room for those kinds of th-
ings,” Blanck said.

H “In hospital child care.”

Space and regulations prevent the
hospital from establishing a child care cen-
ter, but officials are looking at other op-
tions.

Until then, Blanck suggests using the
family child care providers through the
Children’s Center.

B “Provide more support of pa-
tients sent to West Germany.”

“That’s people we send to Frankfurt and
Landstuhl. I talked to both of the hospital
commanders who have waiting areas and
we give the patients maps how to get
there,”” Blanck said.

““Also, there’s a place in the Frankfurt
RTO, that if people don’t feel well for one
reason or another, they can go lie down in
that VIP suite. All they have to do is ask.”

As of July 1, patients sent on referral can
qualify for per diem, reimbursement for
travel costs and meals for family mem-
bers.”’ (See page 8.)

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Americans power soaring Adlers

'l‘ wo athletes from the Army community have found
they can still experience a big part of traditional
American sport in Berlin, something they felt they had
left behind. Quarterback Gene Kennedy and running
back Clarence Rambo play full contact football with Ber-
lin’s German-American team, the Adlers.

The Adlers have won all of their games so far this
season, with a healthy percentage of the points coming
from the two players who are with in their first year with
the team. How difficult was it for the two to get hooked
up with the Adlers? It was all a case of being in the right
place at the right time.

«An Air Force player, Boss Hogg, had mentioned to a
friend that the Adlers needed a quarterback. I tried out
and have kept with the team since,” said Kennedy, a 22-
year-old family member working with the Berlin
American High School. He is 6 "1, 185 pounds and de-
scribes himself as “‘big for a quarterback.” His
teammate, Rambo, linked up with the team in the same
fashion.

“It was playing flag football and another guy in my
company, Lee Brown, said I should try out for the team.

Lee was playing with the Adlers and he first introduced
me to the team. I conditioned and practiced with the team
and I just fit in,”” Rambo said. The 22-year-old Rambo is
5'10"", 185 pounds and is assigned to Headquarters and
Service Company, Field Station Berlin. The first time the
two players met was at practice.

“When I first met Rambo, he was wearing his plain
black military glasses and an egg-shaped helmet. I looked
around and he said he wanted to play. I noticed he was
American and figured I'd try him out. I ran a few plays
with him and he looked real good,” said Kennedy, an
Austin, Texas native.

Intuitive relationship

The two agree they have a good working relationship.

“On and off the field, we know each other well enough
to know how each other thinks. A wink of the eye or a
turn of the head and we pick it up. Kennedy makes every-
thing happen for me. He knows when to give the ball to
me,” Rambo added. This special relationship manifested
itself in a shared touchdown during one game.

“I ran an option around the end for what looked like a
long run, like a 60 or 70 yard touchdown,” Kennedy
said. “I heard Rambo from behind me say ‘slow up,
Gene.’ I slowed and we carried the ball over for the
touchdown together.”

Originally from Memphis, Tenn., Rambo has played
organized football since the seventh grade. He played for
Lane College in Jackson, Tenn. and Memphis State Col-
lege for two years where he studied computer science and
mathematics before joining the Army. He plans to con-
tinue his education in the future.

Rambo is averaging an incredible 20 yards per carry
from his running back position and is on his way to
breaking 1,000 yards rushing mark for the season. He
also receives passes and returns kick-offs. He said his
name, which his teammates first associated with Syl-
vester Stallone movies, is now better-known for his own
on-field exploits.

“Rambo is smooth. A real smooth runner,” Kennedy
said of his teammate. Rambo has become ““‘smooth’ en-
ough to have opposing teams set up strategies to defend
against the runner before they meet. Rambo was once
told by an opossing player that his only job was to key on
Rambo for the entire game.

Quarterbacking for the Adlers came easy for Kennedy
who has played football since the third grade, carving a
position as a quarterback in junior high school in Texas.
Kennedy earned all-state and all-district honors in high
school and received scholarships to Cisco College in
Abelene, Texas and Cameron University, Okla. Kennedy
is presently taking classes in Emergency Medical Service
with a goal of becoming a medical technician.

When Kennedy first joined the team, the Adlers
practiced only once a week. Kennedy helped coax the
team into practicing more often and met with players who
were interested in learning more. Practice now consists
of four or five laps around the practice field,
callisthenics, 30-40 minutes of offense and defense drills
and then team scrimmages. The team also looks at game
films together. The team meets three or four times during
the week.

“Our offense is playing differently now and we are
working hard together. We all think alike. Football is
mostly mental. I would say 90 percent mental and 10 per-
cent physical. Since it is an American sport, the German
players had to learn how to think American football in-
stead of rugby or soccer,” Kennedy added.

“In the states, the game is more physical and the
players are much bigger. They are much quicker on the
field and there is an average player. Players vary here, in
size and quickness,”” Rambo said. The running back ad-
ded that American football is domesticated to the point of
having average players with the same skills, where as in
Germany the sport has just become popular and players
have not garnered the ability of the American player.

““There are players here who could play college ball,”

Rambo added.

“They have the right attitude for football. When they
play, they have on thing in mind and that is to win. They
play clean, hard football and will often practice on their
own time. I work with them after practice sometimes,”’
Rambo said.

“I was first under the impression that they were only
interested in wearing the American football jersey,”
Kennedy said.

“I know now the Germans enjoy playing the sport.
They are definitely interested in learning the sport and
will look to us and ask ‘what did I do wrong?’ and *how
do you do it?” We have one German quarterback, I don’t
even know his name, but we call him Big Bird because he
is 6'7"'. He’s probably one of the biggest and best quar-
terbacks in Germany. He can call plays well at the line,”
Kennedy said.

