Uniform changes
set to kick in on
new fiscal year -

Washington (ARNEWS)—Several uniform
items, ranging from the utility uniform to certain
portions of other uniforms, will fall into the “‘un-
authorized for wear’’ category as of Oct. 1.

MSgt. Kathleen Harvey, staff action NCO for
the Army’s clothing board at the Pentagon, iden-
tified the items as follows:

B The durable-press utility uniforms (OG
507) for men and women.

M The cotton-poplin shirt and slacks (OG
107) for women.

M The slacks for the Army green pantsuit
(AG 344) and the skirt of the Army green uni-
form (AG 344) (all part of the class B uniform).

Harvey added that the hot-weather jungle fa-
tigues no longer will be authorized for wear ex-
cept upon issue as part of organizational gear.

The utility uniforms have been replaced with
the temperate/hot-weather camouflage uniform
(Battle Dress Uniform).

For three years, the Engineer Battalion, 82nd Airborne
Division, had a non-commissioned officer in its ranks
who became the epitomy of what an NCO should be; a
leader.

Sergeant Morales was Puerto Rican, small of stature, a
man who cared about his soldiers, and made them care
about both themselves and the Army. He led by example.
He helped his soldiers, trained them, and kept notes on
each of them, their backgrounds and other information.
He kept them informed and watched out for their inter-
ests. He helped them with their details, cut their hair, and
sewed their uniforms. Morales met with his squad and
their wives or girlfriends at least once a month, and dis-
cussed problems and questions. He was their platoon ser-
geant and their friend.

During a ceremony Tuesday, three Berlin soldiers
were inducted into the Sergeant Morales Club, an orga-
nization for NCOs who are deemed to be leaders of the
quality shown by Morales.

Staff Sergeant John Abbe, C Company, 6th Bn., SSgt.
Ramdeo Ramtahal, Combat Support Company, Sth Bn.,
and SSgt. Jerry Weaver, C Company, 5th Bn. were made
official members of the Sergeant Morales Club after
going through two boards which determined them to be
“Morales material.”

squad leaders.

It is a vote of confidence just to be nominated for the
Sgt. Morales Club according to Weaver.

“It’s an honor. My peers and superiors have viewed
me as a superior NCO—one who leads by example and
cares for his soldiers—it’s really an honor.

“I was recommended by my chain of command. They
felt that I was Morales material, an NCO who lived by
the Morales code. They had confidence in me,” Weaver
said.

Abbe explained a little bit about the boards they faced.
“We had to go through two selection boards, one at the
battalion level and one at the brigade level. They asked us
questions about how to help soldiers. They put us in cir-
cumstances and asked us how we would handle them.

“The board was very tough—you couldn’t study for
it,” agreed Ramtahal. *“‘Everything came from instinct
and your knowledge as a leader. You just had to do the
best you could.

“It means a lot to be recognized by your peers, as well
as by your superiors. That’s more important than the re-
sults,”” Abbee said.

Ramtahal summed up the three new Morales members
feelings when he said, ““I wanted to go before the board
because I care about soldiers.”

58 soldiers earn expert badges

The Berlin Brigade Expert Infantryman Badge testing
ended July 24, and for the 58 soldiers who passed the 32
tasks, the award ceremony was held Monday afternoon
at the Coliseum theater on McNair Barracks.

Soldiers were allowed to get two no-gos as long as they
retested on both and scored goes on each task. 373 Berlin
soldiers tried for the badge, 58 were able to successfully
“go” through each task and earn the right to wear the
mark of expert. This gave Berlin a 15.5 percent passing
rate.

I think for any test, in order to be a good test, 15-20
percent (passing) is good,”” Donelson said.

Ist Lt. Gary Southard, the lone HHC BBde soldier to
earn the coveted badge, said, ‘It was a really tough test
to take, and it was a really tough test to do well on. A lot
of good people didn’t get the badge.”

