AMEXCO protest
may cause delay
of bank take over

The take over of military banking services by
Merchants National Bank and Trust Co. has
been challenged by American Express Co., and
as a result may delay the expected switch, ac-
cording to reports.

The formal protest was filed this week in
Washington, D.C. after “deficiencies in the De-
partment of Defense process™ was cited by
AMEXCO.

What that means locally is little, according to
a Berlin finance officer speaking for the Assis-
tant Chief of Staff, Resource Management, Lt.
Col. Eric Kunz, the command’s banking liaison.

“Whether Merchants is finally awarded the
contract by the General Accounting Office or
American Express keeps the current contract,
the individual customer will notice little change
in services,”’ the spokesman said.

Because DOD defines the boundaries of
services the banks can provide, the change in
banks will not mean a change in the way ‘‘the
community bank’ operates.

The GAO process to review complaints will
take 90 days ““moving as fast as it possible can,”
and if a decision is made for Merchants, the In-
diana-based bank has 120 days to take over the
134 facilities in Germany, the Netherlands and
Greece.

Another finance officer said that the change
will be in name only, but that Merchants may
provide a more technically advanced institution.

That has its good and bad points, he said in an
interview last week.

Having Merchants provide more teller ma-
chines, for instance, is one good thing.

The *“‘bad point™ is that the days of “‘floating
checks’ may be over.

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Group aids forces exchange

Track meets, orienteering runs and the other year-
round friendly competitions between German policemen
and American soldiers don’t just happen in Berlin. The
events are organized by a special 15-member committee,
whose job it is to see that Berlin police and American
soldiers meet under happy circumstances as well at the
normal police-soldier meetings.

West Berlin/U.S. Forces Activity is made up of seven
senior command and eight Polizei officials.

*“The primary purpose of the committee is to work in
those areas that contribute to better contact, better rela-
tions and better understanding between Berlin police and
U.S. forces here,” said committee co-chairman, Col.
Michael D. Collins.

“There’s a cross section of the command involved.
That makes for an excellent makeup,” Collins said.

The committee, which was started in the mid 1970s,
doesn’t get involved with official police activities, but
they do get involved with social, recreational and educa-
tional activities.

“There are some social meetings between the senior
folks. There’s also many activities that are sponsored at
the policeman-soldier level. Those range anywhere from
track meets, cross country runs or orienteering runs to
bowling or golf,” Collins said.

The Polizei also participate in such command events as
brigade runs, Organization Day and a special Polizei
orientation day, held Thursday.

For the sports events, Polizei and soldiers are on
mixed teams.

“We try to get them to intermingle in order to get to
know and understand each other through the spirit of
sports, which means teamwork, competition and cama-
raderie,” said outgoing committee sports organizer, Don
Carter of the Community Recreation Division.

“We’re not out to see if the Americans can beat the
Germans. We’re out to compete together to learn and
understand each other in the process,”” Collins said.

Many soldiers also compete for the German Sports
Medal.

“You have to do five different events to earn it, so it’s

very important to the policemen. They provide the test-
ers, graders and coaches to our soldiers who compete for
it. It’s something we do together,’” Collins said.

More than 200 soldiers this year have qualified for the
medal, Collins said.

“I wouldn't say it's really hard to get, but it does take a
little bit of effort. You have to compete in sports in many
categories. While you may be a good runner, you may
not be a good swimmer. While you may be a good
swimmer, you may not be good at running or throwing
weights,™ Collins said.

The Polizei are invited to many command activities
during the year.

“Anytime we have an activity that is conducive to the
police participating we do that to foster a better know-
ledge and understanding of each other,™ Collins said.

For June's Organization Day, the Polizei trick mo-
torcycle team performed and they had a mobile equip-
ment display going around to the different units after the
awards ceremony.

The display included water cannons, riot gear and
other weapons. Soldiers and family members got to see
what the Polizei use to complete their mission.

“We're in an environment of a major city of 2 million
people where we are forced to come together a lot. It's to
our mutual benefit to know each other, and understand
each other the best we can,”” Collins said.

Each year, the U.S. command sponsors an orienta-
tion day and invites German police units to see what
soldiers go through here.

