New program to offer small claims settlement

A new Staff Judge Advocate program will bring the
equivalent of a small claims court to soldiers, family
members and other Americans in Berlin.

Called the Berlin Arbitration Program, the new service
is aimed at giving those who are eligible for legal as-
sistance a speedy and final way to settle private legal dis-
putes. The free, voluntary program takes the place of the
small claims courts available in most places in the states.

“In the U.S., most states have instituted small claims
courts to process lawsuits involving relatively small
amounts of money without the attorneys’ fees and court
costs of a full-fledged court case,” explained Capt.
David Rodearmel, chief of administrative and civil law

here.

“The people involved usually prepare the case them-
selves, present evidence and bring their own witnesses in
an informal hearing without attorneys.

“Often in the military, especially overseas, there is no

effective forum in which to settle minor disputes because
such small claims courts are not available. The Berlin
Arbitration Program is an alternative,” he said.

The Berlin program revolves around an impartial per-
son who has been trained to resolve such minor disputes.
That person is called an arbitrator, and is charged with
listening to the same kinds of cases as a small claims
court.

“Almost any type of dispute may be submitted for ar-
bitration, as long as all parties involved agree to use the
procedure,” noted Rodearmel. ““Loans, sales, failure to
pay a debt and auto accidents involving property damage
are examples.

“Cases involving military or government agencies,
criminal cases or domestic disputes can’t be resolved
through this process,’” he reported.

Like the stateside courts, those choosing to use the
Berlin Arbitration Program can present evidence, call

History

A common fight against Hitler during
World War II never obscured basic philo-
sophical or economic differences in the go-
vernmental systems of the Soviet Union
and its western allies. Yet, pragmatic
considerations that allowed *‘limited™ free
enterprise to surface in Russia whenever
central planning failed also prompted Josef
Stalin to accept aid from the capitalist west
when Nazi armies invaded his homeland in
June, 1941. During the next four years, the
USSR received more than $11 billion
worth of material through Anglo-American
lend-lease programs.

Soviet walkout

German capitulation in spring, 1945 did
not, however, mean the Soviets would ad-
opt a cooperative attitude regarding joint
occupation policy. Western ideas of de-
Nazification followed by gradual rebuild-
ing of a self-sufficient German national
economy were far from acceptable to the
men from Moscow. Russian programs in-
cluded heavy punitive reparations and
measures intended to integrate East Ger-
many into the Soviet economic system.
The Potsdam Conference of July—August
1945 closed without achieving consensus
on any common policy and four-power re-
lations began to deteriorate and ended
when the Soviets walked out of the Allied
Control Council in 1948.

Immediately after the fall of Berlin in
May 1945 the Russian commandant closed
the German banking system and replaced it
with one controlled by Soviet military ad-
ministration. In the light of post-war condi-
tions, this was no doubt a justifiable move,
but it created a stranglehold on Berlin
finance that was maintained after British,
French and American military government
contingents took their places in four-power
Kommandatura finance committees.

Reform controversy

Old reichsmarks and occupation marks
minted by both the Russians and the wes-
tern allies were in common circulation
throughout the first 12 months of occupa-
tion while fiscal reform was studied. In a
paper published in May, 1946 the Office of
Military Government, U.S., proposed
creation of a new German currency and re-
duction of the overall national debt at a
ratio of 10 occupation marks to one *“‘new’’
mark. Levels of occupation costs paid by
Germany to the four powers was limited,
and international market value of the new
mark was fixed at four to the American
dollar. Controversy about details held up
agreement on the plan through January,
1947 while Soviet officials continued to in-
sist on independent control and the right to
print their own supply of bank notes at
their plant in Leipzig.

American Commandant Col. Frank
Howley finally suggested a compromise

East Germans riot agamst the fiscal policies of their government in 1953

that would create an extraterritorial plant
in Berlin where all printing could be done
under four-power control. Howley’s
proposal was accepted by the British and
French, but the Russians refused to par-
ticipate in the program. Further unproduc-
tive discussions stretched on into De-
cember, 1947, and although western cur-
rency had been minted by then, it was
withheld from circulation pending Soviet
approval.

Russian response

Since their campaign to incorporate all
of Berlin into their zone of occupation was
threatened by the introduction of hard cur-
rency in the west, the Russians intensified
their use of mob violence and stepped up
their propaganda onslaught in an attempt to
discredit western economic reform
programs.

