Foster parentin rewards Berl

When Laura Hughes moved
to Berlin last year, she found
the perfect outlet for her love of
children: foster parenting.

She always enjoyed ﬁaving
children around and even
“borrowed” thém from family
and friends. One year ago, she
and husband Harrison decided
to formalize their commitment
to helping others by getting

involved in Berlin's foster
parenting program.
“Its a very rewarding

thing,” said Hughes, who has
no children of her own but
foster 10 over the last year.
“We've developed good
friendships with the families.”
Seven couples in the
military community are
currently involved with they

Army  Community

Foster Care Program, which
provides temporary foster
homes for children when

parents or guardians can’t care
for them. Normally, children
live with a foster family for a
few days Lo a few weeks.

Acling Program Manager

Susan Sotelo said the service
has been very successful here in
Berlin. She added that one of
the successes of the program
has been dispelling popular
beliefs about the types of
children involved. he said
that most cases do not involve
abuse, but usually stem from
circumstances such as parental
hospitalization or cmergency
leave.

QOne recent case involved a
woman who couldn’t care for
her two small children because
she was immobilized by
surgery. -

“We've placed as many as
25 children in one year and
that's quite a bit,” said Sotelo.
“The families and people
associated with our program
are diamonds of our society.”

Service ~ ™-__Volunteers participating in

the foster program range from
homemakers to couples with
grown children. SMSgt. Martin
Hooker of the 7350th ABG said
he and his wife, Debbie, decided
to put their parental experience
to a good use afler they raised
two daughters.

"We had the space and we
thought we could create a
caring envirenment, take them
in our home and treat them like
ours,” said Hooker, who two
daughters are now attending
college. "I like kids, and I like
working with kids. They are
prelty neat people. You know
there's heartbreak when they
leave.”

IHis face bears the marks of years in the
ficld. It is a kind face, but hard and rough.

Colonel Jimmy C. Banks, Berlin Brigade
commander, jokes about it.

“Ljust look old,” he said.

The 49-year-old infantry soldier uses his
experience to model practical skills to his sol-
diers. Wearing his pistol belt low like a west-
ern gunslinger, he explained an infantry
technique for catching the weight of the ruck-
sack.

“That's why my pistol belt and everything
is riding low,” he said. "Then, when you drop
your rucksack, you got it,” he added, showing
how the weight of the rucksack falls on the
pistol belt.

The 33-year veteran spent nine years as

an 'enlisted soldier. Iis experience and
conversational style allow him to relate
easily to his soldiers.

Sgt. First Class Johnny Mallety of the Ma-
neuver Training Area Headquarters at
Hohenfels has observed benefits already.

“He is going to be a real asset to the bri-
gade,” said Mallety. “l think the Berlin Bri-
gade will undergo a positive change.”

Banks relies on his non-commissioned offi-
cers for leadership.

“NCOs are the key to any orgamzatlon

and the noise and light discipline was the
best I've seen,” he said. “The brigade soldiers
are motivated and focused on the mission.”

The new brigade commander said it was
relaxing to know that he won’t have to make
many changes in the brigade.

He said he and his wife, Delores, are
pleased to be part of the Berlin family “It's
challenging and exciting to be the brigade
commander of such a fine organization,” he
said. “It is the threshold of my career.”

Banks said the greatest challenge the bri-
gade faces is its new mission and the training
that will accompany it.

“We are not a heavy force. Our
training is suited to a lighter
contingency force.

‘The colonel knows the value of training at
CMTC first hand. He was part of the Hohen-
fels Training Center staff as a 2nd Lt. from
1968-1970. .

“Back then the stalf was at the second
lieutenant. level,” he said. I was the G3. 1
had just come from Vietnam and they were
putting some of the combat experience in Eu-
rope.”

For this latest training exercise, 1,800 of
the brigade’s solders were in the field for al-
most four weeks. Both 5th and 6th Battal-
ions from 502nd Infantry and the Combat
Support Battalion were up against live oppo-
sition forces getting tough gritty training.

Banks said that he enjoys being out in the
field, but he knows that it is tough on the
spouses back home.

“The family members back home are fight-
ing the real battles with the toothaches, ear-
aches and other problems” he said. “They are
the real soldiers in the family keeping the
wheels on the wagon.”

He advises military spouses to hang on to
their authority as home leaders.

“Don't let that husband or wife come home:

and take that authority away from you when -

he or she was not there to help make the deci-
sion,” he said.

Banks stresses that soldiering and raising

a family, for a couple, is a team effort.

“I have to stay out of the house and let my "

wife take care of the checkbook and get the
car in the garage, and never question her de-
cisions when I've been gone to the field for
three weeks,” he said.

The new brigade commander knows that
training in the field builds leadership in both
soldiers and family members and he believes
in taking care of both. They can look into the
colonel’'s weathered face of experience and
see his passion and concern for them.