Kennedy and Rambo especially laud their head coach
Billy Brooks and defensive coordinator Jay Archie.
Brooks brought several years of experience playing
professional football to the team.Archie has the ability to
pump up their defense, Kennedy said.

Democratic signal calling

“We have a good defense that plays all out for us. I
like my line. They have the right attitude and I wouldn’t
trade them for anything. We work so well together,
sometimes we ask the line what they want to run,”
Rambo said.

There are also six players from the Air Force com-
munity playing for the Adlers.A total of eight Americans
are allowed to play for the team, with only two Americ-
ans on the field for the team at one time. None of the
players are paid for playing, though they do have
sponsors who supply their equipment. Players come
from all walks of life and are there for the same rea-
son—to play a game of clean, hard football.

“The fans have a lot to do with my performance on the
field. Knowing they are out there to watch me, motivates
me that much more,”” Rambo said. His friends from U.S.
Army Information Systems Command and H & S, FSB
come in groups to cheer him on.

“We have more fans on the road sometimes than the
teams we play against. The fans are very supportive and
will follow us where we go. At the last game some spec-
tators had cow bells,” Kennedy said.

“You can tell Berlin likes the Adlers by the support.
They identify with winners and they see us as semi-
pros,”” he added. Fans often tell the players they gave a
good game and ask for their autographs.

The German/American football season ends with a Su-
perbowl, as in the National Football League. The Super-
bowl is scheduled to be held Oct. 11 and will be hosted by
Berlin in honor of the city’s 750th birthday. Last year,
Ansbach beat Berlin by one touchdown to keep the Adl-
ers out of the Superbowl. Ansbach went on to be defeated
by Diisseldorf in the final game.

“I would like to play either team. I just want to be in
the Superbowl and to win it,* Rambo said. If the Adlers
do win, they will play in a European football champion-
ship game.

The Superbowl! will be televised and while a place has
not been chosen yet, the Olympic Stadium could be the
site. Each player wants the opportunity to say he played
in the Olympic Stadium.

shape,”” SP4 Kenneth Young, B Co., 6th
Bn. said. “During training we lost a couple
of people to serious injuries, knee injuries,
foot injuries, things like that.”

Distance vs. speed

“A lot of teams just went for distance,
and for the time that we trained, we went
as fast as we could as well as going for dis-
tance,”” said SP4 Mark Wotring, A Co.,
4th Bn. “It was the training. The other
teams think they’re doing great just march-
ing the entire distance. They didn’t think
we could do it in five or six hours. They
said, ‘No, you can’t do that—it’s im-
possible.””’

It wasn’t impossible. The brigade team
had an approximate daily average time of
five hours, 55 minutes.

“It’s longer and harder than anything
I've ever done before,” said SP4 Ralph
Hodges, Headquarters Company, 5th Bn.

“I wanted to do something hard—a chal-
lenge,”” Wotring said. “The people are
really good, we all get along, I don’t think I
knew any of these guys before I joined the
team, and now we’re all good friends.”

“It was a new challenge,” Young said.

“My platoon sergeant was telling me about

it, and I wanted to join the team to see how
it was.

“It was something new to me,"” he said.
“There’s a lot of pain, but once you get
beyond a certain point, it gets to be a mind
game--mind over matter.”’

“It’s great except for the sore feet,”” said
SP4 Anthony Phillip, C Co., 4th Bn. “We
really have to move, because Berlin has to
set the standards.”

“Just going to Nijmegan is different than
going to Nijmegan with the Berlin
Brigade,” Hodges said. “In the Berlin
Brigade, you have to earn the right to go,
you don’t just get to go.”

International camp

All of the soldiers were billeted in a
huge multi-national camp in Nijmegan,
and their tents were set up right alongside
those of their neighbors.

“Soldiers of different countries were al-
ways coming into our tent to trade uni-
forms and things,” Wotring said.

“We got to trade things with soldiers
from other nations, and it’s really interest-
ing to see their uniforms,” Jackson said.

“This is my fourth march,” said Sgt.
John D’Amico, B Co., FSB. “I have a lot
of friends here from other nations, and this

is the only time during the year that we can
sit down and talk about what we’ve done
during the year.”

*“It can be painful at times but it’s a lot of
fun,” Jackson said. “If everybody stays
healthy everybody has a good time.”

“Everybody” includes more than just
the marchers.

“We were going through this sleepy
little town one morning,” said SFC Leo-
nard Ligon, officer in charge of the
brigade team, ‘“‘and there were maybe 10
people standing out there cheering. There
was an older man standing out there in a
World War II era uniform, standing at at-
tention and saluting us as we marched by.”

“The people in Holland are very nice,”
said Young, “I’'m going to try to come
back.”

“You can be dying and some little kid
will come up and give you a slice of orange
or he will hold your hand and walk with
you for a little while,” D’ Amico said.

Little kids
come up and give you things, that makes it
a whole lot more bearable,”” Hodges said.

“The greatest part is the motivation,”
said SP4 R.C. Stone, Co. A, FSB.

“As we are walking through all of these
cities, we see the people, and they are so
nice to us,” Phillip said. “They give us
water and milk, they shake our hands—it’s
great—they’re out here for us.”

The non-commissioned officer in charge
of the FSB team, SFC David Hidalgo,
said, “I’'m proud of what we did. Until the
15th of June we were still working swing
shifts. It’s tough to work a mid, from mid-
night to 7a.m., and then go out and march
30 kilometers. It took a lot of effort. We
showed all of the infantry units and all the
male teams that it takes more than just
training, it takes dedication.”

What did the brigade team leader think
of his men? “They’re a good bunch of
guys.