I thought the testing went a lot better this year. Last
year we did all of our training, except maybe the last two
days, at the battalion level. This year we did more
training on the test site with the actual graders,”” said Sgt.
James Boyd, A Co., 4th. Bn.

Some of the hardest tasks according to the soldiers
were locating enemy targets using grid coordinates, land
navigation, cardio-pulmunary resuscitation, and the hand
grenades.

““Shift from a known point was my hardest task. I had
a mental block against it. It was my last station last year,

and I got a no-go. Locate enemy targets took out a lot of
people,” Boyd said.

The 4th Battalion had a total of 13 soldiers earn the
badge, the 5th had 24, and the 6th Battalion had 20 earn
the badge. Headquarters Company, Berlin Brigade had
one soldier who passed testing as well.

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Marien: a landmark of Berlin’s 750 years

Thirteenth century stonemasons working on the
Marien Church in what is now the geographic cen-
ter of greater Berlin trudged through the predawn chill
toward a construction site they thought of as being in the
Neustadt, or a “New City.”

In fact, when Neustadt began to rise in the year 1270,
the twin cities of Berlin and Kélln were thriving com-
munities on opposite banks of the trade—bearing Spree
river, both having received a royal charter from the reig-
ning Askanian margraves Johann I and Otto III in 1237.

The Catholic Church had already begun to make its
mark on the landscape, and before long there were quite
a few houses of worship in the area. In fact the city’s first
parish church pre-dated the charter by some years, and
that one, the Nicolai Church, along with a Franciscan
monastery and chapel, were both south of a line where
the present day Red Rathaus sits.

Trade and commerce were good here in this outpost,
the city fathers watched with pride as their town prosp-
ered, and like all optimistic administrators, they made pl-
ans for growth. Their “new city,” of course, grew up
immediately north of the Altstadt and and since the pop-
ulation had grown large enough to warrant it, a second

parish was established. The long history of the Marien
Church had begun.

Solidly built

Construction methods in the middle ages, especially
for religious edifices, tended toward “‘solidly built”” with

slowly and it wasn’t until 1294 when documents first
mention “ecclesia S. mariae virginis” as a completed
structure. St. Marys’ parish continued to expand in the
meantime, and in 1340 additional work was initiated that
eventually resulted in a sacristy being added on the south
side of the main body of the long, narrow church.

Fire, plague sweep church

Several generations of Berliners worshipped content-
edly in the expanded building, but in those days of short
life-expectancy it is unlikely that anyone who saw the
church consecrated was still alive in 1380 when a fire
raged through the city and consumed the wooden beams
of St. Mary’s. Berliners, never easily discouraged, ini-
tiated a rebuilding campaign the following year which in-
cluded plans for expansion. A new generation of crafts-
men added their mark during that extended period of re-
novation, which ended about 1420. Documents of the
time tell us that the so-called Sigismund Altar had been
installed under the area where the church bell was hung
in 1490. Sigismund, the saint who is said to protect
against epidemics, had meanwhile been sorely tried. In
1484 a great plague swept Berlin and once more tried the
courage of her people. Today only the barely visible cru-
cifixion scene on the northwest pillar in the interior re-
minds us that the gold-hungry Elector Friederich II had
moved the altar (and its revenues) to a chapel in his castle
in 1469.

Time and nature had yet further changes in store for
the church and in 1514 another fire damaged the tower,

- which wasn’t repaired until 1540.

Well over a century was to pass before other major
changes would take place when in 1661 a lightning bolt
shattered the steeple. The next set of plans permanently
altered the “‘askanian’ aspect of the building, and by
1666 Dutch architect Mattais Smid had given the old
bricks the “new” look of the late Renaissance.

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the midst of early 20th Century Berlin.

In 1790 the church as we know it today was given its
final face lift by the well-known Berlin architect Karl
Gotthard Langhans. That final mixture of late Gothic,
Renaissance, Baroque and 18th century classic was only
disturbed in the 1890s when work to expand the southern
entrance was undertaken.