“We have 75 policemen here, and they spend all day
with us. We give them a briefing and an orientation. We
divide them up into three groups and take them out to
Parks Range and Kerrans Range to a weapons dem-
onstration,”” Collins said.

The Polizei get to shoot U.S. machine guns, rifles and
pistols.

“The committee is very active, and in my view has a
tremendously positive impact at all levels. At the very se-
nior level and all the way down to the policeman-soldier
level where there are lots of opportunities for contact to-
gether. .. It’s an very active committee and one that
serves a very useful purpose,’ Collins said.

For those who send checks stateside expecting to get
the money in the account before the check clears may be
surprised if Merchants is on-line with other banks and
has the original check processed within a short period of
time.

Rumors that the bank will close during the possible
transition time is inaccurate, because Merchants would
be using the same employees and the same facilities al-
ready in operation.

But the fact that Merchants is a “‘regular bank™ with
114 branches in Indiana may offer customers something
American Express can’t, according to the finance
spokesman.

“Because Merchants is a commercial bank, they’re

looking at a long-term client relationship. For instance,
when you go back to the states, within 90 days you have
to close your account with American Express. You never
have to close your account with Merchants,’” the finance
officer said.

Other facts known at this time include:

B AMEXCO checks could be used until they run out
if there is a switch;

M the transition would be no-cost to the customer;

M customers would probably use the same account
numbers;

M Merchants would assume all accounts including
loans; and

M the green dancing frogs Merchants uses in advertis-
ing would not make the trip overseas.
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Honored director
hosts free concert

The Berlin Brigade Band is hosting Dr. Wil-
liam Revelli in the city during his three day stay
to work with the band. Revelli arrived in Berlin
Thursday evening, and will be leaving on Mon-
day.

Revelli is in Europe at the request of CIN-
CEUR to work with all eight U.S. Army bands
in USAREUR, and will rehearse with the band
culminating in a free concert at the Mexico Platz
at 3 p.m. Sunday.

Revelli began the instrumental music program
at Hobart High School, Hobart, Ind., and de-
veloped the program into a six-time national
championship high school band.

In 1936 Revelli went to the University of
Michigan as the Director of Bands and Chairman
of the Wind Instrument Department, where he
remained for 36 years until his retirement in
1971. When Revelli arrived at Michigan, there
was one band and one instructor—himself. By
the time he retired, Revelli had built the program
into seven bands (over 500 members), and a na-
tionally recognized staff of 15.

In 1961 the University of Michigan Symphony
Band traveled to the Soviet Union, Greece,
Turkey, Jordan, Cyprus, Lebanon, Romania and
Poland during a 16-week, 88 concert tour
sponsored by the U.S. Department of State.

During annual trips throughout the U.S., Re-
velli held concerts in over 30 states. In 1971, the
final tour before his retirement, Revelli and the
Michigan Symphony Band toured Europe with
concerts in England, France, Germany and
Italy, ending his touring career with a concert in
New York’s Carnegie Hall.

Revelli founded the College Band Directors
National Association and is the Honorary Life
President. He is also the past president of the
American Bandmasters Association and is the
Honorary Life Grand President of Kappa Kappa
Psi

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American paddlers survive British raft race

Sabotage, sinking
highlights raft day

Tom Sawyer and Huckleberry Finn would have envied
the crafty rafts entered in the British Forces 1987 Berlin
Boat and Raft Race held Monday at the Lieper Bucht op-
posite Lindenwerder Island on the Havelchaussee side.
Their river raft might have been sturdier than others.

“Last year the raft was built for speed,” 6th Bat-
talion’s 2nd Lt. Paul Sabin said before the race. The craft
was destroyed by saboteurs before that race began.

“This year our raft is defensive in nature. Our main
objective is to survive the race and to not have our flag
taken,”” he said. The 6th Battalion’s raft was made of
steel barrels and wooden pallets. Camouflage netting was
draped over the craft, the American flag and a skull and
cross bones pirate flag flew from masts and the raft was
christened the U.S.S. Ollie North.

“If you look at it, it’s a little crooked,” Sabin said
about the chosen name. The 6th Battalion paddled and de-
fended their raft for a *““best construction” trophy. Sabin
estimated that 20 hours were used to complete its con-
struction.

The 4th Battalion led by Ist Lt. Fred Graboyles
whipped together a raft with steel drums wrapped by
steel belts on the morning of the race and christened it the
U.S.S. Swift Strike.