In May 1948 the Kommandatura
Finance Committee submitted a British
proposal that scemed to satisfy all four
power demands, but it was met by a totally
unacceptable Soviet counterproposal. The
handwriting was on the wall, and a split in
occuption government was imminent. In-
flationary conditions in western Germany
had become critical. In order to prevent
total economic collapse, the French, Bri-
tish and American military governments
proceeded to introduce fiscal reform in
their zones on June 20. This measure was
taken only after all reasonable attempts to
reach common four-power policy failed.
As expected, the Soviets followed suit on
June 23, but their plan included the eastern
sector of Berlin in Soviet zonal reform.
Consequently, western city commandants

were forced to overstamp currency cir-
culating in their sectors of the city to avoid
Soviet control of the entire Berlin eco-
nomy.

Meanwhile, the Soviets had begun to ob-
struct traffic between the western zones
and Berlin. At approximately 5 p.m. June
22, Russian troops took over an east-bound
American train under threat of arms, at-
tached it to a Soviet locomotive and pulled
it back to Helmstedt. If the Russians
couldn’t negotiate, they would use siege
tactics. Rail, water and road traffic to the
western sectors of Berlin had been block-
aded by the end of June. A definite split in
relations had come and only allied in-
genuity and the fortitude of the Berlin pop-
ulation kept freedom alive behind the iron
curtain. More than a quarter million flights
during the next 15 months kept supplies
rolling into the city, while economic re-
form that had been so long in coming was
finally put into effect under most difficult
conditions.

Legacy of division

The Soviets eventually relented and free
access to the western sectors of Berlin was
restored, but the city was left with a legacy
of two separate economies and two oppos-
ing political systems. The artificially in-
duced birth of the DDR in 1949 provided a
laboratory for socialist fiscal experimenta-
tion, East Berlin was illegally declared the
capital of the DDR and central planning
was heralded as the salvation of workers
and farmers who were given no choice but
to participate in the new economy. Hun-
dreds of thousands chose to leave their
homes instead.

Vestiage of support

The wall that imprisoned 17 million
people in East Germany did not create an
independent nation. The federal republic
continues to recognize the borders of Ger-
many as they were in 1937, and as a result
the west also continues to provide
economic support through “‘Inner Ger-
man’’ relations departments. No tarriffs
are imposed on goods passing from west to
east and many of the road, rail and building
renovation projects in the DDR are fi-
nanced by West German marks. Retirees
from the DDR are automatically eligible
for government pensions in the west
(emigration is not only permitted but en-
couraged after retirement age) and projects
ranging from the reconstruction of both
sides of the Glienicke Bridge to renovation
of German national monuments in East
Berlin have been paid for by the West Ger-
man government.

Today one of the finest examples of the
success of the Socialist system is the Ja-
panese-financed Grand Hotel at the corner
of Friedrichstrasse and Unter den Linden.
There, in an opulent setting reminiscent of
turn of the century continental luxury hos-
teleries, anyone with a good supply of west
marks (east marks are only accepted in two
of the many restaurants, bars and public fa-
cilities) can enjoy a delicious meal or spend
the night in fine style. Rooms ranging from
380 West marks to 4,800 West marks per
night come complete with well-stocked
bar, color TV and fitness center privileges.
Next year the weary traveler at the Grand
will also be able to buy a pair of Adidas
sport shoes made in the DDR.

AFRC announces hotel rate hikes, tour prices

Americans taking advantage of the
Armed Forces Recreation Center hotels
and recreation programs will face higher
prices for those services beginning Jan. 3,
according to an AFRC news release.

The higher prices were made necessary
because of the falling value of the dollar
against the mark, according to Harry Con-
nors, AFRC public affairs officer.

The AFRC prices are set according to
the rank of the person using the service,
and the increase is also rank-related. There

is also a different rate scale in effect at the
two different kinds of AFRC hotels, stan-
dard and superior.

The changes are:

B AFRC hotel family room prices will
not change, and children up to 16 stay free.
This is a change from the current age limit
of only those 12 and under staying free, he
said;

B Room rates for servicemembers E-
1—E-5 will only go up $1 in standard

hotels. The new rates are $16 for a single
room with bath; $9 for single room without
bath; $20 for double room with bath; and
$11 for a double room without bath;

M Rates for those E-6 and up, civilians
and other authorized to use AFRC facilities
will be $21 for a single room with bath;
$14 for a single room without bath; $28 for
a double room with bath, and $18 for a
double room without bath.

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Battalion preps for Connelly Cup contest

In a hurry for lunch and can't make it to the Burger
Bar? Just pick up the short-order phone and call ahead for
a meal — assigned to 4th Battalion, that is. **We cook all
our burgers to order rather than let food sit around on the
grill,” explained SFC Carl Sheffield, 4th Bn. dining
facility NCOIC. *It makes us competitive with the fast
food places here. so the soldiers save money. "

Ideas like this one are part of the reason this infantry
battalion’s dining facility has been selected to compete in
the large facility category of the Connelly Cup for Ex-
cellence in Food Service Management Competition.