Hornack said the idea is to slow
down the tanks and vehicles long
enough to allow field artillery and
air attacks to be effective.

The captain. said he knows the
traps won't fully stop the enemy,
but he hoped the wire will cut
brake lines and create general
problems for the enemy.

They also created mine fields
causing additional damage.

The soldiers were enthusiastic
about the training.

“The more training we do the
better and easier it gets,” said Pvt
First Class Scott Overmyer, 42nd
Eng.Co. “I think we get more
training out of Grafenwoehr.

However, I think we have trained a
lot here.”

Pvt. First Class Larry Hawkins
had been setting up several
obstacles, and he was ready to do
the second part of the mission.

“We have been learning a lot,
but I'm ready to do a little fighting
now,” he said.

The 42nd Engineers are part of
the Combat Support Battalion and
were among the 1,800 soldiers from
the Berlin Brigade training at the
CMTC during August.

Col. Jimmy C. Banks, brigade
commander, said that almost half
of the soldiers participating in the
CMTC exercise were support

The signs are everywhere. The deafening
silence between the cold drab walls of the
building normally used as a dining facility,
now whisper painful cries of agony and
discontent.

In the far right_¢orner, just past the
server’s booth, an ‘area once designated as a
pickup point for food trays, plates and
silverware has been transformed to a supply
station.’

Although the Hohenfels Maneuver
Training Area medical facility was designed to
support more than 100 MTA soldiers, it didn’t
take long before that mission was redefined.
Not only were the medical personnel caring for
the brigade's MTA troops, but within two days
after setting up, the facility became a
screening and holding area for all soldiers
participating in the Combat Maneuver
Training Center rotation.

“QCur mission is to set up and run a sick call
operation for everyone in the MTA, whether
they are a part of the Berlin Brigade or not,”
explained Sgt. Marie Rodgers, MTA aid station
NCOIC. :

Rodgers, who has participated in a number
of Berlin Brigade training exercises, said
many soldiers are used to the operation
functioning as a holding area and some don't
know the facility is supporting only sick eall.

Nevertheless, the tearn of medics refused

to turn any injured soldier away. As a result,
MTA medical facility personnel handled
everything from busted lips to sprained
ankles,

While there were a couple of soldiers
medically evacuated from the training area,
Rodgers said there haven’t been any critical
injuries. “A loss is a loss, regardless of the type
of injury responsible for taking the soldier out
of action.”

Staff Sgt. Darlene Delmae, s platoon

sergeant for Co. F 703rd TRIAD unit, agrees. .-

She understands how critical it is to treat
the soldiers and get them back to the unit or
out of the battle zone.

Positioned as_a go-between for the

battalions and the hospital support, Delmae’s;

massive rear-support medical operation nof-
only “plays docter” as a CMTC participant, but
handles real-life problems.

“We've had a lot of insect bites and

- sprains,” she said.

The most challenging aspect of the job for
the unit is dealing with the many missions
required in the field.

"The first thing we had to do was move in
and set up the parameter.” said Delmae. "We
provide security, roving guards as well as
routine medical support. This is the first time
our unit has come out to for an exercise like

But afier 47 years, the retirement of Lou Fischer is i

Ge

hen he arrived in one of
the first U.S. Army
convaoys to reach Berlin
in July 1945, Lou
Fischer had no idea
he’d still be here 47
years later, running
one of command's
largest and  most
diverse organizations.

Fischer was a sergeant at the time,
but later was commissioned in the
Quartermaster Corps, and eventually
retired from active service with the
rank of colonel. He declined the rank
of brigadier general, he says,
preferring a life in Berlin as a senior
civil servant.

e was a central figure in the
consolidation of various supply and
service operations into a central
account, of which he has been the chief
more than 10 years.

Pischer, 68, from New York City, is

-one of a handful of Americans who
have lived and warked in Berlin since
the end of World War II. He marks his
career not in years, but by events and

circumstances: the difficulties of post- -

war ‘Berlin; the 1948 Soviet ‘blockade
and the unprecedented Allied airlift
that followed; the erection and collapse
of the Berlin Wall; and, finally, the
unification of Germany.

NOW HE SEES the Allied
presence fading, and it saddens him.
He remembers the dark, frightening
days of 1961, when Berlin was split by
the Wall, and how tanks from 6 Bn.
40th Armor faced superior Soviet
armor at Checkpoint Charlie in a tense
battle of wills over unimpeded Western
access to the Soviet Sector.

“The Soviets had tank divisions
within striking distance,” Fischer said.
"We had about 25 M-60s - crackerjack
boxes compared to what they had.
They could have rolled right in and
taken Berlin.”