This time it was only half a century before the much
rearranged house of God was to suffer the indignities of
major structural damage. The end of World War II
brought down a rain of bombs upon the German capital,
and in 1945 the 700 year old St. Mary’s was one among
the thousands of shattered buildings that stood among the
75 mullion cubic meters ot rubble that was once Berlin.

Dance of Death

Restoration of the church was begun again in 1947 and
by 1960, just before the Wall and its death zone came into
being, the art treasures that had somehow survived were
once more opened to public view. Among those was the
famous “Dance of Death” fresco that decorates the inter-
ior of the church’s west wall. The fresco, probably
painted sometime near the end of the 15th century, gives
us a good idea of the pragmatic view of life that Berliners

had even in those times.
The “Danse Macabre’” reminds us all that time waits

for no man and in the final judgement death treats all,
from pope to poor man, alike. Countless Berliners have
been sent on their last journey from St. Mary’s, and
others who were buried in the church itself provide us
with examples of funerary art down through the years.
Fragments of the libraries of both the Marien Church
and the Nikolas Church have also been reassembled since
the end of World War II to bear witness to Berlin history.
Today, the evangelical bishop of Berlin preaches from
St. Mary’s pulpit regularly and the church sits in the very
shadow of the starkly built TV tower that is nicknamend
the “Popes revenge.”

Travelers can travel first class on every
train, wherever they go, and can make as
many stops as they like enroute, without
paying any additional fare.

A Eurail pass also entitles the rider to
free or reduced rate travel on many bus
lines, lake and river steamers and ferries.
The first-class pass costs $290 for 15 days;
$360 for 21 days; $450 for one month;
$630 for two months; and $770 for three
months.

Saverpass

There is one more pass on the list, the
“Eurail Saverpass.” With this pass, three
people or more traveling together can en-
joy this specially discounted Eurail pass,
year ‘round. The Eurail Saverpass is valid
for 15 days of unlimited first class rail
travel throughout the 16 Eurail pass
countries. However, the group must re-
main together throughout the trip. The
price is $229 each for this 15-day trip.

Besides above mentioned German rail,
British rail passes are also available. A
four-day pass for adults traveling second
ciass rail costs DM 186, or DM 266 for a
first class rail ticket.

Those who plan on going on holidays by
rail should check with ITT. They will not
only help pick the right pass, but will also
get it for the traveler. Have a passport
ready as ID cards will not be acceptable
with Eurail passes.

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Exchanges get complaints, few compliments

Many complaints about the Army and Air Force Ex-
change Service can be handled on the spot by store sales-
people or managers, according to AAFES Berlin Man-
ager George Bass.

“I'would encourage people to use the people who work
in the stores and in the concessions to solve problems on
a day-to-day basis rather than wait for advisory councils
or complaining to top level management or top level
command. The people that get the thing done are at the
store level. We ought to give them a chance first. They,
for the most part, don’t want complaining. They’re try-
ing to please the customer and to have everyone serviced
and satisfied when they leave the store.”’

In his answers to the issues raised at the 1987 Family
Symposium, Bass noted that hours at some of the stores
have been increased, a picture board has been planned
and incentive awards for good customer relations are
continuing.

Twenty-one isues were raised about AAFES by the
more than 200 community members at the three-day con-
ference held at the Harnack House in January. Some of
those issues were:

B Publish a PX newsletter:

No local newsletter is planned, however, AAFES-
Europe puts out a planning calendar.

A fact sheet be included with the Army Community
Services welcome packets is given to new family mem-
bers at monthly briefings, Bass said.

B Have a PX orientation for family members:

The ACS orientation briefing now includes many
briefings from different agencies in Berlin, however,
AAFES is not one of them. Those services not given talk
time are allowed a booth ortable to give out information.

The next ACS orientation briefing is Sept. 16 at the
Harnack House.

“Right now the ACS welcome packet is very poor in
regards to what AAFES offers. An addition we’ve asked
them to print is extensive and covers all things provided
by AAFES-Europe, but tailors it more for Berin,” Bass
said.