“We’re not out here to win,”” Graboyles said. “I think
we'll stay afloat.” The raft did stay up while other more
colorful ones sank to Davy Jones’s locker. The Combat
Support Battalion entered a raft powered by bicycle
pedaling and named it, The Unsinkable. It didn’t sink but
steering looked difficult.

The actual raft race had about 20 rafts pitted against
each other. The task was for the rafts to paddle out to a
point approximately 100 meters out, circle a buoy and re-
turn.

After a false start and several of the floaters getting
lost at sea, the real race was begun and the Grand Engi-
neering Section of the Royal Air Force took the race on a
raft built like a train, colored blue with a face like a
moon. It was their third straight victory. The prize, to
keep the same plaque and have their name engraved
under their other two wins.

While the raft race is perhaps the most popular and

colorful event of the day, it was only a small part of the
whole occasion. One event was called ‘“‘walking on
water.”” Contestants in this event had to walk on floats
from a barge out in the water to the shore edge. This
event had many winners and losers; losers decided on
their falling in the water.

The King’s Own Scottish Border, Headquarters Com-
pany won the more serious race of the day. The six-man
KOSB team paddled a steel boat against several other
boats to win the race. As in the raft race, the boat had to

paddle out to a distance, turn around and race back. The
West Berlin Police came in second in that race and the
2nd Royal Military Police took third place.

Though much of the day’s battling was on the water, a
lot of action was on the shore as more than one thousand
eggs were tossed and sabotage seemed to be a sideline
contest. When the day was over, plans for next year’s
raft construction were already being talked about and
many new friends were made.

Zehlendorf fest

Zehlendorf is district number 11 to celebrate Berlin’s
750th anniversary with a fest. It officially begins on Sun-
day and runs until Sept. 13.

The name “Cedelendorp™ first appeared on records in
1242, and today, the Dorfaue on Teltower Damm is still
showing evidence of the ancient village green. Of sig-
nificance for the district’s development from a farm vil-
lage to a residential area was the Great Emperor’s, Fried-
rich Wilhelm, decision in 1660 to nominate Potsdam, be-
sides Berlin, as second residence. Thus, Zehlendorf was
on the way between the two residential cities.

Greater Berlin’s 10th administrative area was formed
in 1920 by merging four villages, three places, several
farms, village communities, and forrest areas. Today,
parks, waters and forests still take up more than half of
the district’s area, and this not only makes the district one
of the most preferred residential, but also one of the most
favorite excursion areas.

Some of the district’s most renowned places are Gru-
newald, Wannsee Lake and Beach, Havel River, and
beautiful Peacock Island.

Zehlendorf not only has scenic attractions, but also
famous museums, the Domine Dahlem, and the castles
in Glienicke and on Peacock Island. Zehlendorf is fur-
thermore the center point for research and education with
the Free University of Berlin in Dahlem, the Hahn-
Meitner Institute in Wannsee, and the Aspen-Institute on
Schwanenwerder.

A photo exhibition, giving an impression on Zehlen-
dorf’s scenic attractions will be opened today at the

Rathausfoyer, located on 1-3 Kirchstrasse. The hours are
8:30a.m.-6 p.m. Monday to Friday until Sept. 25, and
admission is free.

“Mittelalterliche Markttage,”” medieval market days
will be celebrated at Domine Dahlem, located on 49 Ko-
nigin-Luise Strasse, Saturday and Sunday from 11a.m.,
Wednesday from 1p.m., and Sept. 12 and 13 from
11a.m. On these days, a Market of the Middle Ages will
be set up on the grounds of Domine Dahlem. Here,
workmen like blacksmiths, basket and broom makers
will be showing their skills, and musicians will be en-
tertaining the public with dances and songs of the 13th
and 14th century.

On Sunday, there will be an inaugural ceremony at
Mexikoplatz, the place that was reconstructed according
to historical standards. A Strassenfest celebrating this
event will be held 11a.m.-4 p.m. at the place with much
music, dance and entertainment.