The 4th Bn. mess hall won the Connelly in 1986 in the
category of best field rations facility. Before that it was
runner-up in the same category in 1985. They liked
winning better than being runner-up and are going all out
to win again.

“We're going to go for it,” said SP4 Greg Blanding,
dining facility clerk. ““We've got a very good chance of
winning.

With 700 soldiers in the battalion and 250 of them in
the mess hall for every meal, being competitive means at-
tention to meal schedules and a lot of practice. Sheffield’s
28 cooks will prepare their **Connelly meal’ three times
before the December inspection. On the **Connelly™
menu is savory baked chicken, Swiss steak smothered
with onions, mashed potatoes or steamed rice, stewed to-
matoes or seasoned broccoli and ice cream.

U.S. forces get back
taxes on German goods

The dining facility staff will also work on the food’s
appearance — not only garnishes, but the arrangement of
the salad bar. The sanitation will be checked, the files

will be checked, the storage will be checked.

“It’s a lot of work. Keeping the cooks psyched up for
the competition makes a difference,” Sheffield said.
Since a goal of the Connelly Cup is honing the everyday
things a dining facility does, the staff cannot build excite-
ment with elaborate dishes or procedures. Instead, atten-
tion and praise keep everyone'’s spirits high.

“We're judged on how well we do what we're sup-
posed to do, so I make sure to comment on good work. I
also point out the prestige behind winning one of these
awards.

I (also) choose which team members will come along
to the awards ceremony with myself and (Ist Lt.
Michael) Martin, the dining facility officer),” Sheffield
said. Last year the ceremony was held in Philadelphia;
the crew is hoping for Las Vegas this year.

The most important payoff, however, is the satisfied
customer.

“The salad bar is great and there’s always a variety,
especially for lunch,™ said Sgt. Drue Lollis of Combat
Support Company, 4th Bn.

The 4th Bn. facility has to meet the challenges of keep-
ing up with a busy group of soldiers. Sheffield points out
that the dining staff has to, “*work around the mission.”
This means juggling recipes for 100 diners one day, 300
the next, supporting ARTEPS and other exercises, and
meeting demands for special events — but it seems to be
what this crew thrives on. Sheffield makes this last point
as the phone rings, a soldier as the other end ordering a
hamburger, his way

Americans can take 14 percent off their
Deutsche mark Christmas bills by taking
advantage of the Value Added Tax reim-
bursement program available to those serv-
ing here.

Those spending at least DM 50 on Ger-
man goods or services can apply for reim-
bursement of the 14 percent sales tax added
to the bill, according to Deputy Finance
Officer, Capt. David Hobbs.

Anyone who works for the U.S. forces
and is paid with dollars is eligible for the
value added tax reimbursement.

Despite the unfavorable mark rate,
soldiers are the least likely to take ad-
vantage of the program, Hobbs said.

“*Almost all of our (VAT) customers are
people who've been here for 50 years.
They're almost all Germans and not too
many of them are Americans. It’s rare to
see a soldier apply,” Hobbs said.

Those stationed in Berlin who are qual-
ified are: soldiers, Department of Defense
civilians, teachers, State Department em-
ployees and any of their family members
over 18 years old. Contractors and U.S.
passport holders paid with U.S. currency
are also eligible for reimbursement.

Purchases must be for the buyer’s own
use. That includes meals at restaurants,
clothes or a variety of services. Groceries
and car purchases aren’t included.

The limit for each calendar year is DM
2,000. That means a maximum annual DM
280 return.

“We're entitled to reimbursement of
any VAT we spend here or in West Ger-
many,”” Hobbs said.

The receipt is the most important item
for a VAT reimbursement.

The person needs to make sure the fol-

lowing items are included on the bill: the
customer’s name and adress; the nature of
the items/services; the percentage of the
VAT, i. e. 14 percent; the amount of VAT
if more than DM 200; the date; the name
and adress of the company; the firm’s
stamp with a signature; and, proof the
amount was “‘paid in full.”

All entries must be made by the vendor,
or that will invalidate the receipt.

Cards with this information in both Eng-
lish and German are available at the
finance building, Clay Headquarters.

Receipts from optical purchases and car
repairs should have a statement that the
customer didn’t receive any compensation
from the German government or from in-
surance companies.

For costly items for which customers
makes regular installment payments, only
the VAT on the money actually paid up to
the time of the application can be recover-
ed.

People can hold onto receipts and make
one consolidated application with the
finance office just as long as none of the re-
ceipts is more than a year old.

Invoices from two different calendar
years must be submitted on separate ap-
plication forms, Hobbs said.