After “a disturbing couple of hours”
the Soviets blinked in the face of U.S,
resolve and the crisis. ended. Fischer
isn’t sure why the Soviets pulled back.
“People were worried that the incident
would bléw into World War [If. Maybe
they didn't want to face that.”

Fischer also remembers the elation of
the Allies and the Berliners when the
Soviet blockade ended in May1949. “1
was in one of the first cars that drove
out to llelmstedt,” he recalled with a
grin. “We never thought that blockade
would end.”

The constant challenge of his work,
and his love of Berlin kept Fischer here
over the years. As chief of supply and
services, Fischer and his 330-member
staff provide the community
everything from ammunition to
laundry and dry cleaning services.

His contributions to the community
extend well beyond the S&S compound.
He has for many years been the lay
leader of the American Jewish
community. In the absence of a rabbi,
Fischer arranges religious services,
provides study materials, organizes
Hanukkah festivities and arranges the
Seder, or Passbver services. Jewish-
community members say that without
him, there would be no American-
Jewish community in Berlin.

HIS CONCERN for people spills
over into his professional life, where
superiors, peers and employees alike
attest to his generosity.

“Lou is a wonderful person,” said
Edward Bachman, chief of the services
branch, who has served in Berlin
almost as long as Fischer. “He’s
always willing to help people, and
explain solutions to problems.”

Fischer says he tries “to be fair with
people, to give them a fair resolution.
Everyone wants an award, but you
can’t give everyone an award.
Everyone wants a promotion, but you
can't promote everyone. What you ean
do is explain to them what they can do
to earn promotions and awards.”

Fischer also likes to say “yes” when
customers ask for something, or at
least point them in the right direction.
“We're not in the livestock business,”
he quipped, "but if someone needs an
elephant, I can at least give them
directions to the zoo."”

For those who've been in Berlin a few
years, it will seem odd not to have him
around. Fischer retires September 1.
He will be honored at today’s command
where he will

Civilian Service. Over the years he’s
also received two Meritorious Civilian
Service awards, equivalent to the
military Legion of Merit.

But why, with the Allied withdrawal
so near, would he choose to retire now,
rather than see the American presence
Lo its conclusion?

"I'm almost 69 years old,” he said. “It's
time.”

Just as countless people camplement,
Fischer’s service, he .is equally proud
of the community’s soldiers and

civilians. “There’s a certain resolve
that makes this community
successful,” he said. “Even during the
drawdown, while working themselves
out of a job, they are professional and
dedicated.” .

Eventually, Fischer plans to settle in
Fort Walton Beach, Fla. For now he
will devote more time to his
community and religious work,
“advising the younger generation.”
He'll also devote more. time to his
friends, and by all accounts there are
many.

NO HISTORY of the American
presence in Berlin will be complete
without some mention of him.

In a very real sense, he embodies all
the history he has seen, and much has
changed since his convoy rolled inte
town. The Cold War is over; the Wall is
gone; Germany is unified; and soon the
Allies will be gone.

But after 47 years, Lou Fischer’s
retirement is truly the end of an era.

Declaring monetary instruments

Travelers to the United States have to declare
any sums of monetary instruments over $10,000
to customs. Monetary instruments include U.S. or
foreign coin, currency, traveler checks, money or-
ders, and negotiable intruments or investment se-
curities in bearer form such as stocks, bonds and
mutual funds. Promissory notes, IOUs and letters
of credit do not count as monetary instruments.

“It is not illegal to have more than $10,000 with
you,” said Donald Tag, U.S. Customs adviser to
the European Command, “You just have to report
those large amounts.”

All travelers to the U.S.A. reccive a customs
declaration on which they can'declare sums over
$10,000. “People with more than the $10,000 lim-
it then fill out a form and that is all, unless they
acquired the money illegally, in which case the In-
ternal Revenue Service may pay them a visit,” he
added. Failure to comply can resull in civil and
criminal penalties and the loss of the monetary in-
struments.

Beware the nematode threat

Why are these customs guys worried about dirt
on my car? Why did the packers tell me to wash
my lawn furniture? The reason is Europe has
many agricultural pests that don't exist in the
United States, and soil is a natural hideout for
them. If they enter the U.S.A., they cun cause
great damage to our farming economy.

“You can easily introduce pests into the
U.S.A.,” said Dale Rush, U.S. Department of Agri-
culture adiviser to the European Command. It
only takes that little bit of soil on you car, lawn
furniture, bicycle, shoe, boot, coat or field gear.
“For example, the burrowing nematode is not na-
tive to the States,” Rush explained, “but could
hide here in the mud on your boots. If you took
that mud home, the nematode cggs would later
hatch and cat the roots of citrus trees.” Losses on
infested trees cost approximately $2.5 million an-
nually.

The golden nematode attacks potatoes and to-
matoes, reducing yiclds by as much as 80 percent.
It threatens annual crop yields of over $1 billion.