B Establish a PX hotline:

No “hotline” is planned locally, Bass said, but there is
an AAFES-Europe in Munich, 2521-6195.

“There’s nothing locally authorized or really valid to
implement a PX hotline,” Bass said.

Complaints about local operations, including conces-
sionaires, can be made directly to managers, Bass said.

“In order to give the customers another option, we’ve
put signs up recently that basically state ‘if you have a
problem with or a complaint about the services rendered,
and were not able to resolve it with the contractors, then
the numbers to call for assistance are BM 6073 (effective
Monday) or 4421,” Bass said.

B Get a staff picture board of the PX em-
ployees:

He estimates it’ll be up by November.

B Extended hours for the Main Exchange,
Four Seasons and the Truman Plaza Shoppette:

Extended hours for these began in May with mixed re-
sults, Bass reported.

“From our surveys and information, we really had no
indication there was a need to open the PX before 10
o’clock, but we felt like on weekends there was a need to
open longer hours,’” Bass said.

So, May 2 the PX was opened until 6 p.m. Saturday, a
one-hour extension.

“That’s not being utilized. If you want to shop in
peace, I highly recommend that you shop late on Satur-
days because there’s not many customers after five
o’clock.

“The other extension we did was on Sunday in the
main store. It used to be open noon-4 p.m., but now it’s
open 11:30a.m.-5p.m., and those hours are being used

very well. We're very pleased,” Bass said.

The real focus of the “‘extended hours’’ suggestion was
the shoppette, which also took on longer hours May 2.

The shoppette is open 8a.m.-9 p.m. Monday through
Saturdays, and 10a.m.-9 p.m. Sundays.

“The 8-10a.m. is still very slow, but we’d love to see
it better utilized,” Bass said.

Four Seasons Store hours have also been extended.

Like the Main Exchange, Four Seasons stays open un-
til 6 p.m. Saturdays, but isn’t used much after 5p.m.,
Bass said.

B Conduct a PX survey to determine custom-
ers’ needs:

“No action is planned, but we encourage input through
direct communication, the customer comment program,
or picking up the phone and letting us know if there’s a
problem that can’t be solved,”” Bass said.

The best way to handle a problem is on-the-spot
through the employees, supervisors or managers, he
said.

To help improve employee-customer relations, cash
incentive awards of up to $50 are given to employees.

“We do this largely on observations and what the
customers tell us. If we get nice comments on an em-
ployee, then we would nominate her for something like
that,”” he said.

Input is taken “‘all during the year” through various
forms, both informally and formally, he said.

B Conduct comprehensive market research:

That’s already done twice a year, but the fluctuating
German mark to American dollar exchange rate makes it
partly a matter of speculation.

“We do our research based on history. The difficulty
we face in Europe is the fluctuating DM, and the
customer going on and off the economy. Right now
they’re off and we’re booming. Sales are up 30 percent
last month over last year,”” Bass said.

Managers project six months out what customers will

buy for the next months.
“The winter profile last year was 1.2 million. This

year, from July-December 1987, that profile will ship
into Berlin a little over $2 million, close to a $1 million
increase,”” he said.

B Focus on the needs of the greatest number
of community members like couples and
families:

Items are ordered because they sell, and if they don’t
they’re deleted. Despite the criticism that they sell be-
cause the consumer has no other choice but to buy, if
something sells AAFES is reluctant to get rid of it.

““Actually picking up the item and ringing it through
the register determines our ordering cycles and how
much we order. So, we are constantly adjusting that to
needs of the community. We’re flexible in that regard.”

B Conduct unannounced quality control
checks of employees:

Customers do that every day, Bass said.

“The best quality control is if you have a problem or a
complaint with an employee, don’t tell a friend, tell the
manager. Tell the people that are running the store so
that they can fix the problem,’” he said.

B Improve the quantity and quality of pro-
ducts and prices:

“If you’re not satisfied with the quality of an item that
you purchased, then you’re supposed to bring it back.
Our refund policy is very liberal. If the merchandise is
poor quality or defective or not living up to what’s ad-
vertised, then we’re happy to refund it,” he said.