Another Strassenfest with music and dance in front of
the district’s townhall will be held 4-8 p.m., Sept. 10.
This fest has been dedicated to Zehlendorf’s partner ci-
ties and besides much entertainment, there will be spe-
cialities for gourmets from Israel, Italy, Sweden and
Westfalia, where the district’s partner cities are coming
from. The fest’s site is Martin-Buber Strasse, corner of
Kirchstrasse.

At Strandbad Wannsee, a beach party will be ce-
lebrated, Sept. 12, beginning at 2 p.m., and a festive par-
ade can be joined going from Museumsdorf Diippel to
Rathaus Zehlendorf, Sept. 13 at 2 p.m.

Rounding out the district’s festivities held in connec-
tion with Berlin’s 750th anniversary will be a ‘““Histo-
risches Dorffest.” This historical village fest will be ce-
lebrated Sept. 13 from 2-10p.m. around Zehlendorf’s
town hall.

Visitors can reach the Rathaus, the center of all the fes-
tivities, by S-Bahn to Zehlendorf, or Bus 1, 53 or 60.

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Exchange promotes alliance, understanding

Because of the status of Berlin.
American, British and French soldiers
interact more on a daily basis than perhaps
anywhere else in the world. Our allies
watch our training, we watch theirs. and
occasionally joint-training exercises are
held.

The purpose of the exercises and obsery-
ing is to familiarize one another with our
armies, tactics and weapons. Since the be-
ginning of this year, the continuing allied
cooperation has been carried one step fur-
ther. Now we are no longer exchanging
just tactics and theories, we are also ex-
changing soldiers.

The agreement operates under the
concept of a reciprocal exchange of per-
sonnel with equal qualifications in the
fields of infantry, armor, military police
and combat engineers. The exchanged
soldiers must be in the grade of lieutenant,
and the exchange lasts for 90 days.

The British Black Watch Regiment re-
cently hosted 2nd Lt. Robert Pitulej, A
Company, 4th Battalion, for three months,
and Combat Support Company, 6th Bat-
talion presently has 1st Lt. Loic Frouart
serving with them from the French 46th In-
fantry Regiment.

Pitulej served as the 7th Platoon Com-
mander (leader), B Company, Ist Bat-
talion, Black Watch Regiment, from the
end of June to the end of August. Frouart is
serving as the Ist Platoon Leader, Combat
Support Company, 6th Bn. and will remain
there until “‘hell freezes over.”

Earning respect

“They were very skeptical at first,”” Pi-
tulej said of his British platoon. *““They
didn’t know what to expect. We did a field
problem in Senelager, a live-fire, and
when we left there I felt that they were my
platoon. I think at first the platoon sergeant
and the section commanders (squad lead-
ers) were overprotective (of me). Just like
any other Army, and officer has to earn re-
spect, they just don’t give it to you.”

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One of the things Frouart had to become
accustomed to was the higher level of fami-
liarity between the officers and enlisted
men.

““An American (soldier) can be familiar
with an officer without being disrespectful.
When the soldiers slapped me on the
shoulder, it was familiar, but not impolite,
and the platoon sergeant had to explain that
to me because it’s not like that in the
French Army.”

Pitulej said the same was true for the
British.

Language barriers

““American officers are a lot less formal
than their British counterparts. The British
Army officer has a larger part of society.
The officers and non-commissioned offic-
ers had their own rooms when we were in
the field, and the soldiers had barracks. It
wasn’t like us where we all stay in GP me-
diums.”

Pitulej said that the toughest part of his
stay with the Black Watch was language.

“The toughest part was understanding
the ‘Jocks.’” (British soldiers are called
“Jocks™ as American soldiers are called
“GlIs.”) “They talked so rapidly it was
sort of hard to understand them. They
thought I talked very slowly and drawn out
— they understood my adjectives though.”

Frouart agreed that language was some-
times an obstacle, he said it was one that
could be overcome.

“The soldiers understand when I don’t
understand them. There are no problems.
They are careful to speak clearly. I'm not

afraid of asking someone to repeat some-
thing and they aren’t afraid to ask me to re-
peat.”

Frouart said that though the soldiers ac-
cepted him fairly easily, it wasn’t as easy
for him to accept them.

“The soldiers are very different. First,
the American soldiers are enlisted, and in
the French Army we work with draftees.
The reasons they are in the army are diffe-
rent. The men in the American Army
wanted to be in the army, to have a family,
a steady job, whatever, but in the French
Army it’s not their will, they are doing
their national duty.”