The original receipt must accompany the
application. It takes about two months re-
ceive the reimbursement. Envelopes are
given to applicants so that the reimburse-
ment is sent whereever the applicant wants
it sent.

Reimbursements are paid in German
marks, and cannot be cashed at the finance
office.

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Berlin boasts Italian food
options both close and tasty

At a time when the dollar has fallen so low Americans
need an adding machine at the imbiss, reading about Ger-
man restaurants—priced in marks, pay in marks—may
make you depressed, bored, or just desperate. However,
[ have faith in three things: a) The DM will decline; b)
not every restaurant is out of reach of us slaves-to-the-ex-
change-rate; and ¢) sometimes you just have to get out.
And I am hoping to give examples of reasonable menus
and tempt you with more exotic fare. If any readers have
suggestions of wonderful places to try, please tell the Ob-
server first (before you tell your friends).

Berlin has more than 8,000 restaurants, and half of
them must be Italian. Those who have lived here for a
while usually have a favorite, whether it’s because the
location is convenient or the ravioli there is better than
Aunt Carmela’s. Since the menus tend to be similar,
sometimes criteria such as these are all you have to go
on. One pizza funghi tends to fade into the next, not to
mention those glasses of Lambrusco. Perhaps you, how-
ever, haven’t found an old standby yet, or maybe you're
looking for something to chase down that turkey (sand-
wich, soup, casserole . . .). In that case, here are three to
try:

M La Gondola Due, Beerenstrasse 57 (at Mexico-
platz), tel. 802-79 73. The location is excellent, the menu
extensive. You can even make it for lunch if you drive,
and their luncheon specials are cheap — from DM 6 to
12, one for each day of the week (students get a free glass
of wine or soft drink), including lasagne, tortellini, and
eggplant parmigiana. The Zehlendorf crowd packs the
place quickly, particularly with children (who are very
welcome) on weekends. Bypass their fish selections in
favor of pasta ai tre formaggi — pasta with three cheeses
according to the menu, which is printed in Italian, Ger-
man, and English. The waiters are usually in a hurry but
will stop by your table with a plate of (potent) garlic

bread appetizers. A meal for two, with appetizer, main
course and wine will run about DM 45.

M Ristorante Boccacio im Furstenhof, Teltower
Damm 36 at the Zehlendorf S-Bahn, tel. 802-70 11.

Another convenient location, this time on the way to
Andrews or McNair Barracks. Boccacio's offers a cozy
view of life in Zehlendorf from its precarious position
between the S-Bahn and the Rathaus.

All varieties of pizza can be counted on, and they offer
takeout service at no extra charge. For a quick lunch or a
first course, try the insalata mista for DM 10, more an
antipasto than a salad, with chunks of salami, artichoke
hearts and a special house dressing. The pasta mista for
two at DM 40 consists of four different types of pastas
with sauces, add two glasses of Frascati at DM 5, and
you have a meal for under DM 50. Good service and not-
too-crowded atmosphere make this the choice for Satur-
day shopping or “*pizza night.”” If you make yourself a
regular, you may earn a complimentary Amaretto.

M Ristorante Nuova Italia, Berliner Strasse 49, near
SchloBstrasse. Another easy-to-locate restaurant, and
more modern than its counterparts in terms of decor—it
opened just last year. Parking can be a problem on this
busy street, so plan accordingly, or take the bus number
68. The atmosphere is very nice, and appropriate for a
small group as well as a family. The menu is available in
English, and the waiters are quite helpful when it comes
to translation, although they disappear as soon as they
take your order, leaving you starving and tantalized by
the salad descriptions, wondering if you'll receive your
meal in time to pay. The salads are delicious, particularly
the seafood, but their pasta sauces leave much to be de-
sired. Try the trout — last time it was well-cooked and in
a light lemon-butter sauce. Prices are a bit higher here,
but not enough to make a difference of more than DM
5—10 per meal. Perhaps after a hard day in Steglitz?

WHAT WILL BECOME OF BERLIN’S GREAT
CHURCHES IN THE FUTURE? was the question
posed at the beginning of an article that reported on a
conference held in the city last week. Experts led by the
Art Historian, Prof. Michael Bringmann from Mainz dis-
cussed alternative uses for the many large houses of wor-
ship that require equally large investments to restore
them, but are for practical purposes no longer used as
churches. The problem of reduced incomes in church ac-
counts places a burden on the state when building renova-
tion becomes necessary. Rather than take money from
social welfare programs run by various religous deno-
minations, church properties can be converted with state
aid to become revenue producing projects like the Mar-
itime Museum that now occupies a gothic church in Ros-
tock.