Refunds are monitored and recuring problems are re-
ported to AAFES headquarters and in some cir-
cumstances products or companies will be investigated.

“We're not going to sell an inferior product intention-
ally. We will sell an inferior product unintentionally on
numerous occasions.”

B Control noise in movie theaters.

“It’s really up to the customer to respect the other per-
son’s rights to enjoy a movie,”” he said.

Currently American Forces Network spots and pre-
movie announcements are made to remind the movie
goers to be courteous. Also, a staff duty non-commis-
sioned officer is required to monitor the playing of the
national anthem.

An usher has been authorized, but not hired, for the
Outpost Theatre.

Customers will be warned about disruptive behavior
and then the military police will be called if the warning
is insufficient, Bass said.

*“The customer is not entitled to a refund or anything.
They caused a problem and had to be ejected. Our mi-
litary police will be the ones to do that. It won’t be an
AAFES employee who will eject them.

Also, a “‘cry room” for the Outpost is part of long
range rennovation plans.

M Have additional showings of movies:

Current movie-going trends don’t warrant this, Bass
said. The trend is away from movies to videos. Plans are
to increase the titles in the video stores, particularly the
Diippel store, he said.

“By looking at sales and cost factors, we should re-
duce the number of performances and probably reduce
the number of theaters in the Berlin area. That’s not
really an option that we can or will move forward at this
time,” he said.

Video sales, on the other hand, are a big profit maker,
taking in $20,000-$25,000 a month, he said.

“We’re always looking to improve the selection,” he
said.

B Improve concessions and establish a
concession hotline:

“I have two people responsible for services and con-
cessionaires. They’re both people interested in providing
service to the customer. They represent AAFES and not
the concessionaire. If a customer isn’t satisfied with their
answer, then I get involved. I look at every case open-
mindedly, and sometimes the concessionaire isn’t
wrong,”’ Bass said.

Bass, who participated in the family Symposium as an
advisor to the AAFES group, said that most problems
can be handled at the lowest level.

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Volksfest
attendance,
sales score
large gains

Despite the rain-sunshine-rain weather,
whammy, attendance at this year’s German
American Volksfest is up 9,000 people
more than last year’s fest.

Not just attendance is up, but food and
drink consumption as well.

“In virtually every category of supply,
in virtually every area of consumption it’s
gone up. Nothing is on the decline. And the
credit for that goes to the people of Berlin
because they enjoy good food and good
times. I think the 750th anniversary thing is
a part of that because people are enjoying
their city this year,” Volksfest Coordinator
Bob Ahrens said.

As of Wednesday, 146,014 people visi-
ted the fest grounds, according to Volksfest
figures.

More than 1,500 burritos; 10,500 glas-
ses of wine; 2,600 portions of shrimp;
1,500 bottles of wine coolers and 8,000
chicken breasts, drumsticks and nuggests
had been sold.

A popular feature of this year’s fest is
the American Telephone & Telegraph
trailor. Close to 2,000 calls have been
made according to Gordon Law of AT&T.

Some of the more interesting stories
have been that a woman from East Berlin
called her sister in the United States and
talked to her for the first time since the
Wall went up in 1961.

Law said that other East Berliners, el-
derly folks allowed to come west by the
DDR, have made calls, as well as citizens
from Poland.

Figures from AT&T show that 60 per-
cent of a callers are American and 40 per-
cent Germans and other nationalities.

Despite the large crowds, incidents of
fighting and alcohol related incidents are
down this year.

**So far this is the quietestVolksfest I've
ever seen in terms of problems,™ Ahrens
said.

Chief of Crime Prevention, Maj. Ruth
LaFontaine credits the “quiet’ atmosphere
partly to,the weather and the high visibity
of MPs.

“Everyone has been orderly and coope-
rative, and a joy working with this year,”
LaFontaine said.