“When the French men come to Berlin,
they are civilians. They are trained only for
their jobs. Drivers are drivers and 89 mm
rocket gunners are 89 mm rocket gunners.
In the U.S. Army, the soldiers can fire
their M-16s, the light anti-tank weapon,
the dragons and TOWS. They have been in
the army for more than one year, so they
have time to learn the technical weapons,”
Frouart said.

Working together

Even with all of the differences between
French and American soldiers, Frouart
said that he has noticed some similarities.

“In the field, under pressure or when
they are tired, they are a lot alike. That’s
why I think it would be easy for us (the
French and American armies) to fight to-
gether.”

Pitulej said that he got to fire all of the
weapons in the company, and he said one
of the best parts of his exchange came dur-

ing a live-fire exercise in West Germany.

“It was a company sized live-fire with
chree platoons maneuvering, armored per-
sonnel carriers, 106 mm cannons one jeep,
land missiles, tanks and scout vehicles all
moving and firing at once. It was like,
‘Here’s your playing field, go forit.” ™

Frouart has done some training in
Doughboy City, and will likely spend more
time there before his return to the northern
sector of Berlin.

“It’s a paradox. Everyone wants to do
combat-in-cities training because it’s
somewhat fun and exciting, but in war we
prefer being in the woods because city
warfare is fierce and cruel. It’s a warfare
that requires a lot of practice and knowl-
edge in a lot of techniques and tactics.”

Final rewards

The time spent on the exchange program
isn’t solely for training purposes.

“We had a battalion rifle contest, (Pi-
tulej was on the winning pistol team), and
they brought out all of the silverware, all of
the Black Watch trophies, everything. We
basically had a feast right there.”

“I think (I've gained) a greater apprecia-
tion for allied units and how well their
armies work. I gained a lot of respect for
the British. They were a--kicking unit,”
Pitulej said. “‘I think I've earned their re-
spect also. If there is trouble, they know
the Americans will do what they say they
will.”

“Although they’re an excellent unit,
['ve come to appreciate the U.S. Army,”
Pitulej said. “It’s good to be back with the
Americans.”

There will be a 10 km bronze and a 20 km silver
medal. Medals from 1984, 1985 and 1986 can
also be walked for but only while supply lasts.
These medals need to be registered for on the
day of the event.

‘Recognition awards will be given to the pre-
registered group with the most participants, pre-
registered groups with more than 25 participants
and pre-registered group with at least 10 partici-
pants with the farthest traveling distance.

The oldest male and female walkers will each
receive an award of recognition. All Berlin
volksmarching clubs with at least 20 marchers
will also be recognized.

Preregistration for the volksmarch ends Sept.
15. Registration can be made in person at the
Skyrider Recreation Center. Entry fee is DM
6.50 for an award medal and IVV Stamp or DM
2 for the stamp only. Names of marchers, place
of residence, date of birth, distance to be walked
and type of medal desired must also be supplied
on registration.

Late registration on the day of the event is
possible and an additional DM 2 will be charged
for those late entries who desire award medals.
Late registers cannot be guaranteed a medal.

6th Bn. takes team title,

Ten U.S. Army Berlin swimming records were
washed away in last weekend’s USAB Swimming Cham-
pionships at Andrews Pool.

Gregory Salomon led the 5th Battalion team with four
wins and four USAB records, but it wasn’t enough to
overcome the depth, strength and balance of the 6th Bn.
swimmers.

The nine-man 6th Bn. team had outstanding relay
teams, finishing first in the medley, second in the
freestyle, and was able to place well in six other events.

Strong performances by 6th Bn. swimmers Jack
Jensen, Daniel Bunning, Jeffrey DeSonnaville, Scott
Smullen and others combined to give the team 51 points
and the trophy in the major units category.

Salomon’s 5th Bn. team came in second with 40
points, 4th Bn. was third with 16 points and Combat Sup-
port Battalion was fourth with 12 points.

Practicing as a team for the USAB began three weeks
ago for 6th Bn., with morning and evening practices, ac-
cording to Coach Robert Coulthard.

Gary McKenna single-handedly captured the trophy in
the minor units category for Headquarters Company,
Berlin Brigade with four wins and three USAB records
for 35 team points.
